The anawer is that East didn't
look ahend and didn't know, He
didn’t need to. He saw that his
ace wan behind K-Q-10 and there.
fore automatically refused the
first trick,

Thiz In a good ruls to follow,
especially when defending against
A nolrump contract. ‘When you
have the ace behind dummy's
K-Q-10, don't think. and don’'t hesi-
tate, Refuse the first trick in that
suit and keep an Innocent look on
your face.

Driver Fined

In Fatality

Arthur Ashwell, 32, of 102
Wopdbridge St., was found guilty
yesterday of reckless driving
when he struck and fatally injured
Albert Hilding, 44, of 272 Oak St
when Hilding crossed Main St,, the
night of July 19,

Hllding died several hours later
at Hartford Hospital from head
and internal injuries and a frac-
tured left leg.

Ashwell was fined 8200 by Judge
Wesley C. Gryk after lm‘u\v
trial in Tdwn Court. A $500 bond
wag set for appeal

Atdhwell testified that he had
at no time seern Hilding in the
street until he heard & thud, stop-
ped his car and saw the body in
the rond. A disinterested witness,
Henry Wyman Jr., 101 Eldridge
St, sald he saw Hilding standing
next to a car at the side of the
road and watched him as he cross-
ed Main St from east to west.

Judge Gryk said Ashwell should
&lso have been able to see Hilding
and that his failure to do so was
hecause of his mlltentlvmeu to
his driving.

(‘o'om-rn Finding

Ashwell said hin brother had
called him to help change a fipt
tire and he was returning home
after unsuccessfully locating his
brother. Hartford County Coroner
Louis Schaefer said, at an inquest
into Hilding's death, it wan likely
Ashwell was preoccupied with
seeking his brother and was not
paying proper attention to hia
driving. The coroner held Hilding's
death to be caused by the criminal
neglect of Ashwell.

In summary for the defense,
Atty. Philip Bayer sald the State's
case rested on Ashwell's failure to
keep a proper lookout. Atty. Bayer
sald the witness;, Wyman, was
able to observe Hilding prior to
the time Hilding crossed the street
because a reflection from a store
frent had momentarily showed
him' at the roadside.

Wyman testified it was difficult |-

to see Hilding and that if the re-
flaction had not shown him, *I
might have been in the same situ-
ation myself.”
