The unarmed Cl 30 Hercyles 

transport plane crashed Sept. 2 af­
te r  disappearing on a  flight inside 
Turkey adjacent to  Armenia. The 
Soviet government said earlier six 
bodies were found in the wreckage 
but gave no indication w hat hap- 

. pened to the other 11 men aboard.
_ The note was handed to U.S.

charge d'affaires Richard H, Davis 
yesterda.v by Deputy Foreign Min­
ister V. V. Kuznetsov.

The S tate D epartm ent in Wa.sh- 
ingtoh said the note contained a 
promise to return  the six bodies 
bu t failed to give any information 
about the missing 11. As made 
public here, the note reaffirmed 
th a t six bodies had been found but 
said no other information on the 
crew members was "a t the dispos­
al of the Soviet side."

Washington said It would con­
tinue to press the Russians for in* 
form ation about the 11 and would 
renew its demand for return  of the 
a irc ra ft wreckage.

The Soviet note heightened the 
m ystery turroim dlng the crash. 
The Air Force said the plane was 
on a routine flight, inside Turkey 
to study radio wave propagation.

UAWSet to Strike 
At Chrysler, GM

Detroit, Sept. 20 (JF)—Thefmuch tougher since it has four
United Auto Workers pre­
pared t o a y for strike.s 
against General Motors and 
Chrysler bui expressed hopes 
both disputes could be settled 
without a walkout.

UAW president W alter Reuther 
assumed personal command of the 
UAW's negotiations with Chrysler 
today and told newsmen that "If 
Chrysler would get down to serious 
collective bargaining, we could 
have an agreem ent by Monday."

Chrysler declined comment on 
Reuther's announcement tha t the 
union's 25-man International ex­
ecutive board had sanctioned 
strike aaginst GM and Chrysler. 
GM and Ford also declined com­
ment.

The Chrysler strike time was 
left to the discretion of Reuther 
and' other top UAW ofllcials in 
light of w hat progre.sa — If any — 
is made in efforts to reach con­
trac t agreem ent with Chrysler.

In the case of QM, the union was 
much firmer. I t set a Tuesday, 
Sept. 30 deadline for the walkout. 
Reuther said the GM problem ia

times as many auto plants as 
Chrysler and hundreds of unsolved 
grievances in local GM plants.

" I t is fair to say we would pre­
fer to wrap up Chrysler first," 
Reuther said, "because it is a  less 
complex situation than a t GM and 
would result in a quicker consuma- 
tlon of a contract.”

Reuther made it plain th a t the 
UAW would not accept a t  GM or 
Chrysler carbon copies o f the 3- 
year contract worked out witli 
Ford Wednesday. That agreem ent 
came after a 7-hour strike involv­
ing 98,000 Ford workers.

The UAW chieftain also said 
th a t if the union .should get gains 
a t Chrysler or GM over and above 
those obtained from Ford, it 
would not go hack to Ford and 
ask for fu rther concessions. “We 
made a contract w ith Ford and 
we'll stick by ita term s.” he said.

Reuther said he would know by 
nightfall today "w hether Chrysler 
really wants to  bargain." He said 
he would sit down with Chrysler 
representatives again Sunday if

Soviet Chief 
Won’t Curb 
China Reds

Washinjiton, Sept. 20 (/P)— 

President Eisenhower is ex­
pected to reject promptl.v and 
firmly Premier Khrushchev’s 
tough warning t h a t  the 
United States must abandon 
Formosa or face “expulsion” 
by Communist China.

In  a new letter to Eisenhower 
yesterday, the Soviet Premier 
spurned a  presidential bid to use 
h li influence, w ith the Chinese 
Communista to  end the present 
F a r Eastern crisis.

Khrushchev said Formosa be­
longs lo Red China. If the United 
S tates does not abandon National­
ist China and pull out American 
forces, he said, "no other way will 
be left to People's (Red) CThIna ex­
cept expulsion of armed forces 
hostile to It.fro m  its own terri­
tory."

"ilie Khrushchev letter, handed 
to Richard Davis, ranking U.S. 
diplomat now in Moscow, replied 
to a  letter from Eieenhmver SepL 
12 .

In tha t letter Eisenhower told 
Khrushchev tha t If he was really 
Interested in working for peace he 
would use his influence to get the 
Chinese Reds to stop aggressive 
acts in the Formosa area.

The Reds have been bombard­
ing the Natlonallst-held offshore 
Island of Quemoy since Aug. 23. 
They also have been threatening 
broader m lllU ry. action aimed a t  
eventual capture of Formosa, the 
N ationalist stronghold shout 100 
miles from the China mainland.

T he '13-page Khrushchev letter 
w as translated s t  the U.S, em­
bassy In Moscow before being 
transm itted  here. A sum m ary was 
broadcast by the Moscow Radio 
even before the S tate  Departm ent 
had time to notify Eisenhower, va­
cationing a t  ,Newport.

You’ve been thlftklnp, o ( course, 

about the hand. What can you do 
to avoid t l^  loas o f  two clubs, one 
diamond, and one spade?

The best chance U to develop a 
Bpadb trick to take care of one 
of your losers In diamonds. How 
can you do this withoii. losing a 
second spsde trick ?

You must hope that East has 
both top spsdes or thst the spade 
tops are divided. I f  they’re divid­
ed. you must try to get West to 
win the flrst spade trick. 'Then 
,vo" ll be able to leal the next 
spade through East.

How to Make West Win
The problem, then, la how to 

make West w ir the flrst spsds 
trick rather than Eaat. The prob­
lem la aolved hy remembering that 
your opponent.^ will play aecond- 
hanri-low

If you lead tha Jack of spades 
fr.im your hand, Weat will play 
lew beca uie he la the second hand 
lo play to the trick. And then 
East will win the trick—which Is 
exsclly what you don’t w-ant.

The right method la to lead a 
trump to dummy's queen and lead 
a low spade from dummy. Eaat, 
aa aecoml hand on thla trick, will 
play low. You will play th* Jack, 
and Weat will V'in Ihe trick, Thla 
ta what you wer» aiming al.

Weat takea a club trick and 
awitchea to diam >nda. You win 
with the ac* of diamonda, lead a 
trump to dummy'* nine, and re-i 
turn the queen of apades from 
dummy

Eaat la helplesa. It he playa the 
king, you ruff and gel hack to 
dummy with the king i.f diamonds 
lo dls<ard on the ten of spsdes. 
If Ea.st fslls toc plsy the king of 
apadc.s, you diaesrd a diamond at 
once. Either way, your game Is 
safe.

The 
plan’s purpose was said to be a de­
sire to bring the military strength

o f each aide below the. "provoca­
tive”  level.

The newspaper story said th^ 
proposal was believed to have 
originated with Dulles. I t  said 
there would 'be no complete demili­
tarization o f the offshore islands 
or the Ohintse mainland, and that 
Nationalist China would not be 
aaked to give up the Quemoys or 
Matsu Island group.

The Star said it waa understood 
the United States would broach 
the proposal at the Warsaw talks 
if Red China shows some indica­
tion of wanting to strike a bar­
gain.

The plan was cited as being 
meritorious on several counts, such 
aa: ^

It would not prejudice Chiang’s 
claim to the offshore islands, it 
would be "e(lultahle" in that Na­
tionalist China would not be a.sked 
to give in any more than the Reds 
and it would please America’s 
worried allies who are fearful of 
war breaking out.
