Cover up
the East-Wesl cards and try to
come up wWith the expert answar,

Strangely enough,. you cannot
answer the question until you have
tested the spades, The correct
play is to win the first cjub trick
in dummy and immediagely Jead

| & gpade to finesse the queen,

It this finesse wins, you can af-
ford to tose one diamond trick, If
the spade finesne loses, however,
vou must develop the dlamonds
withoul Joss.

Suppoge, first, that the spade
finexse loses. Then yon must go
after all of the diamonds.by lead-
ing & low diamond to the ace and
then fAnessing the jack of dia-
monds. You must find Q-x or Q-x-x
of diamonds in the East hand.

Safety Play Needed

If the -upu(fc- finease works, how-
ever, n safety play in diamonds is
needed. You need only three dia-
mond tricks, and you can play safe
Lo get them.

Take the fArst diamond trick
with the king and then lead a low
diamond towards dummy. There
nre several different possibilities,
depending on how the diamonds
happen lo be located

If West piays a low diamond,

you fnesse dummy’as nine You|

won'l mind losing that trick be-
cause the nuit will break well if
holth opponents follow suit twice,
Anx the cards lie, dummy’'s nine
would win the trick, and your slam
would be safe.

If Went plays the ten or queen
of dmmnn:rn, you can win with
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dummy's acé and lead the nine of
diamonds back to get up the jack.
