Although I agree with the senti-
ment expressed by former Lt
Governor Bdwarc 1.. Allen in his
recent letter that it is roore im-

tant to correct the Connecticut

ver Bridge situation by making
al least one iree bridge avillable
than it is to place the biame for
the t situation, I do think
that It la important™that Governor
Ribicoff accept ruther than gloss
over and attempt to evade his full
ahare of the responsibi’.ty for the
present intolerable situation.
* Goyernor Riblcoff has been
claiming credit and taking bows
for new industry, generated by
the Conmecticut Turnpike, which
has come Into Eastern Connpcti-
cut. He has done this notwith-
standing the fact that thia pro-
gram wis concelved and begun
during the administration of Gov-
ernor Lodge. It :ould seem, there-
fore, that he would be willing to
accept such x easure of public dis-
approval as Is invalved in the mis-
handling of the program for our
Connecticut Rive  bridges, Lat's
Jook at the record!

The Hartford Bridge Authority
was created by the 1866 Legis-
lature consisting of .a Republican
House and a Demceratic Senate,
al a time when Federal highway
funds for the construction of the
Connecticut River bridges were
not avallable, Section 12854 of
the 1956 Supplement to the Gen-
eral Slatues, dealing with the
Hartford Br.dge Authorily, au-
thorized the transfer of the Bulk-
eley Bridge and the Charter Oak
Bridge to the Bridge Authority
upon approval by the Governor
of the Bridge Authority's resolu-
tion for the issuance of bridge
bonds, Sectlon 1270d of the 1835
Supplement to the General Statues
provided that 1o bonds could be
issued by the Bridge Authority
vnless the Governor shall have
lﬂjrlt approved the bhond resolu-

on,

During the latter part of 1956
the Hartford Bridge Authority, as
required by law, submitted their
resolution for the Issuance of toll
revenue bonds to Governor Ribi-
coff for hiy approval. In the mean-
time, by reason of the passage of
the Federal Highway Act of 10586,
Federa! funds for the construction
of new bridges had become avall-
able. Highway Commisaloner Ar-
graves reported to Governor Ribi-
coff that he could build the
bridges as fast as the Bridge
Authority, and that he could do

50 cheaper by Ltaking advantage of |

Federal grants. At that time the
decision whether to proceed to
build the new bridges with toll
revenue .bonds or by taking ad-
vantage of Federal funds was one
that only the Governor alone could
make. On SBeptember 18, 1956 Gov-
ernor Ribicoff made the final de-
clsion in favor of financing the
new bridges by toll revenue bonds,
and approved the bond resolution

badopted by the Hartford Hridge
Authority. It was not until “after
this decision of the Governor had
beéen made that the Bulkeley
Bridge, the Charter Oak ' Bridge
and Founders Bridge were turned
over by the State Highway De-
partment/to the Hartford Bridge
Authority, The Iaw as it appears
in otir statuts booka malkes it cloar
that the toll revenue bonds could
not have been lssued without the
Governor's prior approval,
However, aa Mr. Allen points

out, the important thing now, for
the future wall being of the metro-
pgln,m area, is to correct the
previous errors. of judgment ' by
making one or more free bridges
avallable, It ls probable that Fed-
eral funds can still be obtained for
completion of the Wethersfield
Bridge and for the acquisition of
Founders Bridge and the South
Windaor Bridge. An effort in this
direction should be made, rather
than merely accepting a glib state-
ment that such funds are not now
avaiiable. However, if Federal
funds are not now avallable, then
1 propose, when elected as Senator
from the Fourth Senatorial Dia-
trict, to sponsor legislation which
will eliminate the tolls on all
bridges except the Charter Onk
Bridge. I believe that with the
elimination of tolls on the other
bridges and the consequent reduc-
tion of overhead, sufficient revenue
can be produced from Charter Oak
Bridge tolls alone to service the
outstanding - bonds, particularly if
the existing bonds are refunded by
new bonds bearing a more reason-
able rate of interest.

Coming llke a refreshing breeze
from the White House Thursday
wan President Eisenhower's latent
atatement on the hitter school In-
tegration controversy. In a letter
to a Charlotteaville, Va, cilizens

Planetarium, Philadelphis
A space traveler will face many
uncertainties, but there is one
thing he can count on:

Thera will be no diners in space

g:u first spaceman will sit still,
exert himself hardly at all and
have no gravity and littie friction
to overcome, Yet he will stil’ need
some 3,000 calories a day,

Whers Wil| this food come from?
It will not, you can be sure,
come in cellophane packages and
oven-ready, as in a supermarket.
The normal pepson eats about 8.3
pounds of foad a day, consisting
of approximately five pounds of
water, 14 pounds of organic mat-
ter, 14 pounds of oxygen and =
half ounce of salts.

In a year's time Lhis addn up to
& staggering 1.52 tons of food!
Obviously, no space ship in the
foreseeable future will be able to
atore such quantities of food. Even
feeding one person on a short trip
will he diffieult. To kesp seversal
people alive on an Interplanetary
voyage, which will last a year or
more, would be Impossaible.

There have been a number of
suggestiona for solving the vic-
tuals-in-space problem, One of the
most practical, if least appatizing,
comes from Dr. Carl C. Clark of
the Aviation Medical Acceleration
Laboratory at Johnsville, Pa.

Dr. Clark envisons spacemen liv-
Ing solely on enriched sugar water
and shredded paper towels

The towels . (actually cellulose
fibers) will provide bulk. The
sugar water will be “splked” with
the elements necessary to keep the
man alive,

These will include at léast 11
synthesized cmino aclds; vitamins
such aa ascorblc acld, vitamin &,
A and D; and minerals such as
sodium chloride, sodium lodide and
traces of minerals contalning cop-
per, coball, polassium, iron and
calelum, Even lactic acids and
citric aclds will be added to keep
the dlet balanced.

From the standpoint of niiri-
tion cellulose and spiked , augar
water can keep & man alive. But
in planning a space diet, taate
appeal obviously rates little con-
sideration. The hungry spaceman
wiil  have one  compensation:
Chowtime, as concelved by Dr.
Clark, will come every two hours.
For the really long hauls, of
course, even towel-anG-sugar-wa-
ter aupplies will be too bulky for
the tight little world of space
travel, Sonmehow or other men

This creates a whole new
of fascinating probleme—p Y,
how to convext wasts molecules
into those required for sustenance,

Such a conversion, of course,
takes place contifiuously on earth,
We grow crops In flelds and use
organic fertilizerg to promota their
growth. Missing “molecules in the
soil are replaced. by those from
fertilizers. In Asiatic countries,
human wastes are used for this

On earth, however, our susten-
ance comes to us-in an
cycle.” That is, the probabilities
are very low that any firon or
sodium atom, say, would evér pass
through the same person twice,

In a space craft we must cons
serve every bit of mass, every
atom. Once lost, no atom can be
replaced. The goal, therefore, will
be Lo recycle atoms, with the re-
sult that they will pass repeatedly
through the (ndividuals aboard
ship.

A closed food cycle calls for ap-
propriate fractionations and ayn-
theses and this of course requires
space-consuming apparstus and
unlimited amounts of energy. Such
aAn operation becomes practical as
soon as the energy becomes avail-
able and the welight of the appara-
tus is less than the weight of the
otherwine required stores of food.

Many, Including Dr. Clark, con-
sider that developing an adequate
closed food cycle ls one of the
most difficult and, hence, one of
the monat significant tasks to be
completed before man can begin
extended space voyages,

Fontoma is & rather broad tarm
anfl Includes those weeping, crusty
leaions of the skin which result
from oversensitization to sub-
atances  which are gwallowed,
breathed in or which come In di-
rect contact with the skin.

One of the most common causes
of trouble in children is hypersen-
sitivity to eggs, but other foods
can also cause eczems. House (hist
and other substances breathed in
aro frequently at fault

One of the best known types
of eczema Is the akin rash which
comes from contact with poison
ivy. However, It has been found
to resull from mensitivity to furs,
face powders, shampoos, hair dyes,
the ink of comic strips, antisep-
tics and a host of other agents.
Although eczema Is perhaps
most common In =hildhood, it can
afflict those who are older. It must
first be differentiated from other
kinds of akin diseases or the skin
effects of msuch general discases
a8 measles.

Ordinarily, simple eczema on the
skin is first shown by slight red-
ness and signa of irritation. If the
{rritation (s severe (as It often is
with poison i{vy) blisters can form,
and even small pus pockets. ¢
At this time the skin begins to
Itch and burn and acratching
naturally follows—which irritates
the akin even further.

The frist step In the presence
of eczema Is to identify it an an
Allergic dinorder rather than some-
thing- else.- Every effort .must be
made 16 -find the offending sub-
stance which caused It

Once (dentified, the offending
substance must be kept away by
such means as eliminating eggs
or egg-conlaining foods from the
diet. or by the wearing of pro-
tective clothing,

It is important to avold placing
anything on the skin which might
make the eczema worse. Soothing
preparations which lessen the in«
flammation and itching and de-
crease the tendency to acratch,
thus aiding the skin to return to
its normal state, are usually ad-
visable.

Readers should remember that -
one of the problems connected
with eczema s the irrita‘ion which
often comes as a result of scratch-
ing, or the unwise application of
subslances to the skin which ir#-,
iate it further. ‘Bome w2 my Goi- *
leagues have remarked repeatedly
that they may have more difficulty
with an eczema victim who has
treated himself unwisely than with
the disease itself.
