1. Appeal at the court clerk’s of-
flce before his scheduled Lrial

2. Sign a written plea of gullly
and a waiver of right to trial.

3. Pay a fine in nocordance with
the court-fixed schedule.

Thus, the court will accept the
plea of guilty, accept the fine and
chnvict the defendant, who need
not be present,

The code specifies that the court
prosecutor shall examine the de-
fendant's motor vehicle record, 1L
hints that if the thoughtful prose-
cutor finds a doubtful record, he
will refuse to aliow the defendant
to waive trial.

“This is a nice procedure for
handling the out-of-state motorist
problem,” sald Scully. “At the
same time, it gives the court the
opportunity to dispose of cases
that don’L require court appear-
ances—and {t gives the court more
time to devote to more important
cases."”

Defines Court Terma

The code defines court terms
and gives a somewhat strict pat-
tern for the handling of & court
case from beginning to end: The
Information (ailegations) and war-
rant, ball, appearance of an attor.
ney, duconununnco of progeedings
before’, conviction, the summons,
arrpignment, pleading, the trial,
and the procedure after an accused
Is found guilty,

In addition to the procedure for
motor vehicle violators, the code
concerny the :llce where court
may be held, the lypes of gessions,
the confusin J nolls prosequi and
the refusal of a defen t to plead.

The code says the town ahall
deaignate the place where court
may be held, subject to the approv-
al of the chief udge of the munici-
p courts. Judge Scully said

‘sometimes a city will turn over a
hasement to the court and say,
‘Hold your court here'.” The code
would work against that,

Courts may dulxnnlg separate
sessions as "'traffic,” “family” and
“‘probation”  under the code,
"“We're trying to separate traffic
cases from the run-of-the-mill
criminil cases here,' said Judge
Scully.

The cod clarifies the use of the
nolle prosequi—which Is a device
for indefinitely shelving a cass —
by stating that “ihe prosecutor has
the authority to discontinue any
prosecution at any stage of the
proceedings prior to conviction
when he i satisfied that the availd
able evidence Will not support the
information,"’

For some time, said Judge Scul.
Iy.. judges have been entering
nolles, ¢ code definitely pgives
that optlon to the proaecutor,

The cane of the silent rlalendanl

ia solved by the code, also. If an
accused person refuses to plead,
say~ the code, “or If the court re-
fuses to accept a plea of gullty,
the presiding judge ahall cause
a plea of not guilty to be entered
on the docket in behalf of the ao-
cused,”

This, sald Judge Scully, is =&
practice that has been followed in
state courts for some time. But no
exinting rules or regulations back
it up. If the Bupreme Court of Er-
rvors adopts the code, the practice
will have the backing of atate reg-
ulations.

The.code will not satisfy the pro-

penents of major court reform in|:

Connecticu , Judge Scully agrees,
But he adds that it will go = long
way toward clearing up confusion
ir the court. The purpose of the
document, stated at the beginning
of the code, is this:

“These rules are intended to

provide for the just determination|

of every criminal and penal pro-
ceeding. They shall be construed
Lt secure simplicity and uniformity
in procedure. fairness In the ad-
ministration of the criminal laws,
and the elimination of unjusti-
fiable expense and delny.”

"Of course In many locations,”
the court sald, “gbedlence to the
duty of desegregation would re-
quire the immediate general ad-
mission of Negro children, other-
wise qualified as students for their
appropriato classes, at particular
schools.

"On the other hand, a district
court, after analysis of the relevant
factors (whicl, of course, excludes
hostiltly to raclal degegregation),
might conclude that justification
existed for not requiring the pres-
ent non-segregated admission of all
qunlified Negro children.

“In such ¢ircumstances, how-
ever, the (District) Court should
scrutinize the program- of the
school authoritles to make sure

that they had developed arrange-|

meénts pointed toward the earliest
practicable completion of desegre-
gation, and had taker appropriate
steps to put their program into &f-
feclive operation.”

thotties, In contrast, were active.

of racial segregation which this
court had held violated the 14th

Constitutional rights of Negro
sludents seeking admission to Cen.
