"For this reason the Soviet gov­
ernment'hopes that the parties to 
the conference will bend every ef­
fort to come to terms on, and sign, 
an appropriate agreement on the 
earliest possible date.'.'

In Plane Lost 
On Matsu Hop

Taipei,' Formosa. Oct. 2 (*3—A 
Chinese Nallonallsl flying boajt 
carrying 11 persona, including four 
U.S. servicemen, was pilssing to­
day on a flight from the offshore 
Matsu Islands.

The plane disappeared shortly 
before sunset yesterday. Almost 24 
hours later Nationalist search 
planes and two U.S. destroyers had 
failed to find a trace. Officials spec­
ulated that the alow-flying plane 
had encountered bad weather.

The twin-engine PBY flying boat 
was under radar observation from 
Formosa when It vantahed. officers 
said, They did not report any sign 
of Communist flghters in the area.

Harvey Toy, manager of the N a­
tionalist Domestic Airline Fosh- 
tng. announced that the plane was 
last heard from 23 minutes after 
taking off from M*!*" f'”' l^O- 
mlle flight to Formosa. It waa 
chartered by the Nationalist De- 
fen.se Ministry. '

The plane took off a t 6:45 p.m. 
and radioed at 6:10 that ft was 
80. nautical miles from Taipei fly­
ing 1,000 feet above the ocean, 
It waa due here a t 6:55.

The four U.S. military men 
aboard are connected with the U.S.

AT EARLIEST MOMENT 
By Alfred Shelnwold,

When bridge players talk about 
favorite hands, they spend a k>t «f 
time on awlndlei. Everybody loves 
to make an impossible contract by 
flimflamming the o p p o n e n t * .  
That'* why the hand shown today 
haa been a favorite for several 
yeara.

Jan ' Wohlln, the great Swediah 
expert, field the South carda. Af­
fectionately known to European 
experta aa "the fat boy," Wohlln 
welgha about twice aa much aa the 
average player. He denlea, how­
ever, that he alao bida twice aa 
much.

In today'a hand, nobody would 
criticise Wohlln for underbidding. 
However, It would be Juat aa 
wrong to call him an overbidder, 
as long as he managed to make 
his contract.

West opened the queen of hesrts, 
snd Wohlln won in his hand with 
the king. After the short normal 
pause for thought, Wohlin gravely 
led the king of clubs from his 
hand.

At this point in the story, get 
ready to shed a tear or two for 
poor West. How could West tell 
that he could defeat the contract 
by taking the ace of ,i:lubs and re­
turning the jack .of hearta?

Practically no expert takes the 
first trick of dummy's long suit. 
The general principle Is tliat If 
you refuse the ftrst trick you'll get 
another chance later. By that time 
you may have a better Idea .of 
what to do.

N o He«'ond C h an ce
This time West didn't get a sec­

ond chance to take a club trick. 
Having stolen a club trick. Woh­
lln abandoned the suit andiwent 
after the diamonds. He gave up 
one diamond trick and then made 
five diamonds, two hearts, one 
spade, and the stolen club ful­
filling his "Impossible" contract.

South would have lost the game 
if he had gone after the diamonds 
first. The defenders would knock 
out the ace of hearts, discovering 
whst a fine suit they had. When 
South eventually got around to the 
clubs, West would surely tske the 
first club snd lead another heart. 
Wohlln had to steal his club triclj 
before the defenders knew what the 
hand was all about.

Once the foreign ministers 
are In . conference, according to 
this idea, the- meeting might get 
into the Formosa issue, and might 
produce a suggestion by the Rus­
sians to include Tihinese Commu­
nist representation.

Commiyiist and western scien­
tists agreed In Geneva AUg. 21 that 
it would be possible to set up a 
workable and effective control 
system to enforce a nuclear test 
ban. But thily avoided all issues 
of a political nature.

A day later the western powers 
suggested the October meeting to 
seek actual agreement along the 
lines,worked out by. the scientists. 
The Russians agreed in princlole 
last month and suggested the 
Geneva site.

The scientists recommended to 
their governments a world wide 
detection system of about 180 sta­
tions or listening posts -scattered 
over all continents and oceans. 
Some presumably would be In Red 
China.

The scientists, howeyer, left for 
political negotiators such questions 
as precisely where the stations 
should be' located and the degree 
to which the scientists staffing 
them would be free to move about 
over Soviet and other territory to 
check possible violations of the 
ban.

Both the death penally, 
which Governor Folsom hns corn- 
muled, and the life Imprisonment, 
which Is Its substitute, are In Ala­
bama law. Tire protest and senti­
ment, however, have not been di­
rected at the law, but at this spe­
cial case, In which the letter of the 
law was being followed.

'Die attack haa t>een on the case, 
rather than on the law, because of 
the color of Wilson's sitin. The 
assumption has been that If that 
color had been lighter, the full let­
ter of the Alabama law woidd not 
have been applied. And no one baa 
come forward with any list of 
Alabama white men who have been 
executed, or who have been given 
life Imprisonment, because they 
happened to commit a robbery at 
night. Until some one does come 
forward WIUi such a list. It would 
seem that there also ought to be 
some effort to get Wilson's life 
sentence reduced, too.

Aside from the attention thia 
particular case haa attracted, at 
home and abroad, it would seem In 
order for Alabama to give some 
conshlerallon to the unnatural 
severity of the law Involved, It Is, 
of rotirao, far out of line wllli the 
law for similar offenses anywhere 
In the civlllr.ed world. Not to bring 
It In line with arrepled values of 
crime and punishment would seem 
almost an adndsslon that It was 
pul on the iiooks In the first place 
to serve as a special weapon 
sgnlnsl a special segment of Aln- 
linrua'a pn|iulnllon.

Ramsdcll agreed that grouping 
will make necessary the addition 
of text books for the various levels. 
He advised the BoardNipmetime 
ago that this situation ' lyould 
arise, and added last night thauthe 
need Is becoming apparent in Ehig 
llsh, science and arithmetic.

Miss Kuhnly told the Board that 
their cooperation in providing the 
books and equipment needed for 
science was appreciated." In talking 
with heads of science departments 
In other schools she found that 
many o f them experienced great 
difficulty In getting the necessary 
materials for the ever-changing 
science program.

Spahnnie, who was in more iiot 
water than usual dir ing three of 
the first five mnings, came along 
strong in the stretch and act 
rioan 1.̂  of the last 17 batters he 
faced, getting H m .‘Uicccasion 
from the sixtii through the ninth 
frames.

Spahn, whoie stout-hearted per­
formance kept the Braves within 
striking distance of the Yanks 
until they tied the acore 3-3 in the 
eighth, before winning it in the 
10th on Billy Bruton's single, pre­
dicted a quick series triumph.

"I think we can beat ’em in five," 
he said. "In fact, it may even be 
four, If Lew beats Turley. And I 
think he will.

"Those guys must be worried 
now. They saw their big guy, the 
guy they depended on to pKch. and 
maybe win three times, lose. Don't 
think that doesn't have an effect 
on them.”

Actually, Ford'w-as not the los­
ing pitcher,, Ryne Duren, the fire­
ball relief pitcher, was charged 
with the defeat. After blowing his 
fast ball with spectacular success 
fo f'2  1-3 innings, during which he 
struck out five, the bespectacled 
righthander lost some of fils blind­
ing speed.
