Budget; Rogers Land Among 
Items Approved by Voters

luU>aX  hour town meeting 
' voted on four Items and

tk&ed seven.
^  »453,824 budget for the 

town as drawn by the Board of Fi-
nance w as approvedi as was the 
authority to borrow in, anticipa-
tion of taxes. The town will Join 
tho Capitol Planning Region and 
will buy the 2-acre parcel of land 
owned by Jarhqs Rogers on Notch 
Rd. next to the present school site.

James Hassett presided as mod-
erator of the lengthy, session which 
opened w,ith the reading of the 
call. The unusualyl long agenda 

. took about four and a half min-
utes reading time which prompted 
some to comment they had known 
town meetings that hadn't lasted 
that long.

Passage of the budget proposal 
took about 50 minutes. Mrs. Oscar 
Kreysig's motion to cut the budget 
by 10 per cent was considered first 

«.ln the discussion. She said she felt 
the budget was padded and cited 
items for textbooks, Instructional 
supplies and drip pans for the 
cafeteria in the school budget as 
Items for which the town was lay-
ing out tod much money. 'The mo-
tion to cut the budget was de-
feated 81 to 3,5.

Rep. Eugene Gsgllardone made

stand for his belief that the costs 
of snow removal should be paid out 
at town-aid road money. 'This also 
was defeated in a show of hands 
vote which was so decisive on ob-
servation alone that Gagllardone 
offered to withdraw the motion as 
the count was being taken.

The vote to approve the town 
budget was then voted upon with-
out opposition.

A military aspect was that Red 
China was feeling the pinch of the 
almost uninterrupted bombard-
ment since Aug. 23. Each of the 
tens of thousands of rounds of 
artillery sheila- had to be bought 
from Russia and transported from 
inner China by a single-track rail-
road or over it narrow highway to 
Fukien Province opposite Quemoy. 
It'Is a costly operation, and event-
ually the cost Is increased as the 
Sovlet-bullt guns wear out.

Warns on Interpretation 
Meanwhile, Red China's Foreign 

Minister Chen Yl said In Peiping 
today the United States will have 
totaUy mlacaloulated the Com

suspension of th* Quemoy bom-
bardment as a sign of weakness.

Radio Peiping announced Chen 
spoke at a mception given by East 
German Ambassador Paul Wtndel 
honoring the ninth anniversary of 
the founding of Communist East 
Germany.

Premier Chou En-lai attended.
Chen said the United- Statee 

should not “misinterpret thle (sus-
pension of bombardment) as meet- 
Inc its demand for a cease-fire. He 
said the Chinese people are deter-
mined to liberate Formosa, the 
Pescadores, Quemoy and Matsu.

"No foreign interference will be 
tc erated at all," he said-

"There is only one way out for 
tha United States, that Is to stop 
interfering in China’s internal af-
fairs and withdraw all its armed 
fo-cea from Taiwan (Formoat) 
and the Taiwan Strait,

"Any trick that the United 
St' tea attempts to play absolutely 
w '’ l not work, it will only keep the 
United States always on the de-
fensive," Chen declared.

He coiled the suspension of bom-
bardment of the Quemoys “a hu-
manitarian measure as well aa a 
great patriotic call."

"Every Chinese with a con- 
si-'ence should respond to this call 
and unite together to oppose our 
common enemy—the U.S. tm- 
perialiata," He said.

He skid the Communists were 
willing to settle Chinese-Amerlcan 
disputes through the Warsaw ne- 
gotiationa "but they will never al-
low the United States to misrepre-
sent one China as two Chinas and 
dl tort China’s Internal matter in-
to an international dispute."

1* iiome- 
thing pliahle, and-mipable of ahylng- 
away from pafnt-blank ahowdown, 
ae we are too. evert after both of 
ua have been talking aa tf,nothing 
could avoid aiicu a ahowdown

A a In ao many of the world'# 
trouble apota, however, any alight 
Increaae In the poaalblllty that full 
claah can be avoided repreaenta 
only the negative aide of hop*. 
Somebody, iwme lime, haa to be 
able lo IToaa from the negative 
over to the poaltlv*, and auhatitutr 
aolutlon by peace for the mere 
avoidance of attempted aolutlon' 
by force.

The 9nly aolutlon which aeema al 
alt poaalbla In theory, during the 
lifetime of Chlang Kal-ahek at 
leaat, would aeem the recbgnltlon 
of th* exlatence of two rfhlna*. 
Certainly Chlang hlmaelf la never 
going to yield lo negotiation, 
and rartalnlv we are never go-
ing to let him he conquered by 
force.

'.Th * moat painful.croM the 
Republican* o f Connecticut, 
to be»r in thia " fM  campaign 
now begun to appear, in the foiin' 
of Ribicoff poUUcal advertlaementa 
which reprint aome of the hand-
some thing* the Connecticut pree* 
has said about this Democratic 
governor during the past four 
year*.

Tt la one of the ahrewdneases of 
RIbIcoff'a political campaigning 
that. In eytirv race he has run to 
date, he haa concentrated more 
heavily on newapaper advertising 
than any other candidate does In 
tlila age of the air wave*. This 
la good strategy on ’ hia part not 
becauae he buys th* friendship and 
support of the newspaper* with 
hla ad',- but because voters ob̂  
vioiialy respond to A dignified uae 
of th* advertising columns, where 
the appeal and argument of a 
candidate doea not impose itself, 
Ol Interrupt, but can he taken or 
Ignored, aa the mood pleaaea. Thia 
good sense end fruitful strategy on 
hla- part, however, merely helght- 
ena Republican anguish and sus-
picion, which believes that Ribi-
coff has made hlmaelf Into some 
kind of sorce -er with the Connecti-
cut preaa. and that this la the 
worst obstacle the Repiihllcana 
have to overcome.

What does he do to bewitch the 
press, the Republicans aak them- 
selves. For a long tim* now there 
have been no Democratic dally 
newapaper* In Connecticut, which 
ought to leave the Repllbllcan 
party In a state of publicity lux-
ury. Tet th* Repiihlican paper* 
which dominate the state scene 
have had kind word* for Ribicoff 
throughout hla rareer, they have 
built him up, they aeem to have 
fallen under hla spell, from report-
ers up to piihllahera, and even 
when they go through It.e motions 
of opposing him, they seem to pull 
their punches. All this la a some-
what marlrlpnlng, fnialra"ng thing 
for the Republican politicians lo 
alriiggle agnlnat, and about the 
only kind of explanation for It they 
can understand waa that the Gov-
ernor, at hla Chrlatinss parly for 
the press laat .year, gave away ex-
pensive loaatera. Thia, In actuality, 
happened to he one of the few 
thing# this Governor haa done 
which really rubbed the preaa the 
wrong wav

The real explanations lie In sev-
eral ronalderstlona. First, the Gov-
ernor, moat of the time, haa been

hia own press «gent,^aii(J batter 
than sny anybody co^d hir*. Sac- 
ond, jic has dstnonatrated a maXi- 
mum of accekaibility and of candor 
In Ms deatinga wtth U.i- Mast. 
Third, In - conaa<|ueDca largely of 
the aecpnd, the reporter* have had 
trouble trying to apot falee poeee 
and h]fpocriale* In thp Oovemor’a 
behavior.

He win* the respect and liktag 
of the reporters, and he charma 
the editors and publishers, some-
times, in s typical behavior of 
hit, by declaring hi* opposition to 
something some of them may want 
Very badly. »

And. on top of all this, behavior-
ism, there it a posaibUlty, of 
course, that he le a good Governor, 
who in ell fairneas desetvss a good 
rating and reputation.

But. perhaps the key axplans- 
tion is that he happens to hav* 
com* along, being what he la, at 
a time when most of th* Rspubil- 
esn - newspapers of Connecticut, 
surveying their, monopoly of the 
state scene, have begun to feel 
that tha violent, extreme partisan-
ship of the past, which, for in-
stance, never softened very much 
even for Wilbur U  Cross, is b*-. 
ginning to belong in the past. Whan 
there la no Demoeratio prase, at 
all, thera la aome obligation upon 
the Republican preaa to be fair, 
at least to aome Democrata aoms 
of the time.

Moat of the Republicans politi-
cians have some sad understanding 
of this, but they still can't atop 
hoping, when a campaign connes 
around, that the Republican press 
will flay such as Ribicoff alive for 
breakfast, lunch, and dinner. Hs, 
nonchalantly, runs newspaper ad-
vertising quoting what the news-
papers have said about him.

In Middletown, Democratic 
Mayor Henry T. Clow was handed 
a third term  by the largest nlural- 
Ity in the city’s records.

M anchester Democrats deposed 
a  council with a  6-3 Republican 
majority when they elected six— 
the most a party  can possibly get 
under minority representation 
regulations.

In Middletown, Clew collected 
8,378 votes out of a possible 11,409. 
He defeated a Republican and an 
Independent, and boasted of a  
plurality of 3,267.

While the two Democratic tr i-
umphs surprised many -Voters, 
they did not necessarily indicats 
trends for the statewide election 
Nov. 4. All ol the cahipaigns con-
cerned stric tly  local issues.

Elsewhere, Republicans and 
Democrats held their own in tro- 
dltionslly Republican or Demo-
cratic territories. One Independent 
first selectman waa elected.

motoa’cade up and down th e  
length o f M ain St., and coptiflued 
their celebration fa r  into the n igh t 
a t a  .victory p a rty  a t the Rose- 
mount in Bolton.

B ut when p a rty  ̂ veterans whb 
had token one beating a fter an -
other from  .th e  Republicans In 
town election^ paused for a  mo-
ment to  reflect on th e  fa c t  th a t 
th is 'w as the flrst Democratic .vic- 
to ry 'ln  the history of M anchester, 
they would oslk each other, "Can 
you believe it?  Did you ever think 
you would really see it”

Memory of ’Sfl Lingered
The Deipocrats had been conr 

fldent going (nto the election. They 
believed they had presented on a t-
tractive sla te  of candidatee, and 
had waged a vigorous, all-out eam- 
paign. Further, they felt th a t Tf 
there was a  national trend and it 
favored either party , it favored 
theirs. Also, the memoiw of 1956, 
when they came within 12  votes of 
taking control of the Board of D i-
rectors and did in fac t win the 
town' clerk’s post, was attll green.

B ut StlU .. .  the Democrats had 
never won before, and the Repub-
lican m ajority  In voter reg istra-
tions re m a in ^  impressive — 9,633 
to 6,438. Also, the Democrats had 
thought they won two years Ago, 
and had started  celebrating’ only 
to learn th a t the w rite-in votea,

Then, four 
more c ^ ls  came in  quick succes-
sion from  D istrict Z', each report-
ing Democratic majoritiee.

A fter tallying the results shown 
on the firs t five of the six m a-
chines tn D istrict 3, party  w ork-
ers found the Democrats ahead by 
alm ost 500 'votes—Indicating the 
largest m ajority p a rty  veterans 
ever remembered the Democrats 
winning la  th a t Diatrict. So the 
shout w ent up-r"That*s It!

The results from the Commun-

And i t  w asn’t  all Democrats a t 
the Rosemount, either. A number, 
of Republicans showed up. Most 
notable among these was M rs.' 
Hazel Finlay, GOP town chairman, 
who chatted with Cavagnaro and 
o ther Democrats .to offer her con-
gratu lations and, at' the  same time, 
serve notice the Republicans would 
be out to  resume their traditional 
role 6f the m ajority  party  two 
years hence.

A tty. Robert Gordon, a Republi-
can Director candidate who won, 
and John B. Burke, a  Republican 
Director- candidate who lost, also 
dropped by.

The p arty  also a ttracted  two 
out-of-town Democrats who were 
alm ost as pleased by the result of 
yesterday’s M anchester election as 
the local Democrats.

Cheer Tomkiel
The party  last night, w ith Its 

music and dancing and excited 
talk, kept moving constantly a t 
full speed.

Justice Warren—a  former (Taliforr 
nla governor and twice an aspirant 
for the Republican nomination- 
Elsenhower has picked Supreme 
Court judges from other Judicial 
posts.

Of the three other Ehsenhower 
appointees, Justices John M. Har-
lan and (Tharlea Evana Whittaker 
were Federal Appeals Court judges 
and Justice William J. Brennan 
waa a member of the New Jersey 
State Supreme Court.

With Burton leaving, the court 
haa five Democratic and three Re-
publican members, the latter be-
ing Warren, Harlan and Whittak-
er.

Burton's retirement leaves the 
court with only one justice. Tom 
C. Clark, who was appointed by 
former President Truman. The 
other three were named by Frank-
lin D. Roosevelt. Tliey are Jus-
tices Hugo L. Black, Felix Frank-
furter apd William O. Douglas.

In all, Roosevelt made seven 
justices to the court, Truman 
four.

Burton, at the lime a Repub-
lican Senator from Ohio, was 
named by Truman to .the High 
Bench on Oct. 1, 1945 when Jus-
tice Owen J. Roberts, also a Re-
publican, retired.

Burton described his political 
position at the (ime as the center, 
between left and right.
