Dr. Fred L. Whipple, divector of
the Smithsonlan Astrophysical Ob-
servatory, and his colleagues have
‘wothked out some of the details of
building and operating a telescope
antellite In & paper placed befare
the Ninth International Aatro-
phy#ical Federation Congreas in
Amsterdam last autumn,

The telescope and its instrumen-
tation would be in a 300 or 400
pound satellite—much less than
the medium-sired Russian sputnik
—and would include an electronic
telescope, a televislion camera, a
transmitter, a memory device, plus
the necessary auxiliary electronic
apparatus to activate them.

The telescope itself would have
an 8-irich diameter mirror with a
focal Jength of 24 Inches, ground
off-axis - 80 that it will reflect
images to a TV viewing tube. The
lelescope would ‘‘see’ an area of
the sky aboul two degrees on a
side or about 16 times the area of
the full moon.

The entire sky could be covered
with 10,00 settings. ‘This means
that in successive sweeps, and
using conventional television trans-
mission, the {nstrument could acan
the whole aky In six minutes,

Too short to see over the heads of
those sitting in front of him, but
still very much fascinated oy the
proceedings, the lad moved Into
the misle and there he sat through
the rest of the performance,

And not long after that, his par-
ents took him to New York and
to the Metropolitan Opera, where
the youngster thrilled to a 5-hour-
long performance. “I think my
father alept through most of it
he joked.

An soon as he was old enough,
David joined the choir at St
Bridget's Church and, as a boy
soprano, remained the principal
sololst until his volce changed In
‘his early teens,

The next four years, a career in
musie for David Garrity appeared
doubtful because of the volce
change. “I couldn't ging a note,
and couldn't even gel Into the
Jachpol glee club"  he related.
David's music teachers explained
the lengthy change period as being
the result of his working so much
with his high voice while he was a’
youngster.

During that period, David's
artistic abilitiea were directed to-
ward another medium which, in
retrospect, proved to be an Inter-
esting and imaginative facet of hia
young life.

His knowledge of opera
is boundless,
