By Premier

Algiers, Oct. 14 (P)—French
Army officers today reluc-
tantly and hitterly obeved
Premier Charles de Gaulle's
orders to gel out of politics in

Algeria.

The orders came down
through the Algerian com-
mander, Gen. Raoul Salan,

who was himself the top fig-
ure in ‘the right wing army
coup of May 13 in Algeria.

Led by tough paratroop Maj
Gen, Jacques Massu, the 11 of-
firers sitting on the Algerian Com-
mittes of Puhlic Safety walked out
thia morning after explaining De
Gaulle's orderas to the civilian
membetn,

John J. Kenny, represent-
ing the Authority, said the cliti-
zrens’ group has no authority to
start the suit, the suit doed not
satisfy a federal requirement that
it Involve at least $10,000, and
complainants must go to the secre-
tary of the Army, rather than the
courts, with their pleas for re-
duced tolls.

Tied Closely |
With Hebron

By SUSAN IINQIN‘N

Lelters recelvec from Mrs,
Mary B. Slade of Thetford, Vi,
formerly of East Hampton, con-

tinue to throw light on Hebron's ||

past history.

Of special 'Interest 1s her ae-
count of the Rev.-Clement Sume
ner, a Hebron native, who in yre-
Revolutiondry days lived in the
“Salthox" house at what is now
known as Gay City State Park.

Sumner married Elisabeth Gil-
bert, daughter of Samuel Glibert
Jr., of Hebron. Town records are
n little confusing, but It appears
that Clement Sumner's wife was
either a sister or a nlece of the
Abigall Gilbert who marvied the
Rev. Samuel Peters, and dled &
fow weeks after. her marriage.
This close connection with Peters
may have ~ccounted for the fact
that Sumner got Into trouble In
his ministerixl career owing to hia
strong Tory srmpathies. He was
perhaps influenced by Peters.

Mra, Siade Jtoleg thal Sumner
was the first pastor of the Thet-
ford, Vi, Congregational Church,
A later pastor of that church,
Asa Burlon, who became pastor In
1779, loft papers saying that Sum-
ner fled because othera of Tory
sympathles had been tarred and
feathered and he lad reason to
think he would be aerved In the
same way, His brother William
alsa fled and left hix fa-aily be-
hind. He presumably went Lo
Canada, Mra, “Slade says there
were lwo groups ¢ people in
Thetford, one group very violent
about the Tory situation, the other
milder but atill did not want the
Tories Lo stay and perhaps helped
them to gel away.

It Is probable that Summer
would have taken Episcopal orders
instead of Congregational, If the
necessity of golhg to England for
ordination hid not been In the
way, But this is merely a conjec-
ture,

Mrs, Siade also says thal some
of the Hebron Peters' descendants
now live in her vicinity. One, Wil-
liam Peters, Is a teacher in the
Thetford Academy. Another Peters
went to Bradford mear Thetford,
and his descendents still live there,
Apparently they pgot as  near
Canada as they could, in the old
days, all ready to light oul for
that haven of refuge if necessary.
Thetford, as already noted, was
largely setlled by Hebron people.

The Salthox House was shown in
The Herald in the 250th anniver-
sary page of Hebron's celebration.

The nearly 2.000 acre State Park
on which the Baltbox Honse stands
was the gift of the late Mis: Emma
Foster. of Hartford In 1043,

In urging the referendum last
night, Mayor Herman G. Olson
said the vote will “not be binding
on the Council, but it is up to the
Council to follow the wishes of
the people.”

An warlier uste was conaidered
for the referendum but it could
not be held untll after the Nov.
4 election, and the Council did not
vant to aola It during the holl-
days.

Alderman Karl Hewitt said bhe
didn't think anyone could vote
“Intelligently on the consolidation
question” at this point. The Coun-
cil generally agreed that publiciy
on lhu pros «nd cons was need.d,
tut did not determine how it
would be handled.

The Ordinance Committee, head-
ed by John Rady, will consult with
Corporation Counsel Donald 8han-
non and arrange for the referen-
dum. However, Rady declined to
handle publicity on the question,
stating that he will be (aking-a
stand on one side of the question,

Rady is co-publisher of the Rock-
ville Leacer, a weekly newspaper
which campaigned in 1958 againat
¢onsolidation and for two school
districla,

A 2-school district report, pre-
pared by Olson and Rady al that
time, and & subsequent school ref-
erendum, were alluded to several
times last night in talks on the up-
coming consolldation referendum.

Rady pointed out last night that
Rockville voters In the 1956 refer-
endum favored separation of the
school system-. into two districls,
one in the city and.pne in the rural
area which ia the Fire Diatrict,

However, the vote in rural Va-
non was so overwhelmingly in fa-
vor of one school district that it
outweighed, the Rockville vole,

Education costs, which conatis
tutes the major part of the town
budget, la aboul the only service
which the city and rural area
share,

Street lights, sewerage and wa-
ter are among the chief services
provided by the city for its resi-
dents, and which the rural resi-
dents do not receive at all. The city
also maintains a police depart-
ment. A growing police force in
rural Vernon, supported by the
town, is the cause of much con-
cern among city residents who pay
taxes to support services in both
the city and the town. City resi-
dents have sald that the Fire
District which collects & separate
tax for fire protection, should
provide police protection for its
area, rather than use town laxes
collected from both city and fire
dintrict residents.

The early need for such services
around the mill homes along the

Last year the town spent $10.-
000 for a professional survey of
the 3-government system and re-
ceived a recommendation that they
consolidate, A council-manager
form of government Waa suggest-
ed by the study team, all out-of-
lu&pmfeuloml men.
