I f  Blast held the queen-flve of 
hearts, he would play the five; but 
with the jack-five o f hearts, East 
would play the jack. Why the 
difference? The jack Is not like­
ly  to take a trick, and can there­
fore be spared for a signal. ’ The 
queen may easily take a trick, and 
cannot be spared.

For this reason, the Plsy o f the 
queen logically Indicates either a 
singleton or a holding that in­
cludes the jack as well as the 
queen. In either case, the opening 
leader is expected to continue 
with s low card.

Best Defense
In this case the signal produced 

the beat defense. West led a low 
heart at the second trick, and 
East won with the jack.

East now shifted to the deuCt 
of diamonds, and West was. able 
to take two diamond tricks to 
defeat the contract.

Now aee what would have hap­
pened if the defenders had been 
unable to signal properly. West 
would have continued with the 
ace of hearts at the second trick. 
There would be no further chance 
to give the lead to Ehst. West 
could take the ace of diamonds, if 
he chose to do so. but he could not 
defeat the contract.

He succeeded, throughout the 
course of the conference. In leaving 
America's leading newspapermen 
baffled and confused. Tliey found 
they dldn t know what he meant 
by hie remarks at the Important 
.Sept, .in press conference. They 
found they didn't know what he 
meant by what he was saying In 
this new press conference. They 
found themselves In the cVfrious 
position of listening to a man who 
vxas bland and serene and sweetly 
logical, and who never told them 
one thing they cotild really under­
stand They le ft ths tonfsrehce not 
knowing whether the Dulles policy 
toward China had turned to Uie 
right or to the left, turned hard or 
soft, although some of them ven­
tured to guess that It had turned 
hard again.

Now It would seem obvious that 
flf<Mr. Dulles can plunge ui Amer­
icans. who know, him well. Into a 
complete confusion abotit his posi 
tlon ol the moment, the Chinese 
Communists must he equally baf­
fled and confused.

The one thing Mr. Dulles did say 
clearly In hla Tuesday press con- 
ferenca was, we suppose. Justifica­
tion for all tha rest.

"W e are dealing," he said, "with 
very shifty people."

So that ws should not deal with 
them at any handicap. It becomes 
something of a patriotic aervice 
for da Americana to function as 

, Mr. Dulles’ guinea pigs, measuring 
the amount of confusion Mr. Dul­
les hopes to throw into the enemy. 
And Mr. Dulles, as he studied 
American newspapers the next 
day, must have had the feeling 
that he himself had done beautl- 
fully

Guilty
A three .-nan military court In 

Israel has. after a trial which 
lasted nearly a year, found sight 
Israeli border policemen guilty of 
murder. It was probably ont of 
the most painful verdicts ever ren­
dered, But It answers ths question 
of whether or not Justice could be 
done in trying circumstan.js 
which concerned the good faith of 
the young Israeli nation.

The murder these eight Israeli 
border policemen have been found 
guilty of was the murder of 4S 
Arabs w ho were residents of Israel 
St the time of the Israeli attack on 
Kgypi two years ago. As that at­
tack was being launched, the Is­
raeli government ordered tn emer­
gency curfew for Arab residents 
of the country. A t one village, a 
group of A fab farmers, having had 
nr notification of the curfew, were 
returning from their fields to their 
v'tllage after the curfew hour. And 
43 of them were shot and killed by 
the Israeli border pollcenjen on 
the scene

When this incident became 
known, it shocked the world, and 
Israel Itself, and the queatloiV'be- 
canie. of course, whether those In­
volved would stand trial, and. in 
such trial, receivs favored treat­
ment.

'I’hose who followed the course 
of ihe trial over the year of time 
It occupied reported that It was 
scrupulous, as if those conducting 
it reallzed^^at the national con­
science of Israel was involved, and 
now the verdict of the military 
court haa been handed down and 
It is a verdict of guilty. An Im­
portant part of the testimony es­
tablished that other Israeli police 
units received the same general 
orders, and carried them out with­
out killing anybody.

Those who noted the crime at 
the time should note that Justice 
has been done, as far at It could be 
done, by Israeli trial of Israeli 
citizens.

The ban against the closed shop 
in union contracts has been in ef­
fect for more than a decade, nut 
the industry hadn’t been too dis­
turbed about it until last year. 
Then the National Labor Relations 
Board announced a toiigh new 
policy of money penalties against 
employers and unions violating the 
ban. Several times postponed, it 
Is now to become effective Nov. 1.

Somes of the vast Indust 
major employers and unions

f  they have a solution that will pass 
legal muster, yet continue their 
practice of keeping only unlbn 
members, qr substantially so, on 
the payroll.

Their solution: Junk the tradi­
tional, but Illegal closed shop and 
substitute a sort of combined hir­
ing hsU-union. shop arrangement 
such as has been in effect In the 
maritime industry and in some of 
the nation's factories.

The end result would be that the 
work force remains union. Under 
the closed shop only union men can 
be hired. Under the union shop 
anyone can be hired but he must 
then join the union. Under the hir­
ing hall only the quahfled man can 
be hlf-ed and the qualifications 
usually fit the union man.

Tha bracketa that now encioae 
tha t famoua name are like a 
ahroud in which it will one day 
be buried. For the name ”Sad- 
ler’a Welle." which ia aynonymoiis 
with British ballet, is disappear­
ing from the ballet world.

Administratively speaking, it 
vanished In January, 1957. The 
two Sadler's Wells ballet com­
panies merged Into one, the Royal 
Ballet Company, with headquar­
ters a t London's Royal Opera 
House, • Covent Garden.

The Sadler's Wells Theater, a 
fine building In an unfashionable 
part of North London, was turned 
over entirely to opera.

Today Sadler’s Wells looks at 
Its ballet comoanles—now under 
patronship of the Queen—proudly 
and perhaps wistfully, like a par­
ent regarding daughters who have 
married well, moved Into a better 
part of town and acquired a new 
social milieu.
• British ballet grew up at the 
Sadler's Wells Theater. Dame 
Ninette de Valois—she wss made 
a dame by Queen Elizabeth for 
her services to British dancing— 
began ballet there in. 1931 with 
six dancers.'The theater had just 
been rebuilt over the old 17th Cen­
tury well which gave the site Its 
name.

In those days audiences were 
limited to a few devotees, and 
socialites who wanted to affect 
cosmopolitan tastes. Ballet was 
regarded as something foreign, 
lU'c bull flgbtlng. So foreign, in 
fact, that Britons entering balhtt 
decAngllcIzed their names. Edrls 
Stanniis became Ninette de Valois, 
Alice Marks became Alicia Mar­
kova, Reggy Hookham became

AMargot Fonteyn. i
A tradition, of Britvah baUat was 

built up a t Saddler's Wells, around 
a  nncleua of people who had 
worked with foreign cbmpantea. 
Oe Valtyls, for example, had 
danced with the Russian Dlaghllev 
Company.

The audden boo.a li. ballet came 
during the wai. People wahted 
beauty to replace the grimneaa 
around them and aomethirtg deep- 
reaching enough to transcend 
their fears. Ballet provided both.

Audiences reached saturation 
point in the Immediate postwar 
years. Appreciation had spread 
wide, but ballet also became some­
thing of a craze in youthful cjr- 
cfles.

With the Sadler's Wells tr i­
umphs overseas, Britons realized 
they had a now national institution 
III which to take pride. The craze 
died, but ballet still Oils an av­
erage of nearly 90 per cent of the 
seats and It still has a young au­
dience.

Expensive to produce, ballet 0- 
nally proved too costly for Sad­
ler's Wells. In 1946 one Sadler's 
Wells coi.;pany moved' to Covent 
Garden, home of Britain's grand­
est grand opera, but keipt its 
name. Early last year, rising costs 
forced Sadler’s Wells to give up 
Its second company.

At Covent Garden the Royal 
BaUet Company still has a  Sad­
ler's Wells III vor. The doting and 
indomitable mother of Brltlih bal­
let, Dame Ninette, ia directress.

Both opera and baUet at Covent 
Garden are administered by a 
hoard of directors appointed by 
the government. They are also 
government subsidized.

But this is not enough to free 
them of financial troubles. Not 
long ago the Arta Council pub­
lished a real-life melodrama en­
titled "Art li. the Fled.”

for all children, but not the asm# 
education for all. children.”

This was ths introduction given 
by Mrs. Heidi Mclnemey to her 
Ulk "Wltat Do Foreign Schooli 
Offer Their Students,” given a t 
the South School PTA meeting last 
night.

After the first four years of 
school, European children aro 
divided accorcllng to their abilitlea 
in two groups. The first -group Is 
given a practical education for 
several years after which they may 
learn a craft or trade.

The second group of students, 
a small percentage of the total, aro 
those considered capable of com­
pleting an Intense. liberal educa­
tion leading to a high position in 
life. There ia great competition 
among the European students to 
be accepted and to remain in tho 
special schools for this group. She 
ssid. For the mo.st part European 
students are industrious, apprecia-, 
live of their education and respect­
ful of school authorities.

All schools are controlled by the 
Ministry of Education, which sets 
high standards. A European high 
school graduate is accepted as a 
Junior in many colleges in tho 
United States.

In Europe, social adjustment is 
considered a natural by-product of 
tha^tratning of the mind.

People ask 
low •much the money managers 
can do In: Starting a boom and 
keeping It going, encouraging In- 
veatmenta that mean more Joba, 
controlling Inflation, making it 
easier for people to buy homes or 
sutomoblles, assuring citizens that 
their savings and pensions will be 
enough to provide for them In 
their old age.

Money policies. In a word, come 
closer home year by year.

Today some 60 leaders of In- 
diistry^ labor, government, bank­
ing, education and the professions 
are opening a 4-dny discussion of 
all phiuwa of llnited States 
monetary policies. They are meet­
ing at Arden House in Hafrlman, 
N. Y„ under the sponsorship of the 
American AssembV. set up In 1960 
by General Elsenhower when he 
was president of Columbia Uni­
versity.

Beryl W.»Sprinkel,' economist of 
the Haris Trust A Savings Bank 
of Chicago, tells them "the ohange 
in the rate of growth of the money 
aupply ta a  fundamental factor in­
itiating busineta downtuma and 
uptums."

He saya a study of these cycles 
sinw tow  shows that al| declines 
have been preceded by a cut in the 
rate of growth In the money sup­
ply,' although, at first a rite In 
turnover of money delayed the Im­
pact for a short ttnie.

He adds that all business re­
coveries have been preceded by a 
rise In monetary growth with a 
time lag averaging seven months. 
And finally, In all theae eyelet, 
he says, the size of the fluctua­
tion In monetary growth haa been 
closely related to the size of tha 
recession or the boom.

Sprinkel holds that U.B. money 
irnnagera — principally the Fed­
eral Reserve Bot.rd which largely 
contlrols the changes In the growth 
ot the nroney supply — should

study tha inavltaWo Urns lag ba> 
twoM ebangas la monatary 
growtb and’lta adCaet upon 
buainaaa trand.

Tightening of money aa a  buai- 
nass boobi r a ^ y  geta booming 
iaaay ha all right, but Sprinkel 
saya, "aa a bualnasa boom maturea, 
it would appear dealrabla to de­
crease tha douvnwatd preaaura on 
ttonetary g owth if a raceaaion 
la to ba u\old8d."

And he wanta the money man: 
agera to avoid “extreme fluctua­
tions In monetary growth airAilar 
to those preceding substantial re* 
casslons In the pasi.."

In other worda, B^ederal Reserve 
Board mamberl have to be mighty 
good gueasers and act before you 
have noticed anything hapiMning 
if they're. to assure you of the 
monetary, business and employ­
ment atabiltty you are coming to 
expect.

Doctor Says
Pather Wenders U Priends Might 
Be OarrylBg Tuberculosis Oemn

It la quite possible that the 
writer of today’s first letter Is tak­
ing some chances with the health 
of'his family.

Q—A.young, couple from "Europe 
vtslts us frequently. The parents 
of the wife died from tuberculosis. 
The husband haa told us that his 
father also died of this disease 
long ago. and he himself coughs 
a great deal, I have a family with 
two children and my question Is 
whether there is any danger to my 
children from these visits.—J. S.

A—The germ of tuberculosis la 
acquired, from aomeone who al­
ready. has the disease. In this In­
stance ther* seems to have been

a history of tuberculoals, and 
while the man with the cough may 
be coughing for some other rea­
son, one would certainly be aus­
picious. Exposure of your family 
and yourself to your friends might 
be hazardous unless you were as­
sured, following thorough medical 
examinaflon, that they were en­
tirely free of tuberculosis.

Q—Is It harmful to use alumi­
num to cook In? I have been told 
that truces of aluminum have been 
found ill our bodies in some Ill­
nesses and that aluminum should 
not be used for cooking' foods.— 
Mrs. A. H.

A—I usually receive several In­
quiries much like this every year. 
•ITie subject of possible harm from 
aluminum cooking uteiislls has 
been thoroughly studied by com­
petent scientists and no harm has 
been found to result. The 6ver- 
whelming evidence points toward 
the safety of aluminum utensils In 
spite of claims to the contrary.
, Q—Would you say something 

about Ludwig's angina?— G.
-A—This is ah inflammation of> 

the tissues of the floor > of the 
rhouth. Apparently ae.veral differ­
ent kinds of germs can be reapoiv- 
alble. It la sometimes the rfgult of 
weakenliig of the body as the re­
sult of some other disease.

Consequently, treatment In­
volves not only direct attack on 
the inflamed area, but also search 
for wealkening conditions. Such as 
dikbetes, anemia or infections else­
where.

Q—I have heard It said that all 
fat. should be removed before eat­
ing meat, that If fat is eaten it 
will cause all sorts of physical 
disabilities such as hardening of 
the arteries. Is this true?—O. M.

A—Too much fat la certainly un­
desirable for anyone. At the pres­
ent time there is some debate Con­
cerning the possibility of animal 
fats contributing to the deposits 
In the arteries related to their 
hardening. But It is likely to be 
some years before all the facts 
are uncovered and definite prac­
tical recommendations about eat­

ing or not eating animal fat can 
be made.

Eisenhower Lauds 
American Farmer

; O dar Rapids, Iowa, Oct. 17 
(ff*)—President Eisenhower,
opening a 5,300 mile cam­
paign tour, today called the 
American farmer one of the 
strongest of all fighters in the 
cause of freedom .agaiRst 
Communism.

Addressing a police-estimated 
crowd of 85,000 persons at the na­
tional corn picking contest, Eisen­
hower said:

"The Communista can arous* 
the hatred In people's hearts. They 
are unable to satisfy the hunger 
in people’s Stomachs.”

The American farmer, the Pres­
ident said, does do that Job both 
in the United States and abroad.

The White House made public 
excerpts from Eisenhower's speech' 
in advance of delivery in a  corn 
field under a  hot autumn sun.

After comparing the lot and the 
role of the American farmer, the 
President sounded a campaign 
not* .— although he had said a t 
the outset of his prepared talk 
that he was not going to talk pol­
itics.

He said farmers are operating 1 
today under "practice* of free-, j 
dom” in this administration, and I 
he added:

"Due largely to th*b 'practices of 
freedom, farm prices are going 
up.”

Elsenhower said further. In this 
heartland of the farm belt, that 
agricultural prices are generally 
higher /Ig h t now than they were 
when ■rigid farm price supports 
were la.st in effect. The Eisenhow­
er 'administration, with approval 
of Congress, has replaced rigid 
supports with a flexible support 
program.

Eisenhower is on a six-day 
coast-to-edast tour to try >to help 
the Republicans capture control of 
Congress in the November elec­
tions.

They pointed out 
that no U.N. disarmament resor 
lutlon tha t failed to win approval 
of all the nuclear powers has ever 
gotten anywhere.

force It.'

Little Rock 
Classes Set 
For Seniors

Little Rock, Ark., Oct. 17 
(JP)— T̂he Little Rock Private 
School Corporation announced 
today it will open an all-white 
high school for senior stu­
dents only, next Monday.

Dr. T. J. Raney, President of 
the Corporation, signed a leasa 
agreement this morning for a for­
mer University of Arkansai build­
ing with 32 rooms and said It 
would be used for the s e n i o r  
CTaases.

High School students have been 
idle here since Gov. Orval E. Fau- 
bua Closed the four city secondary 
schools Sept. 3. About 800 stu­
dents have found other schools. 
Another 3,000 have been without 
instruction for seven weeks.

Raney also announced for the 
first time the total collections do­
nated to the corporation for the 
private schools. He said to date 
they totaled 861,841.25.

i t  has been estimated that It 
would require $15,000 weekly to 
operate schools for all public high 
school students. But a leaser sum 
would be required for the senior 
class only.

R a n e y’a announcement con­
firmed what had already been 
leaked to the press: That a senior 
class school begin operation next 
week.

W. C. Brashears, guperintendent 
of the proposed private schools, 
said he had application* frbm 
about 22 teachers — none of the 
present Little Rock high school 
teachers have applied.

The school is expecting about 
500 seniors to enroll.

Raney aald the corporation ha* 
no plans at the moment for the 
lower high school grades which 
would number about 2..500 stu­
dent*. They will remain without in­
struction pending some facilities.

In a speech last night, G'ov. 
Orval E. Faubus told his televiaion 
audience that the corporation 
would have an Important an­
nouncement this morning. '

In the same speech the governor 
called upon the people of Arkan­
sas to avoid any acts of violence 
in their "light to preserve our 
rights as a sovereign state.”
