The risk of local injury from
large amounts of radiation to the
whoie body from atomic weapons
or accidenta with nuclear energy
Is present, but about this the
medical profession alone can do
little,

There are hazards of producing
aterility If the sex glands are ex-
posed to too much radiation before
or during the procreative period,
Consequently, precautions In pro-
tecting them are strongly recom-
mended,

Such disorders as cancer and
leukemia can be produced by over-
exposure to radiation. However,
this is a risk principally to those
who “are oc¢cupationally exposed
and 80 presgnis.a problem which is
Inrgely technical,

The quéstion of hazard to the
human seed is extremely complex
and perhaps cannot be answered
for many generations. But this
risk involves only those before
or during the procreative stage of
life. Unnecessary radiation to chil-
dren, the young, and women dur-
Ing pregnancy shonld he kept to a
minimum,

The general conclugions at the
present time are partly technlcal
and partly involved with common
sense,

ones relate to
keep the ex-
X.rays and other
the lowest possible
level and smallest possible body
area compatible with the diag-
nostic or treatment procedures
which are needed.

The common sense outlook Is
that “no specific procedure can be
condemned or prohibited if 1t Is
sufficiently indicated for the good
of the person on whom it Is done."

This means that the value of the
diagnostle examination or treal-
ment must bhe weighed against the
poasible hazards, SBuch factors as
age, pregmancy, and particularly
the good which may be expected,
are the most Imporlant,
