They also expwted 
the talks to reduce the chance 
that the Chinese Commu­
nists will be successful in 
driving a wedge between the 
two allies.

Echoing the line taken by 
Dulles at a nevvi conference Tues­
day, these officials said tha Com­
munist purpose In msintalning a 
cease-fire around Quemoy la un> 
qusationably to break up the Na- 
"tionaltst-U.S. alliance. By this 
means the Reds might hope to Iso­
late Formosa and undermine 
Chlang’t government.

Dulles does not regard the 
threat as Immediately critical His 
mission thus la not designed to 
deal with an emsrgency. hla asso­
ciates said.

But he is concerned about mis­
understandings between Taipei 
and Washington arising out o f the 
Quemoy crisis. Therefore, he 
felt is important to accept on in­
vitation received, from Chiang 
eeveral days ago and to go to 
Formosa as soon aa he winds up 
his present mission to Rome.

Remember, an orbittipg tele­
scope could see more than the hu­
man oys sees, since It could be 
design^ to penetrate into the-ul- 
travfolst region of the spoctrum 
whhrd coemlc proceasds poiic a 
great deal o f energy. And the 
teleacope would be far above sll 
the turbulent atmoephere. which 
serioueljr hinders observations in 
thO region.

Dr. Fred L, Whipple, director of 
the Smithsonian Astrophysical Ob­
servatory'^ haa estimated that we 
on the sunhee o f the earth receive 
only a tiny fraction o f the rays 
present in Space. He points out 
that the total radiation in the elec­
tromagnetic spectrum might be 
compared to a piano keyboard; if 
SO keys represent the range of the 
spectrum, then one key atone 
would cover that part of the spec­
trum to which the human eye ia 
aenaltive.

Thua, baca'iae of thia veil, the 
astronomer flnds himself severly 
handicapped in trying to decipher 
celestial measagea coming In aa 
radiation. This veil cannot be pen­
etrated except to get beyond the 
atmosphere, •» id that precisely is 
what tMa orbitting teleacope will 
do. I f  successful, it will be the first 
time in history that zeitntiata will 
have the opportunity of continu­
ously observing the universe from 
outside the atmosphere.

Dr. Whipple says that the most 
interesting phenomena in nature 
take place in the ultraviolet or 
"soft" X-ray region of the spec­
trum. Even if the scientist were 
above the ati.iosphere, thia region 
would stni not he seen with the 
eye; modern Jetecturr are needed 
tc analyse the radiation. The TV 
teleacope constitutes such a de­
tector.

Three Regtona
At this moment three Important 

regions are known to the astrono­
mer.

One of extreme astrophysical 
significance lies, in the words of 
the a.stronomer. in the band from 
900 to 1,300 angstroms. The basic 
or fundamental line of hydrogen 
lies in this region and astronomers 
are certain that a tremendou.s 
amount of energy Is poimed into 
this line by a super hot storm or 
h.'v'drogen flare on the sun.

In recant yean  astronomen 
have diacovered ' tmpdiiant tar> 
restrUl effects linked to hydrogen 
flares. A  hydrdgen flare emita 
tremendous volumes o f ultraviolet 
radiation which, in interactiiig 
with the atmospl^ere, -createa 
havoc with the ionized (broken 
up atom) layen  to.disrupt radio 
waves.

In all probability UMi ozone 
region of the atmosphere is highly 
sensitive to this influx. There is 
evidence of the ozone layen  af> 
fecting the world’s weather —  rea­
son enough to know more about 
them.'

The corresponding region , for 
helium is from 250 to 350 ang­
stroms.

The third region o< importanco 
ia in the short x-rsjrt, from TO to 
to 100 angstroms. Coronal activity 
with its temperatures In excess ot 
a million degrees la concentrated 
In this paft of the spectrum.

This radiation cannot be de­
tected around any other star. '  I f  
astronomers are ever to correlata 
this activity with physical' be­
havior of the rest of the stars, It 
Is essential the coronal activity o f 
the sun be understood.

The last fascinates the astron­
omer Immensely. Whipple indi­
cates that one of the most inter­
esting and promising studies with 
an orbiting telescope will be tiM 
study of the radiations emitted bR 
the extremely hot stars with tem­
peratures up to 50,000 degrees and 
in the novae or new stars in which 
the temperatures may go up even 
higher. Most of the energy coming 
from these stars is concentrated 
in the ultraviolet.

Eager to Explore
Many of the answers as to the 

creation of energy Is the stars, 
the mode of transport of thia ener­
gy from the center o f the surface 
and the distribution o f this energy 
In the various parts of the elec­
tromagnetic spectrum, may result 
from the establishment of the or­
bitting telescope.

More than anything else the 
astronomer wants to survey the 
universe in the new region of the 
spectrum which will be opened up.

Th e  layman may ask; Why are 
we doing this? Precisely what 
are we going to discover?

Dr. Whipple’s answer has been 
that if we knew, then vye* wouldn’t 
be doing this As in so many 
other sciences, knowledge gained 
haa often been applied to material 
things. Perhaps this knoyvledge, 
too, will provide a base on which 
to build future sclcntiflc struc­
tures.
