Dr. English reminigsced
of his days as & boy when Fe
cleaned his father's earriage on a
Saturday night so, he migh' take
him to the trolley in Broad Brook
and then awalt the arrival of the
Rev. David E. Jones of Ellington
on Sundays when the two pastars
exchanged pulpits, A greeling was
read at the service from the Rev.
Preusse of India. The Rev., Mias
Preusse vacationed at the home
of her parents here In Ellington
this summer and recently returned
to her church in India in tim» to
assist In celebrating its 125th an-
niversary.

Four Different Bulldings

The history of the Elington
Church revolves around the con-
struction of four separate church
buildings over the'lnst 225 years,
starting with the crude meeting
house bullt in 1739 by 29 men whn
at that time comprised the total
adult male population of the
church parish. This group wis Jead
by the Rev. John McKinstry
who, while pasaing through Elling-
ton on his way from Sutton, Mass,
to New York iIn 1730, was per-
sunded by the local families of the
town to stay and be their min-
ister,

All that remnains of this first
meeling house, which was located
at dhe west eénd of the park op-

osite the land on which the Hall

{brary now atands, is a chalr
usad by a Captain Ichabod Wads-
woFth ‘when he attended services
and a pewter flagon and plates
used by the Rev. McKinatry during
communion services over 200 years
fago.

The Rev. Mr. McKinstry was
hired as minister In 1783, four
vears before the first meeting
house was built, He was paid an
annual salary of 40 pounds and
firewood. For the first six yeara
services were held at his home
every Sunday.

The nex! building went up 60
years laler during the pastorate
of the Rev. Diodate Brockway,
This church was designed by
Samuel Belchér, a rexident of Ell-
fngton and a church architect of
some rendwn in the New England
coloniea. The sitle picked for the
second church was on the land of
Levi Wells, opposite the present
church. The church was bullt after
the "Norwich plan" «with a" high
Cristopher Wren Steeple. The two
story bullding had a total of 42
separate windows with 40 panes
of glaas In each. In the interior
there was a high pulpit with wind.

The third church was built in
1667-68 on Lthe site of the present
bullding. In 1888 the third church
bullding was sold and moved lo

The fourth church was .a Iarge
bullding with a tall spire some 165
feet In height, Seating capacity, as
first arranged was about 500. The
town contributed $5,000 . toward
the cost of construction in return
Jor the use of the church base-
ment during the week as'a town
hall, .

This  building was destroyed
when a pyromaniac topped off a
long list-of fires in Ellington with
the burning down of the church
Oct. 3, 1014,

Work on the present or fourth
bullding commenced on Aug. 19

Rockville where it was sst up and |
usad ‘an the Rockville Opera House, |

1015. The corner stone was lald on

Oct. 7, 1815 and the building was
dedicated Aug. 17, 1918,

It is an Interesting commen-
tary on Lhe rising costs of bulld-
ing construction to note that the |
firal meeling house was built at|
little_or no cost. The lahor was|
supplied by the congregation and|
the lumber probably cut-from the
surrounding  wowds, The necond
bullding was put up at a cost af
$10,000, the third cost $18.000, the
fourth, actually smaller than the
third, cost even more and the last
addition, an educational wing dedi-
cated just a month ago cost in the
neighborhood of $42,000,
