He relieved Aziz Ahmad, secre- 
tai:y general of the government, of 
his additional post of deputy chief 
martial law administrator. In his 
stead he named the three service 
chiefs: Gen. Musa Khan, the army 
commander in chief. Air Vice Mar­
shal Asghar Khan and Vice Adm. 
Iddiq cihaudhri.

Mirza said he stepped aside to 
give Ayub a free hand in revital­
izing Pakistan's governmental 
structure and to end an “unfortu­
nate impression’’ at home and 
abroad tha t he and Ayub "may 
not always act In unison.”

Ayub said Miraa’s quitting ''will 
in no way affect my poll<dea.'’

“Let us now'resolve to face the 
tasks ahead (rf'us aa a nation and 
get down to solid and honest hard 
work without indulging in any 
■peculation,” he said.

Charing that the nation's politic­
ians had made a mess of running 
Pakistan, Mirza and Ayub on 0<!t> 
7 overthrew the cabinet of Pre­
mier Firoz Khan Noon, declared 
martial law, abrogated the con­
stitution, abolished the national 
assembly and opened a campaign 
against corruption in government, 
profiteering and black marketing.

The army and a,pparefttly most 
of the population supported them, 
and there haa £een no violence.

Three Russians W in  
Nobel Physics Prize

(OMitiBMd from P «t«  Om )

would rtject the award.
In Stockholm, three metnberc of 

the Swedfah Academy boycotted 
the preeentation of a 122,000 Le­
nin prize laat night to Swediih 
author Arthur Lundkvitt, a critic 
o f the Pasternak award who Is an 
active member of the Soviet-spon­
sored peace partisan movement.

Dr. Anders Oeaterling, the Acad­
emy's secretary, said the fact cul­
tural exchange with the Soviet 
Union have become a political 
matter caused him to notify the 
Lenin prize committee that ' he 
would not attend. For similar rea­
sons, Prof, Henry Olsaon and poet- 
novelist Harry Martinson stayed 
away.

In Oslo, the head of the Nor­
wegian Writer’s Assn., Hans Hei­
berg. attacked the action by the 
Soviet Writers' Union.

"It is a dirty shame." Hei­
berg said. "I have not read his 
book, arid I do not know If it de­
served the Nobel prize, but the 
way the Russian authoriliea have 
acted in this matter is both stupid 
and ahameful."

Support of Paaternak waa mani­
fested even In the Communist 
sphere. The PoMah Writers' Un­
ion. many of whose members have 
had their own troubles with their 
Communist rulers, telegraphed I 
the Russian author congratula­
tions from Warsaw last night.

On ths other hand, Cherenkov,

Frank and Tamm have long been 
^ated among the elite of Russian 
atomic science. They are the first 
Soviet nuclear , scientists ever to 
receive a Nobel citation. And the 
Kremlin likes recognition of Soviet 
scientific achievements. A cry of 
politics in this case Would-j be out 
of character. But could thd scien­
tists' go to Stockholm to collect 
their $41,120 Dec. 12 if Pasternak 
is kept home?

In layman’s language, the cos­
mic ray- counter developed from 
the Cherenkov effect amounts to 
s highly efficient trap' for elusive 
subatomic particles.

The Royal Swedish Academy 
said that "without the use of Che­
renkov detectors, the discovery of 
the antiproton which was made in 
Berkeley (Calif) in 19.1.'> would 
scarcely have been possible."

The antiproton exists for only 
a fraction of a second and Is dis­
solved into light when it meets a 
proton.

Vl.tjrphy and his staff have to 
catch up on the office work they 
had to let pile up while they were 
out in the field '.urin<r the warm 
nx>nths checking new construc­
tion and remeasuring land being 
sold. And for the clerk— typists 
In the office the awesome task of 
t.vping the Grand List—which in 
real estate alone inri ides 11,000 
Items—still ilea ahead.

Murphy, a 3S-year-o1d World 
War n  veteran who has been em­
ployed by the town for eight of 
the last 17 years, has been the 
head of the assessor’s office since 
Oct. 1.1, 1957, .when he was ap­
pointed to succeed retiring As­
sessor Henry Mutrle. Murphy, who 
had been Mutrie’s assistant for 18 
months, was given a unanimous 
appointment by the Board of Di­
rectors following written and oral 
examinations. The Boai-d and Gen­
eral Manager Richard Martin par­
ticipated in the latter. .

Murphy is a native of Manches­
ter and attended local schools and 
the University of Connecticut. He 
first entered the tow'n’s employ In 
1941, after graduating from Man- 
chesteriHlgh school. He went into 
the engineering department, where 
he served ss an engineering aide 
until 1943, when he was Inducted 
Into the Army.

Different Engineierlhg
The Army assgned Murphy to 

engineering work al.so. but the 
work turned out to be different 
from the sort he had been doing 
at his Municipal Building drafting 
board. He was put Into the combat 
engineers and, after six months 
training, was shipped to Europe. 
In 27 months of overseas duty, he 
helped huild bridges and destroy 
installations In Frsnee, Germany, 
Luxemburg and C’zechoslovakla. 
He came out of the Army w;jth a 
bronze star aiid five battle stars. 
His outfit, the 150th Engineer 
Combat Battalion, won a Presi­
dential Unit Citatian.

After hia discharge from the 
Army, on Sept. 23. 1945, he re­
turned to the quieter surroundings 
of the Municipal Biiildirtg for six 
months before going to the Uni­
versity of Connecticut for four 
four years. In 19.50, he tried work­
ing for private biisineas, and be­
came an assistant manager of a 
Main St. store. But after a year 
and a half, he was back in the 
town’s engineering department.

Hia switch to the aaseasor’s 
office came at a particularly.hectic 
time, in May 1956, when all prop­
erty in towm was being rcvslued 
by Valuation Associates, The re-, 
percussions of that revaluation are 
still being felt in assessment suits 
that some large taxpayers have 
filed against the town.

not Good Grounding
Murphy, who was named the as­

sessor’s assistant after taking a 
competitive examination, w a s  
given a good grounding in his Job 
by the veteran assessor he Jster 
succeeded. And he has been in­
creasing his knowledge of the 
Complexities of assessing through 
attendance at the assessor’s school 
conducted every summer at the 
University of Connecticut. The 
school, held one week in July, is 
run by the Connecticut Associa­
tion of Assessing officers under 
the national association. Murphy 
now holds membership in asses­
sors’ nstional, state and Hartford 
area associations.

Murphy’s major occupation out­
side of his job during the summer 
months I's vegetable gardening, for 
which he developed a passion in 
his youth. He pursues the hobby at 
his mother’s house on Birch Mt. 
Rd„ where he maintains ((.garden 
that keeps his mother sriil his own 
family In full supply of tomatoes, 
potatoes, com  and the like. Mur­
phy, who lives, with his wife and 
two children—*  8-year-old daugh­
ter and a 4-year-old son—at 21 
Waddell Rd., says his own yard Is 
too small for the type of gardening 
he likes to do.

General Manager Richard Mar­
tin this morning declared the 
Building Committee action was no 
approval, so far as he was edneern- 
ed.

"The action of the School Build­
ing Committee blocks any pos­
sibility of having a public hearing 
Ion the project) Nov. 6," he said.

The action to which he referred 
was a motion by the Building Com­
mittee which stated, "The Build­
ing Committee approves the plot 
plan subatantlally as drawn by the 
architect, EbbcLs, Frld and Prent­
ice. dated Oct. 24, for the proposed 
Junior high school. In approving 
these plans the Building Commit­
tee does not rescind Us original 
opinion that the needs of the com 
miinlty would be better served and 
a better school site would result 
if the town were to acquire addi­
tional available land."

Martin said the second sentence 
of the Blinding Committee’s mo 
tlon Invalldatcii It, and failed to 
empower him to advertise for a 
public hearing on the school.

School Board Approves 
Yesterday afternoon the Board 

of E<lucat1on had approved the 
plans, and the site revision of the 
$1.6 million structure, with almost 
no discussion. Previously the Board 
of Education objected strenuously 
to the proposed site of the school,- 
about 190 feet behind the police 
alalton on the Greenhaven tract.

A t the suggestion of the Build­
ing Committee chairman. Ray­
mond W, Ooslee, the site was 
moved tn 380 feet behind the poljce 
station. The Board of Education 
expreased Its satisfaction with the 
change, and accepted both the 
building plans, dated Sept. 30, and 
the site devision.

However, the Building Commit­
tee, which Initiated the site change 
that acttled the Board of Educa- 
llon'a dlaaatlsfactlon Itself, re­
mained unsallafled with the size 
of the site. The Building Commit­
tee advocated purchasing the 
Hewitt property adjacent to the 
Greenhaven site, to qtake the total 
of the nitc .about 22 acres.

The Immediate rcault of Mar- 
tlon's refusal to accept the Build­
ing Comml(|{kc's motion is there 
will not be a public hearing on the 
appropriation for the school Nov. 5.

Nothing to Advertise 
Marlin would have lo advertise 

the hearing tor five days, starting 
tonight, and “ there is nothing to 
advertise,“  he aald.

Martin wants an "unequivocal 
approval to the school site" from 
the Building Committee, tnd he 
says Its qualifying clause on the

The Board of Directors cannot do 
the same with the Building Com­
mittee, becHU.se Ihts body Is Inde­
pendent of them. Any change In 
the Building Committee motion 
will have to originate In that, body.

like government, Zeller said.

He said he would institute gov­
ernment ec(>npmies that wotild 
keep the tax load down and elimi­
nate waste and extravagance. 
When this haa been done, he said. 
“We have something to sell to the 
people who create the jo b s . . . "

Zeller also' repeated 10 charges, 
phrased as quostions, he had di­
rected earlier a t Governor Rlbl- 
coff and his adminiatration. I f  the 
voters of the State ask themselves 
these questions, and learn the an­
swers, they will elect the full Re­
publican ticket, Zeller said.

Among other things, the ques­
tions touched on an impending 
State deficit of glB million, past 
Democratic State  income tax pro­
posals, and the cost of the Rlbi- 
coff campaign and the source of 
its, financing.
