A t the Ptii International Aetfp- 
nautlcal Federation Congress ih 
Amsterdam I spoke to Dr. C.

Dr. Helvey 
presented, a significant jpapet In 
which he pleaded for more ground 
simulation tests of environments 
to be encountered in space and 
disclosed results of studies made 
on how to protect the space trav­
eler from the radiation belt artd 
from nuclear power plants which 
will power rockets of the" future.

He indicated that sensitivity of 
the body tn radiations is still a 
highly controversial scientiAc sub­
ject. Scientists are aware that 
various parts of organs-of the 
body have different degrees of 
sensitivity and the tolerance Hm- 
it%,must be set to protect the mOst 
sensitive oigans. This aensltlvw 
ity and the unknown danger of 
genetic effects require a conserva­
tive n,aximum permissable dose 
be adopted.

He lists tl,,ee ba,sic approaches, 
in the first it would be neces­

sary to shield the capsule nr ve­
hicle housing the man. Unfortun­

It was 
hecaii.se of this concern that the 
CCBG was organized.”

Brook ha.s reaffirmed a state­
ment he made to the Heraid last 
May to the effect that he was 
dropping the Superior Court action 
aimed at preventing the town from 
spending money for poiice protec­
tion in rural Vernon. Brooka initi­
ated the action In protest of pay­
ing separate taxes to the city and 
to the town for separate police 
forces, while rural residents paid 
taxes only foi- their own protec­
tion. Brooks la a resident of the 
city of Rockville, which lies within 
the Town of Vernon.

Superior Court .Imige Philip A 
Pastore ruled In favor of the town 
last Nov. 20 on a temporary In- 
juhetion. His decision was based 
on the town’s contention that It 
has.estahllshed a consrahulary and 
not a police department.

Brooka said In May that he had 
no objection to a constabulary and 
was dropping th- aettbn because he 
felt he had won hla'point.

This week when the case was 
noted on the current docket of 
Superior Court Brooka again stat­
ed that he wal dropping the suit.

He placed confidence In the 
CCBG, noting that it Is preparing 
to take positive action to correct 
the Inequities in town-city gov­
ernment.

Brooka added, however, that the 
suit might bo renewed Id 19fi0 If 
corrective action Is not showing 
results.

The CCBO statement today not­
ed that Vernon, although In an 
era of growth and expansion, 's 
hampered hy an ‘ 'outmoded, cum­
bersome. and above all. expensive 
form of government

West to Offer Curbs 
On-Surprise Attacks

Waahlhgton, Nov. 3 The

United State* and Allied nations 
have agreed on atrategy for their 
talk* with Russia on how to avoid 
Burpiise m ilitary attacks.
- I h e  conference starting in Gen­
eva next week will study possibili­
ties of an International system to 
prevent any of the world's gieat 
powers from launching such an a t­
tack cm the _other In the :ge  of 
nuclear mlssilea.

The essence of the western plan 
is that the m ilitary experts and 
aclentista should first concentrate 
On iturdylng weapons capability 
and preventive measures.
’ Only in a  later round of legotla- 

tlcms would ,' the great powers 
tackle disputed poItUcal issues. 
Foremost among such Issues are 
where and how zones of Inspection 
agalnat surprise attack  should be 
c r ta M .

The western approach appears 
(o' be the exact opposite of thst 
charted by Russia. The prospec­
tive negotiations on preventing 
surprise attack, therefore, vlll start 
off with the «ame dim chances for 
■ubcess as the Bast-West talks now 
under way at Geneva for an aeree- 
m ent to end nuclear weapons test­
ing with an IritemaUonal policing 
Syitem.

The w estern stf-ategy was 
worked out in talks held here in 
the past two weeks. The U.S. deie-

f  gation headed by William C. Fos- 
■ ter.' form er'' deputy secretary of 

defense, will fly to Geneva In mid­
week. I t  will include a number of 
scientists and m ilitary officers 
.skilled in modern weapons sys­
tems.

The central idea of the surprise- 
a ttack  negotiations is th a t one way 
to try  to assure peace in future 
years between the g reatest powers 
—and prim arily 'between Ru.ssla 

and the United S ta les -would be 
to deny them the opportunity to 
organize and lauqch in complete 
secrecy a surprise m ilitary blow 
designed to achieve victory In the 
firat hours of war. Both Russia 
and the United S tates in past years 
have accepted the validity of this. 
Idea.

The western experts say this re­
quires first of all an analysis of 
the capacity which the g reat pow­
ers will have over the next few 
years in intercontinental missiles, 
manned bombers. submarine- 
launched rockets and similar de­
vices capable of surprise atomic 
bombardment of ^mother country.

If the m ilitary scientists of the 
Soviet and W estern blocs could 
reach some basic agreem ent on the

The nation's 
34,000*strong armed forces were 
mobilized, held in barracks but 
ready to move quickly in the event 
of a rebel uprising.

Clusters of blue uniformed po­
lice am)ed with auton]atlc pistols, 
rifles and tnincheons guarded the 
nation’s 8..921 precincts. Police 
-roped off st)'eets around polling 
stations to prevent any hit-and- 
run attacks by rebels in fast cars. 
No reports of disorder in Havana 
were heard in the early hours.

But In the easternm ost Orlente, 
the center of the revolution, rebels 
intensided shooting a ttacks on 
highway and rail trah'aport. There 
were some clashes with govern­
ment troops.

Despite the rebel thi-eats, the 
government predicted s heavy 
ti rnout amoi g 'th c  2,870,000 eli­
gible voters.

B atista 's candidate for preal- 
dent. former Prem ier Andrew 
Rivero Aguero, wa.s generally ex­
pected to win. The opposition is 
divided among three candidates— 
former President Ramon Grau 
San Martin. Carina Marquez Ster­
ling and Alberto Salaa Atnaro. 
Suspension 'of constltuttona! guar­
antees had curtailed campaigning.
