Is " arriving
Sunday Lo preside over the 4-day
ministerial meeting.

Allan Nohle, Britain's Minister
of State for foreign affairs. ar-
rived Inst night to head his coun-
try's delegation. He said the Co-
lombo Plan has brought a "dsyna-
mic and highly productive adven-
ture in partnership’’ between the
Induatrially-advanced Western na-
tlons and the countries of South
and Southeast Asla.
