All of my articles tbia weHi^eue 
devoted to the hold-up play, one 
of the most useful of oU expeH 
bridge plays. Ths general Idea of 
the holdup la that you refute to 
take a  winning card a t your first 
oppdrtunlty to do so. Let's U ks the 
classic example.

W est opens ths five of apadea, 
and E ast puts up ths king. Should 
you win at once with your ace?

You should not. You should 
Thold up" the ace of spades, thus 
allowing Elaat to win the first 
trick With the king of spades.

W hat Is the reason for this re-
fusal? A Jter all, once you salt a 
trick sway, nobody can take It 
back; but If you refuse a  trick, 
some accident may happen and 
you may never get It. This is true, 
but It Is still wise to refuse the 
trick.

W hat's more, you refuse the 
next spade trick also. You finally 
take your ace of spades at the 
third trick.

If  you haven't done so before, 
you now count up your winners. 
You can confidently expect to take 
one spade, two hearts, one dia-
mond, and three clubs. Two more 
tricks are needed, and dummy's 
strong diamond suit is the obvious 
source of those tricks.

You lead the ten of diamonds to 
begin a finesse. B ast wins with 
the king of diamonds and looks 
around for a way to get to his 
partner's hand. East cannot lead 
a spade for the very best of rea- 
•sons - - he doesn't have a spade.

We can leave East to his mise-
ry: no matter what he returns, 
you can win the rest of the tricks. 
You make your contract and one 
ovcrtrick.

Ilaato Leads to Defeat
Now let's sec what would hap-

pen If you took the first or sec-
ond trick with the ace of spades. 
Your haste would lead to defeat.

Sooner 6r later you would have 
to try the diamond finesse, and 
East would win with the king of 
diamonds. East would still have a 
spade, and he would lead It. The 
defenders would therefore get ot^ 
diamond and four spades.

And now we can see the reason 
for the hold-up play. You exhaust' 
one opponent's card.* in a suit. 
When that opponent wins'a trick, 
later, he cannot lead the danger-
ous suit.

Open House 
Held Sunday

“Our ochcol certainly waa 
nothing like this," many parents 
exclaimed os more than 600 real- 
denta visited th* new Pleasant 
Valley School during "Open 
House'' yesterday afternoon..

Built at a to 'a l adjusted con- 
tr,-ct price of 8498,535.27 including 
site improvements for a planned 
capacity of 480 students, the new 
acnool became an operating part 
of the local educational system 
Oct. 27 as 463 pupils. 17 teachfrs, 
and William P«rr}*, the principal, 
transferred from a double shift 
session at the Wapping Grammar 
School.

The usual blackboard occiqiles 
a central spot on a wall, but it Is 
now a greenbDard, so colored to 
reduce eyestrain. But the walls 
themselves caused the most "ohs” 
and “ahs" among members of an 
older generation of school chil-
dren, Two of the four walls of 
each of the 17 clBserooma features 
a double bank of cabinets, book-
shelves and display shelves topped 
by rows of .bullettn boards and 
p.^boards.

Displays arranged by the vari-
ous classes, along with pictures, 
maps, and charts, decorated these 
boards-, making the old time class-
room seem rather cheerless and 
austere by contrast.-

Coats, hats and rubbers of pupils 
disappear Into a coatroom built 
Into the wall which is covered by 
sliding wood-panel doors. This In-
cludes individual hangar and shelf 
space for each student. A thermo-
pane window which may be shield-
ed by a sliding curtain to eliminate 
glare or unwanted diatrartlon 
forms the fourth wall of each class-
room from celling to double book-
shelf height with the exception of 
an audio-visual room being used 
for a first grade class.

Each of the 17 classrooms also 
features diffused fluorescent light-
ing and desks and chairs with tub-
ular metal legs, along with drink-
ing fountain and washstand design-
ed according to the average height 
of the particular class involved.

Space economy Included In the 
design involves a cafeteria serv-
ing students in four shifts. This 
cafeteria also doubles as a stage 
opening through sliding wood 
paneled doors on the gymnasium 
which also serves a dual purpose 
ks an auditorium.

. Other rooms Include a principal's 
office, general office, health room, 
teachers’ room, dressing room, 
drying room, shower room, toilets, 
maintenance room and boiler 
room.

T h e  building Itself-is  of brick, 
steel and concrete block construc-
tion. Architects were Kane and 
Fairchild, aided by their consult-
ants Including: Robert S. Loomis,

in structural design; Jacob Koton,
