BATTLE OF HOLD-llPH

Th» holdup play, the subject of 
each article this week, can be just 
as useful to the defense as to the 
declarer. Sometimis both sides 
hold up, and then the play may 
become very delicate and expert.

West should take a deep breath 
and bid four hearts after South's 
shutout bid of three spades. 
North would probably go on to 
four spades, but at least that con-
tract would be defeated. As It was, 
West's timidity allowed South to 
end the hand with a profit.

West opened the king of hearts, 
and dummy won with the ace. De-
clarer led a trump to the king and 
returned another trump to knock 
out the ace. East led a heart back, 
and South ruffed.

By this time South knew about 
the bad tramp break. He decided 
to lead a club before drawing the 
rest of the trumps. West played 
the seven of rlubs, beginning a 
high-low signal, and East won 
with the king.

Bast read the signal In clubs 
properly and knew that South 
held three clubs originally. He 
also knew about the six trumps 
and the singleton heart. East 
therefore worked it out that South 
must have three diamonds to fill 
out his hand to 13 cards.

After some thought, Ea.st 
shrewdly returned the king of dia-
monds. The Idea was to force out 
dummy's ace and enable the de-
fenders to take two diamond 
tricks.

South naturally saw the danger. 
He revised to win the flrt|l dia-
mond trick, holding up dummy's 
ace. East led his other diamond, 
and this time dummy took the 
ace.

Now declarer led the queen of 
clubs from dummy. If East look 
the trick, he would be unable to 
lead another diamond. Declarer's 
hold-up play would therefore shut 
the defenders out of a diamond 
trick. South would eventually dis-
card a diamond on one of dummy's 
clubs.

But declarer came through with 
one more good play. Instead of 
leading a third club, he ruffed a 
heart. Then he drew trumps, re 
ducing East to two clubs. When 
South then led a club. East could 
not prevent dummy from winning 
a second club trick.

Few who know the iltuatlon In 
this town with a city located ■with-
in its borders dared to hope that 
the path toward consolidation 
would .be free of pitfalls. Indeed, 
this columnlit pointed out more 
than a year ago that a bitter, par-
tisan struggle would be fought. 
This partisan struggle will nol de-
velop along political lines, but 
rather will cross over parly lines. 
Peculiarly enough, neither will 
geography be a dominant factor. 
Democrats and Republicans have

The 
only answer can be that separation

of the school districts can no’long-
er be championed and tho taxpay-
ers nssodatloh will use the results 
of the new study as ammunition In 
the Imminent skirmish.

The lines are being drawn close 
and the skirmish Is ready to be-
gin. The thunder of battle Will roll 
over the hills and deep valleys In 
Rockville and Vernon and when 
the smoke clears away one aide 
will emerge victorious. We stand 
with the side of consolidation.

A. New treatments for psoriasis 
spring up like mushrooms—and 
last about as long. B,.. and other 
vitamins have had their day in 
treatment of this condition but 
have generally faded inlo the 
background. The best advice is 
to rely on your doctor.

For Robbery

Carroll D. Lenihan, 30, of Bolton, 
was sentenced in Hartford County 
Superior Court today to from one 
year and a day to five years In 
State Prison on a robbery with 
violence charge.

'I've a l w a y s  said, however, 
that If you go far enough hack In 
anybody's past life you can ration-
alize about wny they committed a 
crime," the pioacciitor continued.

"Robbing a bank Is a serious 
thing If your money Isn't safe In 
a hank, then where Is It safe? 
We've had an Increase In hold-ups 
recently."

Bill said that, despite Die fact 
Lenihan had no previous record 
of any kind and that there were 
certaui extenuating circninslances 
in his case, he wss recommending 
n sentence of from two to Ave 
years In prison. Judge Philip R. 
Paslore acceded In the plea of 
Public Defender James D (7os- 
giove. however, and lowered the 
minlmmn lo a year and a day. 
which could mean thiil with good 
beluivior la-nihan could be re- 
IcfiMPil in le.xa I ban a year.

One possibility under cofisidera- 
tion is the issuance of a new for-
mal three-power declaration reaf-
firming the intention o f the fJiiit- 
ed States, Britain and France to 
maintain their positiona in West 
Berlin and their . use of access 
routes from the West to that city.

Another is a declaration of 
NATO policy, which could be 
drawn up and approved at a 
scheduled meeting of NATO  for-
eign ministers next month.

The State Department said in 
a statement yesterday that the 
Allies are in Berlin and h a v e  
travel rights through East Ger-
many by virtue of their victory 
over the Nazis in 1945.
