‘Take, care of your spot-cards," 
says the Bridge Player’s Almanac, 
"and the aces will take care of 
theraselvof.” Even a lowly four- 
spot may provide an important 
trick.

A careless player might fail to 
maka this alani, losing one spade 
and one diamond. As it happened, 
however, Albert H. Morehead was 
the declarer, and careless play 
isn’t in his dictionary.

West picked a horrible opening 
lead, the eight of spades. It isn't 
a good idea to lead up to declar­
er's bid suit unless you have sure 
tricks to develop. In this case. 
West’s lead succeeded only in giv­
ing declarer a very elegant line of
pi*y-

Morehead covered the opening 
lead with dummy’s nine, and East 
had to play the jack. Declarer won 
with the king of spades and drew 
three rounds of trumps, ending in 
the dummy.

The next step wa* to lead the 
ten of spades from the dummy. 
Morehead felt pretty sure that 
West had led "the top of nothing," 
In which case East surely held the 
queen of spades.

East knew that his queen was 
trapped, so he played It on dum­
my’s ten of spades. South Won 
with the ace of spades, and West 
dropped the seven.

Six Is High
At thia stage, after only two 

rounds of spades. Morehead's alx 
of spades was high. The eight 
higher spades had all been played 
on the two earlier spade tricks.

The slam contract was now as­
sured, but declarer could not resist 
the temptation to take a safe but 
spectacular finesse. He led a club 
to dummy's ace and led the deuce 
of spades from dummy. East fol­
lowed with the three of spades, and 
Morehead finas.sed the four of 
spades.

It was a sure winner, since West 
wouldn’t have dropped the seven of 
spades if he had held any other 
spades. Now declarer could lead 
the six of spades to discard the 
queen of diamonds from dummy, 
and all 13 tricks were assured.

Tornadoes and high wind* 
fidused damage in Texas, Okla­
homa, Kansas, Mliaourl and Towa 
at the storm sj^tem approached. 
Scattered severe tbunderstorm* 
and poosible tornadoes were fore­
cast for an area from extreme 
southeastern Ic wa to extreme 
southeastern Wisconsin.

Highway accidents caused six 
deaths: Three in Missouri, two 
In Colorado and one In ■ South 
Dakota.

' * l g h  winds caused two other 
deaths. A  Texas oil held worker 
was killed when winds blew over 
an oil rig near Odessa yesterday. 
A4i Oklahoma woman died when 
a high ■wind struck her chicken 
house.

And heart attacks caused two 
deaths in the Oklahoma snow.

Tomadic winds battered three 
area* in Iowa iatt yesterday. The 
winds damaged buildings in the 
business district of Flkader and 
damaged more than 12 farms in 
the Grinnell and Ottumwa areas, 
There were no known fatalities 
and only four persons with minor 
Injuries.

Hopes faded in Arizona last 
night for the safety of three Boy 
Scouts missing since Saturday in 
the snow-covered and bitter cold 
Santa Rita Mountains near Tuc­
son. More than . 1,50 gossemcn 
trudged th ough deep snow drifts 
yesterday in search of Mike Karly, 
16; Michael Lancue, 13. and David 
Greenberg.’ 12, all of Tucson.
' In other parts of Arizona â -out 

10 hunters were trapped but be­
lieved safe in cabins near Flag­
staff, Three others were snow­
bound near Prescott. And a dozen 
hunter* and camper* were blocked 
In mountain snow near Tucson.

Heavy rains fell ahead of the cold 
front, omall creeks in southeast 
Iowa flooded after rains of as much 
a* five Inches fell.

Raitta^also posed threats of minor 
overflows in part of eastern Kan­

sas and Miasouri. Naiu'ly a score 
of deer hunters barely >acapea 
with their H’vea after 11 inches of 
rain fell In an hour near Freemont, 
Mo.. 140 mile* southeast of St. 
Louis.

Damage estimated In the milHona 
of dollar* resulted from lomadoe* 
and hurricane-force wind* yester­
day in northern Texas. The dam- 
age extended from Gain'esvilte 
west to Wichita Falls and north to 
.the Oklahoma border.

Other tornadic wind* struck 
rural areas in Kansas near Arkan­
sas City, Ottawa and Leavenworth.

A windstorm described by wit­
nesses as a tornado, damaged 
homes, churches and businesses at 
Bowlegs in central Oklahoma. In 
ail, about 14 persdns were injured 
through the severe weather in the 
state.

A small twister damaged ipost of 
the 60 to 70 homes In Moundaville, 
Mo.. 80 miles south of Kansas City. 
South of there another twister 
leveled, outbuildings and killed cat­
tle north of Springfield and a small 
twister damaged farm buildings 
ea*t of Smlthville, Md.

The aubject o f her book would 
be her experiences as a mother of 
a mentally retarded boy.

'T  can never find enough time," 
ahe aaay. But the has put down 
“bite and snatches" on pieces of 
peper which ahe hopes to compile 
someday.

Much of her time is taken up 
with her duties as president of the 
MAHRC. She has ^ven  more than 
60 talks to professional and service 
orgahlzationa, doing what ahe calls 
"stumping’’ for recognition and 
acceptance o f  the problem of men­
tal retardation.

Mrs. McElraevy and her hus­
band learned in 1946 that their 3- 
year-old son, Richard, was mental­
ly  retarded. He had suffered an 
epileptic attack, followed by 11st- 
leaanesa, which was finally" diag­
nosed as mental retardation,

’Their first efforts, of course, 
were to try to help their son. It 
waa hard to accept the fact that he 
was retarded, and they went from 
one doctor to another, hoping 
someone would change the diagno­
sia.

Miserable as those years were, 
they proved valuable in later years 
to others with the same problem 
whom the McElracvys trier! to 
help.

Eatabllahed ('enter
They and other parents of men­

tally retarded children joined to­
gether with the help of a social 
worker in 1952.

’Their biggest project wa.s the 
establishment of the Bunce Cen­
ter for the day care of the chil­
dren.

During the early daya of the 
Bunce Center In 1954, the mothers 
ran the program. They played 
with the children, taught them 
simple lessons, showed them how 
to get along with other people. 
Mrs. McElraevy's youthful hob­
bies came in handy here. Among 
them were swimming, roller tkal- 
Ing, and putting on amateur )Jto- 
ductlona, recitations, and mono­
logues.

She was good at Improvising 
Ideas for entertaining and teaching 
the children.

Now the Bunce Center has a 
full-time paid teacher and a driver 
for the 14 children who attend 
daily.

Bom In Brooklyn
A native of Brooklyn, N. T., Mra. 

McElraevy waa bom Jean Weh- 
mann In 1919, the daughter of 
Richard G. and the late Hazel 
Wehmann. She attended Erasmus 
Hall High School and the Heffley 
Buaineas College, from which she 
waa graduated in 1937. After her

f raduation she became a serre- 
ary In the law firm of Smythe 

and Meleney in New York Oty, 
Her husband was a high school 

chum of her brother. They were 
married in 1940 in- Brooklyn, and 
came to Manchester in 1942.

Her husband, who Is an Insur­
ance. underwriter for Aetna In- 
Buronce Co., was transferred at 
that time from the Brooklyn office 
to the Hartford office.

Both their son and their daughter 
Ruth, who is a normal 11-year-old, 
were born here.

Product of Faith, Energy 
Mrs. McElraevy stresses ihst it 

is not her work that should he 
singled out. TTie MAHRC is the 
product of the energy end fsith

of many persons. Through team- 
i work, they effect improvement.
I Mr.x, McElraevy .said her great- 
; e.st plea.sure in working with the 
! MAHRC is that people who are 
1 frightened by the pioblem of men­

tal relardalion in their own young­
sters call on her, because they 
have seen her name in the paper. 
Sometimes all they need ia some­
one to whom they can unburden 
their fears. Other times they need 
advice on whom to contact.

Whatever little help she can 
give makes her happy.

"1 feel that my son’s condition 
must have been for. a definite rea­
son," ahe said. "The first time you 
come up against this, you ask 
’why?’ Well, ail God’s children 
have a purpose on this earth. His 
(Richard'sI purpose wa.s to open 
the door lo  the predicament of 
other.s. If it weren't for Richard. 
I too would be one of the many 
thousands who are hli.ssfully ig ­
norant of this”

The Board of Educktion l a s t  
night deOided to ask bus compa­
nies to consider sending two buses 
a day to the Keeney S t  area to 
transport children over 16 to Man­
chester High School.

The move was one of several 
considered by the New Board as 
possible solutions to the problem 
of transportation for that group.

(Children who are over 16 yeara 
of age are not allowed to ride on 
the school buses, even if they live 
two miles or more from the high 
achool.

At the last meeting of the Board 
of Education several parents from 
the Keeney St. area requested the 
board to consider changing the 
mle which prevents their children 
from riding the buses. At that 
time the board requested Arthur 
Illlng, superintendent of schools, 
to find out how many youngsters 
over 16 live beyond the 2-mile 
limit. It was felt if the regulation 
was lifted for one section, it 
should be lifted for all.

269 Affected
Illlng’a report on students over 

16 who live beyond -wo miles from 
the high school showe-* there ar# 
269 pupils who come under this 
category.

The greatest concentration of 
these students is in the southwest 
quadrant of the town. There are 
191 pupils who could benefit from 
a change in the bus rule.

In the nonJiwest quadrant there 
are 39 pupil , in the northeast 
quadrant there are 17 pupils, and 
in the southeast quadrant there 
a«r 20 pupila.

According to the report the 269 
pupils would not necessarily want 
to ride a school bus. Some of these 
youngsters either drive their own 
cars, or ride with friends who do. 
Others have parents who work in 
Manchester and can conveniently 
drive them to school.

If the 269 did ride, this would 
mean an Increase of five bus loads.

One problem in connection with 
this Increase it the number of 
buses. Is that all the buses would 
have to be rescheduled, since the 
students do not all live in the 
same area.

Solutions Considered
Chairman Christie McCormick 

presented the board with three an­
swers to the problem last night.

1. Reject the request entirely.
2. Authorize more buses and re­

quest more money from the Board 
of Directors.

3. Wait until next year and place 
the matter in the budget request.

Two other ideas were favored 
more by the board after some dis­
cussion.

1. Arrange to have one of El­
mer Thrall's school buses visit that 
area, and let the youngsters pay 
for the ride.

2. Present to a public bus com­
pany the figures on the number of 
youngsters who would use a bus 
in the Keeney St. area. The Silver 
Lane Bus Co. has lines which nin 
closer to that area than other com­
panies.

Edward Glenney, member of the 
board, felt that whatever was done 
;ihoiiId be paid for by the board. 
However, member Frank Sheldon 
disagreed with him, saying the 
board's first responsibility was to 
the educational needs of the chil­
dren. Glenney answered that this

Manilla, Nov. 18 ()P) — The 
propaganda chief of the Com- 
m u n l s t - l e d  Huk revolutionary 
movement walked out of the Indo­
nesian embassy and into custody 
today after six days of negotia­
tions between Manila and Jakarta.

Alfredo Saulo, 44, had b e e n  
hunted for eight years when he 
sought refuse in the embassy. He 
came out after the Philippine gov­
ernment promised him a fair trial 
on an old indictment of Huk lead­
ers.

Relations between Indonesia and 
the Philippines already had been 
strained by Jakarta's charges that 
Indonesian rebels had operated 
from the Philippines. When the 
government demanded that Baulo 
be turned over as a criminal not 
entitled to asylum, the Indonesi­
ans used him to bargain for ex­
tradition' of rebels.

An Indonesian statement on 
Saulo's departure said the Philip­
pine government had promised 
favorable consideration for a trea­
ty of extradition.
