Gen. H. Norman Schwarz-
kopt (ret.), who led the N. J, State
Paolice at the time of the Lindbergh
kidnaping case, died last night at
his home. He was 63, .

The former superintendent of

the N. J. State Polica and onetime
military adviser to the
fovernmem has been in petirement,
or several years.

He became known to milliona of
radio listeners through his weekly
commentaries on the “Gang Bust-
ers” radio show,

The cause of death was not dis-

closed.

Schwarzkopf had a talent for or-
ganization that stood him in good
stead around the world.

A skilled soldier-diplomat who
served his country on important
military missions, he also was the
organizer and first superintendent
of the N. J. State Police and re-
modeler of the Iranlan Police.

But despite his accomplishmenta
as a soldier, businessman and or-
ganizer, It was as a policeman
thal he won the most national
Attention.

For It was Bchwarzkopf who, in
1632, led the New Jersay State Po-
lice hunt for the kidnaper of the
Charles A. Lindbergh baby. And It
was Schwarzkopf who drew orit-
ielsm from Gov. Harold G. Hoff-
man that he had “bungled” the
case.

Hoffman refused to reappoint
the tall, crisp military man to a
fourth term as state police super-
intendant in 1838.

Hoffman's quarre! with Schwarz-
