lines.

Two other morning papers, the 
Times and the Hers.d Tribune, 
suspended publication after their 
final editions wen out.

The lone remaining morning 
paper, the Mirror, did not an­
nounce Immedia'.ely it.s jilans but 
was expected to follov leader.shlp 
o f the others ir halting publica­
tion.

The slriike. nov In Its second 
day, ha^ swept newsj-tands clean 
of major newspapt rs. There was 
no prospect of regotlations.to end 
the strike until a meeting set for 
tomorrow.

The Times, referring to refusal 
of printers to croas picket lines 
at the News, said In a atatement 
to It-s own printera:

''Such a refuaal la the equiv­
alent of a at.-ike against the News 
as well as against this newspaper 
and all other members of the 
Publishers A.sao'iation of New 
York City vho are parties to the 
contract with the Typographical 
’ Tnion."

The Times said that ‘ It i.a ob­
vious that this concerted refusal to 
work can be extended to us. " 

Printers Furloughed
The Times then said that the 

printers should not return to work 
until further notice and added that 
they would receive nn pay for the 
Intervening time. A ll other em­
ployes were directed to report for 
work as usual.

Helsinki. Finland, Dec. 11 i/Pi- 
The minority Agrarian party 
agreed today to try to form a niew 
government and end a week-old 
cabinet crisis brought on by re­
lentless Soviet economic pressure.

President Urho Kekk’onen asked 
the Agrarians to make the attempt 
and gave them full authority tn 
.solve the' serious foreign pOlicy 
problem.

The Agrarians, a center party 
with 48 seats, brought down Pre­
mier • Karl August Fagerholm's 
cabinet last week, by quitting the 
government. They accused Fager- 
holm, leader of the right-wing So­
cial Democrala, of provoking the 
Soviets.

Kauno Kleemola. leader of the 
Agrarian bloc In parliament, 
scheduled a series of talks Imme­
diately with other parties to deter­
mine if a coalition- la possible or 
If the Agrarians would go It alone 
as a minority. He may be the next 
premier.

The task ahead will be to salve 
the Injured feelings of the Rus­
sians.

A government headed by the 
Agrarians and excluding the right- 
wing parties presumably would be 
acceptable to the Soviet Union. 
Moscow brought t^wn thq last 
government by stopping trade be­
cause Conservatives' dominated it 
and the Communists were left out.

The Communists, the largest 
bloc in parliament with 50 of the 
200 seat^ would have to support 
any cabinet that omitUd the 66 
votes of right'Wtng Social Demo- 
crau and the Oonaenrativee.

The Finnish CWnmunlet pnitya 
woman boeo, Mn. MertU Xnuslns

en, said th^ Soviet Union will re­
sume trade with a government that 
omits the Rightists. .She sold it 
was not Important for Commun- 
tsU to be in the new government.

Parliament Speaker V. J. Suke- 
selainen told Kekkonen today that 
It was not possible to form a gov­
ernment containing all seven polit­
ical parties.

The center parties have only 71 
seats, and adding the 13 votes of 
the le fl-w l.ig Social Democrats 
still would leave s- ch a coalition 
17 votesjfhoK of a parliamentary 
majority o f '101. 'I'he Oommunisti' 
.50 votes would turn the balance.

Mrs. Kuuainen, winsome, 54-

Hartford, Dec. 11 iJPi The I>eg- 
Islaliire's F I n a n r e Committee 
seeks a full-scale investigation of 
all o|>eratinns of the Stale High­
way Dept, by a group of experts.

Stale Rep. William W. Prout 
(R-Suffleldi, chairman of a sub­
committee that has been studying 
Highway Department affairs the 
past 18 months, suggesled the ac­
tion yesterday In a report on prog­
ress.

He said the object of the investi­
gation would be to make certain 
that all highway money Is being 
properly used snd that continua­
tion of the present six cents a gal­
lon state ga.wiline tax 1s necessary.

Prout said hia sub-committee 
has been unable tn make an ade­
quate study of the departmental 
operationa because of the lack of 
time and the lack of power to In­
spect all department records, 
books and contracts.

The sub-committee report made 
no recommendation concerning the 
essentiality of the six cents a gal­
lon gasoline tax.

The report concIu4es with this 
paragraph:

Judge Bars

Wa.aliington, Dec. 11 (/P)—
A federal district judge tfxlay 
ordered the Teamsters Union 
to comply witli reform orders 
of court-appointed- monitors. 
The union was haired from 
holding a schetluled new con­
vention next Marcli.

Judge K. Dickinson Letts upheld 
complaints of a 2-nian majority of 
Ihe three monitors that Ihe union 
under president James R. Hoffs 
had failed to comply in good faith 
with reform recommendations.

Hoffa had nothing to say Im­
mediately on the ruling He Is In 
Miami for meetings of the Team­
sters executive board.

An aide said Ihe board would 
meet si 2 30 p m. to study the de­
cision "and any comment will be 
withheld until following that meet­
ing.”

Letts, noting that the monitors 
are officer* of the court and sub­
ject to Ihe court's superrision, said 
they have all powers reaaonabty 
necessary lo bring about a clean 
up of th* union.

"Th* Teamsters are obliged to 
I'omply with such orders of recom­
mendation (by the monitors) and 
in good faith cooperate with the 
monitors,” he said.

By Implicallon, Lett* raised s 
threat of contempt action which 
could be Jail If union officers fail 
to comply with his orders He com­
mented al one point in his mem­
orandum opinion that "reniedica 
are not lecking in our judicial 
processes If the orders of the court 
are violated, 41aregarded or ig­
nored.”

And he hinted that Hoffs and 
other teamatere national officers 
could be rtmovH. This was by not­
ing that a consent order which 
provided for th# monitors had only 
permitted Hoffa to tolia oflce pro­
visionally.

"Such permiasipn wroa tempo­
rary only and subject to re-voca­
tion," the judge said.

Zeller's amazing setiei of positioni 
on the state chairmenehip there 
also seemed to be the spectacle of 
the ao-called dlsaldent wing o f tire 
party putting on one last demon- 
atraUon of Its knifemanship. Last 
summer Big Bill Brennan’s Inter­
est in the irasltton of state auditor 
had apparently failed to draw fer­
vent support from his pal, Zejler. 
Then the post became the sched­
uled consolation prize for State 
Chairman Baldwin, his reward for 
stepping down. But then It seemed 
that Zeller might be willing to ac­
cept the post, as a sort of personal 
contribution to party harmony be­
hind May. A t this point, Brennan's 
Fairfield County stepped In and 
put May over without need o f fur­
ther effort on the part of ^U er.

No one knows whether these 
scenes from the career of Zeller 
and from the life of the party fac­
tion are final, fade-out touches. 
But they could serve In that pur­
pose, as artiatio masterpieces.

Is  Cross Section of Town

OoUsge Instructors, housewives, 

a dentist, a  clerk, a  businessman, 
these are the kinds of people who 
will m ak . a  study of Coventry’s 
school problem and recommend 
ways to solve it.

Nine penoiui, a cross section of 
life in the town, were appointed as 
a group with the imposing name of 
School Planning and Housing 
Committee at a town meeting 
Tuesday night. They were ordered 
to report back to the townspeople 
their findings and recommenda­
tions within 90 days.

Heading the committee Is Mrs. 
Robert Cleverdon, mother of two 
children, who has had some experi­
ence with a achool study group in 
the past. A  graduate of Simmons 
College In Boston, Mrs. Cleverdon 
was on a committee several years 
ago that held public discussions at 
which the town’s school Ills were 
aired. This committee had no o ffi­
cial function, but was the forerun­
ner of other committees which re­
sulted In the construction of the 
town’s two elementary schools, the 
Robertson School In South Coven­
try and the Coventry Grammar 
School In the north end of town.

She .will serve as temporary 
shairman at the first meeting

<fwhlch she said she will call some­
time next week. A fter a permanent 
chairman is named by the mem­
bers, the group will get down to 
the business of plotting the town’s 
future school needs.

Few  .with Experience
Only three other members of 

the present committee have had 
experience In studies of this sdrt.* 
Robert H. IVilcox, superihtendent 
of Pratt and Whitney Aircraft’s 
atomic airplane engine CANEL 
experimental plant, has served on 
three committees.

He was a member of the original 
School Building Committee of 1948 
that laid the groundwork for con­
struction of the Robertson School. 
That committee was disbanded just 
before the school was built and 
another group followed through. 
Wilcox also served on a committee 
that built the 8-cIassroom and au­
ditorium addition to Robertson 
School In 1953 and waa a member 
of the Coventry Grammar School 
Building Committee In 1955-58. He 
has been a Coventry resident since 
1939. He Is married and has two 
sons.

Another housewife, mother of 
five sons, la also a meniber of the 
present committee. Mrs. Stanley 
Papanos served on the S c h o o l  
Building Committee fbr the Jtin- 
ior high school plan which was

turned dqwn at a referendum a 
year ago. She aerved on two other 
school eomlnltteeia, one In 195S 
which also Investigated the town’s 
needs and a group that atudled the 
possibility of a high school several 
years ago. Mrs. Papanos to also 
active with her husband In the 
F T A  at North Coventry school. 
They were co-presidents last year. 
She Is also president of the North 
Coventry Cooperative Kindergar­
ten and Nfursery.

One other, with limited experi­
ence In a similar study to the one 
being made now, is Rolf Larsen. 
Father of four children and an 
associate professor in the Univer­
sity of Connecticut School, of Ed­
ucation, Larsen served on the high 
school study committee several 
years ago. He has resided in Coven­
try for five years.

Service with these people wijl be 

Thomas G. Welles, a Coventry real 
estate agent who haa taken a keen 
Intereat in town affairs: John L. 
MacQuown, owner of Turret Lathe 
Services on Rt. 31: Dr. Robert L. 
Kennon, a Manchester dentist; 
Siegmar F. Blamberg Jr., ' asso­
ciate professor at the University 
of Connecticut Labor Manage­
ment Institute; and Elbert Carl­
son, a clerk in the Hartford Bu­
reau of Public Works.

These people will Join together 
for a broad, detailed study of the 
town’s dilemma and it 1s up to 
them to steer the town toward 
eventually solving the problem ot 
what to do with Its high school 
students In the next few years and 
how to avoid double sessions In 
the town’s etementary schools.

A  report on th f health classes 
taught by Mrs, Alice Robert, 
school nurse, was submitted to the 
Board of Education at a recent 
meeting.

While health study has been a 
part of the elemental^ school cur­
riculum taught by the Individual 
grade teachers, several Interesting 
and unusual projects have been in­
troduced by Mrs. Robert.

One of the more interesting ex­
periences was a  survey of seating 
In all classrooms conducted by 
students o f Arthur Von Roemer's 
fifth grade. The actual study fo l­
lowed a discussion of posture and 
proper fltUng o f chairs and desks. 
Next a group of four students, two 
boys and two girls, went to each 
classroom. Following the survey 
reports, they changed the seating 
arrangements so that the best pos­
sible seating plans for students, 
were devised with the chairs and 
tables available.

The students were reported as 
being "very serious about their 
work” and, their "behavior was ex­
emplary."

Each student listened to his own 
heart wUh a stethoscope after a

study o f the heart a ^  circulation 
was conducted in Im rry Palub- 
niak's class the previous week. The 
study was illustrated with the dis­
section o f a beef heart in class.

A fter hearing their own heart 
beats, a boy from each row of 
seats exercised strenuously. Then 
the other students listened to hIs 
heart beating at an accelerated 
rate. ,

The class also studied the diges­
tive system, and the ear and eyes, 
with an explanation of the Snellen 
eye test.

The class is now studying nutri­
tion with plans to conduct an 
animal feeding experiment.

A  general discussion of good 

health habits with empha.sis on the 
proper amount of sleep wa.s held In 
Mrs. Hazel Floyd's fourth grade 
class.

“Since many of these sliulent.s 
stay up too late," the report said, 
a  letter was written home to par­
ents stating that this age group 
needs to be In bed no later than 
8:30 p.m. The letter rceomniended 
that Friday and Saturday should 
be the only nights students are 
allowed to stay up later.

This group has begun a study of 
nutrition and plans to make cliarla 
listing all types of foods with good 
and bad choices for three meals 
per day.

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Bright Future Seen for Rockville
GMrge R. Bennett, the new ex­

ecutive eeeretary of the Rockville 
A>*a .Chamber of Commerce, ar­
rived here yesUrday with a freah. 
broad approach to thi cemmuni- 
ty’a economic problem.

The Havre, Mont., man aaw the 
location of Rockyllle between Boa- 
ton, Springfield, Hartford and 
New Tork, as a good ataging area 
for wholeaale distrlbutori. He talk­
ed to reporters at the Chamber 
office on Park PI. In the afternoon.

He aaid the area la well-placed 
between the Massachusetts Turn­
pike and the New York Thniway, 
but needs a good access road to 
these highways. -

Bennett envisioned a ftoxen food 
plant processing chickens locally 
instead of shipping them to plants 
In other corrimunlties.

Stressing the importance of In­
dustry to the community, Bennett 
aaid the industrial committee of 
the Chamber should extend itself 
Into a local Industrial organiza­
tion and make use of the federal 
and state funds and loans ai-atl- 
able.

However, he noted that, some 
communities are reluctant to use 
federal aid, and pointed out that 
the executive secretary's Job is to 
carry out the policy of the Board 
of Dliectors, not to make policy.

"The wi.xhea of the Board of Dl- 
rector.x should reflect the wishes 
of the members, and If we don't 
have a well-informed membership, 
we don't have a Chamber of Com­
merce," Bennett added.

TTie new Chamber head ex­
pressed concern about the govern­
mental setup In Rockvllle-Vernon 
and the Fire District, and said the 
Chamber should take a stand on 
the question of consolidation. In 
this respect he noted the "tremen­
dous duplication of effort both In 
the compounding of the problem 
and In finding the solution to the 
problem."

He asked for a greater coopera­
tion from the civic-minded people 
In the community "to do what Is 
obviously a big Job. We are basi­
cally ctfncerned with Improving the 
business climate." he said, noting 
the effect of mimieipal problems on 
prospective industry.

A Chamber of Commerce has 
a short-range and a long-range 
program, according to Bennett, the 
short range program being the 
welfare of the business community 
but the long range program being 
the opportunity provided for the 
coming generation.

He Indicated that although a

"I was never sure of anything of 
that sort. He was really smart 
that round. He covered himself so 
well right after coming back after 
each count that I never had a 
chance for a follow through after 
my best blows. He’s the smartest 
fellow I have ever fought. But I’d 
like to light him again."

Even if the Aght had gone the 
limit, Archie would have been 
the winner. He was leading on the 
score cards of all three judges 
(the referee does not vote in 
Canada) and had swept all the 
rounds from the sixth on.
