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Ribicoff Tells Victors

Not to Expect Jobs

By LEONARD ZEIDENBERG

Governor Ribicoff has told the
Pemocratic party of Connecticut
that its workers should not expect
many of the traditional spolls of
office to Mow from the party's No-
vember viclories,

“I do not conceive that those
who were elected were elected
merely to hand out jobs—hut to
perform service,"” Ribicoff sald.

Tre governor spoke Saturday
night before some 2,000 Democrats
amgembled in the State Armory,
Hartford, to celebrate thelr victory
—the monat sweeping in the party's
hintory, It was said to be the
Inrgest political dinner ever held
In Connecticut.

*“I am pledged to eliminate many
jobs that would be considered
patronage,” Ribicoff said. “I seek
A program to eliminate them en-
tirely.” The governor has advo-
cated the elimination of counly
government, along with ita county
commiasionerahips, and the Inle-
gration of the State's minor courts
in a Statewide system.

Ribicoff also told the Democrats
that although he appreciated thelr
help, he could nol forget that In
hin 250,000-vote reelection victory
there were included the votes of
many Reptiblicans and independ-
ents."

“If the victory has any mean-
ing,” he maid, "it s a sense of re-
dedication of service to 2,400,000
citizens, and that service belongs
to all the people, be they Dema-
crats, Republicans or independ-
ents.”

People Sugmne

Ribleoff cautloned the victorious
Democrats to remember history—
that their victory of 1958 followed
thelr overwhelming defeat in 1956,
“The people are supreme.” he sald,
