When you hold the ace of 
enemy's long suit, you often refuse 
th s firs t couple of tricks In the 
suit. The same kind of holdup play 
may be useful with a less obvious 
holding In the dongerorus suit.

W est opened the seven of dia-
monds, and E ast won w ith the 
king. E ast te tum ed the nine of 
diamonds, and South had his 
chance to be a hero.

South actually chose to try  a 
deceptive play. He put up the 
queen of diamond! a t the second 
trick. The Idea was to make West 
think th a t his entire suit waa 
going to come in.

W est was not deceived. He knew 
th a t his partner had returned his 
highest diamond. If E ast'a highest 
diamond was the nine. South was 
sure to have the Jack aa well oa 
the queen. W eit aaw that he could 
not gain by taking the ace Im-
mediately.

In fact. W est knew th a t he 
stood to gain by refusing the trick. 
E ast would have returned a low 
cord, auch as the four or the deuce 
if he had started  w ith four dia-
monds. Since E ast had actually re-
turned the nine of diamonds, it 
was clear th a t B ast had sta rted  
with only two or three diamonds.

A t any rate. South won the sec-
ond trick with the queen of dia-
monds. His next move woe to lead 
the ten of clubs for a  flnesse. 'niia 
was hla best chance, bu t it failed.

E ast took the king of clubs and 
lei^ hlB last diamond. Now West 
was In position to take the reat of 
the diamonda, defeating the con-
tract.

South m ust stoop to conquer. 
T hat Is, he must play a low dia-
mond a t the second trick.

E ast thus wins the second trick 
with the nine of dlimonda. He con-
tinues with his IssL diamond, and 
South plays the ' queen or Jack. 
West can no longer gain by re-
fusing the trick. No m atter how 
the play continues. South wins a 
diamond trick and can later try  
the club flne.sse in safety. When 
E ast gets his king of clubs, he 
cannot return a diamond.

$80 an hour, and still can’t get 
over it.

"I 'm  always amazed that I get 
paid for going to parties, berause 
nobody enjoys them more than I 
do. Now I limit myself 'e  one 
drink a  party. The pace would be 
too rough otherwise, and i  have 
my dignity tiTthink of, or Sahte's 
dignity."

VIsila Bowery
Christmaa Day, he makea hla

annual trek through the Bowery, 
distributing turkey drum sticks 
and m eat balls to the human dere- 
llrts In the flop houses and 'eseue 
mi.ssions.

For this he gets nothing hut the 
inward satisfaction that only • a 
Santa Claus can appreciate. "I 
give these poor devils that same 
gloriously happy greeting that 1 
give to my elite customers on 
Park . Ave. They always get a  big 
kick out of joining me in Binging.”

Ten years ago Squire, who ftten 
used the name M. D. Kremer, was 
working aa a messeur on the roof-
top of a Miami hotel and his only

claim to  f^fflV Was a  luxuriant 
handlebar m ustache, seven inches 
long onfi gradually turning a  stir 
very white: On a  vaiuttion he en-
countered a M anhattan  departm ent 
store executive who persuaded him 
tp grow a  beard and apply for 
the store’s Santa (Hsus Job.

splitting flourishes in a bull m ar-
ket and during periods of In-
creasing business activity when a  
company needs to raise new money 
for growth.

I t  pleases shareholders alm ost os 
much as raising the dividend—al-
though in cold reality  only the la t-
te r does them any mathematical, 
good.

A stock split like the one pro-
posed /by  diredtors of American 
Telephone *  Telegraph actually 
leaves the present stock owner 
with the same share of equity in 
the (Company's' assets. Thus, when 
AT&T stockholders get three new 
shares for the one they hold today 
it wll mean th a t each of the new 
shares is worth in company assets 
only one thlird w hat the present 
one is.

Shareholders Like Splits ‘
But shareholders like splits any-

way because usually the price of 
the company’s stock rises f i  the 
inarket. Even when the split isn’t 
accompanied hy a mone.v-in-the- 
pocket dividend hike, as the phone 
company's was. the hope is strong 
that the split means the dircclor.s 
think higher dividend rates poa- 
Bihle.

In Bear m arkets stock splitting 
dries up because splitting a stock 
when its price is dropping has lit-
tle appeal. But with prices setting 
new highs stocksplltting has come 
thick and fast of late.

So far in 19!)8 there have been 
25 splits or proposals of splits of 
stocks listed on the New York 
Stock Exchange, the m ajority in 
recent weeks. The aame number 
was set in all df 1957. The year be-

ffo ra , a  bull m arket yoor, there 
were SS, and 47 In 1955. B ut in 
depressed 1954 there w ere only 13. 
The biggest postw ar year was 
1946 w ith 74.

Reasons for stock oplitUng are 
m any-rsom e no t given by the di-
rectors.

The one usually given ia th a t the 
lower price will a tt ra c t more inves-
tors and thus widen the m arket. 
The lower price also brings any 
new stock to be Issued la ter within 
the reach of more buyers, thus 
helping the company lo  raise more 
equity capital as needed.

When stock prices are much 
higher than  the average it makes 
for thin m arkets—fewer shares 
being pu t up for sale. Prl<:es often 
fluctuate widely In thin m arkets. 
This not only is a hardship for 
buyers snd sellers but it looks bad 
to the public.

H as Side Efferto
Stock splitting has some side ef-

fects th a t directors may consider 
but rarely mention.

One is that stock splitting also 
splits the per share earnings. For 
example, the phone company last 
year made $10.81 : share on this 
686 million dollar net profit a fter 
taxes. If the shai'es had been split 
three for one s t that time the per 
share earnings would have been 
$3.,54.

While the reported profits would 
be Ju.st the same, thi lower per 
share figures a r j thf-ight lo st- 
ira r t loss attention from labor 
leaders as talking points when 
sf eking to get a bigger share of 
gross earnings for worker." a t the 
c) p« nse of the ahare going to 
atockholders.

The phone company is only the 
la test of well known firms to split 
or propose splitf this month. 
Parke-Davia completed s  three for 
one split early in the month. The 
G reat A tlantic & Pacific Tea Co. 
split 10 and 1 and Upjohn Co. 25 
to 1 as part of the process of list-
ing voting stock on the New York 
StO(N< Exchange.

Also aw aiting stockholder ap -
proval are a 3 to 1 split, by Kroger 
and a 2 ' ,  to 1 by Chas. Pfizer.

But, Bulganin said yesterday, 
"When hi 1957 the sntl-psrty ac-
tivities of ( the other four) active-
ly developed, I joined them." As 
preitiler, he added, "I not only be-
came their accomplice but also 
nominally their leader.

"The anti-party group met in 
my office and there concerted 
their anti-party reactionary work." 
This, Bulganin explained, consist-
ed of opposing "the general tins of 
the central committee," which 
Khrushchev laid down.

Always a shrewd politician with 
an eye to his own and other 
people’s Intrigue, Khrushchev held 
off a showdown with the group 
In June 1957 until he could bring 
up enough party supporters to 
outvote and exile them. Bulganin 
then turned coat and ended up 
backing the winner, but he hlmaelf 
lasted only a few months longer.

Without mentioning Khrushchev

by name, BulgaiiLn’s statement 
gave him the standard laudatory 
treatment designed to quell ‘any 
public doubts of the leader's wis-
dom. "I seei the genlus-Uke charac- 
tsr and wisdom of of policy of our 
party and Its Central C om m ltt^ " 
Bulganin said.

The a i l i n g  old man; whom 
Khrushchev previously reported 
had a serloue operation almost a 
year ago, plunged from premier 
to director o f the state bank to 
head of a regional economic coun-
cil at Stavropol.

Bulganin said ha Is honestly try-
ing to do his present Job. Thit 
was a patheUc way o f pleading 
that Khrushchev leave him alone 
with his failing health and his 
memories of world promlnsnes.

Town Buy Incinerator

fib mfoaa dlapoMl area, Town 
flklgiheei James Skeekey said to-
day, and should conside* putting 
to an Incinerator in about five

Ha aald also that unless the 
town creates a department of san- 
Itotioh he should not be asked to 
disoontinue, at the present time, 
an "unofficial courtesy policy" 
Which allows citlnens to dump 
rafuM at the disposal area after 
the dally closing time of 6 p.m.

Sheekey's remarfka followed re-
lease yesterday of a  report from 
the State Department of Health 
on eondiUons found at the dis-
posal area off Olcott St. during 
an Inspection Nov. 26.

State Recommendations
Charles Kurker Jr., an air pol- 

lutlon engineer, inspected the-area 
with Sheekey, and both found im- 
favorable conditions. Ku^'ker rec-
ommended that;

1. "A  gate should be erected and 
locked during all hours that 
dumping is prohibi ed.’

' 2. "The bulldozer should be 
Used dally to properly compact 
and .cover #11 the refuse that Is 
dumped."

3, "Dumping at the edge of the 
tributary of the Hockanum River 
should be dlscontinueo.”

4. "The trench method of opera-
tion should be aed wherever the 
terrain permits."

Sheekey la now preparing a re-
port for General Manager Richard 
Martin on the conditions—which 
Sheekey said were caused by fac-
tors beyond anyone's control.

He said that normally the bull-
dozer Is In operation daily; that It 
is not a practice to dump In the 
river tributary; and that the trench 
method known as sanitary land 
fill has been In use for six years. 
He said the conditions Nov. 26 
were caused by two days of rain 
beforehand and a temporary break-
down of the dump bulldozer.

He added that State Health De-
partment reports on the disposal 
area here have been favorable In 
the past.

But in comment on Kurker's 
first recommendation, Sheekey 
said he does not think it would be 
in the best Interests of townspeo-
ple to close the dump after 5 p.m. 
as town regulations ask.

•The dump Is open from 8 a.m. to 
5.p.m. seven days a week but most 
of the town’s working people are 
uhable to bring rubbish there dur- 
Ihg weekday hours, Sheekey said.

Courtesy Policy
Therefore an attendant, Peter 

Rowe, stays on duty until 8 p.m, to 
supervise dumfiing until that hour. 
After 8 p.m. Sheekey said, a police 
cruiser': checks the dump periodi-
cally to preveilt dumping and sal-
vaging and to watch for fires;

 This U an ' ‘unofficial courtesy 
policy," Sheekey said, which he 
maln ^ M  4or toiynimeaplelx bene-
fit 'H e  saf8 he wouldnike t6"follow 
Kurker’s recommendation Immedi-
ately, but while the ’town lacks a 
department o f aanltatlon he be-
lieves that. "In all fairness." he 
shouldn’t stop It. Furthermore, he 
said' that closing the dump at 5 
p.m. would Involve a greater polic-
ing problent than that encountered 
at present Jin the past, he said, at-
tempts to close the dump at 5 p.m. 
have resulted in smashed gates and 
flattened fences.

. A department of sanitation 
could pick up residents’ rubbish 
bi-weekly, he said, and relieve 
them from  making trips them-
selves. Right now, the town col-
lects rubbish only twice a year, 
once before Memorial Day and 
once before Thanksgiving.

A  department of sanitation 
would probably Involve a 360,000- 
170,000 Investment at the start, he 
said, for at least three trucks and 
nine employes. •'  

Notes Shortages
Present equipment in the town’s 

public works departments could 
not he scheduled to perform this 
service because of a manpower 
and equipment shortage, Sheekey 
saw. He added that even ndw he 
niust hire additional equipment 
and men to handle normal snow 
removal operations. He said also 
that the 100-acre d i s p e l  area is

Although the winter season does 
not sU rt officially unUl Monday, 
snow ranging from SO to 43 inches 
deep blanketed areas along the 
southern ahores of Lake Superior.

A yesr  ago at this time the 

United S la tes  was still s t ruggling 
to get a  basket-ball-slzed satellite 
Into orbit. But our Inability In get 
any kind of satellite Into orbit was 
only p a r t  of our Inferiority com-
plex of the time. We were as much 
Impressed with the sl*e of the R us-
sian satell ites as we were with the 
fact  t h a t  they had been successful-
ly launched Into space. And even 
a f te r  the Idea of satellites th em -
selves had become almost routine, 
we still gasped when the Russians, 
last May, put up one tha t  weighed 
over a ton.

Getting a satell ite  of any slr.e 
Into orbit  was one thing. Involving 
primarily  technical skill Achieving 
tha power necessary tn lift and 
■peed somathlng weighing a ton In-
to orbit  reflected prlmarll,v a  mili-
t a ry  achievement. When the Riii- 
i lana lifted a ton Into space, we 
though t  not of the satellite,  hut of 
Intercontinental missiles.

So, last night,  we shot th a t  part 
of our Inferiority complex onl Into 
the blue. 'Hie Russians lifted one 
ton Into orbit.  We lifted four tons.

As we did so, tuir p u b l i c  
pronouncements emphasized I he 
peaceful, scientific c lisracter  of our 
ixploU.

But it also meant we were closei 
to the day when we and Russia 
ran. If we wish, exchange Inlei- 
eontlnental blasls on e.pial terms, 
Russia  obllterallng us by pushing 
buttons In Moscow, nnd we obliter-
a ting  Russia  by pushing bid tuns 
In Washington.

To be without this rapac lly  has, 
In the past,  jiosed one kind of 
problem nnd anxiety But now that  
W'e seem to have It our protdems 
and anxieties are, If we have any 
sense, even g rea te r  and more t e r -
rible than  before. Our progress to -
ward the day of m utual des truc -
tion is real and visible. Our bold on 
m utual aurvlvnl Is less clearly es-
tablished and demonstra ted.

A nuilt-In WonknPNN
The recent session of the Norih 

A tlan tic  T r e a t y  Orgnnlr.nl Ion 
polnla up again the built-in w eak-
ness of the alliance, which was 
conceived as a military Insiruiuent 
and dedicated to defense. In a 
crisis, when the Issues sre  sb s ip  
and the s t ren g th  of NA'PO Is re -
ga rded  by member-stnies as the 
only s t reng th  they have, they flock 
together,  as In the case of Berlin, 

But when positive proposals sre 
demanded of the organization hy 
hy the need tn break the cnlil war 
ellmale, Ihnt unity  eviiimrnlc.s 'Hie 
Issues lose Ihelr sharpness when 
more than  one propo.snl appears 
possible thal Is, when war nnd de-
s truc tion  do not seem the oidy 
a ' te rna l lve  to \inlly and the com-
mon front hreaka down under the 
Internal confllcla and dlasentlona 
th a t  rack  NATO.

And the internal ronflicla were 
very sharp  and bi ller  this year 
There  was the conllnulng Cypriin 
dispute, the new hltterness be-
tween F rance  and Britain over 
their  competing Kuropean trade 
ag reem en t  proposals, the French 
m aneuvering  to gain new power 
and au thor i ty  wtlhln NATO, tlie 
ever-present |iroldem of Algeria, 
and, finally, 11’eat GermaiiN's re -
fusal to agree to anvthing hut a 
curt  rejection of the .Soviet note 
on Berlin.

Under the beat of lirciimHlnnces. 
It would be extremely dlffu ull to 
coordinate  aiif flciently the con-
flicting viewpoints of 1,% nations, 
m any  of them squabhling among 
themselves, to frame a broad pro-
g ram  on which they could negoti-
a te  with the Fast.

U Is 
lilting that a veteran of a year's  
sojourn in Uie Antarctic  should of-
fer some advli e on how to endure 
the cold. The sojourner Is Palle 
Mogen.sen, who was Interviewed at 
the South Role hy an As.soclated 
I’ri'ss reporter who prohahly has a 
personal Interest  In Mogensen's 
comments

'•It's amazing w h s t  the human 
being can get used to," said Mo- 
gensen, who has gotten used to 
tem pera tu res  of minus 101 de-
grees. "But It takes s t rong  ch arac -
ter, a big heart,  lots of common 
sense, flexibility and"— presumably 
If all else falls "fa ith  In Ood."

Of course, there a re  some cynics 
who prohahly feel th a t  living In 
moilern America poses g rea te r  
handicaps In enduring  the cold 
than does living in Antarct ica ,  the 
assumption ’ being th a t  there  are 
nn super-heated buildings there to 
wilt a man's ch arac te r  and dimin-
ish the size of his h e a r t  before he 
exposes Idmsclf to the  elements. 
Hut the f a r t  Is, Mogensen, an 
expert In polar  t ransporta t ion  
serving with Navy scientists,  
worked In huts  heated to a  coni- 
forlahle 68 to 70 degrees.  From 
these he would walk out Into minus 
70-degree tem pera tu res  - a tem -
perature  drop of 140 degrees.

However, Mogensen and his col-
leagues do seem to have a psycho-
logical advantage, a t  least, over 
the rest  of us In enduring  tha cold. 
In Antarct ica  I t ' i  auppoied to be 
cold F.verybndy who goes there ex-
pects It and decldea to make the 
best of It. Not so In modern Amer- 
Ics. where there aeems to he a 
feeling th s t  the cold we dash 
through on our way to the car 
on frosty mornings Is not only im 
kind hut iinfiilr.

In lie a preliminary rule In the Mo 
genacn formula If It Is to do the 
rest of UN any good; namely, thnl 
cold weallier Is lo he accepted as 
a fnct or winter life. 'nien. go

After 
trying for awhile to keep things 
straightened out, my wife gave up 
her hopeless job and pitched right 
tn with us.

"The place Is a messr^so let It 
be a mesa. You look like you’re 
having fun." That was that. We 
ail had a great time making Christ-
mas wreaths and mesalng up the 
house. Maybe we aren 't exactly 
creative—destruction might be a 
better word—but we certainly en-
joyed it.

In Study of 
Earth Crust

By FRANK CARET 
Wgghington, Dec. 18 UK—Under-

ground Atomic teatg In Nevede 
last fell promise to improve eclen- 
lets’ spotting of distant earth-
quakes and add to their knowl-
edge of the earth's enut.

One Nevada exploeion on Oct. 
SO ehock delicate inetrumente far 
away In Tokyo, in Sweden, in 
Huancayo, Peru, and Prehonice, 
Czechoslovakia,

The first figures on the recording 
of this and other blaate in the un-
derground seriea were given to a 
reporter today by earthquake 
sleuths of the U.S, Coast and Ge-
odetic Survey, They are ■'oordlnat- 
ing information obtained by aels- 
mologiats throughout the world 
from a series of four explosions.

The Oct. 30 shot, code-named 
"Blancs," was the biggest. It 
packed a wallop equal to S,000 tong 
of TNT. It Jiggled seismopraphs 
5,600 miles away.

In the United States and Canada 
most of no regular and- temporary 
aeismoloev stations recorded It. 

Detected In Alaska 
Reports on the three earlier snd 

smaller teats came only from 
United States territory. However, 
one of them —equivalent to the 
force of 1.000 tona of TNT—waa de-
tected at Fairbanks. Alaska. That 
is 2,310 miles from the Nevada test 
site.

The smaller blast — a compara-
tive pipsqueak of 20 tons TNT 
nower — was recorded only out to 
820 miles at Rapid City. S. D.

There was also a 50-tonner. Be-
cause Its explosive impact shot 
down Into the ground the earth 
shocks traveled only a few thou- 
.sand feet.

Capt. Elliott Roberts and L. M. 
Murphy of the Coast and Geodetic 
Survey's aeiamology branch aald 
It will take six months for stations 
In this country and abroad to 
study their findings fully.

"But the prospects are," Rob-
erta aald, "that science atandJ' to 
gain new knowledge of the earth's 
crust which extends to a depth of 
20 miles, and possibl.y get some 
new information about the earth’s 
mantle, extending from 20 miles to 
a depth of 1,900 miles.’’

Prepare in Advance 
He explained the potential value 

of the underground testa this way;
SeUmoIogista are tipped off In 

advance to the precise time and

location of auch a blast; together 
with its explosive yield.

Thus, they are able to get a 
pretty close estimate of the 
vel6ilty. of the earthshock waves 
they rsoelve a t a distant point. 
And, since the velocity of the re-
ceived wave depends upon the 
rock structure it passed through 
on the way to the receiving ata- 
Uon, aeismologlats can get a  good 
estimate of the thickneas of the 
cniat and the structure of the rock 
in different geographic areas.

"Once we know that," Roberts 
said, "Then we can go back and 
apply tha knowledge to earth-
quake patterns, and do a better 
Job of locating aarthquakea."

For many years seismologists 
have been using records of natural 
earthquakes to study the earth’s 
structifte. But Roberts said under-
ground atomic testa offer a much 
better tool for auch studies for this 
reason:

In a natural earthquake, the 
energy is released gradually over 
a considerable area of ground and 
over e conaldereble length of time.

In an atomic earthquake, the 
energy release is concentrated at 
a precise point. Also, the precise 
time of the beginning of the tem-
blor Is known.

Aa for spotting sneak atomic 
tests, Roberta said there's a fair 
possibility of distinguishing bs- 
tween auch blasts and small earth- 
quakei at distance! u'p to 600 or 
700 miles.

But beyond that, at the present 
state of knowledge, the task be-
come* increasingly difficult, he 
said.

IM wUl impose sentence on Mon-
day at 10 a.n,.

The court eald:
"They will be sentenced for their 

reapectlve contempts committed 
In defiance d  this court's Intbrim 
order o f Dec. 5, and th« specific 
warnings to them which accom-
panied the Issuance o f that order."

A  2-day trial ended here yes- 
teiday after final arguments by 
the government and defense on 
charge that the pair !--ithheld doc- 
vmenta from the Internal revenue 
aervlce.

A  house subcommittee -under 
Rep. Oren Harris (D->j-k.) turned 
up evidence of fancy gifts from 
Goldfine to Adams and other po-
litical figures. Adams and Goldr 
fine said this stemmed from 
friendship, not special federal 
treatment for Goldfine.

The 18-count indictment deals 
with none of this. Rather, It cen-
ters around Goldfine’s keeping 
mum to subcommittee questions 
Isst July about $104,973 In cash 
withdrawn by himself and others 
from the Boston Port Develop-
ment Co,, a real estate firm Gold- 
fine controls.

Goldfine contended the questions 
dug Into his company’s internal 
affairs, therefore were not rel-
evant to tlie subcommittee’s an-
nounced task of checking on fed-
eral regulatory agencies.

The Congressmen said the ques-
tions were relevant because the 
withdrawals took place during a 
period-When the company failed 
to file required fiscal reports with 
the Securities and Exchange Com-
mission, one of the regulatory 
agencies the subcommittee was 
looking Into.

I f  convicted on the contempt of 
Congress Indictment, Goldfine 
would face a maximum penalty of 
one year in Jail and a $1,000 fine.

Goldfine Is scheduled to appear 
in federal court In Boston Mon-
day on a charge of contempt of 
court. In this case the SEC asked 
that Goldfine’s East Boston Co.

bs citsd for contempt for failure 
to fils  financial reports.
, ,In still another contempt case in 
B<Mton, against Goldfine and hia 
secretary, Miss Paperman, the 
trial ended yesterday with Judge 
Wyzanskl ^’̂ serving decision until 
Monday.

The government contended Gold- 
fine and the blonde Mlsa PajJerman 
did not comply with a court order 
to produce all the records the gov-
ernment wanted Iq. a tax investiga-
tion of five Goldflne textile com-
panies.

Goldfine's lawyers denied defi-. 
ance o f the court order, saying 
Goldfine and his secretary had not 
held back but had turned over 
more than 1,300 pounds of records 
to the tax men. They said, too, that 
not enough time was given to car-
ry out the subpoena orders.

Judge Wyzanski said the law- 
.vers had not asked for more time. 
Six records which the government 
contends are vital to its inquiry 
are still missing, he eaid.

Many a ham will be baked dur-
ing the holidays. And many a cook 
will swear by her particular meth-
od of glaring the roaat so it looks 
handsome and tempts tasters., 

What do cooks take sides over? 
First off, there’s the matter of 
scoring. (Scoring a ham means to 
mark the fa t with a sharp knife 
Into a desired pattern— usually 
diamond shapes—making sure the 
cuts are no more than 14-Inch 
deep.) Some kitchen experts say 
a  ham takes a glaze best when 
It Is left unscored during the bak-
ing because then “ the tender fat 
tissues are not broken down.” Oth-
ers disagree; they say that the fat 
Xiaaues break down anyway dur-
ing the meat’s oven stay.

Then there's the glaze itself. 
What ihould go along with the 
sugar that’s used as a covering for 
the meat? Some cooks like the 
old-faahloned way of mixing it 
with equal parts of fine bread 
crumbs; others like to add a 
little flour. Many cooks these

days add ndthsr crumbs nor 
flour. And thsra’a a school of 
cookery that ai^s dry mustard 
is a “m iut" in a ham glaze. What 
about the liquid that moistens the 
sugar concoction? When you get 
to this you have a  variety of 
preference. Moet popular of all 
are the fruit juices, pineapple 
and orange; but there are also 
devotees of ginger ale, cider and 
aherry.

When should the glaze be add-
ed? You’ll find rules that direct 
you to plaster the sugar mixture 
onto a fully-cooked ham before It 
goes Into a alow oven for heating. 
Other cooks like to heat the ham 
through In a slow oven, pour o ff 
the drippings, then add the sugar 
mixture and put the meat back 
in a hot oven for 15 to 30 minutes 
to glaze and brown.

Whatever method you prefer, 
here’e a spiced sugar and fruit 
juice mixture that will give a 6- 
pound fully-cooked half ham a 
beautiful ruddy color. Be sure td 
use a roasting pan that’s just big 
enough to hold the ham so the 
glaze runs down In a thick layer, 
and add extra fruit Juice or water.

to the sugar mixture If It gets too 
dark.

Sugar and Sploe Ham Olase 
Ingradlents: 1 cup firmly- pack-

ed light brown sugar, 3 teaspoons 
paprika, 3 teaspoons dry mus 
tard, 1 teaspoon ground allspice, 3 
tablespoons pineapple juice.

Method: Make sure sugar Is free 
of lumps. Mix all ingredients to-
gether and spread generously over 
a fully - cooked half ham. Use 
method desired for the ovenglaz-
ing.

Ember Days 
Lost in Mist 
Of Antiquity

Just about buried' in the multi-
tudinous preparations for Christ-
mas are a set o f religious observ-
ance days o f particular signifi-
cance to the liturgical churches. 

’They’re called Ember Days. , 
’There are 12 o f them during the 

year— the Wednesdays. Fridays 
and Saturdays following the first 
Sunday In Lent, Whitsunday, Sept 
14 and Dec. 13. ’Today Is one.

In many of the churches which 
place special emohasis upon ritual 
and tradition. Ember Days are 
periods o f fast and abstinence 
m ark^  by special prayers or 
masses for the souls o f the forgot-
ten dead In purgatory.

Like many church traditions and 
observances, the origin of Ember 
Days has been lost In the jnlsts 
at. antiquity but there is evidence 
that they were observed as early 
as' the Third Century.

Some schools of thought feel 
they began as carryovers from the 
ancient pagan festivals o f the 
spring planting, the first harvests 
of grain and the autumn ripening 
of the grapes.

In this way. It la believed, the 
early church preserved an ancient 
anu customary observance for new 
converts by giving It Christian 
significance. But Instead of feeiat- 
ing, the Christiana fasted.

Others hold that Ember Days

started as periods o f fast In prepa-> 
ration for CltHstmas, Easter and 
Pentecoet with a  fourth eet o f 
three days added in Sqjtember fo r ' 
the sake of a  symmetrleal yeA-.

Ember Days, too, have a  close 
connection with the eeaaens o f the 
year. The name may m rlve from 
Uip Anglo-Saxon “ Ymb-Ren” , 
meamng a cycle, or from the Latin 
“Quator Tompora," or four sea- 
eons.

The observances are most sig-
nificant in the Roman Cathoho and 
Anglican ^urehee. Ordination 
daye in the vhureh o f England are 
the Sundays following Ember 
Days. ’The Baetem Churches’ 
fast days do not coincide becauee 
o f the different calendar.

In time gone' by, Ember Days 
were dedicated Informally to  the 
poor. It was a time when those 
who had shared ajme and food 
with those who hadn’t. In me-
dieval daye it was customary to 
give warm baths to those who 
couldn't afford them.

The Rev. Francis X. Weliler, S. 
J., a profeaaor o f philosophy and 
cultural history at Ehnanuel Col-

lege In Boston, in his recently pub-
lished “ Handbook o f Ch|iatian 
Feasts and Customs’* . (Harcourt 
Brace and Co.), recounts this 
haunting medte\^ legend o f Em-' 
ber Days: ^

“ ( I t  was believed) that many 
poor souIe are allowed to leave 
purgatory for a few  moments 
every Bmbertide, to appear In vis-
ible shape to those relatives and 
friendA who fervently pray for the 
departed ones. In order to thank 
them and to beg for continued 
prayerful help for themselves and 
lor those holy souls who have no-
body on earth to remember them.”

Statue o f  D o g  Erected  ^
Warrensburg, Mo. —  A  bronze 

itatue of Old Drum, the dog made 
famous by the late Senator George 
O. 'Vest’s eloquent eulogy In' a 
trial here In 1870. was dedicated 
recently on the Johnson County 
Courthouse lawn. On the pedestal 
o f the hound’s statue Is inscribed 
the entire stirring Vest speech, en-
titled "Tribute to The Dog."

Unfortunately, medical treat-
ments — such as drugs or vitamins 

have not proved to be of n ^ q  
In dissolving material which clouds 
the lens, nor can they restore nor-
mal vision. Olaasea alao do not 
cure cataracts nor give adequate 
correction.

Operation Is the best treatment 
for a.cataract. IVhen the cataract 
Is mature It can be removed and 
full vision restored in luicompU- 
cated cases. Surgery of the eye has 
been so much Improved that it is 
sometimes possible to remove the 
letu with a cataract in It at early 
stages o f development — that to, 
before It Is “ripe.”

In response to several people In 
their 80’s or 90’e who nave In-
quired, I ehould like to say that 
many of them can be successfully 
operated on in spite o f their ad-
vanced 3reara.

There 1s no reason to boltovo 
that eyestrain leads to tho davel- 
opment o f cataract, thuogb, o f 
coune, eyeatroln should ba avoldad 
for other reasons. Heredity and 
particularly Increasing yean  osom 
to have more to do with moot 
cosee o f cataract than anything 
elee.

An untreated cataract win load 
eventhuolly to bllndnees. This un-
fortunate sltuaUon, however, con 
be avoided becauee o f the excel-
lent results now obtained by our- 
$ery-
