necticut-barn trader, first white
man to travel the lands of the
Peace River in North Westemn
Canada and a leading figure In
the North West Co, |

A farmer supply agent with
General Amherst, Pond reached
Lake Athaboska In 1779, Afirst
white man to trade with the
Chipewyan Indians. In subsequent
yoars, he traveied far and wide in
the unmapped wilderness of the
Canadian  northwest, until, 11
vears later, worn out with his ef-
forts to find a way to the Pacific,
this great American who helped
to make Canada, sold his shares
in the comipany and dropped back
into obacurity,

Object of the search for descend-
ants heing carried out by Louis
Carrier, curator of the Chateau de
Ramezay, is the reconstitution of
the Beaver Club, often referred to
an Canada's most exclualve group.

Each of the cluh's members was
a wintering partner of the North
West Co. To be eligible for mem-
bership, he had to have spent a
winter in the “pays d'en haut.”

Those dexcendants of the orig-
inal Beaver Club members who are
found and properly certified will
be brought to Montreal, housed,
wined and dined, and will be guests
of honor at the first President's
Night banguet of the reactivated
Beaver Club.

The Beaver Club was famous for
its gargantuan feasts and for the
adventurous tales told by {ts mem-
bers, Todny, as In the 18th and
190th centuries, the wintering part-
ners will dine at Montreal's lead-
ing hotel, making thelr headquar-
ters at The Beaver Club, at the
algn of The Queen Elizabeth,
