The past 12 months have haon
arwong the most momentous in
the nistory of sclence,

Future historiana may select
Oct. 4, 1057 — the day Ruassia
lnunched its first sputnik — as the
officinl beginning of the space age,
but 1858 was Lthe year it began
bearing fruit,

In the past 12 months we have
lenrned more about the composi-
tion of outer space—its tempera-
ture, radiation, micrometeorites
than man could glean through 5,-
000 years of deduction and guess-
work,

We went up there. We saw for
ounselves,

Nol man himsell, to be sure.
That will come next year when
the X-15 plane carries & man
higher than ever before, and in
subsequent years when man orbits
his own terraln and endeavors to
break the earth's gravitational
chain to explore other plapels,

But this year saw man's instru-
ments go higher than men dreamad
possible, and the information they
brought back was of Inestimable
Importance
Lel's review
events.

Two Orbiting In 1857
.Before 1857 ended, Ruasin had
put two salellites Inlo orbit. The
firal soared 060 milea from earth,
Lhe second 1,056, This second satel-
lite carried Lalka, the most cele-
brated dog In history.

The firat succesaful U8, salel-
lite—Explorer I-—left its launch-
Ing pad Jan. 31, 1958, Its apogee
was 1587 miles. It was followed
on March 17 by the Navy's tem-
peramental “baby" Vangunrd,
which went Into orbit 2,468 miles
from earth

Since then, FExplorers ITI and
1V have joined the U.S, satellites

Since Oct. 4, 1957, Ruula‘hu launched three satellites and ths U.S. has gut up five—the last being,
of course, the huge last stage of an Atlas ICBM. In addition, the U.8,

has ahot Pioneer rockets

to the higheat point ever reached by man's instruments,

in orbit. On May 16 Rusasia
Inunched Sputnik III weighing 2.-
819 pounds and orbitting at an
apogee of 1,168 miles,

It was the last Russian satellite
to be launched this year.

The USB's series of “moon
probes,” which were qualified suc-
cesses, began Oct. 11 when Plo-
neer blasted 71,300 miles away
from the earth — a record dis-
tance, It plunged back into the
atmosphere to disintegrate, An-
other Ploneer, launched Dec. 8,
went an estimated 65,000 miles
before It suffered a similar fate,

The crowning space event of
the year occurred, of course, just
10 days ago. And the U.S. took
the honors.

In the early svening of Dec, 18,
President Eisenhower announced
the Alr Force had put into orbit
a gatellite welghing about four and
a half tons — the largest asatel-
lite in history, more than three
times larger than Rusain's Sput-
nik ITII.  The satellite was the
final stage of an Atlas ICBM.

The Fruits

What did theses historic explo-
rations reveal?

First they showed that acien-
Usts had underestimated the radi-
ation hazard of outer space.

AL naltitudes below 600 miles,
satellite findings confirmed data
extrapolated from balloon and
high-altitude rocket studies. But at
altitudens over 600 miles, the satel-
lite encountered a sudden Increase
in low energy electrons. These pro-
ducéd x-rays with a counting rate
of over 100 times that expected
from cosmic rays.

This radiation, moreover, ap-
parently does not consist of light
rayn. It penctrates the very ahell
of the satellite and therefore must
be made up of particles of great
penetrating power,

These particles were formerly
believed to be merely electrons,
but recent data suggest there may
haprotons too, produced by the

v

disintegration of neutrons created
by cosmic rays.

What are the biological lm'pllcl-
tions of this intenme radiation
(which, incidentally, scientiats be-
lHleve decreases at nbout 40,000
miles) 7

Radiation uncovered by the Ex-
plorers reveals a dosage of 60
milliroentgens per hour. Thus a
human spending only two hours In
the radiation belt haa exceaded his
safe limit for a weak,

Oonfirm Expectations

The temperatures of outer space
are much what scientists expected.

Because satellite instrumenta-
tion would have been damaged if
the temperature had gone above
176 degrees F., aluminum -oxide
strips were put on the satellites to
help control the temperatures.

The temperatures observed in
the satellite ranged between 32 de-
grees F. and 85 degrees F., while
the temperature of the sheil
ranged from minus 13 degrees F.
to 166 degrees F.

What have we learned about ml-
crometeorites?

From Explorer I it was dis-
closed that there was one micro-
meteorite hitting about one square
yard of surface area once every 18
minutes. Thess particles had a dia-
meter about one-tenth that of a
human hair. In the case of Fx-
plorer III, there was a breakdown
in the two transmitters within a
short time, suggesting they wers
hit by a meteor shower,

All the resuits clted here were
obtained by American satellites
and revenled candidly by Ameriean
scientisty. In some instances they
varied widely from ‘data released
by the Russians, The latter, by the
way, have been extremely close-
mouthed about thelr own resulls
while  benefitling, presumably,
from ours,
