Washington, Dec. 81 (A*)—
The nation gets a new state 
and a new Dag Saturday.

President Eisenhower will sign 
the proclamation niaking Alaska 
the 49th state at a formal cere­
mony In the White Housll Satur­
day at npon. He w ill fly to Wash­
ington fdr the purpoee and return 
later to his Gettysburg. Pa., farm 
for the remainder of the weekend.

The new state enters the union 
Immediately. The new flag will 
become official next July 4, but 
flag makers in New York said yes- 
tei^ay they wo<ild have a few of 
the 49-star flags available as early 
as next week.

The flag design will not be an­
nounced until Saturday. There 
was speculation it would consist 
of the present 13 stripes, with sev­
en rows o f seven stars.each In the 
blue fleld.

Some flag makers have sought 
a staggered design, with five rows 
of flve stars and four with six 
stars. Then if Hawaii gets state­
hood later, they contended, an­
other star could be added easily by 
having five rows of six stars each | 
and four with flve stars. B ut, 
they held' little hope of success 1 
for their suggestion. |

The still unannounced design! 
was picked from nearly 2,000 sug-1 
gestions received by a screening | 
committee. Elsenhower will pro-1 
claim the official design as part | 
of the statehood ceremony.

W'hatever the design, the flag 
makers are eager to begin produc­
tion of the new version. They ex­
pect to have flags ready within a 
day or two, but not many. A back­
log of orders has piled up.

Sidney Liberman, president of 
Valley Force Flag Co., says his 
company will have flags ready 
Monday.

Valley Forge, one of the big­
gest flag producers, sews flags 
Flags printed on cloth will take 
longer to put out.

M. Lowenstein A  Sons, Inc., one 
of the largest textile firms, has 
two printing rollers poised — one 
for each likely design.

"W e’re ready to roll the minute 
we hear," a company spokesman 
said. "Assuming the new flag will 
be one of these designs, we’ll have 
cloth ready for shipment In about 
three weeks."

Clarified Clarifications 
Cause Clear Confusion

.that It merely lists 41 specific 
items which are taxable.

But still there are trouble*. 
Some articles listed in the 

amended law a* taxable are 
also known by other namea 
not on the list. Storekeeper* 
have asked if these are tax e x - . 
empt beeauae the manufactur­
er ho* glran thom a  name not 
femid p  tiM law.

The Revenue Service ha* de­
cided they are taxable if they 
are substantially the same aa 
sny of the articles named in 
the law. To guide retailers. It 
made public today an expand­
ed list hut saya even this la 
incomplete. ,

The bigger list may help but 
officials concede they atlll will 
have tn decide the tax status 
of many articles on a ca*e-by- 
raee haals

Foi example, the expanded 
list savs many Boy Scout 
packs are taxable. The same 
list says some Scout bags are 
tax exempt;

Bags for rarrvjng wet bath­
ing suits are ruled taxable but 
bags for toting wet diapers 
are free of the tax.

Vamen'A two Demoiiratlc repre-' 
aentativea-elect diaagtee on the re­
moval of the party lever on voting 
machinea but agree, that .capital 
puniahment'Bhould be aboliahe^ 

Theae viewa were brought out 
In an open diacuesion before the 
Rockville Young Democratic Club 
last night in the first of a aeries 
o f panels on current Issue*.

Raymond Spielman favored re­
moving the party lever altogether 
while Harry Hammer advocated a 
compromiae bill which leave.* the 
party lever but makes It possible 
to vote ticket without pull­
ing either the Republlran or Demo­
cratic party lever.

Bills containing both proposals 
have been submitted for considera­
tion by the legislature when it con­
venes next week.

Spielman noted that the question 
of a party lever is one of concern 
mainly to politicians. He readily 
admitted that he would not have] 
been elected in November if a voter 1 

had not had to pull a party lever. I 
The voters pulled the Democratic 
lever to vote for Gov. R iblroff and I 
thereby elected some candidates! 
that they had never even heard of. I 
Spielman said.

Noting that the parly lever also 
works against a candidate .Spiel­
man (aid he would have been elect­
ed six years ago If there had been 
no party lever at the time of the 
Elsenhower landslide.

An alternate plan to that of 
completely removing party levers, 
Spielman said, ts to provide a third 
lever, without party affiliation, 
which may be pulled to split a 
ticket.

This plan, considered a com­
promise. was favored by A lly  
Hammer who expressed ihe con­
viction that the party lever is a 
"political gimmick" designed to 
discourage the voter from split­
ting his ticket.

('wpital Ihinlehnient 
The abolition of capital puniah- 

menl was advocated by both of 
Vernon's neiv representatives on 
th basis that It does not serve 
it* orignal pur) ose of being a 
deterrent to crime.

A fter giving a brief outline of 
the history t f  the death penalty. 
Atty. Hammer pointed out that 
most homic.ide(8 are crime* of las- 
aion. comniitted by someone who 
would never murder again regard- 
leas of the consequemes. On the 
other hand, killers si.rh as Tabor- 
*ky and Coliimbe, known as "the 
mad dog killer*," could have gone 
across the state line to Rhode la- 
land to commit their crimes had 
th* question of execution as a 
result worried them, .Spielman add- 
♦a Rhode Island has abolished 
c*.">ital punish.nenl

Sipielnian suggested that if pri­
vate citizens were not permitted 
to carry guns, criminal* would not 
have to resort to their use. He 
Bent on to say guns were needed 
by individuals years ago for pro­
tection but with the fast patrol 
cars available now guns should 
not be alioB'ed in homes.

The irreparable damage done 
In executing an innoce'.t man was 
considered by both representatives 
as a prime reason for abolishing 
the death penally.

On* person listening lo Ihe pan­
el discussion expressed the belief 
that capital punishment should be 
cont.niied but added that convic­
tions should not be permitted on 
circumstantial' evidence.

Both Spielman and Hammer 
stated that B'hlle this was their 
view on both subjects at this time 
they might change their views 
after hearing arguments presented 
by other representatives.

Atomic Worker 
Critically Hurt 

By Radiation
Los Alamos. N. M., Dec. 31 (2P) 

—Cecil W. Kelley, a veteran atom ­
ic laboratory technician, was in- 
jured critically In a radiation acci­
dent late yesterday.

He was exposed to a large dose 
of radiation during a plutonium 
metal recovery operation, a 
spokesman for the University of 
California Scientific Laboratory 
said.

Kelley la a metal fabrications 
operator in a chemical-metallur­
gical division. The laboratory 
spokesman said the work in which 
Kelley waa engaged had been 
studied carefully and waa be­
lieved to have been adequately 
controlled.
