Finally, 
North shows unmistakable sup­
port for hearts. I f  South had bid 
three hearts instead of three no- 
trump, North would have Jumped 
to five hearts to make it clear 
that he had very good trump sup 
port.

South has a minimum opening 
bid but can tell that North has a 
useful singleton.

In explaining the new law, the 
chamber notice says that effective 
Jan. 1 the earnlnga baae on which 
employea pay their tax for Tocial 
Security Is Increaaed to $4,800 (It 
had been $4,200). The rate is In­
creased to 2 >4 per cent from 2’:; 
per cent.

Proposals Affect 
Teenage Drivers

H artford , Jan . 9 (ff)—Two bills 
affecting  teenage drlvera have been 
filed for action by the G eneral Aa- 
lem bly.

One bill, from  Democratic Rep. 
H enry  B roderick and R u th  F lan ­
agan  of "Windsor Locks, would re ­
quire m echanical devices to lim it 
speed to  50 miles an hour In cars 
driven by youngsters under 18. .

T he other, filed by T orrlngton 
D em ocrat Rep. Zena Temkln, 
would elim inate the cu rren t re ­
quirem ent th a t  a ll 'ap p lic an ts  for 
drivers’ licenses between 16 and 
18 pass a  driver education course.

The driving course requirem ent 
w as adopted by  the L egislature 
tw o years ago.

Some paren ts have reportedly 
complained th a t thO driver educa­
tion courses In several tow ns are 
e ither no t given a t  a ll In the 
schools or a re  overcrowded. Some 
teenagers have had to go to  private 
driving schools which charge h igh­
er prices for the classroom and on- 
the-road lessons.

A nother bill filed In the House 
yesterday  Jiffects labor. Republi­
can Rep. Thom as F . Quinlan of 
W ashington w an ts the Legislature 
to outlaw  w hat he term ed “coer­
cive and violent p icketing” in labor 
disputes.

U nder the bill, p ickets who 
th rea ten  non-strikers would be 
subject to $500 fines and a  year 
in jail.

On Tuesday, when the session 
reconvenes, com m ittees of the 
House and Senate will be appoint­
ed and the business of the session 
will g e t underway. N ext week the 
L egislature will m eet th ree days 
and the principal business will be 
the reception of bills end resolu­
tions from members.

B ut there  is a  grow ing group of 
w hat some economists call the new 
unemployables. These are nelMier 
the old nor the handicapped.

Prompt And Cordial
The United Slates has been a 

little more ape^y than ueual In 
extending diplomatic recognition to 
tee result of tee revolution in 
Cuba. That speed would aeam to 
be Justified In accordance with tee 
recent advice of Dr. Milton Ei­
senhower in his general report on 
our dealings with our Good Neigh­
bors of this hemisphere. He aug- 
gested that wa resarva our open 
arms treatment for democraclee, 
and maintain merely cool and cor­
rect relationship with dictator­
ships. So we have, perhaps, been 
more prompt and cordial to the 
Castro movement than we would 
hava been If tee situation had bean 
one in which a democracy was be­
ing overthrown and a dictatorship 
established, in which case wa would 
also have extended recognition in 
dua course.

It also happens that we feel 
tome need to escape from and 
refute some popular feeling in 
Cuba, which haa been to the ef­
fect te s t we were playing Batis­
ta’s gams.

In seeking to combat this feel­
ing by tee promptness and cordial­
ity of our official recognition, we 
also have an assist from the con­
trast between our record during 
the revolt Itself and teat of some 
other nations.

If tea victorious Cuban rebels 
will look at tee record, they will 
hava to acknowledge that Ameri­
can policy was not unfavorable to 
their cause. I t was as long ago as 
last April, for instance, that we 
took our decision to cease sup 
plying arms to the Batista govern­
ment, even though wa atill recog­
nised it as tee legal government of 
Cuba. And when we thus shut off 
tea supply of American arms 
equipment for Bstlsla, he turned 
elsewhere, and aucreeded in buy 
ing guns, planea and tanks from 
Britain. This British supply was 
finally ahut off on Dec. 30, only 11 
days before Batista's actual fall. 
For once, tee political debate about 
ahortaightedneaa and backing of 
tee wrong horae In a lAtin Ameri­
can situation will take place in 
London, not Washington. And for 
once there will teem little ques- 
on, to all fair-minded observers, 

InX ^ba itself or elsewhere, that 
o u r^ lic y  as well as our sentiment 
has engued in some leaning, and 
in tee olroclion harmonious with 
our own p ^ tica l Ideals.

A TWrisChoice
A proposition we repeatedly find 

it impossible to accept iVpur imagi­
nation of a life worth li \^ g  a t all 
lyas made again, the other day, by 
Lrtut. Gen. Clarence R.' Huebner, 
who la director of tee New Yo 
State Civil Defense Commission.

Within five years, he said, most 
Americans will be living in under­
ground fallout shelters, and seeing 
sunshine only by taking a ealcu- 
lated riaks..

Underground living, he said, will 
be enforced by tee grim realities 
of a world In which even small 
countries will have enough misaile- 
ranged hydrogen bomb power to 
knock out any nation of any size.

Obvloualy, If that la going to be 
our atate of living within five 
years. General Huebner thinks we 
had better get about the business 
of building our shelters, and ac­
customing ourselves to life in them, 
right now. We have no time to lose.

And this brings us to the old 
question. Is survival worth it? If 
this la tee kind of thing life would 
have to be, ia life itself worth 
living? Assuming, for the moment, 
that General Huebner la absolutely 
sound and correct in his appraisal 
and his prediction. Do we human 
beings want to follow his formula 
for survival?

He himself is, of course, aware 
ot tee fact that we aren't engaged 
in following his formula, or build­
ing these shelters;' And his ex­
planation for this ia teat we are in 
danger .of defeatism, and that we' 
would perhaps prefer to surrender 
abjectly to some outside threat 
rather than try to resist it by such 
drastic means.

We ddift think that is it. We 
think the situation ia that both our 
hope and our reason tell ua teat 
there must be a third alternative, 
and that mankind does not have to 
choose between life in a cave and 
abject surrender, a choice which la 
really merely between two sur­
renders, one as dehumanizing as 
the, other. We think mankind in- 
aiats on a  third choice, which la 
realization of its own destiny, in 
tee sun. At least, if  teat choice 
cannot be had, tee nature of tha 
alternative does not have much im­
portance.

He promised to recommend such 
revision as soon as fiscal conditions 
permit.

"These prospects will be brighl- 
aned if 1960 expenditures (in the 
year atarttng July 1) do not exceed 
the levels recommended,” Eisen­
hower said.

U.S. to Slav in Berlin

The basic question facing us to­
day is more than mere survival— 
the military defense of national life 
and territory. It is the preserva­
tion of a way of life.

We must meet the world chal­
lenge and at the same time permit 
no stagnation In America. Unless 
we progress, we regress.*

We do not forget, of course, that 
our nation's progress and fiscal in­
tegrity are interdependent and in­
separable. We can afford every­
thing we clearly need, but we can­
not afford one cent of waste.

Inflation can be prevented. But 
this demands statesmanship on the 
part of business and labor leaders 
and of' government at all levels.

I shall submit a balanced budget 
for the next year, a year expected 
to be the most prosperous in our 
history. It is a realistic budget 
with wholly attainable objectives.

Congress alone has the power of 
the purse. Ultimately upon Con­
gress rests respon«(ibility for de­
termining the scope and amount 
of federal spending.

I am requesting the Secretary 
of the Treasury to prepare appro­
priate proposals for revising, at 
the proper time, our tax structure, 
to remove inequities and to en­
hance -incentives for all Americans 
to work, to save and to Invest. Such 
recommendations will be made aa 
soon aa our fiscal condition per­
mits.

I .shall recommend to the con­
gress that the chief executive be 
given the rc.'ponsibillty either to

appropriations anS authorlza- 

tioii bills. Tills w’ould save tax dol­
lars.

Eisenhower repeated that the 
United States la determined to 
Stand firm, for example, against 
Russia’s plan for ousting the west- 
tm  Allies from West Beflin.

Calling world peace America's 
overriding goal, the President said 
It cannot be built through desire 
alone and that this country must 
stay militarily strong

"Moreover." he said, "we have 
learned the bitter lesson that inter­
national agreement.s, historically 
considered by us as .sacred, are 
regarded in communist doctrine 
and in practice to be mere scraps 
of paper. The most recent proof of 
their disdain of international obli­
gations. solemnly undertaken, is 
their announced intention to aban­
don their responsibilities respect­
ing Berlin.

"As a consequence, we can have 
no confidence in any treaty to 
which the Communists are a party 
except where such a treaty pro­
vides within itself for self-enforc­
ing mechanisms."

In calling for a sensible posture 
of defense. Elsenhower said this 
is a time when man's power of 
mass destruction has reached fear­
ful proportions.

The United States Eisenhower 
said, seeks only a just peace for 
all. •

"Yet we realize there is an un­
easiness in the world because of 
a belief on the part of peoples that 
through arrogance, miscalculation 
or tear of attack, catastrophic war 
could be launched," the President 
ad”ed.

He said the new fiscal year com­
mitments for Amerioa's armed 
forces, the atomic energy com­
mission and military .assistance 
abroad exceed *47 billion, about 60 
per cent of the total' budget. 
Eisenhower put the estimate in 
Buch general terms it could not be 
meaningfully compared with this 
year's picture in those same areas.

However. . the $40,900,000,000 
ipportedly , planned for spending 
Oil this country’s armed forces 
alone in the new fiscal year is only 

. sdJOiit *100 million more than this 
year.

Elisenhower took no direct note

His remarks today followed a 
aeaslon of blunt talk on w’ar and 
peace last night to a group of cap­
tains of American industry at one 
of the Mldwest'a most exclusive 
clubs.

Inside the Detroit club last night 
Mikoyan attended a private dinner 
given in his honor by Walker Cis- 
ler, president of the Detroit Edison 
Co., electric utility. Some 60 lead­
ers of business and finance of this 
automotive capital of the world lis­
tened attentively to an appeal by 
Mikoyan for an end to the Gold 
War and the beginning of a "hot" 
peace between the Soviet Union 
and the United States.

SOO Refugees Picltet
Outside the club, a crowd of 

some 300 screaming refugees from 
Hungary and other Iron Curtain 
countries disregarded President Ei­
senhower's plea for courtesy to the 
Soviet visitor and tossed egga and 
snowball* in hi* direction. They 

• hollered Insult# and paraded with 
a coffin and anti-Communlst 
placards.

Earlierrdn the day, Mikoyan had 
kept up a rapid pace of activity. 
In the morning he flew from 
Cleveland to Detroit He visited 
the Ford Motor Co. Research Cen­
ter, the engine plant, the assembly 
line at the River Rouge plant and 
then had a private luncheon with 
a dozen top-ranking Detfolt busi­
ness executives atop the Ford ad­
ministration building.

At the luncheon Mikoyan par­
ticipated in a rough-and-tumble 
question and answer session which 
saw sharp queries met with sharp 
replies.

retrograde amnesia resulting from 
trauma In the crash. He aaid that 
because of the severity of the ac­
cident Reynolds cannot remember 
what happened at the time of the 
crash, nor even remember leav­
ing hia home before the accident.

In light of the injuries Reynolds 
suffered. Judge Loisell said he

A federal judge, sitting in 
Little Rock, Ark., today or­
dered the Little Rock School 
Board to “move forward with­
in their official powers” to 
carry out a plan of integration 
for the city’s closed high 
schools.

U.S. D istric t Judge John E. Mill­
er fu r th e r ordered the board to 
rep o rt to  the court w ithin 30 days 
details of w hatever affirm ative 
steps they have taken to comply 
w ith  th is order.

M iller's ordc!', filed in the Dis­
tr ic t C ourt c lerk 's office in Little 
Rock, pu t Into effect a m andate 
Issued Dec. 2, 1958, by the E ighth 
U.S. C ircuit C ourt of Appeals a t 
St. Louis.

M iller enjoined the board from 
leasing public school facilities to 
any private  group for operation of 
segregated  schools and "from en­
gaging in any other acts, w hether 
independently or in participation 
w ith anyone else which are capable 
of serx'ing to impede, thw art or 
fru s tra te  the execution of the in­
teg ra tion  plan m andated against 
them ."

The 2-page order was accom­
panied by a 20-page opinion.

Gov. Orval E. Faubus closed 
L ittle  Rock's four high schools. 
Including the all-Negro Horace 
M ann High, las t Sept, 12. About 
3,700 students w ere displaced by 
the move designed to forestall 
court-ordered Integration.

Several private  high schools have 
been se t up here' since th a t time. 
One is operated by the L ittle  Rock 
P riv a te  School Corp., a segregated, 
all w hite Institution which is sup­
ported  by public donations and has 
the G overnor's backing.

Faubus said he would hax*e no 
com m ent on M iller's order until 
he had studied it and consulted 
w ith  his advi.s€rs.

Castro Complains 
U.S. Armed Batista

Havana, .Ian. 10 Fidel* of rifles, pistols and subm achine
Castro said today he is sym­
pathetic toward the people of 
the United States but he com­
plained that the U.S. govern­
ment armed dictators.

Pointing to tanks seized from 
fallen ind ictator Fulgencio Batla- 
t.1 , C astro aald W’ashington sup­
plied them  "and did imt w orry 
about our dem ocratic feelings."

The rebel leader added a t  a 
news confere ice. "I m ust recog­
nize th a t the U nited S tates in the 
la.st year did not send arm s to 
B atista . Now the United S ta tes 
has recognized us and we are 
glad."

All weapons shipm ents from the 
United S ta tes to Cuba Were halted 
dur' g the la tte r  p a rt of C astro 's 
guerrilla  w ar against B atista 's  
forces. On W ednesday Wa.shing- 
ton recognized the governm ent of 
provisional president Manuel Ur- 
n .tia , whom C astro installed in 
office.

C astro said two or three dozen 
person.s have been executed since 
he won. "Those who have been 
executed in eastern  Cuba had 
abused the people," he said. "They 
all got tria ls in m ilitary courts."

C astro m et new*men afte r a 
leader of a  separa te  rebel group 
asked checks on the power of Ur- 
ru tia 's  governm ent.

The interior m inistry ordered 
early  today that all revolutionary 
m ilitiam en tu ra  in their weapons 
lo  C astro 's rebel arm y. More than

M inisters' Fund founded in' P h ila­
delphia in 1759 on a ch arie r issued 
Ly Thom as and R ichard-Penn sons 
of the founder of the Pennsylx’ania 
colony.
