Lo8 Angeles. Jan 13 (fP) — Rus­
sia’s  Deputy Premier Anastas I. 
Mikoyan capped a busy tour of L«s 
A ngeles w ith a surprise appear­
ance on a local television show 
last night.

The bustling Soviet official hob­
nobbed with movie stars, college 
students and dyed-in-th*-wool Cap­
italists before dashing through 
Hollywood in a police-led caravan 
to keep the hastily made TV date.

N ot an egg, tomato or epithet 
was hurled at Mikoyan all day, in 
sharp contrast to his earlier visits
in  Detro it ,  Cleveland, Chicago and | si''***" ^
S a n  Franc isco .  Police and  S ta te  j 
D e p a r tm e n t  k ep t  h im  u n d e r  c lo se ' 
g u a rd  and  will shepherd  him to 
t h e  a i rp o r t  to d ay  fo r  his re tu rn  
f l ig h t  to New York.

On th e  25-minute  TV p rogram ,
M ikoyan  answ ered  a  se t  of  ques­
t io n s  —  carefully  approved be­
fo reh a n d  — t h a t  w e re  subm itted  
b y  c o m m e n ta to r  P a u l  Coates.

M ikoyan described himself,  as 
he  h as  th ro u g h o u t  his United  
S t a te s  tour,  a,s a  f r iendly  g ra n d ­
f a th e r  who feels the  d ifferences 
be tw een  the  U.S. and  Russ ia  can 
b e s t  be resolved by w o rk in g  closer 
tog e th e r ,  especially in t rade .

Could the dispute over the W est's  
occupation  of Berlin  lead to a  w a r?

(lo not w ant  a  w a r , ” Mikoyan said 
through an  in te rp re te r .

A German P eace Treaty
The Russian proposal for a peace 

treaty for Germany reopens, al­
though not In any Immediately sat­
isfactory fashion, the standing pos- 
aibility of the basic bargain East 
and West may some day have to 

-make on Germany.
Neither side has ever yet been 

willing to'toss In the top card It 
holds In the game over Germany. 
And no auch wiUingneas appears 
In easy prospect now. But the pos­
sible bargain la at least being 
highlighted again.

The top card Russia bolds in the 
German situation is that of Its 
ability to prevent German reunifi­
cation.

The top card the West holds Is 
that of the rearmament of Western 
Germany as an ally of the West In 
NATO.

The top card the West holds has 
been, so far, much bigger than the 
top card Russia holds. This is so 
because Russia dreads German re­
armament, and German status ss 
an ally of the West, much more 
than the West wants German re­
unification. Russia's desire to have 
Germany not become once again 
the dominant military power in 
Western Elurope Is much stronger 
than our desire to have Germany 
reunified.

Chancellor Adenauer, whose owm 
political supremacy perhaps de­
pends on continued partition of 
Germany, has never .given the 
cause of reunification more than 
Up service. And United States pol­
icy, at a very early date, deliber­
ately selected the policy of re­
arming West Germany as an ally 
of the West, In what should have 
been full knowledge that, in 
choosing this policy, it was thereby 
delaying and perhaps vetoing the 
reunification of Germany.

When Russia wants our high 
card on Germany much more than 
we want Russia’s higli card on 
Germany, the Russian bargaining 
position is, on that basis. Weaker 
than ours. Russia, then, may be 
considered as perpetually In search 
of policies and moves which might 
bring its bargaining power up to 
ours. The current threats oyer the 

gUtus of Berlin are probably such 
a move, designed to make us more 
willing to bargain. If the Germans 
themselves should- bjgin develop 
Ing what they will evefitually de 
velop—which is their own strong 
demand for reunification-that 
would also help the Russian posi­
tion. The mere fact that there is 
no German peace treaty, 13 years 
after the war, and that the peace 
and quiet of the world do depend 
on such a Ireatj', is another factor 
In favor of Russian policy.

But even if the respective bar­
gaining positions should become 
equal, through Russia's addition 
and manipulation of new pres­
sures, there is doubt that the orig­
inal EasfrWest bargain could now 
be made as easily and cleanly as 
It might once have been made 
West German rearmament is stead­
ily becoming a fact, not merely a 
prospect. And Russia's commit­
ment to the separate political Iden­
tity of East Germany has become 
deeper and more involved than it 

jyas originally.
The result' is that Russia, tenta 

lively at least, la not offering the 
complete reunification of Qermany, 
but merely the organization of the 
two Gemanies Into a confedera­
tion. That, if-the West would'ao 
«cpt It, R ^ht soon resolve itself 
iaio complete unification, and 
probably would do so soon after 
both East and West had withdrawn 
their power from both Gqrmanles.

Small, But Enough
The final outcome of the ftlihus 

ter Issue is what was clearly pre­
dicted from the beginning—victory 
for Senate Majority Leader John­
son’s proposal to liberalize the 
closure rule only slightly. This has 
been accomplished by requiring 
only a two-thirds vole of Senators 
present to shut off debate, 
against the previous requirement 
of t-wo-thlrde of the entire Senate 
membership. The new rule was 
actually on the Senate books for 
a period up to 1949, and did not 
aid In shutting off filibusters In 
that period. The extreme liberals 
In the Senate, therefore, claim 
that nothing has been gained. And 
the extreme consen-atlves from the 
South, on the other hand, claim 
that too much has been yielded.

The fact that both extremes at­
tack the compromise which has 
been adopted Invites the usual 
opinion that the compromise Itself 
must therefore be rather good. This 
is sometimes a deceptive and su­
perficial rule to follow, and does 
not always mean that the middle 
road thus selected and defined will 
ever lead anywhere.

But If we think realietlcally and 
honestly about the present fili­
buster controversy, we recognize 
that it concerns, at the moment, 
only one Issue—that of civil rights, 
and that It is that one sharp issue 
which has produced this particu­
lar agitation for change In the 
standing Senate system.

We always need to be careful, In 
democracy, how we shape our 

institutions and practices to the 
urgency of one particular issue. 

Aside from that, the efficacy of 
the moderate change which has 
been made cannot be predicted 
from the record of the past, simply 
because the climate which exiat.s 
now is not that of the past. When 
this nation does better on its civil 
rights issues. It will do so not be­
cause some parliamentary device 
la available or abolished, but be­
cause the nation itself has come 
close to a unified judgment and 
will. The change which has been 
made in the closure nile may be 
moderate in itself, but It also has 
to be measured against the 
changing climate of opinion Ip 
which It will operate. If the force 
toward fulfilment of our civil 
rights promises to ourselves has 
increased, and we think it has, the 
amount of technical parliamentary 
leverage it needs need not be as 
great as it would have been at an­
other time In our history. And the 
basic hope, in any case, is always 
for fulfilment through reasoned 
unity rather than through com­
pulsion. The change In the filllbus- 
tcr rule has been small, but enough 
for the moment.

Great historic event*, originally 
created by great political drama, 
should take some care to preserve 
at least one special flash of excite­
ment or controversy against the 
possible dullness of their own ful­
fillment. Mter the mountain has 
been moved, one blast should be 
saved for purposes of celebration.

For Inaugural Day at the State 
Capitol, the loudest noise was the 
once respectable booming of the 
official artillery salute to an In­
coming governor, but that w’aa a 
pale noise beside the rumble of 
votes which reverberated across 
the whole slate last Nov. 4.

For Inaugural Day at the State 
Capitol, there should have been 
some quick, symbolic sound of 
alarm which could have revived, 
for a moment, the tenseness and 
greatness of the Connecticut polltl 
cal struggle which had finally 
come to such an historic result.

For this Inaugural Day at the 
Slate Capitol, of all Inaugural 
Days, there ahould have been some 
laat minute plot, or some last min­
ute snafu, to get political bloori 
couraing fast, and cast some quick, 
nervous uncertainty over the whole 
proceedings, so that it would all 
have sharpened flavor.

But event.s, alas, had nothing 
left, no last minute dividends to 
declare, no tension-heightening de­
vices. The most historic Inaugural 
in the state's history was also the 
most routine in the state's history.

There were petty hopes for ex­
citement - -  some excitement that 
could flavor the day so that the 
Democrats didn't have to pinch 
themselves to remind themselves 
what kind of a day It wa.s. But 
Lieutenant Governor John Demp­
sey ran off events in the Senate as 
if he had been organizing Senates 
all his life. And, although there 
were one or two hopeful moments 
when it seemed that the first 
Democratic battery in some 80 
years of House history would get 
its signals mixed. Speaker O'Brien 
shook off Majority Leader Googel, 
or vice versa, and the parliamen­
tary ball wdund up right over the 
plate. Nothing more than the elec­
tion of an assistant clerk wa-s rid­
ing on the pitch anyway. Rep. 
Louis Padula, the Norwalk orator, 
made an effort to save the day 
with a partisan complaint that the 
victors, being more generous with 
committee spoils than Republicans 
had ever been, hadn't been gener­
ous enough. Tliere was a debate 
might have dramatized the In- 
a\igural by delaying it, but Padula, 
alas, bayed alone. Fred Zeller was 
on hand and might have filed suit

for grand larceny against Rlbi- 
coff et al; and againat State Audi­
tor Cappy Baldwin too, but he. 
Just . like the Democrata them­
selves, seemed without any great 
reserve of emotional energy for 
this day of days.

Against all thla, wa could re­
member John Lodge taking a 
somewhat dubious oath of office a 
minute or two before midnight 
amid wild rumors that one Chester 
Bowles was riding around the 
streets of Hartford ready to come 
back Into the Capitol and seize the 
governorship.

The nearest thing to a dramatic 
crisis during the day came when 
the crush of people into the poet- 
ceremony reception in the Gover­
nor’s office threatened to Ret out 
of control, and a doorman, being 
Instructed to shut off the flow of 
people for a minute or two, reveal­
ed himself new on hit Job and un- 
Instructed, unlike Ribicoff, in the 
techniques of maneuvering large 
numbers of people.

Only in the face of Ribicoff him­
self. tired and drawn, did there 
seem any sharp reminder of what 
had gone Into and produced and 
brought to life this moment of 
Connecticut political history, any 
poignant forecast o f . the further 
political drama that might still lie 
ahead.

The rest of the day was under 
the spell of a fulfillment too 
smooth and uneventful to recall 
its own beginnings. Tlie Demo­
crats were in, and pinching them­
selves, with vague and happy 
smiles, to make sure thla was the 
day^

Sharpe to Keep 
Maiiager’vS Post 

Despite Censure
Hartford, Jan. 13 (iPI—Carleton 

F. Sharpe says he doesn't plan to 
resign his job as Hartford’.̂  city 
manager despite a city council 
resolution censuring him.

The resolution was adopted 6-3 
by the council yesterday. The ma­
jority were the council's six Demo­
crats.

Council Democrats, led by Mayor 
James Kinsella, demanded an in­
vestigation several weeks ago of 
Sharpe’s conduct in hiring • an 
architect for a park project with­
out following the procedure out­
lined by the city charter.

The resolution adopted said, in 
part, that "there has been a com­
plete lack of forthi-lght cooperation 
by the city manager with the city 
council.”

It also said Sharpe "is strongly 
censured by this council for delib­
erate violations of the city charter, 
and that a lack of confidence now 
exists in his ability to administer 
the affairs of the city of Hartford.”

The Manchester Chapter of the 
Connecticut VeUrana of World 
War I U spearheading a drive to 
win an automatic 13,000 State 
property tax exemption for vet­
erans on reaching the age of 65.

The present State law provides 
a $1,000 tax exemption for moat 
veterans, and more for those with 
disabilities. A $3,000 exemption is 
now available to 65-year-old vet­
erans, but they . must Urst have 
qualified with the Veterans Ad­
ministration for a federal pension.

The Manchester World War I 
veterans, who have enlisted the 
support of their State organiza­
tion, are working for the adoption 
of a State law that would make all 
Connecticut veterans automatical­
ly eligible for the $3,000 property 
tax exemption without their hav­
ing to apply to the Veterans Ad- 
mlnlslration.

A hill to this effect has been 
filed with the Legislative commis­
sioner by Manchester State Rep.. 
Irving Aronson, at the request of 
Dr. John Gregan, commander of 
the Manchester Barracks, World 
War I Veterans. U S A.

Claim ‘Red Tape’
The local organization contends 

there is a considerable amount of 
"red tape” 'now Involved in getting 
the exemption. It was explained 
that an ex-aerviceman, on reach­
ing age 65 and wanting th* exemp­
tion, must have a 10 per cent dis­
ability rating.

However, he cannot get that rat­
ing unless It ii certified by the 
Veterans Administration, and the 
VA will not make the necessary 
phyitcal examination for this rat­

ing unless a veteikn Is mpplylng 
for a federal pension. Further, one 
requirement for a pension Is that 
the veteran’s total annual income 
be less than $2,700.

In any event, the World War I 
veterans contend, most ex-service­
men are not concerned with the 
pension, which pays $7$ a month. 
"But the full $3,000 exemption 
would help," they maintain. They 
also contend that any veteran 65 
years old is already disabled at 
least 10 per cent, by 'virtue of age 
alone.

The Connecticut department of 
World War I Veterans comprises 
32 barracks throughout the State, 
with membership In. each ranging 
up to 300, according to Dr. Oregon. 
He said tha Mancbeater barracks 
has some ISO members.

When the temperature reads 25 
degrees, and we have a 20 mile an 
hour wind throwing It at ua, the 
result is the equivalent of 40 be­
low.

Even a 10 mile an hour wind had 
pronounced 'eaulta, reducing a 38 
degree temperature to 27 below, 25 
degrees to 38 below, and 11 degrees 
to 40 below.

And this is, say the Army medi­
cal researchers, not merely a ques 
tion of how we feel. There ia an 
actual physical reason for it. Wind 
speeds the rate at which moisture 
evaporates from our skin. The 
faster this evaporation, the colder 
we are.

And the chill we get is not mere­
ly imagination.

It ia 80. real that, say the Army 
experts, we should be careful how 
we treat it. A ‘shot of v^aky, for 
instance, merely heats the akin at 
the expense of the inside, and, 
taken In cold, weather, actually re­
duces the body temperature. The 
thing to do, say the experla. is take 
a nice warm bath, and then the 
shot.

Going bock to the more impor­
tant part of this Army Informa­
tion, we now caicuUtte that the 
average facial temperature In 
M^chester for the past week, mul­
tiplying 10 digree temperatures by 
40 mile an hour winds, ‘waa about 
180‘below, which wa* exactly wl>at 
It felt.

Kaminsky, of 113 N. Main St., 
was trwiaferred from the Hert­
ford State Police barracks to the 
Hartford County Jail yesterday 
afternoon after his arraignment 
before Superior Court Clerk Ray­
mond Calnen. He is being held In 
lieu of $20,000 bond oh charges 
of blackmail and arson.

Gryk abruptly resigned as town 
court judge yesterday morning 
Interrupting a court session to do 
so.

Rome said today the “ Crimea” 
of which Kaminsky was allegedly 
threatening to accuse Gryk were 
not related to Gryk’s discharge 
of his duties as Judge.

Gryk disquali­
fied himself from hearing the case 
And each time, the case was either 
nolled or dismissed as Mrs. Ka­
minsky failed to press charges.

State Police today were still 
analyzing the flare-type bomb that 
crashed through the Gryk’s win­
dow, breaking a window pane, 
burning a rug and causing minor 
smoke damage. Rome said "it ap­
pears to be" a smoke bomb.

The tax rate In Vernon will jump 
considerably this year, Mrs. Ethel 
Pease, secretar,v of the Board of 
Finance, predicted today.

The jump in the tax rate, ex- 
pecterl to be set in February, is 
inevitable even if the grand list 
increases more than The Board of 
Finance expects, she said. She did 
not give an estlrnate on how much 
the tax rate might increase.

The tax increase will be neces­
sary partly because of loss of in­
come from tuition students and 
partly because of a sizable amount 
of uncollectible taxes, according 
to Mrs. Pease.

This year alone, she said, about 
$69,000 in taxes remains Uncollect­
ed.

Because of this financial picture 
the board felt it could not add the 
cost of revaluation, even In part, 
to this year’s budget. However the 
board agreed with assessor Mon­
tague White, who is urging early 
revaluation on the basis that it 
would be beneficial to the town. 
Revaluation is due. according to 
state atatute, in 1962. White had 
suggested that It be held In 1960 
and that appropriations be spread 
over a 2-ye?r period.

Mrs. Pease said the matter will 
be considered for next year when 
the entire coat might be put into 
the budget and then borrowed on 
short term notes.

.Regarding the tax rate, Mrs. 
Pease noted that the five per 
cent discount allowed for early 
payment of taxes will be dropped 
If the state Legislature approves 
a bill submitted for the town to 
that effect. This might lower the 
tax rate by two mill*, ahe. said.

The-,board, laat night, approved 
a Special appropriation of $55,222, 
the coat of mo'^ing the junior and 
senior high schools and $1,500 for 
a- school nurse. These Items will 
be added to the present budget.

A variance sought by the Town

To Raise Rent
At the present time the plot Is 

being rented to Carter for $50 a 
hionth. Martin said today, but It is 
planned to raise the rental fee an 
additional 50 per cent of that fig­
ure.
