Chamber Warns
Of Photo Offers

A warning agsinst phony photo-
graphy schemes has been issued
by the Chamber of Commerce,
which has received several com-
laints of such activities in the
own recently.
John Wiet, exacutive vice pres-
ident of the Chamber, sald the
compinints oentered around fast-
talking salesmen who canvassed
from door-to-door offering ‘“‘spe-
cial  deals" involving <coupons,
baby contests, non-existant model
agencies or other “gimmicks."
In a great many cases where
advance psyments were collected,
the work promised was never de-
lUvered, Wiet said. In cases like
this, it is practically impossible to
take action against the salesman,
he said, as the companiess they
claim to represent generally do
not exist.
For those wishing photography
work done, Wiet gtrongly recom-
mends the use of [ocal firms
known to them by experience or
reputation to be reliable,
*“If a photographer’s reliability
is unknown. to you personally,
make inquiry abont it. Ask your
frdends and neighbors. Ask the
Chamber of Commerce,” he sald.
Wiet cautions residents to be
wary of “free” offers, avold con-
teat whose sponsors require them
to have s picture; be on guard
aginst teléphone “pitchmen' who
offer something for nothing, and
walch out for solicitors who false-
ly state that the hospital or diaper
service has authorized them to
photograph babies at their ex-
penae.
Bolore taking any action on
such offers, check with the Cham-
ber, he said

Police, firemen and zailors from
the Charlestown Naval Yard, at-
t ‘reacues, had to be res-
ocued thémselves,

Firemen tried to hose down the
neighborhood only to find that
water and molasaes combined into
an even more .difficult enemy.
They could only wait for the ayrup
to setlle.

Al 3p.m. rescue teams and po-
Jice were able to determine the
toll.

Little Mary DiStaslo’s ‘body was
found beneath four feet of molas-
ses. The Public Works Yard was a
blanket of molasses, Sennott and
his companions weére dead,

In all, 21 persons perished, 40
were [njured and the dam#tige ran
to milllons, <

Families who - fled to upper
floors to escape the fluid's wrath
remained for days prisoners in
their own homes, They couldn't go
downstairs, nor could they look out
the molasses coated windows.

The next day an investigation
began. It ended officially six years
Jater,

Lawyers for 125 plaintiffs
charged the company had con-
structed a faulty tank, that it was
not designed to hold more than
two million gallons.

The company claimed it was the
victim of anarchists, that a bomb
had been placed in the vat. They
produieed professors from Harvard
and Mnassachusetts Institute of
Technology who testified the tank
was sound

But Municipal Court Chief
Justice Wilfred Bolster hlamed the
public for the disaster. In his in-
quest report he snid:

"“There wns no supervision of the
congtruction of this gigantic steel
tank. The plans went through the
building department and persons
passing on them were incompetent
to determine structural steel con-
struction.

"As long as the public keeps one
eve on the tax rate und provides
[tself with an administrative de-
partment only 50 per cent quall-
fied, 1t has no right to complain if
it does not get 100 per cent pro-
tection and production.”
