When Eisenhower was asked 
about Goldwater's demand that the 
administration "quit copying the 
New Deal," the President replied 
he wasn't copying anything except 
what he believes are "basic princl 
pies of Americanism."

The President quoted Lincoln's 
words that "The proper function 
of government is to do for people 
those things they cannot do at all. 
or not so well do Individually.’ ’ But 
he left room for a latitude of opin-
ion within the party by observing 
that people can come up with 
“ somewhat different answers” on 
how to apply this principle to mod 
em problems.

The World Still Waits

Secretary of SUte Dulles is quite 
accurate In holding that the reali-
ties of Russian policy, underneath 
the words, reflect more of a desire 
to "win” the cold war than a re- 
aire to "end” it.

To be completely candid, how-
ever, Secretary Dulles would ad-
mit that the same real, hard In-
tentions are also the basis of our 
own poUcleo. We, Utewlse, will talk 
Of ending the cold wrar. But what 
pre really seek. In our actual poli-
cies, la still some way of winning 
It.

If, In all the spate of recent 
thaw talk from Russia. Including 
Khrushchev’s mixture of boa.st and 
thaw before the congress of the 
Soviet Oimmunlst party, Mr. 
Dulles is unable to detect any gen-
uine proposition which the West 
can accept as being clearly to its 
own advantage. It is also true that 
Russian analysis of any proposi-
tions we offer would have a hard 
time finding anything we are will-
ing to give Up In order to end the 
cold war. We, too, w'ant the cold 
war to end only In something that 
could be called a victory for us. 
We. too, want a thaw, but only 
guch a thaw as would soften the 
Russian position, leatlng ours in-
tact and victorious

There la nothing new in such 
positions. This is 'the way it has 
been for a long time. This Is the 
cold war, stiU breeding itself per-
haps inevitably from the natural 
rivalry and sense of conflict be-
tween the world’s two most power- 
M1 nations.

of which has been American coal. 
We normally sell about 13.000.000 
Ions a year there, and can do so 
at a profit because we mine coal 
much more cheaply than the Ger-
mans do. But the Germans now 
have about 13,000,000 tons surplus 
of their own coal piled above 
ground. Coal miners have been on 
short shifts for some time. If Im-
ports were to continue at the nor-
mal pace, there would be no need 
for them to work at all for long 
stretches of time during the new 
year. So West Germany reaches 
for the tariff, and says that if any-
body is going to have work pro-
ducing coal for Germany this year, 
tt shall be German miners.

Our own coal producers, reluc-
tant to lose 375,000,000 In sales, 
are naturally clamoring for a re-
versal of such narrow national pro-
tectionism. And, with hard times 
al.eady present In aome American 
coal fields, they fear more Ameri-
can mines may have to he shut 
dowTi or slowed down.

So we all take another look at 
our complicated economic world, 
this time from a point of view not 
too familiar to us as Americans. 
We do not often, with our wage 
scales and domestic prices, find 
ourselves capable of healing others 
in the matter of price. Wlien we do, 
we treasure the laws of the free 
market, and consider It narrow-
minded, selfish, and discriminatory 
when West Germany decides that 
It will protect the jobs of German 
'miners.

In this, both we and the Ger-
mans behave quite naturally.

The ultimate free trade argu-
ment. applied to sueft a situation. 
Is that whoever can mine coal moat 
cheapl.v should he allowed to mine 
the coal, with all others getting 
into some other line of business. 
If we happen to be more efficient 
mining coal, let that be our busi-
ness, and let the Germans devote 
themselves to one of the things In 
which they are more efficient than 
we are.

2 Gotham Papers 
Increase Prices

New York, Jan. 29 — The
New York Tlmea and the New 
York Herald Tribune will increase 
their dally edition newsstand 
prices from 5 to 10 cents In areas 
50 miles from New York.

The increase goes into effect 
Feb. 2. The price will remain at 5 
cents within the metropolitan 
area.

The Times and Herald Tribune 
have been charging 10 cents for 
daily editions'iwld more than 100 
miles from New York City.

The city's two other morning 
newspapers, the News and Mirror, 
say they plan no increases im-
mediately In their dally edition 
sales outside the metropolitan 
area. Their-daily editions sell for 5 
cents.

All Manhattan afternoon news-
papers have been charging 10 cents 
for their dally editions for some 
time. They are the New York 
Journal-Amerlcan, the New York 
World-Telegram and Sun, and the 
New York Post.

Sunday editions prices for all 
Nevy York newspapers apparently 
will remain unchanged.

All New York City newspapers, 
for purposes . of distribution, 
regard the area beyond 50 miles 
from New York as outside the 
metropolitan area.

Third Trial Friday 
On the trial front, it is now ex-

pected that the trial of ex-Lt. Col. 
Ricardo Luis Grao will not begin 
before Friday. He will be the third 
of the first three Important so- 
ccriled war criminals in thfi Havana 
area to be brought Into court.

The Supreme Military Tribunal 
today is scheduled to hear the ap-
peal of Maj. Jesus Sosa Blanco, 
first of the Havana defendants 
who is under a death sentence. The 
appeal of ex-Capt. Pedro Morejon. 
the second defendant and likewise 
sentenced to death is also to be 
heard.

The government named Maj 
Manuel Pineiro, commander of the 
revolutionary forces in Oriente, 
where Castro had his headquarters 
during the 25-raonth war against 
Batista. Pineiro succeeds Castro’s 
brother Raul, who has been named 
military second in command to 
Fidel.

Forty-five of Cuba’s 161 sugar 
mills are now grinding the 1959 
cane crop and “everyone will be 
moving along by Feb. 15,” the na-
tion's lop sugar authority said 
today.

Alberto Fernandez, 40-year-oId 
head of the Cuban Sugar Stabiliza-
tion Institute, said destruction of 
some key bridges during Castro’s 
revolt had created difficulties 
even though the mills themselves 
were not damaged.

The harvest has been set by gov-
ernment decree at 5,800,000 tons, 
Fernandez reported.

Fernandez promised an "aggres-
sive campaign" to soil sugar from 
this isl nd nation, the world's 
largest sugar exporter. Provisional 
President Manuel Urrutia’s regime 
wants to increase sales particular-
ly to the United States, Japan and 
Middle Eastern nations. The Mid-
dle East market has been con-
trolled by France in the past.

Sales to the Soviet Union, Fer- 
nande zsaid, are expected to con-
tinue to be spotty. Sales have 
been made indirectly to the Rus-
sians, who are believed to have 
bought abroad because of drought 
damage to sugar beet crops which 
normally support most Soviet 
needs.

A 1956 act which seta quotas for 
American imports of sugar is 
scht-'uled for consideration 1 nthe 
U.S. Congress this year. Although 
Cuban expo-ts to the United 
States have increased annually in 
recent years—from 2,861,000 tons 
in 1955 to 3,131,000 tons in 1957— 
the 1956 act reduced the preference 
given to Cuba over other foreign 
producers.

Fernandez .said the government 
 will make its position known 
through normal diplomatic ch*u>' 
nels.

"We don’t wamt to take any-
thing from anybody, but just to 
hold our o'wn and recover what we 
lost so far as possible," he Eidded.

Ksenhower sought to show that 
present programs actually help 
only a relatively few commodities 
and they are the ones that have 
produced the farm surplus.

"Farmers who produce cattle, 
hogs, poultry, fruits, vegetables 
and various other products, the 
prices of which are not supported 
— as well as those who produce 
crops the prices of which are sup-
ported at discretionary levels — 
have generally experienced groW'
Ing markets rather than a build-
up of stocks in warehouses." he 
said.

He added that wheat, corn and 
cotton, three of the 12 products on 
which support levels are manda-
tory, “'account for about 85 per 
cent of the federal inventory of 
price s u p p o r t e d  commodities, 
though they produce only 20, per 
cent of the total cash farm in-
come."

Eisenhower himself made only 
two general recommendations.

He proposed that prices for 
those commodities subject to man-
datory supports be related to a 
percentage of the average iharket 
price during the immediately pre-
ceding years.

This would replace the 25-year 
old parity standard for use in de
termining price supports. Parity is 
a standard based on the buying 
power of farm products in a past 
favorable period, usually • 1910-lL

This proposal was advanced in 
Congress last year and met with 
strong farm bloc opposition. How-
ever, it was incorporated under a 
new program for corn enacted by 
the last Congress.

The second Elsenhower recom-
mendation was that the Secretary 
of Agriculture be given much 
wider discretion in establishing the 
level of supports.

Ehsenhower said the.se cnanges 
would act “ to reduce the Incentive 
for unrealistic production, to move 
in the direction of easing produc-
tion controls, to permit the growth 
of commercial markets and to cut 
the cost of federal programs.”

In his memorandum. Benson 
said two alternative prpgrsms for 
wheat should be considered. One 
he said, would be relaxation of 
controls with lower price supports. 
The other would be a tightening of 
controls by eliminating present 
loopholes which he said make 
present restrictions largely in-
effective.

"The preferable approach would 
be to give wheat growers a pro-
gram that would permit them 
freedom to prodi^ce and compete 
for markets,” the Secretary said.

Turning to tobacco, the Secre-
tary said farmers who grow this 
crop have been losing markets at

It was requested in a petition 
drawn up by the Democratic leg-
islators and subsequently signed 
by three Republicans. Subject of 
the meeting will be to determine 
the legal status of the Jail Study 
Committee and the possible term-
ination of the duties of the com-
mittee in regard to preliminary 
planning of a proposed new coun-
ty jail, at least until the future of 
county government in Connecticut 
is known.

Passage of bills, now before the 
Legislature, may cause the whole 
project to fall under State govern-
ment rather than county in the 
near future.

Representative Stephen Loj'zlm 
(D-Coventry) has said it 1s pos-
sible the State would use its own 
architect in such a project thereby 
canceling any efforts made by an 
outside firm through the county.

The jail study committee has

$1,000 of the $2,500 authorized for 
preliminary pUnli to an architec-
tural firm.

In the meantime High Sherin 
Paul B. Sweeney, chairman of the 
study committee, has advised the 
architects of the disagreements on 
the proposed jail.

In a letter to Sanford Bates, con-
sultant of the architectural firm of 
Kelly and Grunzen, Sweeney said;

"My feeling is that were you to 
go ahead with preliminary plans 
you would become embroiled in a 
controversy not of your making 
and very well could . jeopardize 
your selection when and if a jail 
is built and a. jail very definitely 
will have to be built whether under 
county or state control.

"I feel the Building Committee 
and county have made a commit-
ment for the expenditure of $1,000 
for which we are morally bound 
but I hope you can see the situa-
tion as it shapes up today."

Sweeping Social Security
CTianges Coming Up Soon

Reminder to all who carry a pay 
check home after January 1:

Your pay will be fractionally 
smaller.

You may have forgotten, but as 
Congress closed last summer, a 
boost in the Social Security tax 
was voted. This mean.- that begin-
ning Januar.v 1. the tax dumbs to 
2'(. per cent of the first $4,800 
earned instead of stopping at the 
former $4,200 taxed at 2 1/4 per 
cent.

Multiply what this' Increase 
takes out of your pay check by the 
number of employes in the organ-
ization for which you work and 
you realize that it is costing your 
employer substantially more, too, 
since he matches by contribution 
the amount deducted from your
pay-

Higher Social Securit.y deduc-
tions now mean that your old ago 
benefits will ipcrcasc. When you 
reach retirement, if you are single 
you will receive a maximum of 
$116 a month. Married couples-will 
get up to $174 a month while a 
widow or widower with two de-
pendent children will receive as 
much as $232 monthly.

All of this is part of the govern-
ment’s program to better care for 
the older segments of the popula-
tion, a growing age group.

Persons over 65, according to 
the Bureau of the Census, are' in-
creasing at a rate of about 600,- 
000 annually.

Hard at work on the problems of 
the aged is Bertha S. Adkins, un-
dersecretary of the Department of 
Health. Education and Welfare. I 
chatted with Miss Adkins a couple 
of days SRo and we touched on this 
subject of increased Social Secur-
ity benefits.

President Eisenhower, she told 
me, is deeply concerned about this 
popultttlon group, she said.

Credit Union Rates 
To the Editor,

The news article which appeared 
in your newspaper on Thursday, 
Jan. 22, concerning the organlza 
tion of a credit union by the em-
ployes of the Manchester Hospital 
Is slightly misleading In your de 
scrlptlon of interest charged. 
CTredit Unions, both State and Fed-
erally chartered, are permitted by 
law to charge not more than 1% 
per month on the unpaid balance.
A $100 loan would, therefore coat 
$6.60 per annum it repaid in equal 
monthly installments. If a 20% 
refund of interest was paid the net 
coat would be $5.20.

If a bank charged a 6% rate, 
payable in advance, the borrower 
would receive $94.00 and the cost, 
therefore, would be $6.00. and the 
rate Instead of being 6% would 
actually be 13.2%. If the bank 
charged 6% discount, the actual 
rate would be 9.3%. The credit 
union rate of 1 % per month on the 
unpaid balance is, therefore, a 
12% rate.

Your statement that "regular 
banks can charge only 6% Interest 
and this would seem to be a better 
rate than a credit union" Is i*is- 
leading and Incorrect. 1 % per 
month is a belter rate than 6% 
discount and becomes even better 
when a 20% refund la returned to 
the borrower.

When a bank charges 8% and 
stipulates that the loan is to be 
repaid in one lump sum on the 
maturity date of the loan then, and 
not until then, do you have a true 
6% rate.

It should also be remembered 
that a bank is faced with a prob 
lem if the borrower pays his loan 
in advance. How much of the pre-
paid interest should be returned 
to the borrower? The answer is— 
usually not very much—since most 
banks charge a minimum cost. In

Many thousands of people are 
faced each year with the prob-
lem of whether or not their gall 
bladders ahould be removed by 
surgery.

Frequently this is because of 
the presence of stones. When 
stones are involved, operation may 
or may not be advisable, depend-
ing on individual circumstances 
such as the symptoms produced, 
the location of the stone,  ̂ and the 
age of the patient.

However, there are also mâ ’y 
people who have gall bladder 
tixjuble and may need surgery, 
but who do not have stonr ’ inside 
this organ. Such paoule have in-
flammation of the wall c '  the gall 
bladder, the cause of which is still 
not loo well understood, and for 
which there la as yet no good pre-
ventive measure.

The gall bladder is a small pear- 
shaped hollow organ lying just 
under the liver and ril?s on the 
right side. Its function is to store 
bile and to empty It gradually 
down a small passageway into the 
intestines. The bll is manufac-
tured in the liver; when it reaches 
the intestines it helps in the di-
gesting of fats.

In about two-thirds of all cases, 
the bile itself is s'-erllc. That is 
germs canne* be found in it, Chem-
ical agents—apparently even the 
bile itself—as well as bacteria, 
can produce either acute or chron 
ic gall bladuer inflammation.

In acute inflamm,.Uon, severe 
but not const ml pain is usually 
the first sign of difBculty. This U 
generally on the right side of the 
abdomen. Often pain from the gall 
bladder Is felt in the back under 
the right shoulder.

Nausea, vomiting, slight fever 
and swelling of the entire abdomen 
may come after a short time. The 
area around the Inflamed gall blad-
der-'is almost always tender.

The question of whether to op-
erate at the time when the Iri- 
flammation Is acute or to wait 
until it haa subsided has been de-
bated for a long time.

Some authorities feel that the 
removal o f the acutely Inflamed 
gal) bladder can he dime best right 
avray. Others, equaUy competent, 
favor delay, and operation. If nec 
essary, only during the time when 
the inflammation is not severe.

In the chronic form, Uu symp-
toms may be much the same as 
ths acute form but not as severe.'

Many of those  with chronic in-
flammation complain ot “gM on 
the 8toma6h," a feeling ot fullnees 
after eating, and similar vague 
symptoms. Sometimes jaundice 
yellowness of the skin) and mu-
cous membranes is precent.

The question as to whether op-
eration is necessary or whether 
the condition should be treated by 
medical means is often difficult 
and connot be answered except 
after careful study of the Indi-
vidual.
