AEC Reveals Tests 
For Safe N-Weapons

W ashington, Jan . 31 i/Pi Farm  

Income m ay be cut hundreds of 
millions of dollars over the next 
few years by new changes in figu r­
ing ag ricu ltu ral price supports.

Secretary  of A griculture Benson 
announced the changes in a su r­
prise adm in istra tive action late 
yesterday.

P resident Eisenhow er had told 
Congress in a special farm  m es­
sage T hursday th a t price aupporls 
were too costly and were encour­
aging production of farm  surplus­
es.

The change w as expected to 
have repercussions in the Demo­
cra tic  controlled Congress and in 
some farm er groups.

Cotton producers were the first 
affected. Their income from the 
19,39 crop faced a  potential cut of 
alm ost $60 million.

O ther products which are likely 
to  feel the  im pact this year include 
tobacco, peanuts, rice and dairy 
products.

The developm ent m ay well influ­
ence th is y ear’s re tu rns front such 
o ther crops as soybean.s. cotton­
seed, flax.seed and dry beans.

In 1960 and following yeara, i(r 
could affect income not only from 
all these crops bu t from  wheat, 
corn, o a ts , barley and sorghum 
grains as well.

The action involved a revision 
in the D epartm ent's form ula for 
determ ining parity  prices of farm 
products, which are price stand­
ards declared by law to be fa ir tb 
farm ers in relation to prices ch arg ­
ed them.

U nd?r farm  law, price supports 
for m ost products are based on the 
parity  prices. This new formula

I t  also reported it still ia try ing  
to  develop nuclear weapons of 
greatly  reduced radioactive fallout 
in a variety  of sizes.

Presufirnbly referrtn ir chiefly to
the ''ready-w ithin-m inutes" type of 
weapon, the AEC said th a t during 
last fall's tes ts  a t  the Nevada 
proving grounds:

18 Teats Held
"E ighteen safety  tes ts  were con­

ducted . . .  to  determ ine w hether 
projected weapons would be nu- 
clearly safe for handling and s to r­
age."

"Nucloarly .safe " means safe 
from the possibility of a nuclear 
e.xplosion. as distinguished from a 
detonation of a conventional explo­
sives which also are  contained in 
some types of nuclear weapona.

The report does not say how the 
tests  came out.

The commission said a year ago 
th a t "the fiossi'bility of an acci­
dental nuclear explosion while 
transporting  or storing  nuclear 
weapons is so rem ote as to be 
negligible”

A curious word haa entered our 
language. I t  is " tran sducer."

Look carefully a t th a t word. You 
will be seeing a  good bit more of 
it as tim e goes by.

E ngineers nursing headaches be­
cause of the unreliability  of their 
equipm ent are  particularly  Inter­
ested in the word.

At the Decker Corporation in 
Philadelphia a tiny tube about the 
size of a  vitam in capsule is per­
form ing extrem ely critical tasks in 
determ ining pressures, tem pera­
tu res, m ass and motions.

I t can m easure a millionth of an 
Inch with - little difficulty. It can 
weigh an object to a  one-hundred 
thousandth of an ounce. It can de­
tect the bending of a  one-inch steel 
bar from the weight of a paper 
m a tc h !

This tube is a  transducer.
Despite Its fan tastic  p o ten tia l 

the operation of a transducer Is 
u tte rly  simple. There are no mov­
ing elem ents and therefore no me­
chanical problems.

Radio Comparison
Rem em ber tun ing  your radio un ­

til the signal w as clearest and 
then, as you w alked away from 
the set, the signal -Would fade ?

W hat happened w as a w-ire lost 
its shielding and w’hen you ap­
proached the se t it  picked up your 
body I'resence, or w hat the radio 
ham would call "capacitance." 
You tuned the act w ith this capac- 
itanc and w-hen you w-alUed away 
the capacitance changed and the 
signal faded.

The same pr'nclple is used in 
burg lar alarm s. An Intruder adds 
his body capacity, to a delicately 
I xlanced electronic circuit. The 
change in the capacity  of the sys­
tem  causes the alarm  to go oft.

Six 
transducers are being used as a 
plck-off from a gyro stabilization 
system  in one of our large missiles. 
And this is only the beginning.

C nielal Seconds
In  the E xplorer II I  and V an­

guard satellite  launchers which 
failed last year, there  w as evidence 
the cutoff for the fuel system  did 
not function a t  the precise time. 
A few seconds m eans a  difference 
In speed of about a thousand feet 
per second of velocity—the differ­
ence th a t is, between success and 
failure.

A precision device like the tra n s ­
ducer could sense the rem ainder 
of fuel and cutoff precisely, in su r­
ing reliability.

In the critical guidance neces­
sary  for both missiles and sa te l­
lites it is im portan t the sligh test 
change in heading of the system  
be recognized so corrections may 
be made.

Failure to detect these changes 
doomed some of our satellites. "The 
new m easurem ent and detection 
devices will make such failures a  
th ing of the past.

The a ttem p t will be made soon 
to launch man into space. Here 
these tiny transducers can be used 
for m easuring aerodynam ic forces 
on the vehicle during reentry . They 
m ay play a  m ajor role in keeping 
the m an alive.

called atek pay exclusion.

H ere's how to detei mine whether 
you qualify for the sick pay ex­
clusion.

If your employer has a plan oi 
agreem ent w ith his employes th a t 
he will continue to pay them  dur­
ing absences or account of sickness 
or injury and, during 19.58. you re­
ceived pay from your emplo.ver for 
the period you w ere absent from 
work on account of injury, then 
you can sub trac t so m u c h e ^  this 
pay as does not exceed a weekly 
ra te  of *100.

If you were paid while absent 
on accoim't of sickness, you can 
sub trac t so much of th is pay as 
does not exceed *100 per week 
a fte r  you have been sick for one 
full week.

U om rate Amount 
. However, if your illness Is such 
th a t you are hospitalized a t least 
one day duriqg your illness, you 
can sub trac t up to *100 par week 
of this pay from the firs t day of 
absence.

To claim  an exclusion for sick 
p'ay. two things m ust be done: 
F irst, the excludable am ount m ust 

jbe computed: and second, a state- 
of I h ient .showing th e  com putation 

nuiat be attached  to the return.
Your employer m ay furnish  you 

^ U i  a  com putation and sta tem en t 
which you can use to  support the 
exclusion. Moat employers, how­
ever, will no t supply the s ta te ­
m ents because tp do so requires a 
good deal of ex tra  record keeping, 
Thei-eforft,-maJiy employes will b* 
required .^o m ake the  com putation 
and a tta c h  a  s ta tem en t them selves.

The best w ay to  do th is is to 
g e t a  copy of Form  2440 .from any 
In te rn a l Revenue office, and fill i t  
out.

Coujd Survive 60 Seconds 
W eather conditions w ere re ­

ported  to  be im proving. B u t in tae  
best of w eather a t  th is tim e of 
year, a  person can survive in those 
frigid w aters for " ju s t over 60 
seconds,” tae  Coast G uard said.

The H edtoft w as %n route from 
(Jodthaab, capita l of thq Ice-capped 
D anish island of Greenland, to 
Copenhagen on the re tu rn  leg of 
its  maiden voyage. The G reen­
land D epartm ent in Copenhagen 
said she carried 55 passengers and 
40 crew m em bers bu t a  radio m es­
sage from  tae  ship said 90 passen­
gers and 40 crewmen were aboard.

The departm ent said all passen­
gers were Danes or G reenlanders.

The firs t word of d isaster was 
the terse SOS: "Collision w ith 
Iceberg.” The H edtoft's position 
w as given as 37 miles south of 
Cape Farew ell, G reenland's tip, and 
600 miles below the A rctic C ir­
cle.

W ater in Engine Room
F ifty  m inutes la ter: "F illing  w ith 

w a te r in engine room." The Diesel 
engine w as tow ard the rear, indi­
ca ting  the ship m ight have been 
ripped down the side by the ice­
berg.

"Slowly sinking," she reported 
a t  3:35 p.m.

The Greenland N avy Command 
said radio signals gradually w eak­
ened and finally failed a t  7:52 p.m. 
Two Greenland radio operators 
said they thought the ship was go­
ing down then but the N avy said 
the last message was too garbled 
to  be sure.

The K ruess apparently  was the 
f irs t  ship to reach the scene. A t 
4:52 this m e s s a g e  w as sent: 
"T raw ler has object on radar. Dis­
tance one mile. In proce.ss of 
searching.”

R adar is tricky, however, and 
som etim es gives false echoes. The 
rad a r blip w as the nearest repo rt­
ed to direct contac t w ith the Hed­
toft.

Tile RCAK said it had received a 
rep o rt of rad ar contac t from the 
G erm an ship Ju s tu s H aslinger but 
th a t  la te r reports from th is ship 
Indicated nothing had been found. 
The Coast Guard In New Y crk con­
tended th a t only the K ruess had 
been in the a rea  and th a t identi­
fication  of the H aslinger w as a 
m istake resulting  from sim ilarity  
In code nam es for the ships.

The H edtoft w as built last year 
fo r the D anish governm ent and put 
into service about a m onth ago 
bearing  the nam e of a la te  prem ier 
of D enm ark.

Considered Safe Ship 
H er builders considered the H ed­

to f t  to  be the safest and m o s t  
m odem  of A rctic ships, designed 
to  muscle her w ay through pack 
ice around Greenland. She car­
ried  the la te s t navigation  and 
w arn ing  equipm ent and the m ost 
m odem  lifeboats.

The H edtoft was built w i t h  
m ore th an  a  norm al com plem ent 
of w a te rtig h t com partm ents de­
signed to  keep her afloat in  case 
o f accident, I

Many of the details m aiden 
voyage, la te s t safe ty  desigrns, h it 
an  iceberg — were sim ilar to the 
loss of the T itanic in  1912 w ith 
1,517 lives. The 46.328-ton B ritish 
sh ip  sank about 1,300 m iles south 
of the a rea  w here the H edtoft col­
lision occurred.

The prosecutor said he had no 
objections lo the m istrial order. 
"We have no desire to try  the de­
fendants in anything but an a t­
mosphere of fairness," declared 
Srhnacke.

On F riday defense atto rney  Doris 
Brin W alker showed Judge Good­
man new spaper accounts which 
said he had staled  the trio  was 
guilty  of treason.

She moved for a m istria l on 
grounds the tr ia l had been preju 
diced.

Judge Goodman said:
"I am in agreem ent w ith you," 
"If the court had said they (the 

defendants) were guilty  of tre a ­
son, the court wotild have been out 
of Its mind a t  the time," he said.

"The new spapers can say w hat 
they w ant, bu t they apparently  do 
their best to thw art the ju s t ad­
m inistration of justice In loo m any 
cases.”

In the country.

A considerable number of ..rticlea 
in medical journals deal with a 
fairly common and extremely trou­
blesome injur; suffered in some 
automobile accidents.

When an automobile is hit from 
behind, the occupants are first 
pushed forward. Then the head is 
suddenly thrown back so thst the 
neck portion of the spine Is pul un­
der severe, sudden and unusual 
strain. Technically this is called a 
whiplash' injury of the neck.

One report dismisses the results 
of a study of 50 persons who suf­
fered this injury. A rear collision 
between two vehicles was respon­
sible for 45 cases. In 43 of these j 
only one car was moving. Almost 
all of the accidents occurred near 
an Interaection when the front car 
had slopped to observe a traffic 
aignal.

Apparently, the typical aym- 
toms ot a whlplaah injury of the 
neck ■'did not arise at once, but 
came on several hours after the 
accident. Pain in the back of the 
neck and surrounding areas was 
particularly characteristic. Ner­
vous and emotional effects were 
also common, and frequently 
severe.''

The tivatment of these injuries 
is lengthy and not wholly satis­
factory. B\it the Important point 
is prevention. Every automobile 
driver should keep this in mind.

"Drivers in many states," say 
the authors of one article, "are 
instnicted to 'drive ahead.' This 
means that they should observe 
what is happening some distance 
in front of their car so that they 
can anticipate changes in traffic 
conditions.

"To this advice should now be 
added the instruction to 'drive 
behind.' This means that a 
motorist should keep the driver 
behind informed of stops and 
turns by the use -of proper hand 
signals, and that he should watch 
the driver behind him in the rear 
view mirror to be certain that 
these signals are observed.” 

Several recent discussions of 
this subject have emphasized the 
part which the emotions nlay in 
exaggerating the symptoms of a 
whiplash injury. Hostility, nnxielj', 
tension and other emotional reac­
tions all appear to be involved.

Bayer.

Parking metrfr money la set 
aside In a special fund from which 
the Parking Authority expects to 
draw for Improving parking facili­
ties in town.

The fund contains about *100,-
000.

The question as to use of the 
money for installing, operating, 
and maintaining traffic lights 
came up at a recent meeting of the 
Board of Directors.
