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May Sees Eisenhower
Losing Appeal to Young

By LEONARD ZEIDENBERG ¢

State Republican Chairman
Fdwin H. May Jr. aald here Iast
night that President Eisenhower's
appeal to the young people of the
country “has tapered off.”

The youthful State GOP leader
gave this as one reason that the
image of the Republican parly
was not getling across to the
country as the party for all Ameri-
cans.

Speaking before an audience of
some 656 Republicans at Whiton
Memorial Library, May attributed
this tapering off of appecal to the
fact that Eisenhower ‘is not so
public-relations conscious as Was
the late President Roozevelt,” and
is holding far fewer press conh-
ferences.

May's comment was in response
to & que\llon from former Mayor
Harold A. Turkington, who asked,
“what 1Is being done to con-
vince Americans, especially young
Americans, that the Republican
party is not the party of the rich,
but of all the people” the type
of party Turkington said Eisen-
hower symbolized?

Continuing, May sald that the
national party is working hard to
get “a good image of the Repub-
lican party before the people.” He
said the same thing was being
done on the State level

According to May, one of the
major probiems facing the GOP in
this rcgard Is organized labor,
whose “bosses,” he suld, oppose
the Republican party &and are
working hard “at putting an inac-
curate picture of us before the
people.”

May agreed with National GOP
Chairman Meade Alcorn's view
that the Democrats, with labor's
assistance, are camprigmng 365
days a year to win elections, and
that the Republican party will
have to work just as hard in order
to win,

He also said that, in view of the
Inereasing big-city support of
Democraty, it will be up to towns
like Manchester to prevent Dema-
cratic  Presidential  victories in
1960 and 1064,

May, here ta Lell the reorgani-
zation-minded Manchester Repub-
lican party what the State Central
Committee has been doing to re-
build the party since his take-over
last fall, said that Manchester Re-
bublicans can win In 1880 if they
“pay attention to fundamentals.”

“If we can help you, we will"”
May sald, “and we are expanding
the State organization to do IL"
But first, he sald, the Manchester
party will have to make up ita
own mind as to how it wants to
improve itself. “Bul there should
be one objective —victory. based
on the principlea of the Republican
party since Lincoin,” he said.

May touched only briefly on the
local town chairmanship election
comtest invelvsing Atty, John F.
Shea Jr. and Bugene N. Kelly. He
acknowledged the fact that a con-
test was on, but said, "I'rmy only
here to tell vou what we're doing
on the State level,

bnresent that program most ef-

fectively to the people.

The Republicans at the Whiton
Library, some 50 of them Town
Committee members, also heard
the two declared candidates for
the chairmanahip outline briefly
the programs each maid he would
attempt to implement if elected.

Kelly restated his endorsement
of the idea of a decentralized town
committee, in which district lead-
ers would have considsrable au-
.onomy and be responsible for keep-
ing their individus! organizations
strong and mctive throughout the
year.

He also said the town com-
mittee should be reprezentative of
all the elements in the parly.
“There Is plenty of room for 21-
year-olds as well as 81-year-olds"”
he sald. But he added the older
members should “think modern”
and be able “'to gtve us the benefit
of his experience."

In addition, he stressed the im-
portance of taking & stand on poli-
tical issues and of getting the
party's views across to the people
through more and closer contact
with the press

Shea agreed on the need for s
strong, vyear-round organization,
bhut said the town committee should
concentrate first on formulating
“clear party policy” and on
maintaining close contact with Re-
publicans on all elective and ap-
pointive boards and agencies In
Manchester. The actions of these
people, he =aid, provide the record
on which the party runs, and “we
must know what they're thinking
and doing.”

Like Kelly, he maid the town
committee should take a stand on
every political Issue. The party's
fallure to do this, he said, is onc
reason it has falled to attract in-
dependents into its ranks. He also
agreed with Kellv on the neecd for
better public relations,

In addition, he called for the
creation of a research bureau to
help candidates by following and
analyzing issues and the actions of

the Democratic office holders the !
Republicans will oppose,

In another development last

Atty. Panl Marte, 8s secrelary of

“Then 1 was floating In the
water, and I don't know how, but
with the help of somebody, I think
it was the flight engineer, I was
lifted to a wing.

“I had been aitting in the front
of the ship, and I guess I was
Just lucky.”

At the airport, a number of per-
mony, several of them women in
tears, waited in the alrline lounge
for word of survivors.

This article will give you some
helpful tips on deductions for med-
lcal expenses, child care expenren,
and losses from theft or casual-
ty.

2 Medical Expenses

Page 10 of the official Instruc-
tions lists & number of sapecific
examples of  expenditures which
are nnd are not deductible as medi-
cal expenses

One (tem likely to raise ques-
tions in your mind ix (ransporta-
jo neonts primarily for rendition
nervices. This would
of caurse, include such {tems as
rallrond fare to a hospital or re-
cuperation home and cah fare in
obatetrical canes. But what about
a trip to Florida or Californin for
vour heplth? The Lransporiation
cost of such n trip wonld be de-
ductible only if vour doctor pre-
reribes  that you go to a more
favorable climate to alleviale a
specific condiiton and not merely
to Improve your health generally

You should note that the cost
of meals or lodging while away
from " home recelving medical
trentment  is not deductible un-
less  vou stay In a hospilal or
similar Institution.

Where the maln renson for
presence In an Institution Is medi-
val attention, the entire cost Ia
deductible. However, where medi-
cal care Is not the principal rea-
son for heing In an  Institution,
only the cost attributable to medi-
enl care furnished ia deductible

For example, If n person |Is
placed In n home for the aged
primarily for personal or family
reasons, instead of medical ren-
sons, only the cont of medical care
or nursing atlention ix deductible
An n medical expense,

You are nllowed the deduction
for expenses of medical ‘care In-
curred  on  behalf of yourself,
vour apouse and your depen-
dents. For thin purpose, the test
of a dependent is only whether
you provided more than 50 per
cent of his support. This menns
that you can deduct medical ex-
penses pald by you on behalf of
your father when you support
him even though he earned over
§6800 and, hence,
claimed as an exemption.

Chlld Care Exponses

The xo-called child care deduc-
tlon for working mothers has
severnl  restrictions For one
thing, even Llhough you qualify
for the deduction. you ecannot
clalm 1t and the standard deduc-
tion ton,, Like olher personal
deductiona, It can only he de-
ducted It (temized on page 2 of
Form 1040. Child care expenses
are now deducted under the head-
ing of “Other Deductions™

The only people entitled lo this
deduction are women (including
working wives) and men (provided
they are widowers, legally sepu-
rated, or divorced) who, in order
to be gainfully employed, must pay
for the care of one or more of the
following described dependents:

A son, daughter, or slepchild
who |s under 12 years of age or
any dependent who is physically or

conld not be !

come Tax

“mentaily unable to care for him-
sell.

A laxpayer is considered {o be
gainfully employed if he is work-
ing for someone elge, s melf-em-
ployed, or is looking for work,

For any one year, you canno’
deduct more than $600 for such
expenses regardioss of how much
more you actually spenl. If you
spent less than 35600 for care o
the dependent while you wers
“gainfully employed” then you car
only dedust ‘the amount spent.

The amount of the deduction ir
subject to two further limitation
if you are & working wife. These
two limitatlions do not apnply, how-
ever, to n working wife whose
husband is incapable of self-aup-
port becaune of n mental or phys-
cal disability, The limitations are:
| 1. The working wife must file
A Joint return with her husband,
and
| 2. Her

dependent’'s  care  de-
| duction must be reduced by Lthe
amount by which the adjusted
gross income on the joint return
exceeds $4.500. For example, if
#he has spent  $500  for depen-
denl’s care while “gainfully em-
ployed”™ and the adjusted gross
incorne on the joint return was
$4 660, hor deduction would be
reduced by 5150 ($4,650 minus
| $4.500) to $150

Do not include in the deduction
any amounts pald for a child or
other dependent’s care to some-
one who s also your dependent
for tax purposes. Thus, if & wid-
ower pays hia 17-vear-old dnugh-
ter $60 a month to stay at home
uand inke care of his younger
children, he Is not entitled to &
$500 child care expense deduction
for those payments,

Oasunlty Losses

Property losses caused elther by
a casualty or theft can be shown
on page 2 of Form 1040 even
though the property is for your
own personal e, Castnity losses
include damage from fire, storm,
flood, lightning. hurricone and
o her sudden, unexpected or un-
usual causes. Thus damages from
& bursting boller or frozen pipes
would be a casunlty loss,

You can deduct damages
your car caused by a  collision
unless the collision was due (o
vour wilful negligence. Faully
driving is nol classed ,as wilful
negligence, bul driving while in-
toxieated s sfo clagsified,

The amount of the loss or dam-
age to be deducted should be
computed in accordance with the
official inatructions on page 10
