Malan Dies a t 84,

Clape Canaveral, Fla., Feb.
7 —^The United States has
launched its “second genera­
tion” missile program with 
the debut of the powerful 
Titan.

The new  w ar .rocket, shaped i 
like a  huge bullet, perform ed i 
s .oothly on » 220-mlle limited ' 
range flight yesterday a f te r  fail­
ing to fly on two previous at- 
t ,  mpts. The A ir Force said F ri­
day’s launching was highly suc­
cessful.

A fter its  brief flight, the T itan 
fell into the A tlantic,

The blastoff of the intercontin­
en tal range ballistic m issile sig ­
naled the s ta r t  of an accelerated 
drive to  produce advanced missiles 
superior to the present weapons 
in the U.S. arsenal.

T ttan  w as developed as a fol- 
low-on series to the p resen t A tlas 
n-hich already has logged a 4 's  
ton orbiting  satellite  and one tr i­
um ph over in tercontinental range.

Some estim ates place the T itan 
range capability a t 9,000 miles.

In comparison, the A tlas has a 
range of 6,300 miles.

Still to come ia the solid fuel 
M tnutem an ICBM and variou.s 
o ther so-called sophisticated mis­
siles which the experts .say will 
help close the gap w-ith the R us­
sians in the Space race.

The T itan  s backblast yesterday 
shattered  several rem ote con­
trolled cam eras near the launch­
ing pad.

The gold-tinted rocket weiglis 
110-tons. The range w as short and 
the mission basic on th is first lest 
flight. As soon as the missile left 
the launcher, 90 per cent of the 
tes t objectives were accomplished, 
it was learned.

These included testing ground 
support equipment, the launch 
controls and the perform ance of 
the first s tage  propulsion system.

The second stage w'as a dummy. 
I t  carried several thousand gallons 
of w ate r for ballast in place of 
liquid fuel.

One year from now the p ro ject’s 
scientists hope to have T itan  ready 
for Im mediate retaliation  action. 
The missile will be poised in 
underground launching .sites re ­
m aining alm ost invulnerable to 
enemy counter a ttack .

Khrushchev On The Stump
Let's face It. If we had a 

K'mishchev on the world stump, 
performing the way he Is perform­
ing, we would be putting pressure 
on Russia, we would be Influencing 
world opinion, and we would be de­
lighting ourselves. Words are not 
everything, and sometimes they 
are not anything, but when they 
are on the tongue of a good show 
man they always make at least a 
temporary Impression.

So It would be tempting, to the 
American fancy. If we were offered 
the choice of having in the White 
House a man who would say to 
Khrushchev:

"Come to this country. You will 
be welcome. Take the map and 
decide yourself where you want to 
go and what you want to see."

And a man who would say to 
Gromyko:

"Claim victory In the cold war 
if. you want to, claim all the vic­
tory you please, so long as you end 
It.”

As a matter of fact, it was once 
a capacity for outlook and words 
which. If not quite that adven­
turous, still head-d in a similar di­
rection. which commended Dwight 
Eirenhower to tlie American peo­
ple.

And, when he came to office, It 
was those touches of his leader­
ship which tried to break out of 
the cold war formula which proved 
to have the power to bend Russia, 
and which sent American prestige 
up all around the world, and which 
heartened the American people 
themselves.

Now it is Khrushchev who holds 
the center of the world stage, 
loosing the free and easy common 
sense words that press against the 
rigidity of American policy, saying 
the things that may make the rest 
of the world think he is< the one 
who drives for peace, 'and un­
doubtedly encouraging the Russian 
people to think that they have the 
leader who is trying to break the 
cold war out of its dreary and 
deadly patterns.

Yet, however we measure the 
sincerity of such performances, it 
Is sdll a far cry from words to 
deeds. Eisenhower's obvious sin­
cerity was meaningful enough and 
was a force in the world when he 
was moving alo .s for peace, or 
taking the blood out of stalemate 
in Korea, or proclaiming that It 
was war which ‘ had become the 
Impossibility for mankind. But all 
his sincerity became a flat com­
modity when he went to the Ge­
neva Conference and had nothing 
more to offer, beyond his smile, 
than an “open skies” gimmick 
which was contrived to sound 
glamorous but which never hiJl the 
alightest component of realistic 
policy possibility in it.

That was probably the moment 
when the Russians escaped from 
imder the good compulsion the Ei­
senhower leadership in the world 
had been accumulating over them. 
The power of the E'-enhower sin­
cerity was sapped when it pro­
duced a gimmick In place of a pol­
icy.

As K h^hchev puts on his act 
today, we do not eveh credit him 
with sincerity to begin with. tVe 
make, therefore, an even sharper 
and more Immediate distinction be­
tween whatever gimmicks and 
whatever real policies seem to ac­
company his words. And we seem 
to find the gimmick—the proposal 
that for an instant sounds sensible 
or negotiable, but that upon in­
vestigation proves to be merely an­
other disguise for a hard and fast 
position—predominating so far.

So it la a grkat act, which easily 
dominates the world propaganda 
battle of the moment, and which 
perhape insplrM us to some envi­
ous wish that ,we had somebody 
putting on Just such an M t  loir us.

Challengins The ‘Spenders’
"Tie "spenders” whose election to 

Congress so disturbed President 
Easenhower are already showing 
signs of bearing out the Presi- 
deilt'B worst fears. T h t  House and 
8 e 1 e t e have already passed 
housing bills calling for far more 
expenditures than tSe one he rec­
ommended, and an airport con­
struction bill that would top the 
President's la in the works.

Reacting angrily ‘ c the course 
being t;.ken by the overwhelming 
Democratic majority- a course 
certain to iinhal vnee his delicately 
balanced *77 billion budget the 
President told his news conference 
that if the Democrats Insi.st on 
higher expenditures they should 
propose new or increased taxes to 
finance them. "That would be the 
straight-forward, honest way to 
see whether the United States real­
ly wants this kind o ' thing," he 
said.

And he is right, though we do 
not believe the reaction from the 
public to new tax propo-sala would 
be exactly what the President 
seems to think it would be. A t­
tempting to keep the lid on ex­
penditures and holding out the 
promise of a tax cut, aj the Presi­
dent has done, has Its appeal. But 
that objective should not be the 
first order of huainess for the gov­
ernment of a wealthy country that 
is in need of .idditional and ex­
panded aervices. And it is entirely 
possible the people might agree 
with this view.

However! it rem ins to be seen, 
really, whether 11.- Democrats In 
Congress do. Initiating the pro­
grams they say are needed by n 
rapidly growing country is only 
part of the job they have under­
taken. Now they should begin pro­
posing the ways and means of flnil- 
ing the revenue needed to finance 
them.

Unless they do or unless they 
BUdSenly declare themselvc.s in 
favor of deficit spending their 
proposals for stepped-up housing 
construction and airports and all 
the rest will amount to nothing but 
a grandstand play, and they will be 
gnilty of precisely Uie kind of poli­
tics of which they arcu.scd the 
President when he first announced 
his budget.

The President, who plans to take 
his rase P'e battle of the budget 
to the people, is staking his pres­
tige on Ills insistence on a halnnceil 
$77 billion budget. If the Demo­
crats really believe their more ex­
pensive programs are needed, tliey 
should demonstrate the same kind 
of courage of conviction, and pro­
pose the new or increased taxes 
needed to finance them. 1x4 them 
accept the President's challenge 
anJ expose for public view the tax 
burden, as well as the benefits, in­
volved.

A Gentleman's Finish?
The first week of Fetnunry, re­

gardless of the behavior of the 
groundhog, is a time for a crossing 
of-the fingers to cover the birtli 
of a hope that winter's worst may 
be over. It cannot, in any case, be 
too long or consistent a remainder. 
Whatever happens, the power of 
the sun itself is the one growing 
constant in our lives. You can be­
gin to chart its victory by the ever 
shortening angles of the shadows 
it casts, and by the confident way 
it touclies your cheek.

With reliance on the ultimate 
victory of the sun, then, and wiQi 
crossed fingers, we look back to 
the factjLhat the worst of this win­
ter happened before the calendar 
e-’er said it should, and that this 
unauthorized overture set a prece­
dent and a mood which the main 
portion of the performance failed 
to sustain. Some of the overture 
mood carried over, so that we 
trembleil, in January, over cold 
that was no more than routine and 
normal. And we have never ceased, 
to this moment, anticipating blows 
about to fall, and marveling, like 
the professional weatherman him­
self, at each miraculous last min­
ute deliverance which has taken 
place.

So it has been, to date, not the 
mildest, but cerlaiply the most 
open of winters. It has been cold, 
but not the coldest, and the first 
forcing of forsythia has revealed 
the buds undamaged, as they 
would have been if the thermom­
eter had gone on any extended 
forays below zero.

That same test has revealed the 
speediest, the most profuse, the 
yellowest, and the biggest petalled 
blossoming ever produced by the 
forcing process, a result which 
takes us both backward and for­
ward. It takes us back, to the long 
mildness and moisture of middle 
fall, whicK brought buds closer to 
the bursting point thap any fall 
of recent record. And It takes us 
forward to the prospect that when 
spring, the ^word we still hardly 
dare use, does come, it wlS be the 
qpiickest bloqm burst ever!

Between that moment to come 
and this moment now let there be 
no unnecessary or whimsical Im- 
"edimeRt. We respect everything 
we, have escaped so far. We do not 
hwe to be abowni I « t  us finish our 

> /

As far as we can make out, the 
most that one particular group of 
lobbyists defending one commission 
against Governor Riblcoff's pro­
posals for governmental reorgani­
zation has to lose is the fact that 
its clerical work and record-keep­
ing would be pooled with those of 
other state comml.s.sions of a 
similar nature. That, at least, 
would seem the only tangible loss 
involved in the reorganization pro­
posal the Governor has made. The 
commission itself, with its titles 
and its miniature prestige. Its role 
at pr.'j'eBsional banquets, its clear­
ing house for complaints, sugges­
tions and propositions from ele- 
rnents in the profession it dignifies 
and regulates, would remain in 
existence It would lose only the 
separate identity of its miniature 
bureaucraey, which would bo 
merged into one bureaneracy serv­
ing a batch of similar commis­
sions.

Blit the tangible size of the loss 
involved apparently has no calm­
ing elTcct on the amount of nimp- 
ns this particular commission and 
the profession it serves Intend to 
ki( k up against the reorganization 
proposal. The fight is already be­
ing waged as if it were a fight for 
life itself. It could hardly be more 
vigorous if the proposal were for 
the nomplete abolition of the com- 
mlsaidn and all its prerequisltea.

In lilts attitude, of course, the 
defenders of the status quo are, 
from their tiwn point of view, from 
the point of view of hard realism, 
completely right. No matter how 
insignificant a domain of profes­
sional bureaucracy may be in­
volved, it can onl.v survive by ex­
panding and entrenchlJvg itsell*, via 
the perpetual dynamlc.s of any 
bureaucracy. To ncx-ept shrinkage 
In any degree is next to being 
fatal. Such petty principalities 
must defend tlieir borders to the 
limit. or run the risk of being 
•smothered out completely. It is the 
elemental and primitive instinct 
for survival itself which forces 
tliem to battle against tlie loss of 
an inch as ferociously as if it were 
a mile.

Furthermore, their Instinct is 
correct. If they can be contracted 
a little hit. which is all RibioofT 
dared siigge.st doing to them, they 
ran be eliminated allngether, 
which is what the non-political ex­
perts on governmental structure 
say would reaJly happen to them. 
Merge their clerical work, and the 
next step could be to merge com­
missions themselves and thus wipe 
nut decades of campaigning to 
estahlisli the pett.v principality in 
the first place.

So the petty professional prin­
cipality knows it is fighting for 
its life, and conducts itself accord­
ingly.

It corners all the political bosses 
it can find, of high or low degree, 
and wheedles, and then threatens a 
great loss of votes the next time 
the party goes to the polls. It has 
delegations to visit every elected 
official, with piteous and touching 
plea. It canvasses the members of 
the Senate and House. It spreads 
the word among its own profes­
sion, to spread the word against 
the Ribicoff proposal.

And this, the reaction from one 
of the least of the bklllwlcks 
touched, ever so gently, by the 
Ribicoff reorganizatj-m propoaal, 
can be taken as an index of what 
will be mounting, from now on, as 
interests with even bigger stakes 
undertake to defend themselves 
against even the mildest invasion 
of their established prerogatives.

Each special interest can be par­
doned the desire to have an excep­
tion made in its case. The only 
trouble is that the various excep­
tions add up to a reorganization 
zero.

To get first-hand experience 
with the Stine rocket, ‘my son 
Peter and I spent an afternoon in 
a Philadelphia park launching the 
rocket many times to heights of 
hundreds of feet. Both of us had 
a wonderful time learning how well 
the rocket operates and planning 
further experiments.

The device is a small scale mod­

The thrust can carry It upward 
to 500 feet. Once it reaches this 
altitude the nose cone is blown off 
and out cornea a thin plastic para­
chute carrying the outfit safely 
back to earth. Thus it can be 
used over and over again.

No Mishaps
The rocket is completely safe. 

In talking to Stine at the annual 
meeting of the American Rocket 
Society in New York last Novem­
ber I learned there had been 10,000 
models fired without a mishap.

An expert in full-scale rocketry, 
Stine developed the rocket know­
ing that countless youngsters in 
the United States, unable to get 
proper chemicals, were experi­
menting with dangerous materials 
—match heads, say. There has 
been a growing toll of injuries and 
even deaths from these experi­
ments.

Parents should be grateful to 
engineers like Harry Stine who in­
vest time and capital to work out 
the details for safe rockets.

While this rocket is a toy. In 
practice It teaches the teenager 
many facets of this most absorb­
ing science.

He can, for example, use tele­
scopes to find the height of the 
rocket and In so doing Improve hia 
knowledge of arithmetic and tri­
gonometry. If he is a ham radio 
operator he can design a small 
transmitter to telemeter Informa­
tion to the launching site. He can 
exercise his Ingenuity in designing 
various rocket shapes.

These are just several of the 
bonuses accruing from the use of 
Stine's "toy.”

Your Income Tax Primer fo r  1959
(Last of 12 Cliapters) ' 

By RICHARD A. Ml LLENS

April 15, 1951, is the last date 
Individuals can file a timely fed­
eral income tax return for the 
calendar year 1968.

The law indicates that the re­
turn must tie filed (that is, in the 
hands of the district director) by 
April 15. However, the Revenue 
Service has announced in the 
past that a return which 1s 
mailed with an April 15 post­
mark will be considered properly 
filed even though it is not de­
livered to the Revenue Service un­
til the following day.

File .Micad
It Is best to file in plenty of 

time to meet the April 15 deadline 
BO that you don't have to worry 
about last-minute oversights.

Some taxpayers may not have 
Information needed to file a com­
plete return by the deadline. In 
such case, write the district di­
rector well before April 15, 
requesting an extension of time 
to file your return, ^ving the 
reason why you cannot file on 
time. You will be charged Inter­
est pn any tax you owe after the 
due date, but- if you have an ex­
tension, no penalty will be 
assessed.

After your return reaches the 
district director’s office, it will 
eventually be checked for math­
ematical accuracy.

If you have made an error, the 
district director will send you an 
explanation together with either 
a bill or a refund depending on 
whether you figured too little or 
too much tax.

If you should receive such a 
notice and either don’t agree or 
don't understand, write the dis­
trict director for more informa­
tion.

Your return will also be re­
viewed to determine whether it 
should be examined by a revenue 
agent. Ordinarily only thore re­
turns which have doubtful or 
suspicious items are examined 
closely.

■'.Still Worried" dnc.*n't .xceni tn 
undciatsml what '‘special rla.sses" 
arc really like. ArtiiiiUy they are 
more intensified than accelerated. 
A parent niii.st approve the placing 
of hi.s child in the accelerated class 
before it i.s done and, have no fear, 
a child can be put back in regular 
cla.saea if she can't keep up with 
her class. How this woiild effect 
the child would, I imagine, depend 
on how well the parents had taught 
their child to understand her posi­
tion and to accept di.sappoinlmenl. 
True, honesty and integrity can't 
be learned from the textbooks but 
it moat certainly can be learned in 
the classroom, if first practiced in 
the home.

Would I like to see .special 
classes in the elementary schools? 
I most certainly would. If only I 
could have seen it sooner my child's 
problems could have been settled 
sooner. If "Worried Parent" had 
had a teacher tell her to try and 
stop her second-grade child from 
reading because school books bored 
her a,nd she was too far ahead in 
reading or if she had had several 
teachers tell her there wasnt any 
way to help her child because 
the school system, unfortunately, 
was keyed to the slow child arid 
that it wasn't wise, from an emo­
tional standpoint, to skip grades 
and if she had heard other chil­
dren say "call on her, she always 
knows the'answars" and she saw 
her own child enjoying the praise 
and stiB feeling she was different 
from the others, and not under­
standing whether this was good or 
bad, "Wbrried Parent” would be 
one of the first to sing the praises 
of special classes.

I think that If this parent would 
look into this program, she would 
find that the children are no dif­
ferent from the children in any 
other classes. They still dislike 
homework, love vacations, enjoy 
and take part in sports, would 
rather watch T.V. than do their 
assignments and they sUll let most 
assignments go until the last min­
ute. The only difference is that 
these children seem to learn a lit­
tle faster and can spend the time 
oth'er classes spend in reviewing, 
doing more Intensified work which 
keeps their interest up.

The lame, the halt and the blind 

and the everyday man, Mr. Aver­
age Citizen, have greatly respond­
ed to a unique service called "Dial- 
A-Lift."

The service, a "telephone minis­
try," was Installed in Manchester 
by the Rev. K. Ejnar Rask, pastor 
of the Covenant Congregational 
Church. Dial-A-Lifl consists of 
brief recorded spiritual messages 
on a telephone answering device.

Each day, the Rev. Mr. Rask 
records a new message into the 
device and when a caller dial.s the 
Dial-A-Llft number, the message is 
played back to him.

"The Rev. Mr. Rask's own reserve 
of thought and passages from de­
votional b o o k s  constitute the 
source of material used by Ehal-A- 
Lift. "The selection of thoughts 
is geared to holidays and special 
emphasis days when possible," the 
Rev. Mr. Rask said.

"I try to exclude any denomina­
tional overtones in my messages.^ 
They are for everyone, of any 
faitii."

The response has been great to 
the service since its start March 
5, 1958. Calls have numbered as 
many as 1.864 for one day in the 
early months and although usage 
has tapered off, the telephone com­
pany reports that calls are still 
averaging between 200 and 300 per 
day.

Callers Ask Copies
A file of letters kept by the Rev. 

Mr. Rask pertaining tn the re­
sponse of Dial-A-Lift includes a 
scratchy note penned by an elder­
ly near-blind woman, another 
from a housewife, still another 
from the wife of a man suffering 
multiple sclerosis. All praise the 
nie.ssages and their benefit to these 
people feeling the need for a 
spiritual lift.

Many letters request copies of 
messages and poems recorded on 
certain days.

Among the file is a letler typed 
on business stationery from a local 
real estate and Insurance broker. 
The broker praises the linkage of 
the spiritual messages with the 
modern-day telephone. He cites the 
desirability of taking a "prayer- 
break " when the pressure of busi­
ness becomes a burden.

It wasn't primarily for the old 
and disabled that I intended this 
service," the Rev. Mr. Rask said, 
"but rather, I intended it for all 
people, the everyday man in­
cluded,” The response indicates 
that "Mr. Average Citizen" has 
taken note of Dial-A-Llft.

The idea for Dial-A-Lift came to 
Manchester in a roundabout man­
ner. A former chairman ■ of the 
church, Richard Nelson, got the 
idea from relatives who had heard 
of a similar service being used in 
th«( Midwest. The church commit-

The total of the increments will 
be roughly $209,300, making the 
total salary request for teachers 
and principals about $2,481,815.

through the standard telephone 
receiver. The Impulses of his voice 
are picked up by a magnetic disc. 
One message is recorded each day, 
usually at 11 p.m. In the Rev. Mr. 
Rask's absence a layman of the 
Church'takes over, recording mes­
sages prepared in advance.

"The calls come in at all hours 
and they do not come only from 
members of the Covenant church,” 
the Rev. Mr. Rask advised. "We 
also receive letters from people in 
surrounding towns who have used 
our service".

When the first system was in- 
.<rtalled, so many people called that 
3 sets were burnt out. The con­
tact points in the instrument 
could not cool between calls and 
they fused together, stopping the 
instniment'.s operation.

The series of calls coming Into 
the church at that time caused 
considerable annoyance to one per­
son. The first telephone number 
given Dial-A-Lift was a single digit 
away from a businessman’s home^ 
office number. "The businessman 
was awakened at all hours of the 
night by people thinking they had 
dialed for a spiritual lift. The num­
ber was soon changed,” chuckled 
the minister.

Perhaps the most serious call 
to Dlal-A-Lift was the one which 
reportedly prevented a suicide. "I 
heard that this happened, but I 
could never confirm the story,” the 
minister explained.

At any rate the mission of Dlal- 
A-Lift - - to give messages of hope 
an inspiration to everybody —• is 
being accomplished, he feels.

"I think we have come some dis­
tance in achieving this end.”

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R o b e r t  w o o d  is Assistant Professor of Political Science 
and Director of the Field Study Program for Political 

Education at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and on 
January 13th he published a challenging study of present suburban 
operations which is called Suburbia: Its People and Their Politics 
(Houghton Mifflin).

Some people will agree with Mr. Wood in believing the time has 
come for a closer union ̂ pf suburbs and central city. Many more 
people, the author himself says, will be firmly and articulately 
opposed. Since, pro or con, the question concerns 50,000,000 
people. Suburbia Today asked to interview Mr. Wood.

He lives with his wife and two small daughters in Lincoln, 
Massachusetts, a suburb of Boston, twenty-five minutes’ easy drive 
from his office at M.I.T. They have a Tech-Built prefabricated 
house where one big room takes up most of the ground floor—a 
restful room looking out through long windows on an unspoiled 
stretch of woods and field and a pond nine feet deep which is 
stocked with bass and which freezes over in winter to make a 
family skating rink.

The two Wood girls have two small boys their own age for 
neighbors. Now they take turns playing at each other’s houses, 
latey they will all go together to Lincoln's excellent grade school. 
Mr. Wood is a dedicated, hard-working professor and Mrs. Wood 
is an equally dedicated, equally hard-working wife and mother, 
and a very pretty one into the bargain; they lead a busy, fruitful 
life with congenial friends, young and old, in a neighborhood which 
promises to keep its fresh country charm for years to come, thanks 
to two-acre zoning. The prospect is ideal, but not to Mr. Wood. 
Like most commuters, he is keenly alive personally to all the 
attractions his suburb has, but looking at it professionally, as a

political scientist, he sees clearly that it also has certain serious 
problems raised by its extraordinary (and typical) growth since 
the war. •

“The movement of 9,000,000 Americans from cities to suburbs 
within ten years,” he notes, “is the greatest migration in the short­
est time in the' nation’s history.”.

From Crosse Pointe to Santa Monica commuters can supply 
their own facts and figures to bear out Ijis general survey of just 
one vast current problem arising from the migration.

“By moving to the suburbs,” he says, “more and more citizens 
declare their independence from rail and bus transportation. If the 
trend towards increased reliance on automobile transportation con­
tinues at anything like the rate of the past ten years, the present 
traffic jams, bottlenecks and tie-ups are only a mild portent of 
things to come. Left unbridled, the automobile may function not as 
a servant of the urban age but as its mas­
ter, to dominate and frustrate modern life 
and ultimately to make it impossible. In 
1959, according to some estimates, it 
takes longer to cross Manhattan Island by 
car than it did to make the journey by 
horse and buggy in 1890.”

Viewed through professional eyes, as 
these observations show, there is more 
than appears on the pleasant surface of 
suburbia today. As a trained analyst, a 
special student of the “suburban explo­
sion,” and a techi(|fel advisor to many j 
of the metropolitan areas, Mr. Wood of 
Lincoln, Massachusetts, does not con-

sider he is in Eden. And without his specialized 
knowledge, some of his neighbors also confess to 
doubts of their own, as to whether their countryside 
is really as tranquil as it looks.

What is the trouble?
“I believe,” said Mr. Wood, “that the time has 

come, in many cases, to get back to the city. I’m 
not asking myself or my friends or anyone to move 
back to the city—our older friends occasionally do, 
of course, once their families are raised and married 
—what I am talking about is the need for a closer 
blending of urban and suburban.

“We need to take some responsibility, don't we, 
for the place where most of us earn our living? Here 
in Lincoln we are three thousand souls. There are 
still a few working farms in the neighborhood, and 
we have three gas stations and a general store and 
perhaps half-a-dozen other small businesses. Outside 
of these enterprises, the rest of us go to work in 
Cambridge ^nd Boston. It seems to me that all of us 
who commute need to remember with some gratitude 
that the city is more than a market to sell our wares 
in. The city’s great institutions are our iiutitutions, 
our culture lives on the city’s culture. Of course we 
have our local theatricals, maybe our local museums, 
best of all our local libraries, all valuable contribu­
tions to the life of our town. We are rewarded, twice 
over, for all the thought and money, all the hours 
and hours of Saturday and Sunday work we put into 
them. But let us not forgj^ they are accessories, not

substitutes, for the city’s drama, the city's museums 
and libraries.”

Case For Closer Union
In his own field of politics Mr. Wood believes 

there is now very often a need for closer union of 
the city and its surrounding suburbs. This is the 
moral of his book, developed against a carefully 
studied background of present suburban attitudes. 
He points to the towns around Boston, expanded two, 
three and four times over in the last ten years. The 
explosion has brought demands for schooling and 
fire and police protection, for roads and utilities on 
a scale never d r e ^ t  of in those towns before. But up 
to now the government struggling with these enor­
mously complex and expensive demands has con­
tinued to be the simple popular authority of the 
small town..

In his plea for a new approach, Mr. Wood does 
not mince words.

“The vision of community and local government 
is powerful,” he says in his book. “A belief in small 
government and small society helps explain why the 
modem suburb exists in an age of bigness. Suburb­
anites’ political action expresses the conviction that 
a man can beat city hall . . . that it is undemocratic 
to let the sheriff or the county judge ‘run things 
around here.’ So the suburbanite resists the lure of 
the larger, more efficient units even as be becomes 
bewildered by the number of public decisions he is 
called upon to make, secure in his conviction that 
his preference can make a difference in the way his 
government is run. But, in spite of superficial simi­
larities, the suburbs of today are not the self- 
contained small towns of old. Two new questions in 
particular threaten their development—how can they 
secure for themselves an adequate water supply, and 
how can they provide adequate transportation facili­
ties? The most earnest voter, moreover, is not able 
to give sensible decisions about water mains, fire en­

gines, school curricula and zoning patterns. Under 
modem conditions the power of the expert is the price 
the suburbanite pays for maintaining order in his home 
town.”

When suburban affairs call for experts instead of 
amateurs, the time has come, Mr. Wood believes, for 
a pooling of resources and a regional attack by the 
suburbs and their central city upon their common 
problems. In place of town governments developed in 
a bygone era be proposes metropolitan integration, 
and informed support, through representatives and 
party organizations, of a modem urban-suburban 
system of government to provide systematic full­
time supervision and criticism in suburban as in 
urbin affairs.

Most Suburbs Opposed
He does not expect, however, to see any such out­

come. There have been a few examples of integration 
as the pressures mouiited: in Los Angeles, for in­
stance, the surrounding suburbs, faced with perma­
nent drought, found it more expedient to consolidate 
with the central city, and with the central city’s 
water supply, rather than continue to aUuggie with 
a vital problem they were not equipped solve. B|ut 
in most cases Mr. Wood’s studies indicate t ^ t  the 
suburbs will cling to their individuality and to the 
romantic image of the small town and the grass-roots 
system of government.

“It is too bad," he concludes calmly, “that there 
is little inclination to consider rationally the bene­
fits that ar gargantuan metropolitan government and 
social order might offer. The American great organ­
ization and the American large society are after all 
man-made.”

He concedes that the suburban distrust of big city 
government is understandable.

“It is not a completely satisfactory rule of law. 
There are accessible police and accessible judges, and 
the 'fix’ can operate on a grander scale than the 
smaN town can conceive. Yet the fix cannot operate 
in the majority of cases, and it cannot operate in 
the sense that the community as a whole flaunts its 
own regulations. The rule of law is certainly not 
perfect, but it is likely to be as perfect as is generally 
found.

“That the great organization presents problems 
and challenges is not to be doubted for a moment. 
But that something created by the energy, wit and 
morality of man should be fundamentally feared, 
fled from and rejected as unmanageable is incon­
ceivable. It is inconceivable, at least, in a nation in 
which energy, wit and morality are prized attributes, 
and whose history has always shown a commitment 
to the proposition that growth and change are bene­
ficial.”

Meantime, twenty-five minutes from Harvard 
Square, Mr. Wood’s own town of Lincoln carries on 
in the classic tradition of do-it-yourself, with the 
high-powered volunteer help, Mr. Wood points out, 
of recent arrivals who represent some of the keenest 
professional brains in Boston.

“Lincoln is undoubtedly an anachronism,” he says 
ruefully, “but it is a very pleasant and hospitable an­
achronism, and while it exists 1 am happy to 'be 
able to live there.”

Advising Buyers On Soft Spots 

And Hidden Hazards

I'm not much on ghosts but I have 
worked with a lot of uneasy houses, 
haunted by mechanical and structural de­
fects not obvious to the average buyer, 
but often disastrously expensive after the 
buyer becomes the owner.

A house is by far the biggest single 
purchase most people ever make. Yet the 
same family which buys food and cars 
with careful judgment is quite likely to 
buy a house without knowing the first 
thing about the quality of that house. 
Of course they like the neighborhood. 
The layout is fine. .The rooms are ade­
quate. They can meet the down payment 
and afford the basic upkeep. So they buy 
their house—newly built or re-sale—and, 
after they move in, comes the light 

The cellar floods. The power fails. 
Heating costs are way out-of-bounds. The 
water won’t run. A new house is drafty. 
In an old house, the boiler conks out. 
Any one of these apd other problems 
might come up and nobody is responsible 
but the unsuspecting—therefore unprotec­
ted-buyer. And if he’s budgeting close 
to the bone, he’s In no shape to pay for 
repairs.

Let The Buyer Beware 
My business is checking the structure 

and mechanics of buildings for prospec­
tive buyers. One thing it has taught me:
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how “green” are most househunters.
For one quick example, take the wom­

an who first put a sizeable deposit on a 
$40,000 house in Great Neck, then 
thought to call in my firm to inspect it. 
We found, among other things, a severe ' 
termite problem and had to'report that 
getting rid of the bugs permanently would 
cost her around $10,000. She was upset, 
but she bought the house anyway—with 
a price reduction that would partly cover 
the job.

This woman was lucky—she could plan 
her expenses accurately and put aside 
enough to cover them. But the average 
buyer doesn’t know where to look or 
what to look for in judging how much 
he’ll have to spend on his house once 
he’s in i t  Often the seller doesn’t know 
either and the real estate agent knows 
only what the seller tells him. Though 
93% of my clients go ahead and buy the 
houses we inspect for them, they buy 
with open eyes, protective contracts and 
often a price adjustment to compensate 
for the once-hidden expenses.

If you are—or ever will be-in the mar­
ket for a house, it would be a good idea 
to take a look at these eight major 
problems that I’ve found most likely to 
be overlooked by the non-professional 
househunter;

Check Power And Wiring
1. Electricity. Your house should be 

powered with at least 100 amperes, 2201- 
110 volUge and six available circuits. A 
newly built house will probably provide 
this minimum, but older houses rarely 
have enough electricity. Before washing 
machines, air-conditioners and electric 
stoves became common household fix­
tures, 110 voltage and 30 amps were 
enough to keep the lights on. One or two 
circuits were adequate. Unless 4n older 
house has been recently brought up to 
power standard, plan on bringing in 
additional power before you move in. 
Extension cords are never the answer; 
overloading your circuits raises chances 
for a short circuit and, consequently, fire. 
Don’t give it the slightest chance. A dish­
washer, an attic fan, an air-conditioner 
should operate on a single circuit apiece.' 
Several appliances drawing less power 
can usually share one circuit. The con­
version from 110 and 30 to 220/110 
and 100 will cost between $150 and $200.

Another thing that a house thirty or 
more years old will need is complete 
rewiring-unless, of course, previous oc­
cupants have already replaced all wir^. 
Insulation dries up, falls off, invites short 
circuits and fire. Rewiring an average 
house can cost from $400 to $800, de­

pending on how much extra modernizing 
you have done. You might want to 
change from pull cords to wall switches 
while you’re at it.

But DON’T  do it yourself, unless 
you’re a licensed electrician. I’m all in 
favor of most “inside jobs,” but not when 
it comes to electricity. If a fire is caused 
by unauthorized wiring, chances of col­
lecting insurance are down toward zero. 
Better hire a pro, who files with the Board 
of Underwriters, gets you an independent 
inspection of his work and a certificate 
that guarantees coverage.

Termites In Seven Out Of Ten
2. Termites. Seven out of ten houses 

either are or will be playing host to these 
wood-eating insects. Brick houses are not 
immune: we’ve found plenty of “solid 
brick” houses with termite invasion of 
the wooden sill and floor jobts.

It would take twenty years or more of 
intensive termite action for a house to 
start crumbling. But the farther they get, 
the more expensive to get rid of them. 
Early extermination and prevention of 
recurrence costs several hundred dollars. 
Extreme penetration runs into several 
thousand dollars.

The only way to be sure your house 
is safe from termites is to know that no 
tvood anywhere comes into direct con­
tact with the soil. A pourpd concrete

foundation that lifts the house off the 
ground level is one of your best defenses. 
In new houses with hollow block foun­
dation walls, the top course of block- 
work must be packed solid with cement. 
Make sure this “termite shield” is on the 
job and also that cement stairs don’t have 
wood supports to provide a front door 
entrance for the invaders.

Good Drainage After Rain?
3. Drainage-Seepage. For a good start 

in preventing wet basements, the ground 
outside should slope away from the house 
in all directions. If it slopes toward the 
house in one or two directions, be sure 
there is provision to divert the surface 
runoff. Exterior walls should be properly 
waterproofed according to local soil 
conditions. Hot tar coatings, membrane 
waterproofing and chemical additives to 
the concrete are typical waterproofing 
measures.

Most homes show some evidence of 
seepage. In 90% of these it is unimpor­
tant. A do-it-yourself session of brushing 
a waterproofing compound—available at 
most paint stores and easier to use than 
paint—on all walls below ground level 
will help to a very great extent. The other 
10% have serious problems—I call them 
the “hip boot” basements—and are ex­
pensive to Cure. A severe water condition 
calls for complete excavation of the per­
imeter of the house, then proper water­
proofing and possibly the installation of 
drain pipes.

The best way for a buyer to avoid any 
wet surprises is to visit the house a day 
or two after a rainstorm and take a walk 
—1 hope not a wade—in the basement.

Poor Insulation A Drawback
4. Insulation. An inadequately insu­

lated house will up your heating bills a 
good 20%, if not much more. Most heat 
loss goes through the roof, so the place 
to check up on insulation is the ank— 
under the floor or under the rafters. Typ­
ical insulation is batting, rock wool or 
fiberglas between paper that has been 
treated to repel moisture. There are others 
equally good. Roof insulation should be 
three or four inches thick. Exterior wall 
insulation should be no more than two 
inches thick.

You can often see the insulation in an 
attic or the crawl space under the roof. 
You can get to wall insulation only if 
you inspect a new house as it’s going up. 
In a re-sale house you can just assume 
that no attic insulation means no wall 
insulation.

Substandard insulation is an extrava­
gance few of us can afford. But properly 
insulating the attic of your house is usu- 

I ally an easy do-it-yourself project. A top- 
grade professional job on an average 
house will cost from $200 to $300. It will 
save you more. ^

Storm windows are another heating 
economy. Wood, aluminum or steel storm 
windows are all adequate as long as there 
is air space between them and the basic 
windows of the house. They’ll cut about 
15% off your heating costs. Figure they’ll 
cost you about $20 apiece, 

a

Is Heating Adequate?
5. Heating. Whether the fuel is oil or 

gas, whether the heating agent is steam, 
hot air or hot water is not too important. 
It is most important that the system pro­
vide enough heat for your family’s health 
and comfort. It’s wise to insist that your 
contract for a new house guarantee you 
a heating performance of 80 degrees in 
bathrooms and 70 degrees in the rest of 
the house when outside temperatures is 
zero.

A split-level house ought to include 
two-zone heating: one thermostat on the 
living room level and another in the 
lower section, where the children usually 
have their playroom. Since hot air rises, 
bedrooms will be warm enough. But with­
out its own regulator the lower level is 
likely to be dangerously at odds, tem­
perature-wise, with the rest of the house. 
Two-zone heating is now required in all 
split-level houses financed by the F.H.A. 
Conventional mortgagors don’t specify. 
A re-sale house is unlikely to offer this 
two-year-old innovation.

Most builders will charge extra for two- 
zone heating, but in any multi-level house 
—especially with a finished basement—I’d 
call it a worthwhile investment in good 
health. Installing a second zone in an 
older house would cost upwards of $300.

A much more expensive and a com­
pulsory job in a house that’s been around 
for twenty-five years or more is boiler 
replacement. Houses of this vintage are 
almost invariably steam-heated and the 
system depends upon a boiler with a 
normal life span of twenty-five years. 
Some will last ten or fifteen years longer, 
but generally you can expect to replace 
the original boiler within a few years 
after you move in. Since the job will cost 
from $800 to $1,000 and since you can’t 
get along with a broken-down boiler, 
you’d best put money aside from the 
start.

Hidden Expense In Waste Disposal
6. Sewage disposal. I’ve found among 

my clients a great deal of prejudice 
against houses without regular “city” 
sewers. Though sewers are undoubtedly 
the most trouble-free system, lack of sew­
ers is ordinarily, a poor reason for vetoing 
a house you’d otherwise buy. Most 
houses drain their Wastes into septic tanks

‘ and there’s nothing wrong with septic 
tanks. They must be cleaned out every 
few years, but this is a minor job running 
about $25 to $40. Cesspool drainage 
needs no attention unless it gives you 
trouble—which isn’t often. Sewer systems 
are largely limited to metropolitan areas 
and if yours is a house without a sewer 
connection in a sewer area, there is no 
need to cpnnect unless your present sys­
tem acts up. If this happens, it’s advis­
able to connect rather than replace.

Here’s the big hidden expense in waste 
disposal: if your entire neighborhood is 
converted to a sewer system, you may 
be heavily assessed. $500 is not an un­
heard-of figure. As with all assessments 
—for schools, paved streets, etc.—infor­
mation is your protection. Look up the

The Day Is Coming When You'll Kiss Your Wife Good-bye 

And Whirl Away For The Office

Commuting's only drawback is commuting itself— 
the wasted hours waiting for and spent on trains and 
bpses, the crawl on clogged highways. However, one 
day—perhaps by the early 1960’s—commuters in sub­
urbs and exurbs will be able to say goodbye to the 
7:4S, sleep forty-five minutes later, and board a jet 
helicopter which will get them closer to their offices 
in fifteen minutes than the train did in an hour. The 
trip will be comfortable, safe, and will cost only 
slightly more than it did by train.

Until now commuting by helicopter has seemed as 
far in the future and as impractical as automobiles 
did the day before Henry Ford began turning out 
Model Ts. But break-throughs in jet engines for 
“choppers,” enabling them to carry economical loads 
at a profit and standardization of equipment, promise 
that the first practical transport—a helicopter version

of a DC-3—is on the way. The Federal government, 
which made possible America’s airlines with its air­
mail subsidies, recognized the value of the helicopter 
in speeding local and short-haul mail delivery ten 
years ago, and extended substantial subsidies to the 
nation’s three major helicopter airlines. Further sub­
sidies to purchase larger, more economical equip­
ment, have now^been granted and the Civil Aeronau­
tics Administration has formed a joint industry- 
government committee to set the standards for the 
design and developments of heliports across the 
country. However, before we move into (he full 
growth of the helicopter era, economic, legal and in­
dustry problems must be solved.

The Commuter’s Ticket 
Helicopters are costly; fares on them are high and

will be high for some time to come. New York Air­
ways, for instance, figures its fares at forty-two cents 
a seat mile compared to six cents a seat mile for the 
average airline. High fares, however, are part of any 
new form of transport. Airline fares in the late 20’s. 
and early 30’s were beyond what most people could 
afford; now they are lower than most rail fares. And 
the helicopter industry is growing faster than the air­
lines ever did. So with larger jet-powered helicopters, 
fares will steadily go down—while rail fares will con­
tinually be going up owing to service shrinkage. For 
the busy executive helicopters already pay off: a one- 
hour trip in from the suburbs is flown in fifteen min­
utes, a thirty-seven-minute cab ride from New York’s 
LaOuardia Field to Manhattan is eleven minutes by 
’copter.

New York Airways, serving seven points in the

New York metropolitan area with 50 
flights daily, set new records recently 
when it carried more than 10,000 pas­
sengers in one month. (It also carries 
substantial amounts of frei^it, express 
and mail.) Chicago Helicopter Airways 
set a similar record. The newest of ^  
lines, Los Angeles Airways, carried 20,- 
560 in 1956, as against only 4,788 in 
1955, k growth, of more than 400 per 
cent. These are impressive figures when 
one considers that in 1926, all eight 
scheduled airlines carried only 5,782 pas­
sengers fo r,tile entire year.

32,000,000 By 1975
The Port of New York Authority, 

which operates metropolitan New York’s 
airports, and its five heliports, plans six 
more heliports in the metropolitan area. 
It predicts that, by 1965,. there will be 
close to 3,000,000 passengers annually 
using helicopter services in the New York 
area alone. By 1975, the Port Authority 
calculates, there will be more than 6,000,- 
000 helicopter passengers around New 
York, more than half of them commu­
ters. ’’

By 1965, the President’s Aviation Fa­
cilities Planning Board was told by avia­
tion consultant Grahame H. Aldrich, 
there will be about 2,800 helicopters in 
operation—making 8,700,000 trips annu­
ally-carrying up to 32,000,000 passen­
gers. These figures do not include any

military helicopters—of which there al­
ready are ihore than 3,200 operating;

To the Port Authority, which operates 
bridges, tunnels, airports and its own 
fleet of two helicopters—the whirlybird 
is a vital element in the vast transporta­
tion network linking the New York area 
of 13 million persons. Although too con­
servative for many transportation plan­
ners, the Port Authority flatly declares 
that the “future of helicopter transporta- 

: tion in the New York area is almost 
limitless.”

It looks forward not only to commuter 
service in New York, New Jersey and 
Connecticut, but to intercity service which 
will include cities as far apart as Boston 
and Washington, D.C. With its unique 
ability to take off in the heart of one 
city and land in the heart of another, the 
helicopter can fly short-distance inter­
city routes in less time than regular 
aircraft, which land their passengers an 
hour or more away from the center of the 
metropolis.

The helicopter airline industry is grow­
ing at a fantastic pace; the Civil Aero­
nautics Board has close to 60 applications 
pending for scheduled helicopter service 
in every part of the country. As the Fed­
eral agency which governs the financial 
help given to the young industry, CAB 
has to decide when a conununity is ready 
for helicopter service. Most of them, and 
it is their own fault, are not.

Horse-And-Buggy Laws
In many U.S. cities, the helicopter, 

which needs no more than a landing pad 
100 by 100 feet, is forced to operate out 
of full-sized airports, thereby hopelessly 
hampering its advantages. The laws of 
the states themselves are to blame: heli­
copters are forced to operate as fixed-wing 
“aircraft” under statutes written when 
there were no helicopters. In one large 
city, the city health officer is empowered 
to deny permission for the establishment 
of a heliport

In countless other cities, the tricky 
legalisms of zoning codes backfire on the 
communities themselves by denying them 
the many emergency services and growth 
possibilities of the helicopter. But legisla­
tion is being revised in many areas, zon­
ing laws are being updated, communities 
themselves taking a role in providing 
land for heliports. In fact the demand 
for heliports has now resulted in the 
newly-formed Federal group to direct the 
design and development of heliports.

Chopper-Of-All-Trades
In every comer of the world, at all 

hours, helicopters are hard at work- 
acting as ambulances (several U.S. hospi­
tals already have heliports), picking up 
downed fliers, patrolling power and oil 
lines, spraying and dusting crops, fighting 
forest fires, rounding up cattle, lifting 
heavy construction equipment, broadcast­
ing traffic conditions, policing freeways, 
installing TV towers and church steeples, 
even towing ships.

The principle of the helicopter goes 
back as far as Archimedes, who wrote of 
vertical flight. And even before Archi­
medes, the famous Chinese top clearly

Another type of helicopter that may some day replace railroad cars for 
commuting is this whirlybird “bus,” made by the Kaman Aircraft Cor­
poration.

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demonstrated the principles of rotdr fli^ t. 
But despite countless attempts tb_ put 
these into practice, the helicopter made 
little progress until wartime demands 
forced the military to embark on research 
and development programs. Although it 
was finally developed toward the close 
of World War II, it did not really come 
of age until Korea when it rescued thou­
sands of fliers and wounded both from 
the sea and behind enemy lines and con­
clusively proved that it was more than 
a convenience—it was a twentieth-century 
necessity—one of the safest forms of 
transport ever invented.

A Parachute Built For Forty 
'  Nothing demonstrates the safety of the 

helicopter more conclusively than the 
White House’s purchase of two whirly- 
birds for the personal use of the Presi­
dent—to save him from the snarl—and 

■ dangers—of Washington traffic by flying 
him from the south lawn of the Executive 
Mansion to National Airport as well as 
on other short-distance hops. In the event 
of engine failure or an emergency, the 
helicopter’s rotors ipin free, gliding the 
whirlybird down to a gentle, safe landing 
like a built-in automatic parachute. For 
additional safety, licensing requirements 
for helicopter pilots are rigid—tougher 
than those for regular aircraft—and ’cop­
ters carry their own special form of in­
surance as well.

The Mass Production Era
The big jet-powered machines are now 

getting into production and the major 
companies are feverishly competing to 
turn, out the first DC-3 of the helicopter 
era. Vertol’s twin-turbine 107—Sikorsky’s 
S-61—the British Bristol 192—and Sud 
Aviation’s Project 3200—some of them 
shown on these pages—are in the forefront 
of the race. New York Airways has al­
ready ordered Vertol’s 40-passenger 107 
for delivery later this year.

Radically new Vertical Take-off and 
Landing Aircraft (VTOL’s) and tilt-wing 
convertiplanes—the leading competitor is 
the Fairey Rotodyne, made in this country 
by Kaman Aircraft—are also in the race, 
lliey  have the helicopter’s hovering and 
vertical take-off qualities, yet can also 
fly forward at speeds of more than 200 
miles an hour—and so are able to com­
pete with regular aircraft on longer hauls 
than helicopters.

The One-Man Putt-Putt 
. Many U.S. firms are turning out one- 
and-two-man egg beaters for the military 
—some of them fit into small packages 
and assemble quickly for use as open-seat 
assault helicopters. Others are closed-

cabin jet-powered affairs—strictly utility 
m^K^ines—and not built for comfort. In 
mass production some can be made for 
no more than the price of a good car and 
when military production is satisfied, it’s 
possible they will be sold on the civilian 
market. Howevel-, the stringent rotor- 
pilot-licensing requirements (the CAA 
calls for roughly 25 hours at a cost of 
from 80 to 125 dollars an fapur) will dis­
courage all but the very well-heeled from 
parking their own little helicopter in the 
carport. Later, though, when manufac­
turing costs have come down (and 
brought down the rental costs for learning 
to fly), we may see thousands of heli- 
scoOters heading for the beach on hot 
Sunday afternoons. The amateurs are al­
ready groaning about waiting for parking 
spaces at the heliport and fighting for 
room in the jammed air lanes at 5,000 
feet. There’s an easy solution for the 
problem, however: take the family car 
(if you still have one) and head out to 
the beach on the empty highway. They’ll 
still be jockeying for landing spots when 
you’re already in the water;

community tax clerk and simply ask 
him if your house is in line for any 
assessment.

7. Plumbing. Since hard water 
deteriorates brass and copper, pipes 
in bardwater areas should be made 
of galvanized wrought iron. Where 
water is normal, brass plumbing is 
most substantial and copper (which 
you’ll most likely find) is a service­
able second. Older bouses are apt 
to have galvanized pipes and, if 
they’re twenty-five years old, they 
may be rusty and clogged.

You can get a fair idea of pipe 
conditions by running the faucets: 
a weak water flow could be caused 
by clogged pipes. Complete conver­
sion to copper would cost a mini­
mum of $300.

But weak water pressure doesn't 
always mean clogged pipes. Try 
running kitchen and bathroom fau­
cets at the same time. If one re­
duces the flow of another, chances 
are your piping structure is at fault. 
Instead of separate pipes for each 
outlet, you have two or more bran­
ches stemming from one pipe. If 
flow is poor enough to make you 
want to fix it, figure between $1^0 
and $200 for the job.

8. Structure. You rarely find ma­
jor structural flaws in new houses. 
In most communities a building 
code sets satisfactory standards for 
materials and construction. Col­
umns should be steel. Girders can 
be either wood or steel. A poured 
concrete foundation is better than 
block foundation, but block is ade­
quate. A three-coat plaster wall 
is usually more fireproof, more 
soundproof and sturdier than a 
dry wall.

In an older house, reinforcement 
of floors may be in order—espe­
cially if you’re bringing in a heavy 
appliance. You can set up a steel 
column and a short wooden girder 
in the basement directly under the 
washing machine or freezer for 
about $50 if you do it yourself.

Discovering any of these hidden 
deficiencies in a house you want is 
your cue to speak up before you 
sign up. Though not all of them 
mean major expense, any one can 
cost you a pretty penny. The seller 
may be willing to cut his price; but 
if he is not, and you still want 
the house, you will at least know 
where your bankbook stands.

A purchasing contract for an un­
furnished new house should set 
specific standards of construction, 
guarantee that no further assess­
ments will be charged you, stipu­
late that the builder has already 
paid for* paved streets and that 
landscaping—if promised—will be 
completed. And you’ll want the 
builder’s n^rranties against roof­
ing, plumbing, heating and seep- 

' age problems.
Whether you’re buying a brand- 

new house or an antique, make 
sure a good lawyer examines all 
papers before you sign. That law­
yer and your own knowledge (or 
else professioilal help in estimating 
future costs) are your two best de­
fenses against h i^en  expenses.

BUCKWHEAT
BREAKFAST

BY FRANK HERBERT

W hen The Sun Came Out, Everyone Had Met Everyone Ellse

It  all started as more or less of a joke, 
the summer when our suburban commu­
nity—a part of Wellesley, Massachusetts- 
had just begun to build, and when all the 
new neighbors were neighbors only in the 
loosest sense of the word. We had all 
recently moved in from widely separated 
parts of the country, and we were closely 
following what seems to be a guiding rule 
of family behavior in the big new com­
munities of today: Be polite to your neigh­
bor—but keep to yourself.

If we were united at all, it was in the 
impersonal matters. For example, there 
was the great effort of Building a Front 
Lawn. All of us were trying desperately to 
do this, in spite of such obstacles as bicy­
cles, birds, dogs, small boys, and a con­
siderable lack of the good green thumb. 
We experiipented recklessly with all kinds

of seed, soil-builders, and fertilizers; it 
remained, however, for the Austins to 
come up with the strangest experiipent of 
all. They planted their front lawn, not to 
grass, but to buckwheat!

Curiosity overcame reticence; questions 
were asked and the answer was brief and 
simple. “Just a starter,” Bob Austin said. 
“It might condition the soil for a really 
good lawn fater on. Anyway, we’ll see how 
it turns out.”

Came August, and if progress in the 
neighborly spirit was slow—for the invisi­
ble fences which surrounded each family 
remained standing: we were still the cour- 
tjcous strangers—at least progress with tne 
buckwheat lawn was not. It was flourish­
ing. It looked odd, but it was the show­
piece of the community. One day a neigh­
bor suggested to Bob Austin that it was

a pity to let it all go to waste—that when 
harvest time came around he might very 
well invite the whole neighborhood over 
for a buckwheat cake breakfast.

And this was what started it all, for in 
the suggestion which had been offered so 
li^tly . Austih saw interesting possibilities. 
For one thing, the idea of feeding an en­
tire neighborhood—an idea which would 
leave the average householder limp and 
helpless—did not faze him; he was by 
training a hotel man, accustomed to deal­
ing with large groups of hungry people. 
More positively, however, he felt that such 
a breakfast might be just what the neigh­
borhood needed. He is a friendly man, 
and has always believed that people who 
live in the same community should at least 
know each other, our slow progress in this 
direction had troubled him. How better to

introduce everyone, he thought, than at 
a community breakfast.

Accordingly, early the next spring each 
of the approximately fifty families in our 
part of Wellesley received an invitation to 
a Sunday, morning pancake breakfast at 
the Austins'. “Bring your plates and your 
appetites,” it read. “We do the rest.”

Had everything been arranged smooth­
ly, with no hitches? Not quite; it was not 
until after the breakfast that many of us 
learned what had gone on behind the 
scenes.

First of all, there had been the matter 
of the stove. How to cook hundreds of 
pancakes outdoors and in a hurry: that 
was the problem. An outdoor electric grill 
seemed fine in theory, but actually proved 
impractical because of the cost. Austin 
finally got around the difficulty by turning 
up an Army surplus griddle of heroic pro­
portions, which he set up on building 
blocks over a charcoal fire.

Secondly, there had been the food itself. 
Maple syrup? This was easy: some of 
Austin’s closest friends were Vermonters 
in the maple syrup business who readily 
agreed to supply all the syrup the pan­
cakes could absorb. Butter? This was 
harder: there had to be lots of it, and but­
ter costs were high. Shopping around in 
the market for a ^ood price, Austin ran 
into one of his neighbors. As luck would 
have it, he was a wholesaler who dealt in 
dairy products; moreover, he was coming 
to the breakfast. Result: a donation of 
butter, enough and more for everyone.

FinaUy, there were the pancakes them­
selves—or rather, the buckwheat for the 
pancakes. For the famous buckwheat 
lawn, from which everything had started, 
turned out to be of no help at all. Buck­
wheat has to be milled into flour, and our 
community contained no resident millers; 
it did. however, have a vice-president of 
a supermarket chain, which proved to be 
even better. He talked with the I^Usbury 
people and told them of the problem; the 
next day there was a promise of all the 
flour we needed, gratis.

The big day came at last—and with it 
came a heavy fog. Still, in spite of the 
weather, at the appointed hour one hun­
dred and fifty men, women, and children 
were fathered together in the Austins’ 
yard, plates in hand and ready for break­
fast. Two chefs kept the line moving rap­
idly: one poured the batter, the other 
flipped the cakes. Tn the interest of effi­
cient serving, a rule was quickly estab­
lished that no person could have more 
than two pancakes at a time—but there 
was no limit to the number of times.

The breakfast was a huge success. Even 
the sun finally came out, and by the time 
it did, everyone had eaten his fill and, 
most important of all, everyone had met 
everyone else.

That was in 1951. Now the pancake 
breakfast has become an annual fixture 
in our community: it gets bigger and bet­
ter with every year. New families in the 
neighborhood have been known toJhquire 
about it before they move in. And as a 
result of it, there are no strangers in our 
neighborhood today.

As for Bob Austin, he has a fine new 
lawn; the buckwheat lawn has long since 
gone. But everyone agrees that as a 
“starter” it was a magnificent success.

POSSIBLY your closets hold all the things you must keep 
in them but when you have to get something out in a 

hurry, do you get exasperated? If so, your storage space 
needs to be reorganized so that none is wasted because it 
is not available. This is true not only of older houses but 
also of many still being built today whose closets have only 
one narrow door, thus creating dead waste space on either 
side. By correcting this fault, you’ll be able to store more 
in your closets—shirts, hats, shoes, blouses, belts, handbags, 
scarves, neckties—perhaps all of your clothes.

How can this be done? By merely removing the door 
and frame, cutting the opening wide enough to admit doors 
that are hinged or slide so that ALL the closet space can 
be reached. Usually you can expand-your closet’s usefulness 
without stealing an inch from the bedroom floor space, 
but if the closet is too shallow, or inadequate, consider 
expanding it into the room, incorporating a built-in chest 
of drawers so that little floor space is sacrificed to gain the

necessary room. Most closet partitions are not load-bearing. 
(Check in your attic: If the partition runs parallel to the 
ceiling joists, it doe.sn’t support the ceiling and may be 
cut without endangering the structure.) Call in a carpenter 
or builder to do it if you don’t feel competent.

Most kinds of doors can be used—paneled, hollow-core 
flush, even shutter-doors which give ventilation and are 
decorative. Or you can build wood frames, covering them 
with plywood or Kardboard and papering or painting them 
if you wish, or panel them in conventional or in Japanese 
shoji style.

Before starting to build inside the closet, take stock of 
all storage needs, then tailor the space to accommodate 
them. Divide the pole into long- and short-garment areas, 
building shelves below or ^boVe the pole for jackets, suits, 
etc. Make these and other shelves required adjustable by 
using metal ratchet shelf supports, so that when the need 
arises you can shift the shelves accordingly. “Bins” can be 
built on the inside of hinged doors to store shoes, gloves, 
scarves and other oddments, thus using even more of the 
available space for storage and putting the clothing stored 
where it is most readily available.

CHECK THESE BEFORE Y O U  BUILD

•  Useful measurements in closet plan­
ning: Depth: 22" min., 24" better. 
Pole to back wall: 10" min., 12" bel­
ter. Space above pole (to allow hangers 
to go on and off): 2*/i" min.

•  Typical pole-to-floor measurements: 
Long garments, garment hags: 66” 
min. Short garments: 48"-50" min. 
Small child’s clothes; 36". (Allow for 
moving up pole as child grows.)

•  Check-measure your own clothing and 
build accordingly.

•  Two clothes poles, back-to-front in 
deep closets, may be more efiicient than 
one long pole set lengthwise.

•  Shelves in top of shallow closets must 
allow plenty of access space in front 
for placing boxes and other things on 
shelves.

•  Hinged doors require floor, space for 
opening; sliding doors are better in 
smafl rooms.

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How To Enter A

lower Show
lEs Easier Than You Think-Classes Are Open To A ll

Did  you ever have a desire to show 
off your “green thumb” by entering 

your prize African violet or brilliant rex 
begonia at a local flower show? You can 
and without, any trouble at all. No matter 
where you live, it won’t be hard to find 
a flower show in which you can partici­
pate during the next six weeks.

In Dallas, Cleveland, Detroit, Los 
Angeles, Boston, New York, Philadel­
phia, Washington, and assorted cities, you 
can exhibit at flower shows for three to 
ten days.

Many indoor gardeners enjoy visiting 
flower shows, but are timid about dis­
playing thejr own plants, even when they 
are in the prize-winning class. The ma­
jority of amateur horticulturists feel that 
flower shows are only for the profes­
sionals, the suppliers, and a select group 
of private growers.

This is not so. Actually, exhibiting at 
flower shows is open to all. Anyone who 
has grown an outstanding plant can 
become an exhibitor simply and easily.

How? Every flower show has a com­
mittee which makes up a schedule of 
competitive classes of flowers and plants, 
and arrangements. By writing to this 
committee, the grower can receive an 
entry blank to select the exhibiting class 
in which she wishes to compete. In the 
case of a flower arrangement, the exhibit 
should be described on the entry blank, 
so it can be classified by the committee 
for exhibition.

Once the entry blank is filled out, it is 
mailed back to the committee for in­
structions-. In entering a flower show, it

should be noted, there is no cost to the 
exhibitor.

After all entry blanks are on file and 
the flower show entry is closed, the com­
mittee notifies each exhibitor as to the 
date and time to bring in the exhibit. All 
amateur or first-time exhibitors are given 
a list of rules to follow and information 
on how each flower class will be judged. 
Also, the awards are stated in printed 
form so exhibitors will know what to 
expect should they win in their class.

Almost any thriving house plant, from 
an African violet in prolific bloom to a 
well-groomed ivy, can be a prize winner 
at a flower show. Flower show awards do 
not always go to exotic specimens. The 
tyi>e of plant is secondary to the culture 
it has received.

If this is the year you plan to enter 
a flower show for the first time, there 
are a few things that should be kept in 
mind while preparing the plant or plants 
for exhibition. It is not difficult to time 
the blooming of a plant (if it is the 
blooming variety) for a particulfr show.

For an early spring show, single out 
plants that will promise full and attractive 
bloom the week before the show begins. 
These plants should be favored by giving 
them choice locations in the house if they 
are indoor plants, and they should receive 
close attention.

Plant development should be watched 
carefully. Plants that advance too fast 
should be moved to a cooler room that 
also has the maximum safe amount of 
light. Plants that are not advancing fast 
enough should be moved to a warmer

spot. Leaves that do not seem to be suffi­
ciently firm can be brought around by 
providing more light, cooler temperature 
and less water. If deep leaf color begins 
to pale, the plant should be fed with a 
small amount of soluble, complete fer­
tilizer dissolved in water.

The dark days of winter cut off much 
needed light, and minimum light, of 
course, can make a healthy plant appear 
dull. To make up for light deficiency, you 
can install incandescent or fluorescent 
lamps which are of real value in supply­
ing extra light for healthy plant growth.

For both flowering and foliage plants, 
the size, color, and texture of leaves are 
important. It’s a risk to submit a plant for 
exhibition with pale, thin or under­
nourished leaves. Also, leaves should be 
free’of dirt and dust. Rather than use 
dust sprays, it is better to dust and polish 
foliage with a crumpled piece of dry 
tissue paper.

For the fragile, hairy leaves of an 
African violet or episcia, use a camel’s- 
hair brush or a leaf from another plant. 
A few finishing touches, such as a clean 
pot and one tbat is proportionate in size 
to the plant, will help win additional 
points. To keep the plant fresh during 
the show, water it thoroughly and cover 
top soil with damp peat moss.

Major flower shows have three main 
types of exhibits: these are gardens of 
various sizes, plants, and flower arrange­
ments. The last two classes are more 
practical for the exhibitor who is a 
beginner, and they offer the most oppor­
tunity and fun.
