Fast Fire
K iU sllin
Kentucky

Ashland, Ky., Feb. 14'X/P) 
—Fire cut through an old 
apartment building “ like an 
acetylene torch” early today, 
leaving 11 dead and one mis­
sing. Eight other persons 
were injured.

Among the victims were six 
members of the same family, in­
cluding an expectant mother. She 
Jumped from a window' of the sec­
ond floor, then died after , giving 
birth to a atillbom son.

The fire, called the worst in Ash­
land’s history, broke out at 1:01 
a.m. and quickly cut off the only 
exit, a stairway at the front of the 
reconverted theater.

"Almost right away people be­
gan jumping out of the windows,” 
said taxi driver Anthony Black- 
well, who discovered the blaxe.

Blackwell said he saw seven oc­
cupants standing at windows in the 
rear of the building on Greenup 
Ave. but "they disappeared when 
a section of the celling apparently 
fell."

"That fire cut just like an 
acetylene torch,” he said,

Delmar Fannin, one of the 20 oc­
cupants of the stone-front struc­
ture, said he was awakened "when 
the fire flapped the rug at my 
door like wind.

"I heard a woman scream blit 
was unable to tell where it was 
coming from. Then I smelled 
smoke.”

Fannin’s wil̂ e and sister jumped 
to safety and he and a brother-in- 
law were brought out by firemen.

Coroner Russril Compton said 
the missing person was 14-year- 
eld Jack Kirk, believed to have 
spent the night with his father. 
The father was among the victims.

Compton Hated the other dead 
aa: Jack McKenzie, 30; his wife 
Polly, 28: her utillbom child: and 
their son, Jackie, 4; Dickie Joe, 
2; Johnny William, 1; James Pow­
ell, about 22; Mrs. Grace Blanton. 
50; Frank Artist, about 60; and 
Clyde May, about 60.

Fire Chief Burris Hensley, a 
veteran of 46 years with the de.

Sandbaggers Patch 
Wabash Dike Break

London, Feb. 14 (/P)—The 
British have agreed to confer 
over the independence of 
Cyprus with a stormy church­
man they once bramled aa in­
stigator of killer gangs on the 
Mediterranean isle.

Black-bearded. <5 - year - ojd 
Archbishop Makarios was invited 
to London as the official repre­
sentative of tlie Greek C^yprlot 
people. He replied that he would 
fly to the British capital tomor­
row.

The move came amid speculation 
that the primate may become the 
fir.st president of the projected re­
public.

Makarios will join British, 
Greek and Turkish ministers in a 
conference next Tuesday on gi'bnt- 
Ing independence to Hie British Is­
land colony which has lived under 
foreign rule for centuries.

Less than three years ago the 
British bundled Makarios out of 
Cyprus and condemned him to 
exile on the remote Seychelles I.s- 
lands in the Indian Ocean.

At that lime the Greek Cypriots 
had been agitating for some 18 
months to throw off British colo­
nial rule. The agitation had 
erupted into a wave of killings by 
the Greek Clj’prlot underground 
known aa EOkA.

Maka:loa was the head of the 
Greek Orthodox Church in Cyprus. 
And, in the ancient tradition of the 
Island, this made him secular head 
of the community as well.

The British recognized liim as 
such and negotiated with him in 
the early stages of the struggle. 
From the start Makarios had 
identified himself as a protagonist 
of—the union of Greece with 
Cypriis.

'Die sore spot in the Arch­
bishop's dealing with colonial of­
ficials was his attitude to EOKA.

The British pressed Makarios to 
denounce publicly the killing of 
British soldiers and of Greek 
Cypriots regarded by EOKA as 
traitors. Makarios refused.

In March, 1966, he was arrested 
just as he was about to fly to 
Athena and hustled aboard a Brit-

Kingston, Ont., Feb. 14 (A5—An 
oil stove knocked over by two men 
in a scuffle started flames racing 
through a crowdpd dance hall 
early today.

About 150 persona, mostty teen­
agers, were in the one-story 
frame Circle Dance Hall when the 
fire erupted. Dancers were turned 
into human torches by the blazing 
oil. Many were forced to dive 
through windows when the door­
ways almost jammed with the 
escaping crowd.

Fireman' D ies  
In Oash Near 
Elm City Fire

West Terre Haute, Ind., Feb. 14^1ast 
(>P) —  A temporary dike holding 
svrirllng Wabash River flood- 
waters froip this-western Indiana 
city broke early thlriwomlng,-but 
sandbagging crews patched the 
break and kept most of the water 
from the city.

Farther up the river officials de­
bated Ivhether . to dynamite a 
giant ice jam that threatened to 
break loose suddenly and send 
tons of ice and water roaring 
downstream. Above the jam the 
big cleanup began.

The dike that broke here waa on 
Sugar Creek, a swollen tributary 
of the Wabash.

Officials, at first thinking it was 
useless to try to patch the dike, 
released sandbagging crews to scan 
the area and see if all families had 
evacuated.

The crews later were recalled, 
and the break was repaired in 
about 30 minutes.

Authorities still feared that the 
dike might give way today, as the 
huge upstream ice jam and predic. 
tions of more rain posed a double 
threat.

More than 1,500 families already 
have been chased, from their 
homes along the Wabash, and 
President Eisenhower yesterday 
declared 13 flood-stricken counties 
major disaster areas.

A permanent levee along Sugar 
Creek, broke during the big floods

June and never was com­
pletely repaired. The temporary 
dike was thrown up instead of try­
ing to rebuild the permanent levee. 
-^'Soine 150 homes are in- :* - 16  ̂
square block area near where the 
break came, but officials said they 
thought all families had evacuated.

The river level reached 24.2 feet 
shortly before the break and still 
was rising. The Weather Bureau 
had predicted it would crest today 
at 24'.2 or 24.3 feet. Flood stage is 
14 feet.

.ducting tips from minimum wages.

Representatives of- affected in­
dustries opposed the bills and 
pleaded economic hardship before 
the hearing^.

The committee also listened to 
ojnmsiUbn to measures that would 
prohibit employers from dlstrirh- 
itnating against emplpyes because 
:o f t h ^  sge. Opponents maintain­
ed that such a law would discour­
age new industry from coming to

Gov-f> Ricciuti asked that the present
minimum wage law be tied to the 
federal statute; so that all future 
increases on the national level 
would be automatic for the state.

The minimum wage laws pro­
posed would extend coverage to 
farms with mote than t h r e e  
workers. The State Labor (Com­
missioner said he would consider 
a lower minimum for the indus­
try ii) view of the nature of the 
work and the number of hours in­
volved. But he Insisted that he 
wanted a minimum wage law for 
farm workers.

But, said Rep. Samuel B. Law­
rence (D-East .WlndsorT, farm 
workers should be excluded from 
the minimum wage proposals — 
especially the 40 hour overtime 
provisions. ’’You can't milk cows 
on a-40-hour week,” he said. Law­
rence is a farm owner.

A bill prohibiting the deduction 
o f tips from wages was opposed 
by restaurant, hotel and resort 
owners. They said the biU would 
cause the public to pay more for 
goods and services.

TTie ReAaurant Wage Board 
passed an order last December al-. 
lowing restaurant employers to 
deduct 35 cents an hou)* from the 
minimum 'wages of employes who 
receive tips - for their services.

Ricciuti said that, indirectly, the 
employers were receiving the Upb. 
He asked why the restaurant busi­
ness should be subsidized, by the 
public.

Washington, Feb. 14 (/FO— 
Secretary of State Dulles has 
cancer and will continue on 
leave from his post while un­
dergoing radiation therapy.

Pi-esldent Eisenhower, after vis­
iting Dulles at Walter Reed Hos- 
pllal. said he had "expressed the 
thoughts and prayers of all of us 
that the reaulta of his operation 

i and the further course of treat­
ment will be successful.

"In order to allow time for this 
1 purpose the secretary continues on 
: leave of absence.” 
i The announcement came shortly I after Eisenhower had spent 37 
' minutes at Dulles’ bedside.

A medical report issued after­
ward said that when DuHes was 
operated on for hernia yesterday 
morning a small "nobular implant” 
was removed from the hernia sac 
and proved upon examination to be 
an "adenocarcinoma,” a small can­
cer. The medical announcement 
also said that the fluid removed 
at the time the hernia sac was re­
paired was found under the micro­
scope to contain ’’free cancer 
cells.”

"No further surgery is con­
templated,” the announcement 
said. "In the immediate future 
radiation therapy will be used."

Same Type of Oonoer
The cancer described as adeno- 

cai'clnoma was the same kind of 
cancer Dulles was operated on for 
when a cancerous portion of his 
lower intestine was removed on

and drop with o\ir car-boat. "The 
pm«ll World," Into the Atlantic, 
tiist before midnight on Dec. 15. 
we had a violent rain storm and a 
rough see. ; The sea wmalned 
rough for several days. Tou can 
Imagine our gloomy thoughU.

As we continued to sail west­
ward, the skies cleared. Our 
spirits naturally picked up. But 
then, Instead of dark dampness, 
we had to withstand dazzling, 
burning sun.

I must say I enjoyed It, as I m 
quite cold-blooded, and was think­
ing how wonderful It was com- 
psj*ed to cold London. But the 
others aboard did not share my 

' appreciation of the warmth.
So the orange-colored nibbcr 

covering that we had been using 
to protect us from the rain at 
night was rigged up as an awning. 
It reduced the temperature in the 
boat to 85 degrees.

When this awning was up, the 
forward part of the boat, open to 
the sea, became a private bath­
room.

shortly one part became known 
as the Eiloart side, with Bushy, 
our former balloon commander, 
and his son "nm. and the other as 
the Mudie side, the territory of 
myself and my husband Colin.

And 
we did not converse as much as 
you might think because at least 
one or both on each side might be 
trying to catch some sleep after 
having been on watch.

The modem scljool progress re­
port Is one Indication that school 
methods have made sopie Improva 
ment In the past 30 years, Richard 
B. Mather, local school principal, 
said In the school bulletin yester­
day.

The principal was completing his 
reply to an Open Forum letter In 
The Herald last week in which a 
parent was critical of the school’s 
method of reporting.

Last week Mather defended the 
school’s wish that the report be 
kept from some children. His state­
ment yesterday defended the crit­
icism of the largo number of Items 
on which a child Is graded

Stating the criticism as "doubt 
that a teacher can accurately ap' 
praise all her children on so many 
points,” Mather admitted that ap­
praisal of pupils Is difficult. He 
said It cannot be done with "scien­
tific’’ accuracy and that since 
grades are expressions of teacher 
Judgments, they are bound to be 
fallible.

Using the subject of arithmetic 
the principal analyzed the process 
of arriving at grades to prove that 
the difficulty of the task Is not In­
creased when the teacher "has to 
record 30 grades Instead of, say, 10, 
as on the older type report card."

Steps In arriting at a grade In 
arithmetic were listed as 1. the 
pupil's understanding of. b a s i c  
facts and processes; 2. accuracy of 
computation; 3. skill In solving 
problems. "Having decided how 
well a youngster Is doing In each 
of these factors, the teacher can 
then arrive at a reasonable total 
grade.”

The trouble la 
that you can't tell at this stage 
whether to discard a heart or a 
club. '

The correct play U to put w  the 
Jack of diamonds and ruff East's 
queen. Lead a trump to dummy's 
eight and return a small heart 
from dummy.

n ils  puts East on the horns of a 
dilemma. Should he play the ace 
or a low heart? He Is In trouble 
either way.

Discard WUl Help 
If East plays a low heart. South 

wins with the queen. He leads a 
trump to dummy's queen and 
cashes the ace of diamonds to dis­
card his remednlng heart. This dis­
card will help, for now South does 
not lose a heart trick. South can 
take the top clubs, give up a club, 
and ruff his last club with dum­
my’s last trump.

If East plays the ace of hearts 
to avoid this misfortune. South 
plays low. No matter what Bast 
now does, declarer can cash the 
queen of hearts and discard one 
club on dummy’s king of hearts 
and- another club on dummy's ace 
of diamonds. Now there is no club 
loser.

Declarer can make his contract 
by a very Involved line of play even 
if he wins the first trick with dum­
my's ace of dltunonds, but It is 
foolish to look for complicated 
plays when you can find a simple 
method.

During that time the British 
sought to persuade Greek Cypriots 
to forget him, to adopt another 
leader.

The efforts failed. Greek Cyp­
riots at all levels refused to treat 
with the British on a Cyprus solu­
tion until Makarios was freed.

A year later the British com­
promised and turned Makarios 
loose. But they forbade him to re- 
ti rn to Cyprus. The Archbishop 
went to Greece where he was wel­
comed with open arms. He set up 
headquarters in an Athens hotel 
room and resumed his campaign 
for Cyprus independence.

Last fall Mal’iiarios traveled to 
New York v^hen the Cypriot case 
came before the United Nations.

British authorities continued 
their efforts to settle the Cyprus 
problem withou”. Makarios.

Greek Cypriots persistently re­
fused all suggestions that failed to 
take the chhishop Into account.

The violence on Cyprus mounted. 
Extremists turned from killing 
British soldiers to killing British 
civilians. The Briti^  replied with 
mass arrests and curfews.

Then this week a solution sud­
denly emerged out of the Greek- 
Turklsh talks In Zurich.

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The Mansfield Speech
In hiR aet apeech before the Sen­

ate lAat Thursday, Senator Mike 
Mansfield, the Montana Democrat, 
made what la beinfi justly hailed a.* 
a reaponaibla use of his position as 
legislator and spectator In an ef­
fort to make the American people, 
and perhaps even the State De­
partment itself, see more clearly 
and realistically some of the Issues 
w-e are facing.

The speech made news because 
It did. again and again, penetrate 
to policy truths the policy methods 
and the polity gestures of our ac­
tual diplomacy tend to hide, ob­
scure, and even, on occasion, to 
deny.

And In every case where Sen­
ator Mansfield said something, he 
said It about as well as it could 
ever be aald. Our own .comment, 
therefore, will content Itself large' 
ly with' quotation from the speech 
It -If.

•'The key question," said Senator 
Mansfield In one passage, "has 
never been: Will Germany be 
tmlfied. The question haa long 
been: When and how will Germany 
be unified?”

•Thoee of us who have urged an 
initiative In American policy with 
respect to Germany have been 
aware of this distinction. . . .

"We did nothing, Mr. President. 
We took no Initiative. We went on 
In the familiar vacuousnesa, in the 
familiar patterns of policy, pat­
terns devised yean  ago, In another 
administration. . . .

"We did not choose to act In a 
positive fashion to change the 
a* tua quo. Now, the Russians have 
e^ isen to break It,

"We are approaching the begin­
ning of the' end, the beginning of 
the end of two Berlins and of two 
Germanys.”

There are, Senator Mansfield 
went on, now two political authori­
ties Inside' one Germany. Neither 
that of the West nor that of the 
East can be ■wished away. How, 
then, la unity going to come?

"Mr. President, a valid policy on 
c;-wmany, now, must be built on 
more than the hope of the eventual 
disappearance of German totall- 
tarianism. I t  can only be built on 
the premise that Germany, In one 
way or another. Is going to unify 
and It Is going to begin to unify 
soon.

"Further, It can only be built on 
the premise,that the unity of Ger­
many, if It is to come In peace, is 
likely to fall short of the ultimate 
goals aet for it  by both Communist 
aatlona and the free nations."

Senator Mansfield went on to 
dtscusa the specific q--°stion of 
Berlin, saying we must stand fast 
there, but also stating, for the 
first time that we have seen, the 
devaatatingly simple reason why 
we are there e t  all.

"W e ace In Berlin In order to get 
out, but to get out only oh condition 
that the German political forces 
which stAnd'for freedom in peace 
have' a  sure footing, an equal 
chance to .survive aqd to grow on 
their merits in the future capital 
of all Germany.

" I  support fully the position of 
this Admlnistrstion on the necesv 
Bity of atanding. fast In Berlin. I 
question, however, the adequacy 
with which we have related that 
poslUon to the changing situation 
In Germany. I  question a policy 
wfaldi prrv'des that not only we 
Stan ' fast in Berlin, but also im­
plores or demands that the Rus­
sians stand fa s t  

" A ^ r  years of trying to get 
th.e Russians out of Uie in- 
numtrsble. plSMs Into which they 
sprawled after Mforld War II, it is 
Indeed strange to hear that we are 
inaisting that the Russians must 
hot, Indeedt cannot leave Berlin.”

Senator Mansfield saw another 
stcaiQaeket In "a  poUcy which ap­
pears to  regard as sacrosanct 
present i.ilUtary srrsngements in 
Germany and Central Europe. . . .

"We have accepted and •̂ •en en­
couraged rises in the Germei mlli 
jary  contribution to NATO in cer­
tain clrcumstarres In the past, 
do not see that we cannot accept 
and encourage declines in that con 
tribution in other clrcumstences.

"Security needs are ever changing 
needs. • Western German rearma­
ment is not cn end in itself. . . It 
Is not for the purpose of keeping 
rigid the tables of organization and 
the projections of presumed needs 
by the military command of 
NATO. These projections. In any 
event, have not been met for years 
and the world haa not yet come to 
an end.

•The nature and extent of Ger­
man rearmament and of non- 
German arm'unenta on German 
soil. In short. Is one area of the 
problem of inlflcatlon In which 
rc' onahle proposals for negotia­
tion. wherever they may originate, 
ought not to be rejected out of 
hand. That is especially the case if 
these proposals are related to 
the reduction of millUry power 
throughout Central Europe.

I know full well that the Rus­
sians may have no intention of 
withdrawing from the Eastern Eu 
ropean states in any circum­
stances. Nevertheless. I see no rea­
son to make It easier for them to 
justify their remaining by a seem­
ing intransig-tance on our part. I 
cannot see that the road to the 
eventual freedom of states like 
Pol^d, and Czechoslovakia is made 
easier by such a process."

The final straltjacket from which 
Senator Mansfield would have us 
escape is the theory that talk with 
East Germany by West Germany 
would constitute recognition. There 
has already, the Senator observed, 
been a lot of such talk.

The main result of the Senator's 
speedi, it seems to us, has been 
timely affirmation of something 
our actual policy haa steadfastly 
pretended to ignore—that our real 
objective, in Berlin, and In Ger­
many, la to get both burselvea and 
the Russians out. The Senator 
claimed that a policy devoted to 
this reality of aim "has yet to be 
fo’-med.” From everything that or­
dinary Americans know, we would 
have to judge that £hls charge Is 
true, and that the first liberation 
we Americans have to undertake, 
if we ever want to liberate any­
thing. la the liberation of our 
present foreign policy from con­
cepts and rigid, false destination 
goals which, as Senator Mansfield 
charged, w’ere originated as far 
back as a previous administration 
at Washington, and have not since 
been changed or adjusted.

ally, that mstn 'can have hla bread 
and freodom. too? And hi^^ ,we 
the courage and Imagination and 
vislfm to make the mo*t of that 
capacity?

WTien these questions }t»ve been 
examined and answered, we will be 
able to put Communist pokrers in 
their proper perspective.

In the meantime, let us never be 
frightened by what the Russians 
e n do. Let us be frightened only 
by our own possible failure to use 
and exploit all our own good pow­
ers. particularly those powers 
which have a chance of seeing to 
It that not only our own skills and 
resources, but those of Russia as 
well, may find their good exercise 
for the benefit of mankind itself 
rather than for any power politics 
segment of mankind.

Communist Power, and Ours
Are we realistic about Commu­

nist powers? That question, to be 
discussed by the Manchester par­
ticipants in the Foreign Policy 
Assn. “ Great Decisions” series 
next week, has been asked with 
Increasing frequency In the great 
debate over the conduct of our for­
eign'  ̂policy.

Critics of that policy say we 
have not been realistic, and, to 
support their contention, point to 
a whole catalogue of Communist 
successes, many of which have 
come as stunning surprises.

Sputnik was a prime example, 
along with other Soviet achieve­
ments in the field of space ex­
ploration and rocketry. The rapid 
economic development of Russia, 
and Communist China, too, and 
those countries' increasing foreign 
aid and trade programs are also 
pro'ving a greater challenge than 
had been anticipated. The Soviet 
education system Is held better 
than oura, a t least in so far as it 
is turning out more scienUata and 
engineers.

And so it goes, with the critics 
sometimes rounding as though 
they were as muc'. influenced by 
hysteria as our foreign policy 
planners ever could hav^ been in­
fluenced by the suaig, unwarranted 
self-confidence, of which they are 
now accused.

I t  is obvious, of course, that no 
sensible foreign policy can be 
baaed on anything less than a rea­
sonably fair estimate of Commu­
nist powers. But it seems, to us, 
equally obvious that no such esti­
mate can be made until we have 
first been realistic about the pow­
ers of the West, especially the 
United SUtea. In this divided 
world, the power of one is only 
relative to that of the other.

Are we, then .getting as much 
out of our resources and economy 
as possible? I t  may not-be neces­
sary to attempt to show a growth 
of 7 per cent a  year, as la the case 
in Russia. We are far ahead of 
Russia, industriAUy, and our needs 
aw different However, accepting 
a growth of only 3 per cent, as 
we are doing, hardly seems real­
istic.

And, in our concern for the needs 
o f a  'growing America a# well a* 
those of the underdeveloped na­
tions Of the word, aw  we are prof­
iting as much as we could from 
our heriti^s of democracy and 
freedom and respeot for th* dig  ̂
nity of man ?

Old Sol is going to get a  lot of 
attention in the coming months.

Recent developments indicate 
that our knowledge of the sun and 
the outer atmosphere Is quite mea­
ger. One goal for 1959 will be 
filling In on that knowledge.

Last year. In Project Strato- 
scope, astronomers obtained hun­
dreds of the best pictures ever 
taken of the sun. They were pho­
tographed from balloons a t alti­
tudes up to 80,000 feet,

The photographs»- rbvealed,' 
among other things, smaU violent­
ly eddjdng gas storms ranging 
from 200 to 600 miles in diame­
ter. These small-storms devel­
oped into eruptions which could 
be seen from the earth.

With this preliminary research 
the scientific appetite of astron­
omers was whetted. They now 
prpose new and extensive re­
searches Involving the use of sat­
ellites.

Record Spectra
We already possess, of course, 

some idea of the composition of 
the sun from spectrograms taken 
at mountain observatories. Com­
plex optical instruments breallc up 
the light ot the sun Jnto the colors 
of the rainbow and the rainbow 
in turn is crossed by dark kb6* 
called the “flngerp'knts” of atoms 
on the sun. Thes.dark lines indi­
cate to the astronomer the ele­
ments or materials in the upper 
layers of the su '.’s atmosphere.

For the p u t r dozen years sci­
entists have launched rockets to 
high altMudes to record the spec­
tra  of the sun "untainted'.’ by the 
atmosphere of the earth. T hu e 
recordings were ohly a partiai suc- 
ceu ; there was still enough at­
mosphere above the rockets to in­
fluence what w u  recorded. Want- 
tall̂  to escape even this residual hit 
of atmosphere, scientists are lay­
ing new and radical pflans for ex­
ploring ths dun.

Many Results 
The ru u lts  desired include 
Knowledge of the sun’s interior 

attendant upon fuller, knowledge 
of the calcium lines in the sun's 
spectra; knowledge of conditions 
in the upper atmosphere of the 
earth and the density of ion 
"cloulls” near the earth (the 
charged particles making up these 
i o n l ^  clouds are now Uiought to 
be concentrated by the magnetic 
field of the. earth;)

Scientists also ■visualize tn e k - 
ing air currents near the surface 
of the earth with polarizing tele­
scopes. Their theory is that static 
and mo'ving air should show dif-' 
ferejit characteristics which can 
be distinguished by polarizing 
equipment. I f  this is so, our weath­
er fprecutlng will be vastly Irh- 
proved u  a consequence.

Surface temperatures, could „be 
measured with energy sensing de­
vices called bolometers in the far 
infrared band of the spectrum. 
Even' the' cloud cover of the earth 
could yield important Information 
to 'a id  in weather forecasting.

For the first time In legislative 
history, the issue of Connecticut 
minor court reform has got by a 
Judiciary Committee h e a r i n g  
without having the shape and 
strategy of Its own later defeat 
outlined and forecast. We say this 
in all recognition of the fact that 
the opposlUon side of the hearing 
la still to be heard. For one thing, 
the oppesitlon which was ready to 

'perform when the first day’s 
hearing was adjourned was the 
smallest in number and impor­
tance e w  to appear. But for a 
more Important thing, it  has sel­
dom been the Outright opposition 
which has tolled the biennial knell 
of court reform. ’The biennial 
death haa usually come from the 
stiletto carried by those who posed 
as friends of the principle, or 
from the quiet, predestined oppo­
sition of the power of a  pollUcal 
party.

The biggest single news of the 
legislative hearing this week was 
that the stiletto was not present, 
and had not. apparently, even 
been fashioned.

To state this negative news 
more positively, one says that, at 
last, the Connecticut state bar 
performed convincingly end har 
moniously on the plus side of the 
issue. Specifically, no county sub­
committee appeared to  sabotage 
the official stand of the state bar’s 
official leadership in favor of 
form.

Specifically again, there was in 
evidence no clever lawyer’s plot to 
push the ultimate reform biU 
toward either of the two extremes 
which might make it meaningless. 
One extreme would be to have it  
so weak and soft and partial that 
it would merely evade the issue of 
reform. T h e  other extreme would 
be -to hav* it  so sweeping and in  
clurive that the chances against 
its passage would he raised to  the 
maximum. To the contrary, the 
testimony of the bar leaders and 
lawyers present averaged down to 

recommendation that the com 
mlttee write a full package of re­
form for the state’s municipal, 
town, and Justice' courts, but use 
its own judgment as to the inclu­
sion of the probate epurts, lyhich 
fhight be the 'straw which would 
break the back of the reform.

The Connecticut bar haa been a' 
long time coming to such a per­
formance. W%en the issue was a 
young one, almost three decades 
ago, the reform mommendationZ; 
of the Judicial Council were .con. 
sldered such Impeaslble ideaUsm 
that they were greeted with open 
scorn by the lawyer members of 
the Judiciary Oommtttae who were 
slated to appitot themselves 
Judges in their own cities and 
towiui before the session ended. As, 
over the years, the issue has de' 
veloped req;iectahiUty and compul 
Sion, the oppositi^ has been 
forced to tactics mors subtle, bht 
has hitherto always managed such 
success as to justify the charge by 
Governor Ribicoff' that; the state 
bar Itself bad failed to prove Its 
own sincerity for reform.

This year, so far as the hearing 
was concerned, that challenge was 
finally answered. Some of those 
lawyers who would like to deal 
death to court reform again could 
be seen a t  the hearing, but they 
were obviously a t a  loss for a tra t 
egy. The main' 'Verdict and shoW' 
ing of the state bar was for re­
form, without obstructive quibblq 
or subtle gimmlek.

W ith ths tsor, for ths first time, 
showing only one face on the issue, 
and with the dominant political 
party of the day cmnmlttM to It, 
eburt reform has, for once, got 
past its  legislative hearing atlll 
alive and breathing. Mow much 
longer it  will Uv* is another ques­
tion. B ut at least i t  has a l r ^ y  
lived leitger In this isaalSR'thaB in 
any other.

six-one thouaandths of an inch 
thick la cut off.

Thla la then ’•fixed" in formalde­
hyde so the tissue which now has 
become limp will congeal. Then 
the tissue slice ii stained with 
riiemlcals, placed under a micro­
scope and examined for evidence 
of mallgpanc'y.

But this teat does not always 
glvt an unequivocal answer to the 

presence or absence of cancer, 
lurgeons say that If the test 

shows positive. It Is virtually cer­
tain that cancer la present. On 
the other l.and, if it shows nega­
tive, there is good reason to doubt 
the reUablllU.i’ o- the results.

Thus, In many cases, surgeons 
prefer:

2. The lonffer test, in this tech­
nique, a m uc. larger piece of tis­
sue is taken bha in the rapid test. 
It measures about one-eighth of 
an Inch thick and about a half 
inch square.

Thla whole piece ia placed in 
formaldehyde until It congeals. 
Then the specimen is placed in 
melted parsiflln which la left to 
harden, and recialna so overnight.

The next morning, a slice alx- 
one thousandths of an inch Is tak­
en, stained and examined under 
microscope. Thla provides a def­
inite answer.

One reason for its greater ac 
curacy, pathologists say, Is that 
under the longer ‘ ‘fixation’’ the 
tissue maintains its original struc 
lure better than in the case of the 
quick test.

A damage survey of 
other river points was being made 
today.

Residents were able to return 
yesterday to Georgetown, one of 
the , most badly battered small 
towns along the Wabash. But most 
of them found that days of clean­
ing would be needed to make their 
homes inhabitable again.
