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Ted Fairbanks is auperlntendent 
of maintenance of the building and 
grounds o. the 42-acre facility 
that Is Msneheeter High School. 
Fairbanks wa» nanoed superin­
tendent in June 1956 before the 
fall opening o'" the new building, 

tinder Fairbanks’ supervision, a 
staff of 14 men and 3 women per­
form the continual process of up­
keep on the $5 million school 
building.

In addition tc the daily task of 
cleaning corridors, rooms, the au­
ditorium and. gym, Fairbanks’ 
staff must clean the swimming 
pool weekly and also maintain the 
22 acres of lawn, 8 acres of pafk- 
Ing lots and 1 mile of sidew'alk.

A large part of the maintenance 
work is directed to the athletic 
fields at the school site. The crews 
line the football and soccer fields 
for games, replace torn up turf, 
and, although tho baseball diamond 
hasn’t yet been used by the school 
team, the infield and outfield grass 
and basepaths are groomed for 
play.

During the summer, Fairbanks’ 
crew dismantled the bleachers 
paralleling tl.e football flield and 
gave then a complete painting. 
The ground beneath tSfe bleachers 
had to be rebuilt before the stands 
could be erected again by the 
workers.

Built Press Box
Fairbanks’ crew built the first 

press box. and the ticket booths at 
the Indian’s football field in time 
for the first home game.

Inside the school building, the 
gym is one of the major taska con­
fronting the maintenance staff. 
After Friday night and weekend 
activity In the gym, which hiay In­
clude basketball games, fonnals 
and regularly acheduled dances, 
the staff must work extra time to 
have the gym cleaned and ready 
for first period classes' Monday 
morning.

Nearly 500 gallons of floor wax 
are used In the building each year. 
And the detergents used for clean­
ing the floora amount to aome 240 
gallons per year..

An innovation in school cleaning 
in Manchester was Bt'vrted at the 
high School by Fairbanks; His crew 
uses a power sweeper, similar to a 
street sweeper un a much smaller 
scale, which sweeps, vacuums and 
buffs floors in one operation.

‘‘TTie high school maintenance 
staff Is separate from iJoth the 
Board of Education and the Town 
Maintenance Department. '.Ve are 
responsible for all the work per­
formed in and around this build­
ing,’’ Fairbanks said.

"The work load can become 
great when you consider the time 
spent in extra work, such as last 
winter’s 209 man-hours of snow 
removal and additional work cre­
ated by use of the building by 
groups not connected with the high 
school,” he added.

“We enjoy our job here,’’ Fair­
banks said, "and it is in the in­
terests of the children using the 
building, and the taxpayers paying 
for it, that we try as best we Caft 
to keep It in top shape'.’’

Ex-Town Director
An extremely active man, Fair­

banks has served Manchester in 
many civic affairs. He was a mem­
ber of the Manchester Police De­
partment for nearly 10 years, serv­
ing as traffic and safety officer 
as well as president -and secretary 
of the Police Benevolent Assif,'

A rational view should be taken 
concerning projected rigures as it 
is impossible to compile definite 
statistics in this area, Mrs. Robert 
Caeverdon, committee secretary, 
pointed out.

Other factors to be considered In 
a school building program are tho 
dwellings being built or antici­
pated, incoming and outgoing fami­
lies with children and area Indus­
try growth or reduction.

'The enumeration shows a .total 
of 2,513 children as of Oct. 1, as 
compared with 2,466 for, the same 
period In 1957, according to Super­
intendent of Schools Royal O. Fish­
er.

Ekiumeration DetsUls
The breakdown shows 1.509 In 

public schools, or receiving special 
instruction; 136 in non-f>ubllc 
schools: 6 in institutions, 2 in post 
secondary Schools and 860 not in 
school, or receiving instruction.

The speclllc age-group cate­
gories follow: 134 under one year 
old; 163, one year old; 155, two 
years old; 177, three years old; 
164, four years old; 174, five years 
old; 160, six years old; 1,210, sev­
en through 15-years-bld and 176, 
16 through 17-years-old.

Of interest are the 1957 figures 
given for comparison; 1,404 in 
public schools or recriving special 
instruction; 14 ■ In non-public 
schools; 6 In institutions; 1 in poet 
secondary schools and 006 not in 
school or recei'vlng instruction.

The estimated enrollment in 
1961-62, based on past enumera­
tions has grown to 1,335 ele­
mentary school pupils and 460 
high school pupils. This brings the 
comparati've projected figures for 
the 1961-62 school years of chil­
dren enrolled in elementary and 
secondary schools to 1,786.

School officials have pointed out 
that the peak school enrollment 
will be 1 the 1959-60 school year. 
From then on an estimated 100 
children each year thereaifter will 
enter Grade 1 public schools.

crat in Sruth Korea as it would 
to bo an antl-Communlsm demo­
crat In North Korea.

In any case, the outcome should 
be the protection of the free de­
cision of the Korean exiles, even if 
some of them insist on living un­
der the wrong dictatorship.

It  Is difficult to know why the 

Russians, for their part. Insist on 
cont' -'ied agit.-.tlon of the incident 
of the American transport plane 
downed In Soviet Armenia laet 
September. They accuse our State 
Department of having faked the 
recording of the conversation be­
tween the Russian pilots who Shot 
the transport down. They disclaim 
any such shooting, and they dis­
claim any knowledge of the 11 
missing Americans who were in 
the transport.

Their pereletence in this would 
Indicate that per aps they have 
Bome hope of sowing doubt In the 
minds of ordinary Americans, so 
that we suspect the State Depart­
ment version of the Incident.

That would seem to be a futile 
hope. And one very good reason 
why It is futile to expect' us to 
doubt that the plane was shot 
down is . that the most of ns gre 
fairly sure that Russia, all along, 
has actually wanted our govern­
ment to know that the plane was 
shot down. A t the time of the Inci­
dent, when no one had actually yet 
said the plans had tieen phot ddym, 
/merlcan correspondents In kibs' 
MW were allowed to send out news 
stories In which they recalled pre­
vious Russian threa*" to shoot 
down any planes detected violating 
Russian territory.

And even the latest Russian 
statement denying that the plane 
was shot-down includes the warn­
ing that there ie one way for the 
United States to avoid euch inci­
dents, which is to keep 'itp planes 
out of Russian air space.

Russian propaganda, directed to 
the American people, or to neu­
trals, keeps denying the Russian 
action which was obviously In­
volved. But real Russian policy 
would be very much disappointed 
If It thought that American o ffl 
ciaMom didn’t know that the plane 
had been shot down.

This is about as far aa cold War 
double-talk can be strained, when 
It includes the denial-Whlch is not 
really intended to be believed.

To lift our people out of- their 
absorption in local Issues both our 
government and our churches are 
trying to educate Americans to 
have an international mind and 
conscience. The drive of Commu 
nlst policy has long since been ex­
pressed in the slogan *'lt’s their 
souls we want!"

Correspondingly, today’s Christ 
Ian social action seeks convictions 
and cooperation in worldwide 
problems.

BLIMP CRA£»I KILLS 4
Waahington. N. C., Feb,. 17 (/P)—  

A  Navy blimp crashed and burned 
in the Great Dismal Swalnp near 
here early today. Four crew mem­
bers were killed and three were 
injured.

The blimp went down about 3 
a.m. and caught fire. The four 
dead apparently Were trapped In 
the ship. The injured were taken to 
the Beaufort County Hospital here.

The crash occurred near Pine- 
town, a croasroada community 
about 18 miles north of here.

The instance of a small town 
Judge who kept his Important rec­
ord* in his Icebox was cited, dur­
ing last week’s Judiciary Oom- 
mittee hearing on court reform, 
for the edification and scorn of 
the reform-minded audience.

And, coming from some­
thing of a city slicker, who hap­
pened to have already made It 
rather plain that he found Con­
necticut a kind of backwoods area, 
it also provoked some suUsn feel­
ing* among the few backswood- 
men who were present at the hear­
ing.

In any case, however, it was 
kind of symbol of the clash oif out­
looks which may Miape the key 
battle court reform y?ill have to 
survive, if it is enacted.

The reason the ebuntry judge 
kept his papers in the icebox was 
that he had figured out, with his 
native Yankee ingenuity, that the 
Icebox was the best fireproof con­
tainer he had his home. Keeping 
his papers there, which seemed eo 
lo ck in g  to the city slicker who 
was dealing with him, was merely 
common sense. Ho made the Ice 
box do, and it did do, without any 
Increase In expense fOr Connecti­
cut justice.

'The city slicker using this epi­
sode, as an argument for court 
reform, knew he had a colorful 
bit, and was so fascinated by It 
that he never asked himself what 
was wrong, praoUcally speaking, 
with hee>plng papers In an icebox. 
And it was lUcky nobody asked 
him, for what could he have saidT

Among the thrifty backwoods­
men in the audience, however, 
there could have come a  sardonic 
answer. What’s wrong with using i 
an Icebox for records Is that it 
isn't a safe, that would cost a' 
thousand dollars or so, located In 
an expensive office so that there 
wouldn't be any judgments - de­
livered on a kitchen table either. 
What’s wrong with country justice 
is that it is common aenae, and 
direct, and costs only 3fi cents per 
year per capita to operate, and 
this, -say the backwoodsitten, is 
what really excites the city elleker 
lawyers, who would know how ts 
make a really big time operation 
out of It.

The Incident o f the icebox 
wasn’t the only allegation made 
at the hearing, to the effect that 
there Is a "horse and buggy age"

This was no nightmare, It was 
awful reality. Something horribly 
slimy feeling and ftiul^smeUlng was 
flapping against my ace and be­
coming entangled in my hair. I  in­
voluntarily screamed as I  blindly 
clawed In the darkness at the 
hellish thing on my face;

Normally I  am not the squeam­
ish type. But my'nerves were taut 
from our long sea Journey and you 
can imagine that to be roused In 
the early morning hours of Jan­
uary third from deep sleep in 
such a manner was shocking. My 
husband,' Colin, who was "on 
watch,”  leaped to my side at my 
first shriek. As soon as I  was 
fully awake and had recovered 
from my initial fright, he succeed­
ed in convincing me the loath­
some "thing” was a flying fish that 
somehow had "flown" under our 
canvas awning.

We groped about clumsily in the 
dark until we were able to grab 
hold of the flopping, quivering fish 
and toss it overboard. For the next 
few days there was the most sick­
ening smell of fish over our clothes 
and by my side of the boat.

It  is one of the experiences on 
our adventure that I  recall most 
vividly. And it still makes me shud­
der,

Clondltion Weakens 
Sleeping was difficult enough 

aboat^;"The Small World” without 
such eerie, disturbances. Our physi­
cal vitality was at a low ebb by 
Jan. 3, beqatise of a  shortage of 
water and nourishmenL lack of 
both proper rest and exercise, and 
also toudon. A fter a watch was 
over I  wiinted to do nothing but lie 
down. Yet even this became almost 
unbearable for seemingly every 
bone in. my body was beginning to 
stick out and it was almost impos­
sible to find a comfortable position 
In the boat.

Thai others were in the same con- 
i dltipn. Our circulation was very 

poor,'so much so that it  was very 
easy t^Vdeaden” one’s, arms or legs 
by ripeptng Jn ahy ' position for 
eveh short lengths o f time.

Ovf mt Aomrori; was the thpught 
that W4i,JMro getting closer and 
cloaer to Barbadoe. Oolln, our navi 
gatdr, figured on Jan. 4 that we 
were within 50 miles o f the island 
and should sight land the next day. 
W e hoped our navigator hadn't 
miscalculated' either his course or 
the time.

We were on our last gallon of 
fresh water but had in reserve a 
pack of PermuUt. The pack would 
make six l^ ta  o f brackish, metal­
lic-tasting water. W e also had one- 
half gallon o f sea water which had 
already been treated.

Now that we were near the end 
of our voyage, we felt like lifting 
the taboo on food and drink as top­
ics ot conversation. Melons were 
uppermost in my mind then. I  day­
dreamed continually of melons. 
Mask melons, cantaloupes, Cassa- 
bas, Persian'. Any kind of melons 
os long as they were beautifully 
chilled and filled with fruity liquid. 
No matter what sort of dinner I 
would think of ordering I  always 
chose to start with melon. It 
seenied to me then the ideal com­
bination of food with a great deal 
Of liquid.

" I ’m not a beer man," Bushy 
Eiloart, our erstwhile balloon com­
mander, would say with a faraway 
look, "but I  do belte-ve I  certainly 
could do justice to a nice, cold 
beer, and another cold beer, and 
another—.’’

H m  Eiloart, Bushy's son, -and 
'Colin  weren't so specific; any kind 

of liquid in vast quantities was 
what they wanted.

*1 suppose you all know about 
the laws o f salvage?” Colin asked 
calmly on Jan. 4th, the 24th day 
since we had left the Oinary Is- 
lam'x in our Ul-fated attempt to 
cross the Atlantic by balloon. , 

He proceeded to explain that if 
wp ran Into a boat and asked for a 
tow we must be certain that the 
captain o f the boat did not apt foot

miut hgnd him our line rather than 
teiklng'Hls 'tnd besides paying for 
ths tow we ihbuld make an entry 
about it in the ship's log. He was 
thinking of the fact thet we still 
had. 70 pounds weight of meteoro­
logical Instruments aboard, which 
were of considerable value. As well 
as our cameras and navigational 
equipment.

Land Sighted 
"A  light, a light, Oolln,”  Bushy 

8hou*:-'d Jubilantly at 12:S5 a.m., 
Jan. 5. He hah spotted the flashing 
beam from Ragged Point Light­
house. By 7 a.m. we actually could 
see land. The Water was beginning 
to change to a wonderful Jade 
green.

A t 9:10 a.m., when we were 
about five miles o ff Barbados, we 
hailed the 25-foot fishing boat 
New Providence,”  skippered by 

Casto Brathwaite,
Colin passed his hamd over his 

head, extended it to Bushy, and 
said: "Here's the cocked hat back 
again. You’re in command now so 
dicker for a tow into the bay, but 
don't forget what I  told you about 
salvage rights."

Bushy started a boat-to-boat 
shouting conversation, handicap­
ped for us by Brathwaite’s thick 
Barbados accept.

From reading and hearing about 
us, he realised who we were, but 
seemed uninterested in towing us. 
He wanted to do his day’s work — 
fish. Finally, Bushy went aboard 
the "New I^ovldence” and arrang­
ed for us to be towed into Crane 
Bay for 50 Barbados dollars. But 
we had to wait another hour until 
Brathwaite — who felt he was be­
ing underpaid — fished for the dol­
phin that had been following our 
crafL

and Parish faahlooA. I  looked for­
ward to wear* them at the par- 
tiet and- reoopUona planned for 
us.

A  calde replying to one o f ours 
was awqit w  us back at the hotel. 
It read: "Thank you very much 
for your message. I  am delisted  
to hear that you are all safe and 
well. Congratulatlona on a remark­
able Journey.”
- Ît was simply signed "Philip.”  

The top of the cable bore the ad- 
dresa "BucKlnghani Palace.”

Our adventure waA over. To 
truly mank my 'change from a 
crew mem jei; back to a woman, 
I made an ''appointment with a 
hairdresaer.

Having been sighted from afar, 
news of pur priival pheceded us 
ashore. The beach was thronged 
with people. It  became more 
crowded as we tossed around o ff­
shore for more than an hour until 
an Immlgiratlon officer, who also 
was assistant police commissioner 
came out and officially cleared us 
through customs.

Before we got to our rooms we 
had to be received by Sir Grantley 
Adams, prime minister of the 'West 
Indian Federation, and Dr. Hugh 
Cummins, prime minister of Bar­
bados.

My first act in tJie privacy of 
our own room was to shed my 
clothes, take a luxuriantly long 
hot shower, and then wash the 
sands of Tenerife Island out of my 
hair.

NexL we had the most wonder­
ful meal of our lives. First came 
hot soup—how long it had been 
since we had had ho  ̂ food! Fol­
lowed by oh so delicious grape­
fruit, dolphin steak, with lime and 
salad.

We only took small 
portions at a time, walking about 
the room and nfl.>bllng at each new 
goody. This eating routine extend­
ed over a three-hour period for our 
stomachs were ' not prepared for 
normal digestive habits.

The usual radiation treatment 
for an abdominal cancer, doctors 
said, CPUs for exposure from 3 to 
10 minutes a day, five days a week 
for three to six weeks, depending 
on the individual case.

Spanish Teacher 
Speaks to PTA

Emily Snow, Spanish teacher in 
the Glastonbury e l e m e n t a r y  
schools and the high school, spoke 
last night to the Buckley PTA.

FLES (the foreign languages in 
elementary schools), the course 
which ha.s been rapidly spreading 
across the United States since 
1953.

AEC Chief 
In Science
Quits Po^t

Washington, Feh. 18 <iP)— 
Dr. Willard F. Libby resigned 
from the Atoniitf Energy Com­
mission today. He said he had 
to go back to teaching and 
research “ if I am to remain 
a scientist,”

Uhhlir, the only member of the 
6-mari commission with an exten- 
nive sedentifle background, made 
his resignation effective June 30.

The resignation waa announced 
at the White Houae.

Preaident Eisenhower, aaying It 
waa a “difflcult task.” to accept 
the resignation, did not Immediate­
ly announce a successor.

Libby, from the University of 
Chicago, will have completed .three 
years of his 5-year term on June 
80.

In a letter to Eisenhower. Libby 
gave no explanation for his resig­
nation beyond saying that “ if I am 

. to remain a scientist I ni''st return 
to teaching and research in the 
near f«tu.-e.”

Ten days ago Libby told a re­
porter he intended to leave the 
ABC by midsummer but added 
that “I am not mad at anybody.” 

He, said he v/ould return to 
teaching but that it \vaa not 
definite then where he would | 
teach. He is -50. I

As an AEC member, Labby has 
concerned himself with the atomic 
weapons testing controversy. He 
has taken the poaitloh that radio­
active fallout from atomic test­
ing is-not sufficiently. harmful to 
require the stopping of tests as 
some scientists contend.

Before his appointment to his 
present 6-year term on the AEC, 
Libby served with it for two years 
to complete the unexpired term 
of Henry deWolf Smyth.

Elsenhower said in his letter 
accepting Libby’s resignation: 

"The scientific' perspective you 
have provided to our deliberations 
on complex problems has been of 
much value both to me and, I am 
sure, to the Atomic Energy Com- 
miesion.,.1 am very grateful for 
the highly significant service you 
have rendered and I wish yo:i a 
long and satisfying career* in your
