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AEC Chief 
In Science
Quits Po^t

Washington, Feh. 18 <iP)— 
Dr. Willard F. Libby resigned 
from the Atoniitf Energy Com­
mission today. He said he had 
to go back to teaching and 
research “ if I am to remain 
a scientist,”

Uhhlir, the only member of the 
6-mari commission with an exten- 
nive sedentifle background, made 
his resignation effective June 30.

The resignation waa announced 
at the White Houae.

Preaident Eisenhower, aaying It 
waa a “difflcult task.” to accept 
the resignation, did not Immediate­
ly announce a successor.

Libby, from the University of 
Chicago, will have completed .three 
years of his 5-year term on June 
80.

In a letter to Eisenhower. Libby 
gave no explanation for his resig­
nation beyond saying that “ if I am 

. to remain a scientist I ni''st return 
to teaching and research in the 
near f«tu.-e.”

Ten days ago Libby told a re­
porter he intended to leave the 
ABC by midsummer but added 
that “I am not mad at anybody.” 

He, said he v/ould return to 
teaching but that it \vaa not 
definite then where he would | 
teach. He is -50. I

As an AEC member, Labby has 
concerned himself with the atomic 
weapons testing controversy. He 
has taken the poaitloh that radio­
active fallout from atomic test­
ing is-not sufficiently. harmful to 
require the stopping of tests as 
some scientists contend.

Before his appointment to his 
present 6-year term on the AEC, 
Libby served with it for two years 
to complete the unexpired term 
of Henry deWolf Smyth.

Elsenhower said in his letter 
accepting Libby’s resignation: 

"The scientific' perspective you 
have provided to our deliberations 
on complex problems has been of 
much value both to me and, I am 
sure, to the Atomic Energy Com- 
miesion.,.1 am very grateful for 
the highly significant service you 
have rendered and I wish yo:i a 
long and satisfying career* in your

To the average layman the word 
"bankrupt'* carries a aomewhat 
dishonorable sound. It la often felt 
lb«(t to be bankrupt la to Be dla- 
gnued. However, under the law, a 
bankrupt U a person who is un­
able to pay his debts and who 
seeka discharge of those debts 
through the Bankruptcy Court, 
The bankruptcy laws are designed 
to give those individuals or huai- 
nesses, which are so hopelessly In 
debt that they cannot aspect to 
pay their debt*, a chance to wipe 
out those obligations and obtain a 
fresh aUrt.

There are two way* in which a 
petition in bankruptcy may be 
filed. Theiie are known a* the filing 
of a voluntary or an involuntary 
petition. The former is filed by the 
bankrupt himself, while the latter 
may be filed by a group of at least 
three creditor*, or by one creditor 
If the total number of creditors la 
leas than 12. Before an Involuntary 
petiUon I* filed, the debtor must 
be Insolvent or without sufficient 
funds to pay hi* debt*, and must 
have committed an act of bank­
ruptcy. '

An Indlridual, partnership, or 
corporation which has debts may 
flM a voluntary petition. A peti­
Uon la filled out aUtlng the name, 
residence and place of business of 
the bankrupt; then, it is filed, with 
the filing fee, with the clerk of the 
federal court. The bankruptcy 
court then hear* the petition and

Wages ear..ed by the hankriipt 
or property acquired by him after 
tl.e filing of the peUtion helong to 
the bankrupt. Any creditor may 
file a claim for a period of six 
months after Uie filing of the pe­
UUon. All clairaa must be proved. 
The barfxrupt may object to any 
claims filed if he has reason.

The moat important .pointa to 
remember about bankruptcy are 
twofold. Fi at. that there does ex­
ist a system whereby a man who 
Is hopeleasly In debt, and who has 
no criminal intent to defraud hU 
creditors, may wipe out hla debts 
and obtain a fresh slart in life 
The second point is that in order 
to avail oneself of the relief of­
fered by the bankruptcy court, 
it is advisable, and inde^ esaen- 
tlal, that the layman be guided by 
competent advice. The require­
ments of the bankruptcy court 
are so co.rplex as to require ex­
pert help.

’  a tiny 3 ^  pound sphere • which 
,^went aloft last, March 17 and is 
* expected to stay In orbit for per­

haps 1,000 years or more.
Reports from tracking stations

globe indicated that the new satel- 
Ute speeds around the globe at 14,- 
000 to 18,000 miles an hour at al­
titudes rang;ing from 329.4 to 2,- 
086 miles.

On each orbit, Vanguard II 
swings 33.2 degrees north and 
south of the equator, NASA di­
rector T. Keith Glennan said. 
Scientists said this should enable 
It to scan nearly a fourth of the 
Earth’s sunlit surface every day, 
most of It north of the equator.

One NASA official. Dr. Joseph 
Sirey, said Vanguard II comes 
closest to the Earth north of the 
equator shortly after noon. .He said 
this Is a time when conditions are 
particularly good for recording 
cloud cover over the sunlit portion 
of the globe.

Since clouds, oceans, snow- 
covered ground and other features 
each have a different reflect'on, 
the satellite’s weather eyes should 
be able to distinguish among 
them, scientists said.

The reflections are converted In­
to electrical signals which are tape 
recorded aboard the satellite. When 
ground stations transmit a cer­
tain signal, this Information is 
flashed to them and again recorded 
on tape. >

These tapes, in turn, will be sent

at Ft. Monmouth; *N. J., and fed 
into machines that will convert 
the data into crude pictures. 'The 
pictures will then be patched to­
gether, much like a large aerial 
photo.

Although it Is expected to take 
at least two weeks to put together 
the first picture of Vanguard’s 
cloud observations, Monmouth of­
ficials said the process eventually 
can be refined so that Information 
can become available almost as 
soon as it is recorded.

or Grid Telecasts
Chicago, Feb. 18 (/P)— T̂he NCAA 

agreed yesterday on a plan for 
controlling 1969 college football 
telecasting with 10 natlonsi and 
three regional dates hut made pro­
visions for pay-as-you-see-tele- 
casting.

The plan will be submitted Fri­
day for mail vote by the member­
ship of some 600 colleges and pro­
vides for little varlstlon from pre­
vious years.

Last year the National Colle­
giate Athletic Assn, plan called for 
nine national and four regional 
dates.

This year's plan calls for a clause 
recommending cooperation with 
experimental home pay-as-you-see 
telecasting of college football 
games.

A TV firm (Sklatron) said It 
was ready to try pay-as-you-see 
football TV In San Francisco and 
Los Angeles this Fall.

The 1959 plan provides that one 
team must be televised nationally 
from each of the seven NCAA dls- 
t r l ^ .  The three regional dates are 
to bo scheduled by colleges In the 
seven NCAA districts.

Asa Bushnell, the committee’s 
TV program director, said his 
group was holding a policy of 
’ watchful waiting” on pay-as-you 
see television. ,

Bushnell said the firm (Skia- 
tron) did not make a specific re 
quest, but NCAA policy would per  ̂
mlt a  limited number of test closed 
circuit telecasts.

While he was at it, Rickey 
brushed off Commissioner Ford 
Frick's proposal for event>ial ex­
pansion to two to or 12 team 
league.s as unworkable, and blamed 
the major leagues for pointing the 
minor leagues toward financial 
doom by their quest for television 
gold.

"I  know there is enough man­
power and funds available for a 
third major league and you can be

Rickey said.

16 Cities Want Teams
“There are at least 18 cities 

that want major league baseball 
and could support It," he added, 
and then listed two "musts” for 
formation of a new league.

One, he said, there must be a 
franchise for New York — and 
two, it must be done under strict 
guidance by the present leagues. 
The latter was in reference to the 
so-called "outlaw'' league proposed 
several months ago by the New 
York Mayor's Committee on base­
ball if a third league is Impossible 
under the framework of organized 
baseball.

“There could be no third major 
league without New York," h* 
said, “and there must be no war. 
The pre.aenl owners could insure 
the success of a new league. If 
they want to. And they are obli­
gated to every bastbail fan and 
player in this 'country to see that 
one 1s formed.”

The biggest problem. Rickey be­
lieves, is trimming the list of pos­
sibilities from 18 to eight. He Haled 
as cities ready for major league 
baseball Montreal, Toronto Buffa­
lo, Miami, Atlanta, New Orleans, 
Birmingham, Houston, Denver, 
Fort Worth-Dallas, San Diego, 
Minneapolis-St. Paul, Portland and 
Seattle.

Of Frick’s expansion proposal for 
the present two leagues, Rickey 
said; ‘'Will you tell me how a 
ninth, tenth, 11th or 12th place team 
is ever going to get into conten­
tion?

As for the plight of the minors, 
he said "The minors are in a dis­
astrously decadent state, financial­
ly and otherwise and are doomed 
within a few years unless the major 
league owners wake up to their ob­
ligations.”

Free of New Taxes 
Ribicoff presented a balanced 

budget, as required by law, for 
the 1959-61 biennium. It is free of 
new taxes.

Ribicoff set precedent by recom­
mending the channeling of certain 
highway fund revenues estimated 
at $36.'700,000 into the general 
fund. The revenues are to come 
from the fees paid for motor ve­
hicle registration and operators’ li­
censes.

May commented that the Gov­
ernor "has taken funds from the 
highway department and has di­
verted them to the general fund 
making it necessary to borrow 
money to replace them. This is the 
classic example’ of robbing Peter 
to pay Paul.”

The Governor’s recommendation 
that $12,200,000 be borrowed for 
the slate’s share of school build­
ing grants to towns and for voca­
tional-technical schools was also 
attached by May. This sum was 
proposed by Ribicoff to be Included 
in the $57 million non-highway 
bonding figure.

May said school construction 
bills should have been paid out of 
the current Income. ” In effect, this 
Is like borrowing again on a long 
term basis to pay the annual inter­
est and amortization on y o u r  
present house mortgage,” May 
aaid.

The Democrats, who control the 
Legislature, praised the Governor’s 
budget. Republicans, however, 
stood behind May.

The Mother’s 
Club haa atlenupted twice to or­
ganize a cooperative kindergarten 
but there haa not been sufficient 
response from parents to carry 
out the project.

violated, we would not stand idly 
by."

Khrushchev hailed as "worthy of 
attention” a call by Sen. Mike 
Mansfield (D-Mont) (or direct unity 
talks between the East and West 
German governments and for a 
Central Kuro '̂-an zone (ice of 
nuclear weapons.

"One coulu iciu'h agreement with 
people who have adopted such 
sober attitudes, ” he said.

Mansfield told the Senate last 
week that West Germany should 
abandon tta opposition to dealing 
direetly with the Ea.st Germans on 
the unity tasue. The West Germans 
have been carrying on trade nego­
tiations with their eastern col­
leagues (or several years.

"Supporters of eontinutng the 
Cold War are attacking Mansfield 
smd accusing him of making con­
cessions to the USSR,” Khrushchev 
said.

Acapulco, Mexico, Feb. 19* 
{fP) —  President Eisenhower 
fleyr into this palm-ringed 
tropical resort today to begin 
two days o f talks with Mex­
ico ’s President Adolfo Lopez 
Mateos.

The smiling, 49-year-old Mexi­
can leader led a big delegation of 
government o<Bcial.s who gathered 
at the gaily bedecked airport to 
welcome Eisenhower.

Thousands of excited Mexicans 
lined the streets of Acapulco to 
Join In the greeting.

The President flew here in his 
personal plane, the Colombine III, 
after an overnight stop In Texas.

With the Mexican president were 
U.S. Amba.ssador Robert C. Hill 
snd Mexico’s foreign ' miniater, 
Manuel Tello.

Accompanying Eisenhower were 
his brother, Milton Eisenhower, a 
White House adviser on Inter- 
American affairs, and Roy H. Ru- 
bottom, assistant secretary of state 
for Latin American relations.

The president took 3 hours 37 
minutes for the flight here from 
Bergstrom Air Force Base at At- 
ustin. Tex.

After greeting one another, the 
two Presidents reviewed a mili- 
tar.v guard of honor composed of 
Mexico's Presidential Guards.

They left for Eisenhower’s 
Acapulco “White House,” the lush 
Pierre Marques Hotel.

It was the fourth visit of an 
American President to Mexico. Be­
fore Eisenhower came Presidents 
Taft. Franklin D. Roosevelt and 
Truman.

Never had a meeting between a 
Mexican President and a foreign 
chief of state taken place in such  ̂
exotic surroundings.

Acapulcii, one of the world's i 
fanciest tourist resorts, went all 
out. It planted more palms and 
more flowers to add to those na­
ture already gave It.

It repaired the streets. Installed . 
a new lighting system and kept 
laborers at work until dawn today 
putting the findl touches on orna­
mental arches bidding Eisenhower ; 
welcome. j

Posters flong the route from the j 
airport to the center of town fea- | 
ti-.red the Mexican and American ;

Eisenhower appeared at the door i 
of the Columbine bareheaded and 
wearing a light tan summer suit. , 
He walked slowly down the ramp j 
Into Acapulco's mBggy climate, , 
waving cheerily to the waiting 
crowd.
