The mayor suggested that the
city's rights are posaibly being
violated by this provedure, and
that the Couacil should appoint
the city meribers of the commiss
sion.

“'We're béing bypassed, the same
as the commissioners of the Fire
District,” Olson said.

The City Couw.:cil decided to ton-
sult Corporation Counsel Donald
Shannon and hold another meet-
ing before Friday if necessary. The
bill wil be heard by tha Cities
and Boroug. Committes at. the
State Capitol Friday, The hearing
is open to the public,

The bill, drawn up by "Reps
Harry Hammer and Raymond
Splelman ‘or the Citizens Com-
mittee for wetter Government,
provides that a town meeting be
“held within 90 daya of the effective
daté of the act, at which a com-
bined . charter and cansolidation
commisaion ba appointed consist-
ing of~12 members, six of whom
shall be .residents of the Vernon
Fire District and six residents of
the city of Rockville.

The bill provides thal not more
than one-thid af the membeérs
shall hold an' other public office
and not more than a bare majority
ahall be membera of any one po-
litical party.

The charter Lo he prepired by
the commission must be compipted
within one year, and must be ap-
proved . .by 51 per cent of
electors voting iu the Fire Distriel
and 51 per cent of the electors
voting in the city, by machine
vole.

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Town Meeting Set Monday
For Report on School Study

A vt of a.study on Coven-4
try's’ achool problems will be pre-
senteéd at-a town meoting Monday
at 8 p.m, in the Robertson Schdol,

cn :

The call for the town meeting
was prepared last night. Also list-
ed are: To see what action the
town will take toward authorizing
the Coventry Boand of Education
to enter into a lease for two class-
rooms at the Reynolds School in
Mansfield and what action the
town will take on amending the
boat ordinance adopted in 1054.

Voters will hear a school study
report just completed by the
School Housing and Planning Com-
mittee, The  committee made a
thorough study of the problems
facing the town in both ita elemen-
tary schools and of the future of
its high school age children.

According to the wording of the
call, the town will “consider and
take action on the creation of a
properly instructed study or
building committee to report back
with recommendations at a future
date.”

The committee has put forth sev-
eral plans which It says the town
could follow. However, L recom-

ru_r the Lagislature adjourmns in
Jiune befors making any committ-
ments. The delay is nug-ud 80
that the town can study the extent
of atate or federal ald available in
the next blennium for the construc-
tion and operation of schoola.

The Board of uueona.whhu
to Jeass the 2-room ynolds
School in Mansfield for two ele.
mentary classrooms. About 60 chil-
dren would attend school there.
What classes or who would attend
them has not yet been determined.
© Board of Education Chairman
Mrs. Alma Heckler sald today the
Board feels it noods the two class-
rooms to take care of the antici-
pated enroliment in September. By
then, it is estimated that there
will be 1,216 children of elemen-
tary school mge. The town's
three schools, Robertson, Coventry
Grammar and the Center School
provide 39 rooms.

Manchester Cannot Take All
Coventry Secondary Students

The Mancheater school systemS
cannot solve the problem of pro-
viding a high school education to
488 Coventry studeants in 1961,

This was the gist of a meeting
last night between the Coventry
Board of Education and members
of Manchester's education system.

The seven members of Coven-
try's Board of Education presented
three problems to Christie McCor-
mick, chairman of the Manchester
Board, and to Mrs. E, Mae Holden,
& member of the Board.

1. Could the present 90 Coventry
students in the Manchester sys-
tem complete their education here?

2. Could Manchester take more
Coventry students now?

3. Could Manchester take 486
Coventry students in 16617

McCormick and Superintendent
of Manchester Schools Arthur H.
Iiling, promised the Coventry
Board the present 80 students
could finish theireducation in Man-
chester,

Iling further said a few more
atudents could be admitted in the
next few years, barring any sud-
den change in Manchester's popu-
lation.

But Manchester cannot.provide
an education for thé 488 Coven-
try high school pupils who will
need it in 1861, said Illing.

By 1961, Coventry schools  will
be filled by Grades 1 through 6,
Jeaving Grades 7 through 12, or
712 students, to be educated out-
side of these schools.

Windham High School, which
now educates 226 Coventry pupils,
has informed the Coventry
Board of Education that Coven-
try pupils will be refused in 1961,

Overflow Seen

Tiling suggested that Coventry
{nitiate & junior high school pro-
gram wilieh would fit into the
Manchester senior high program.
Coventry board members said they
had considered this idem before,
but it will not solve the problem.
They would still have to build,
sind, by 1963 or whenever the jun-
for high was finished, there would
be even more senior high students
overflowing the system.

Mrs. Alma Heckler, chairman of
the Coventry board, thanked the
Manchester board for the help they
have given in the past. The Cov-
entry d then returned home to
ponder other solutions.

Coventry superintendent Fisher
and delegates from the Coventry
Board of Education and the School
Housing and PlannlnilCommlLtee
will visit RHAM gh =school
Thursday at 8 p.m.

They will meet with RHAM Bu-

rintendent Andrew Manges and
E-lm Principal Carlton Seybelt,
Regional-Board Chairman H, Clay
Oshorn 3rd, and John H. Yeomans
to discuss the possibility of Coven-
try students attending the regional
school.

After & tour of the plant’s facili-
ties the RHAM school representa-
tives will outline the present and
proposed program at their school.

Coventry representatives are ex-
pected to present information
gathered in the study of their high
school population.

A letter from Fisher inquiring
about tuition facilittes was read at
thea Regional Board Meeting
Thursday.

Board members also indicated
they favored offering a tuition
rate compatible with, if nol less,
than the rates charged at Wind-
ham and Manchester.

Board members stated that the
increased enrollment accomplished
with tuition students would reduce
local per pupll costs, The present
operating cost per pupil for 525
students this year iz estimated at
$445.76 for o _eration and $234.15
for debt service. Next year's per
pupil cost for an anticipated en-
rollment of 600 students is §447.17
for operation and $§198.82 for debt
service, .

For Its Liability Insurance

¥s the Town of Manchester gar-4
rying more liability insurance than
it needs? AN

This question was asked by Gen-
eral Manager Richard Mattin dur-
ing a hearing yesterday morning
on the Board of Education budget.

The answer, coming from the
town's Insurance Advisory Com-
mittee wag “no,” but there is a
possibility the town might be pay-
ing too much for the coverage it
gets,

The general manager invited in-
surance men John Lappen, Jack
Crockett and John Jenney, com-
mittee members, and Atty. Philip
Bayer to sit in on the educational
budget hearing.

Insurance coverage for Lthe town
has been a major problem this year
because of increases in the amount
of coverage, the method of figur-
ing rates, and the basic rates
themselves. Martin invited the in-
surance men to sit in on the educa-
tion budget hearing to answer his
questions on insurance coyerage,
since the education budget calls
for the largest insurance bill in
the town government!

Atty. Bayer told Martin the
town was not carrying more in-
surance than it needs, but that the
rate of coverage might be reduced
in view of the governmental im-
munity to lawsults enjoyad In some
instances by the town and Its em-
ployeas. .
Lista Liabllities

“It's & matter of rate adjust-
ment rather than the amoumt of
coverage,” he sald.

He said the town la responsible
for at least seven major cale-
gories of linbility. These include:

1. Sidewalks owned by the
town.

2. Highways owned by the town.

8. Nuisances. An example might
be a diving board placed over a
shallow place in & Lown-owned
pool.

4. Profitable enterprises owned
by the town.

5. Water supply and drainage
system.

8. Governmen*' employes. These
are usually exempt, except when
they are ministering some func-
tion such as razing & building, or
when they xcesd the duties of
their office, or do injury motivated
hy malice,

Tnder recent Stale statutes, n
town is responsilfirfor up to §500,-
000 damage done by its employes
in any single instance in the per-
formance of work,

7.-Mobs whe¢ cause damage.

“We need Insurance not quite to

bithe extent of an ordinary corpora-
tion or employer, but we're getling
there,” sald Bayer.

John Lappen said the cost of all
insurance for the Board of Educa-
tion will be $34,490. The vost for
insurance for the rest of the town's
departnsenta will be §51,319, not in-
cluding the employes’ accident and
sickness compensation, and the
workmen's accldent insurance on
the North End junlor high achool
construction,

Martin suggested the commiltee
examine the policies to see If gov-
ernmental immunity would de-
crease some of thé cost of *liability
insurance. He set ng deadline for
the men to report on (heir findings,

~he men also discussed reducing
the cost -of fire insurunce on
schools,

All of the schools built since 1850
have fire resistant roofs rather
than fireproof roofs. The difference
in the cost of policies for all these
schools is $1,800 annually, accord-
ing to Bayer.

Martin said he learned thay hav-
ing & fireproof roof rather than a
tire resistant roof on the junfor high
school would reduce the annual
payment of fire insurance by $280
on that school.
