Opposition lead by John Grant,
Kran Kilpatrick and, Mrx. Gall
Slicer had sbught to revérse the
building commiittee's decision to
use gas for heating the new school.

Douglas H. Hayes, chairman of
the SBC, opened the debate by stat-
ing that the committea had gone
into all phases of constiyction of
the school but that the oppesition
would have the residents believe
that they have “a conscientious
committee doing an rather incoms
patent job." He later read a let-
ter from the SBC's healing en-
gineer advising that the annual
fuel consumption for oil heat
would be $4,400 compared to $6,500
for gas heat, but that the installa-
tion cost would be 34,000 less for
gis than for oil, and the lower
maintenance costs would offset the
higher fuel conts.

Grant referred to a study re-

boeived from the Connecticut Light
and Poweg Co. relative to the
probable heating costs. He claimed
that the report contained seéveral
“false and misleading figures.”

Grant claimed the town would
be spending $3.000 more for gax
heat, not for just a few years, but
“indefinitely.” It was also mention-
ed thit the town could not get
competitive bids on its gas supply,
as it can on-oil

Barly in the meeting Atty. Ber-
nard Ackerman inquired whether
the town had signed a contract
for the construction of the school,
lncludﬁxg the heating syvatem. He
was told it had, and it was Iater
suggested Lhat the town might
run into further expense if a
change now should result in n
breach of contract.

In two casex non-electors were

The Rus-
slans, ndvocnlea of a summit con-
ference on all major Cold War |s-
sues, have agreed to a foreign min-
isters conference on Berlin and &

a June or July deadline to wind
up its work. Khrushchev sald an
{fmmediate international conference

“The two maln questions that
must now be peacefully solved nre
a treaty of pesce with Germany
and the Berlin question,” Khrush-
chev said, “We have already made
concrete proposals.
