Washington, March 6 (IP)— 
Pioneer IV vanished into 
spat'e today and may never 
he heard from again.

The space probe track ing  s ta ­
tion at Gold.stone. Calif., lost con- 
laiH a t 10:1.6 a n .  EST today when 
‘.he probe's transm itting  signals 
'.leoanie very weak.

At th a t time the probe was tra v ­
eling toward the siin at about 
.1,900 miles an hour, 412,000 miles 
from the E arth .

The Goldstnne station  in.stalled 
a special filler in its tracking gear 
and followed the space probe for 
an additional nine minutes.

The last eontai-t was made at 
about 10:24 a.ni.

Suppose you deckle to lead dia­
monds at the second trick. West 
takes the ace of diamonds and 
leads his other spade. This enables 
East to set up the rest of his long 
suit.

Sooner or later, you must go af­
ter the clubs. Then East takes the 
ace of clubs and the rest of the 
spades. At best, you are dowm one.

You make the contract If you 
go after the clubs first. "This 
knocks out East's only sure entry 
to the spades. However, there Is 
no way for you to know which ace 
to knock out first.

A Better Way 
- There Is a better way to play 
the hand. You can eliminate all 
guesswork by refusing the first 
spade trick.

For one thing, West may have 
a singleton king. In that case, he 
will have to switch, and any switch 
will be to your advantage.

As the cards lie. West has an­
other spade to lead. You win with 
dummy's ace and knock out either 
the ace of clubs or the ace of 
diamonds.

producing eome millton of 
revenue a year.

-We can’t keep chipping off ex­
emptions,”  Tarrant declared. 'If 
we do, we are heading straight for 
an Income tax. There is no other 
way out.”

The tax department opposed 
bills that would grant sales or 
sales and use tax exemptions for 
motor bus companies, photography 
eupplies. farm machinery trade- 
ins, funeral materials and burial 
expenses, reetaurant meals, and 
others.

Cite Financial Uoes
Spokesmen for bus companies in

■ the state supported a bill that 
i would exempt their companies
■ from the sales and use tax.

They said their companies were 
, In serious financial troubles and
• needed the tax relief.

Herbert A. George, an official of 
,the ConnecUcut Railway and 

' Lighting Company, paid $215,000 
; in sales and use taxes In the pa.st
• four years. He said the sayings 
' would help his oompsmy.

A. D. Knox, office manager of 
the Connecticut Company, the 
New Haven Railroad’s bus operat­
ing subsidiary, said the bus com­
pany lost glia.000 last year and

red for the month of January this 
year.

In addition, he said, the com- 
’ pany faces a proposed $350,000

Posatbie Relief
The company Is also petitioning 

the Public UtOities Commission for 
permlsaiont o discontinue opera­
tions In Meriden and Norwich. But 
the PUC, Knox said, la folding up 
decisions on these applications 
until the Legislature acts on the 
relief measures now before it.

The bill was also approved by 
the ConnecUcut Motor Stage 
Assn., and the operators of sev­
eral local bus companies.

In opposing It. Tarrant remind­
ed the committee that the 1967 
Legislature, at the recommenda- 
Uon of the tax department, passed 
another tax relief measure that 
has resulted in about $375,000 in 
tax savings to the companies.

If the bus companies need more 
help, Tarrant said, let it be done 
In some other way.

Tarrant said that the tax de­
partment opposed the other bills 
chiefly because of the loss of rev­
enue to the state.

One that would raise the sales 
tax exempUon on restaurant 
meals from the present $1 to $1.50 
waa supported by the Connecticut 
Restaurant Assn. A spokesman 
said the cost of meals have risen 
because of inflation. If th^re was 
no objection to the exgmpUons on 
meals under $1, the;p̂  should be 
none for those under $1.50 as pro­
posed in the bill.

If He Were Intelligent
If we could concede that Khrush­

chev Is very Intelligent and realis­
tic, we could entertain a theory 
about his German policy which. Is 
almost directly at variance with 
tha WesTs routine concept of that 
policy.

The chances may be that he is 
«ot that Intelligent, and that, even 
If he ta. we are not going to be 
Intelligent enough. In our turn, to 
understand hts situation. But, for 
purposes of Interesting speculation, 
let us take a look at what he could 
have in that mind of his, If it were 
very Intelligent. .

I f  Khrushchev Is very Intelligent, 
he knows and recognises some 
things for certain. He knows that 

" German reunification Is an- historic 
Inevitability. He knowa .also, that 
Russia is sitting on a potential 
revolution so long as it remains in 
Bast Germany. He knowis, also, If 
he is Intelligent and realistic, that, 
with the prestige of Communism 
continually slipping In East Ger­
many, where It Is established. It 
has no chance of taking over In a 
unified Germany, Where It would 
not be backed or enforced by Rus­
sian arms.

If  Khrushchev knowa these 
things, his problem Is to get rid 
of East Germany before It blows 
up on him or becomes a stinking 
failure for Communism. Stated 
even more bluntly, his problem is 
how to sell the East German Com- 
mimist regime down the river, so 
It won’t drag Russia into Its own 
failure.

But how does,. Khrushchev go 
about such a thing?

One thing obvious to him is that 
he himself cannot go to a Big 
Four summit meeting, and say to 
his Western peers, "Ver>- well, I 
give you East Germany. I sink the 
Communist regime we have estab­
lished there."

If he himself made such a direct 
abandonment of a Communist 
regime, and of a forward position 
of Russian domination and influ­
ence, that would be a direct con­
fession of weakness on his part and 
a  direct Inritatlon to every other 
Russian satellite to demand a Rus­
sian withdrawal too.

Suppose,' however, he goes 
through the elaborate pretense of 
setting up East Germany as an In­
dependent, sovereign political en­
tity able to negotiete for Itself, 
and then sends this East Germany 
Into conference \rith West Ger­
many on the subject of German 
reunification. What Is decided In 
such negotiation is then the act 
and responsibility not 6f Russia 
but of this East German regime. 
Khrushchev cannot help it if this 
E ast German regime goes and gets 
Itself engulfed in a reunified Ger- 
meuiy. He did not abandon It. 
Rather, it abandoned him, and he 
can even point to its fate as proof 
of its folly in leaving mother Rus- 
aia. In short, he has, got- rid of the 
one ^siU on in central Furope he 
has absolutely no chance of hold­
ings, ^ d  runs greatest risk In try­
ing to hold, but he has done this 
without weakening his positloiv in 
spheres where he hopes to contihue 
to  hold Influence.

The reason resists
this effort to p irt E ast
Garinany Is a  Bayfrtignty in itself, 
and why the Waat'-resists his prop- 
iMltion that Gepaan reunification 
can only be discvsMd by West and 
E ast Germany and nobody else, is 
that the W e st. il^ n o t visualize 
Xhrushebev b e i^  t ^ t  Intelligent 
—Intelligent e t l r t^  to know that 
ha has to get rid o f  Fast Germany, 
and clever mough, to figure out 
that the only way ha can do that 
Is to send BastyGem any out into 
the cold world/alone and on its 
own, '

Tp the contrary, adiat the West 
eal'nilatca is st^eth ing that not 
oaly despises Klbnubcbev's Intelli- 
gaacc, but also challenges the 
W est's own intellilfisnae.

Fair If Guilty
Cuba's Castro has. on pccsslon, 

defended the executions carried out 
by his victorious revolution, and 
undertaken variousi stratagems in 
the effort to prove that the trials 
ordering such executions have been 
full and fair. One of these strata­
gems consisted of holding a trial In 
a sports palace before thousands 
of spectators who constituted 
themselves an unofficial but very 
vocal jury. When that. In turn, 
produced criticism that It had pro­
vided more spectacle than Justice, 
the same trial was held over again. 
In quieter setting. But however the 
trial was held, the verdict was 
guilty.

And that seems to be the Im­
portant thing. Fornow the system 
of trials which Castro has defended 
has come up with a verdict of not 
guilty, in the case of some 45 mem 
hers of the Cuban air force, and 
Ca.stro, the defender of the trials, 
has now become their outraged 
critic.

The airmen In question are all 
guilty, Castro proclaims, and mutt 
be tried again so-that they can be 
found guilty.

He himself honors and defends 
his own courts. In other words, 
only when they produce the guilty 
verdict.

In this, we repeat a previous 
opinion, that Castro Is so naive In 
the execution of the power which 
Is’ his that he himself does not 
quite realize what he Is doing. And 
there are times, as the world's 
previous history of revolutionary 
movements has taught, when the 
Idealist who dares not know how to 
touch reality can prove bloodier 
than the worst professional tyrant.

The tributes dictators have tried 

to pay to themselves have, In the 
course of history, produced both 
barbarisms and wonders. One way 
or another, they have sought to he 
remembered forever, to compel all 
posterity to  remember that they, 
existed and ruled.. Some of them, 
like the builders of pyramids, have 
been rather successful.

Dictator Franco of Spain has, for 
some 20 years, been building hla 
own monument. It  Is. a giant 
burial place, called the "Valley of 
the Fallen.’.' Now it has been com­
pleted, and his orders are that, be­
ginning March 17, the some 1,000,- 
000 dead of the Spanish civil war 
shall be taken out Of their present 
graves and transferred to this new 
location. These are .to pa the, dead 
of both sides, of the victorious rev­
olution, and of the government It 
replaced. They are to be placed 
together, under the shadow and 
ble.sslng" of a giant granite Cross, 
In B “reconciliation" they never 
found in the strife-tom Spain of 
their lifetime.*- When they an 
massed Jogether'there, In this sym 
holism of reconciliation, thqy will 
form the setting for the last rest­
ing place df Franco himself,' who 
would thus also become a symbol 
of reconciliation, the creator of 
Spanish unity instead of the ruth­
less divider.

”I traveled the Highest Moun­
tain Pass in Europe by Mistake” 
is a personal-experience essay by 
James Greer, which describes th^ 
adventures o f a family " ’ho in­
advertently climbed the Jungfrau. 
Another personal experience is 
recorded in Maureen McKeever’s 
“Cinderella Week,” a description 
of a week-long visit to Hollywood. 
Linda Palmer tells the irony of a 
rescue worker whose home is 
flooded In a hurricane In her es­
say “Carol.” A fourth essay,'“The 
Rat’s Nest,” by Bob Ballard de­
scribes the teenager's room and 
the hazzards therein.

Historical fiction, incidents pos­
sible and imaginary, ts presented 
in Laury 'Edgar’s "Command Per­
formance” and in Samuel Foster’s 
"The Doc’s Soft Couch.” The for­
mer is the story of French noble­
woman’s execution during the Re­
volution, and the latter Is the 
story of a Jousting match which 
occurs during a dfeam.

The power of emotion IS describ­
ed by Everett Frost In “Teddy 
Bear,” a story of a child whose 
unnatural selfishness drives him to 
the destruction of his sister’s life; 
by Ronald Prentice In "The Light­
ed House,”  a story of a dwarf who 
renews his life upon finding friend­
ship; and by Robert Anderson in 
"A Coward at Heart,” is a story 
of a boy who finds that the sport 
of hunting can bring real pangs of 
conscience.

Lighter short stories Include 
Don May’s "Small Car Complex," 
a Joking contrast of the crazes for 
smaller and bigger cars; Carole 
Moses’ "A  Date for Pinky,” an ex­
change student’s experience with 
American diplomacy in Argentina; 
Rodney Clavette's “Guidance," a 
picture of the disgust of self-wor­
ship',• and Diane Mather’s and 
Claire Saporlto's respective "Bert 
IV” and "The Request.’’

Carole Fische's "Dusk” Is a 
poem about the calmness of the 
spirit at evening. Ronald Pren­
tice’s "The La.ss from Brock" is a 
limerick which pokes fnn at new 
fashions. Peter Klock’s "Televi­
sion'’ states that while TV can be 
an enjoyable pastime it can also 
be M  awful bother. Cynthia Ny- 
lin'.-r"Waiting’’ and Carole Fische's 
"Emptines.';" both tell of lost love, 
but the former expresses a confi­
dent attitude that it will return 
while the latter tells of the inviil- 
nerabillty and hardness she has ac­
quired. ■

‘ 'Sonnet to the Wind.” byCvnthia 
Treggor, expresses a desire for 
freedom from the obligation to con­
form to social patterns. “ Two 
Voices.’.’ by Virginia Vabalas tells 
of an inner conflict and a resolu­
tion to peace. "Futility,'’ by Pris­
cilla Tennant tells of a, colony of 
anta which has built its city only 
to .be crushed by a child's footstep. 
"Youth," by Marcia Werner shows 
the hopeful attitude of the youth. 
Patricia Platt's "Death of a City: 
5,000 Years Hence,”  says that our 
Importance to ourselves and bur 
satisfaction with ouj'sclvcs will add 
but a page ov. two to the volume of 
the future.

Jacobson Speaks 
To Science Club

A challenge to study fluorida­
tion, was accepted by the Science 
Club at their evening meeting on 
Feb. 16. Dr. Charles Jacob.son, lo­
cal urologist, delivered the chal­
lenge, stating that the decision of 
the Science Club In regard to 
fluoridation, a subject on which a 
referendum will soon be taken, 
would be publicized.

Dr. Jacobson showed a film titled 
"The Truth About Flouridation" 
The film, put out by the University 
of Michigan, dealt with the result 
of 10-year fluoridation In Grand 
Rapids, Michigan. The film said 
that wherever fluoridation wa.s in­
troduced, there was a two-third 
reduction of tooth decay in chil­
dren.

The process of fluoridation con­
sists of adding sodium fluoride to 
the drinking supply In the ratio of 
one part sodium fluoride to one 
million parts of water.

Dr. Jacobson distributed folders 
containing documented report-s of 
the results of fluoridation all over 
the United States. Club members 
will study these materials, debate 
the i.ssue, and formulate an opin­
ion on the subject of fluoridation.

Mr. Perry tape recoifis the .es­
sential material of the subjects 
severed in class on tapes of from 
15-25 minutes In , length. These 
tapes' serve many purposes. First, 
the Short make-up period Is better 
utilized because two recorders can 
be in operation on. different sub- 
Jocts and Mr. Perry can be helping 
students with special problems, all 
at the same time. Second, ab­
sentees can catch up on work 
missed In a short time through 
these condensed versions of the 
classroom material, and any spe­
cial questions can bo directed to 
Mr. Perry.
■ Third, by not having to repeat 

the same make-up subject many 
times, Mr. Perry can devote his 
time to more students. Fourth, 
these tapes are very valuable for 
review purposes before majo 
tests. ,

In some cases, these tapes ha’ -' 
been taken homo by 6tudent.s, 
when they have missed a gie. 
deal of work.

Mr. Perry got the idea for these 
tapes when he found that he had 
more students in for make-up than 
could be handled, and the varieiy 
of subjects i presented another 
problem. Through this new sys­
tem, about three times as many 
students'can receive extra help.

Regtenal IHatrict 8 offteials last 
night offered to help Coventry In 

-Its school dilemma.
H. Clay Osborne, Regional 8 

Board of Education, Chairman, told 
a Oo'vin.tty delegation the Regional 
district could take 200 studenU la 
September ^md an additional 100 
the following year.

Any decision bn Coventry send­
ing students to RFtAM High School 
would hinge fin Whether that 
town’s school board would wish to 
do so, and whether or not the re­
gional school board would ap|>rove 
such a  step. It would not be a per­
manent arrangement, the Coventry: 
delegates were told.

These remarks were made at a 
meeting 'held at RHAM High 
School. Representing Regional Dis­
trict 8 at the meeting were School 
Board chairman H. Clay Osborne, 
John |4. Yeomans of Andover, for­
mer board chairman and now a 
member, Superintendent Andrew 
j .  Manges, and Principal Carlton
Seybolt. ,Attending from Coventry were 
School Board Chairman Mrs. Alma 
C. Heckler, school board mem­
bers' Mrs, Burton Hansen and 
Frederick Mohr, Superintendent of 
Schools Royal O. F'iSher and Mrs. 
Robert Cleverdon. of the Coventry 
School Housing and Planning Com­
mittee. , ^  ,They met with the regional 
school officials in an attempt to 
determine what help the regional 
district can give to allevla t̂e 
rapidly approaching dllimma.

Facing Double Sessions 
The town faces double sessions 

In Its elementary schools,- prob­
ably by next September, and will 
In two years be faced with find­
ing a place to send its high school 
students when Windham stops ac­
cepting Coventry pupils.

The Coventry delegation repeat' 
«d questions asked In a recent let­
ter to the Regional board..

They were; Can Regional Dis­
trict 8 accept 486 high school stu­
dents from Coventry In l661? If 
not, how many could It take and 
what would the tuition rate be ?

Osborne said the regional dis­
trict Is Interested In accepting 
Coventry students, but it was gen­
erally agreed the district cannot 
accept all of them next fall. He 
said the school coruld take- , be­
tween 200 and 260, and suggested 
the Coventry Board think about 
sending its children to the dis­
trict who are ready to start their 
freshman year. Tuition would be 
1475 fob each student.

The chairman said the district 
would guarantee that Coventry 
students who start in the school 
would bo allowed to complete their 
high school education there.

Coventry School Board Chair­
man, Mrs. Heckler told the region­
al representatives that Coventry 
had not considered sending fresh­
men students to the school next 
fall. They will not be excluded 
from Windham until the end of 
the end of the 1961-62 school year.

Will Report Result 
She said today tha Coventry 

school Board should give this sug­
gestion "very serious considera­
tion.” She also said the results of 
last night’s talk and the talks 
Coventry school officials had w l^  
those in Manchester lasCTuesday 
night will be brought out a 
town meeting Monday.

The report aaid about 80 per 
cent of the workers earned 65 
cents hourly and that some were 
paid SB little as 61 cents. It offer­
ed what It called these other find­
ings: V

1. More than 80 per cent worked 
11 or more hours daily. More than 
30 per cent worked 13 hours a day, 
six and, a half days a week.

2. Mbre than two thirds re­
ceived no pay when bad weather 
interfered WWh outdoor work. Only 
five per cent received full pay re­
gardless Of weather.

3. Only 16 per cent of the farms 
provided satisfactory housing. Llv-. 
ing quarters for the rest "meant 
crowned, inadequate housing with 
unacceptable t o i l e t  facilities. 
Housing has Improved, the report 
said, but legislation Is needed to 
raise wage and working condl 
tions.

The report said the average 
worker was left with only about 
$27 a week with which to support 
his family, after deductions were 
made for plane fare, food and loss 
of work due to bad weather.

Donchian’s report, recommend­
ed, among other things, a minimum 
hourly wage and an overtime pro­
vision; maximum and minimum 
hobr limits for the work day and 
work week; enforcement of work­
men's compensation laws to cover

The weather forecasting ap­
paratus in the Connecticut Bank 
and Trust Co. window, showed a 
marked drop In barometric pres­
sure. Translated, the drop meant 
clearing weather is In sight but 
with “high -winds'' and occasional 
squalls.” Passersby noted that the 
wind velocity indicator hovered in 
the 50-mile-an-hoUr bracket earlier 
today. ,

Police reported no accidents as 
a result of the storm but said they 
had received reports of tree limbs 
blowin|: into the streets andjiigh- 
ways. .

Although wster flowed freely 
in town streets, there were no ab­
normal flooding conditions report­
ed.

Town Planning Commission, Park­
ing Authority, Development Agen­
cy and similar groups In order to 
promote greater cooperation and 
understanding was advocated to­
day by General. Manager Richard 
Marlin.

The suggestion, made during 
a budget meeting this morning in 
the Municipal Building, drew im­
mediate approval from ,the chair­
men attending. Martin also sug­
gested that monthly reports be 
submitted to the Board of Direc­
tors so it would have a “better 
picture” as to the activities and 
progress being made in the fields 
of planning, development, parking 
and so on.

Although the meeting dealt pri­
marily with budgets, numerous 
ideas and suggestions were also 
made regarding subjects not pri­
marily concerned with the figures 
presented.

These dealt with such things as 
zoning applications, Insertion of 
clauses in the bullding^code, pros­
pects for developing the town, ex­
tension of utilities to outlying 
areas, industrial foundations and 
"service requests” or complaints.

Proposed budgets discussed were 
$32,113 for the Town Parking 
Authority and Parking Meter Ac­
count, $16,251 for the Town Plan­
ning Comrnission, and $12,601 for 
the Development Commission.

Most for, Salaries
Of the $32,113, it is proposed to 

allocate $14,953 to the Parking 
Meter Account and $17,160 to the 
Parking Authority. Most of the 
$14,953 would go toward paying 
the salaries of parking meter of­
ficers and the rest for maintenance.

Of the amount asked for by the 
TPA, $12,000 would be used for 
clearing and irhpro\1ng any,prop­
erties which the group nalght ac­
quire for parking lot purposes.

Atty. Herbert Phelon, TPA 
chairman, told Martin it Is antici­
pated such property will ibe bought 
sOon. Actual purchase of the site or 
sites would be made ifrom the 
Parking Meter Fund with the ap­
proval of the Board of Directors. 
There is now approximately $138,- 
000 in the fhnd.

Another $1,000 in the TPA’s pro- 
poied budget would be used for 
appraisal fees.

During the discussion, Phelon 
told Martin he did not think all 
of the salary of the parking meter 
officer# should come from the 
Parking Meter account as the col­
lectors also acted in a law enforce­
ment capacity. Part of the salaries 
should thus come under the Police 
Department budget, he said.

Or. Phelon added, perhaps pro 
visions could be made by the TPA 
to secure collector who 'would act 
In that capacity atlone with a sub­
sequent saving to 'his group

Phelon said he found no fault 
•with the amount now4)eing paid to 
the parking meter officers, merely 
with the way It waa budgeted.

Frintlng Expenditure*
Estimated expenditures fpr the 

1958-59 period for the Planning 
Commission are $13,534. Account­
ing partially for the Increase to 
$16,237 in the proposed budget la 
the salary to pay a Junior' en­
gineering aid. Anticipate printing

said. Martin reassured Alvord that 
the complaints would continue to 
bo handed in the regular way and 
would not gx) direct to the TPC 
office.

During this conversation Martin 
dryly pointed out that. a great 
many calls of this nature received 
at the Municipal Building were 
not really c^mplalnta but were 
"requests for service.”

Martin also suggested that some 
sort of revision could be made in 
the building code to protect resi­
dents wishing to build homes In 
the older or already developed sec­
tions of town.

At the present time there are 
regulations governing grading in 
BuI>diviisons, but none in other 
area#, he said, and as a result a 
house may be built }n such a way 
that-it is ubject to flooding.

Martin suggested that a regula­
tion should be drawn up which 
would require homes in these sec­
tions be built above the road grade 
to prevent .such flooding.

'When a house is being built It 
is an easy matter to see that the 
foundation is high enough to pre­
vent this from occurring, he said. 
Doing this ivbuld "save a lot of 
people headachel as well as the 
town,” Marti! added.

Martin mentioned Vernon St. 
several 'times during the discus­
sion;

In conversation about the Zon­
ing Board of Appeals, Alvord 
suggested 4t would be an excellent 
idea if a member of the Building 
Inspector’s Department attended 
all of that group's public hearings,

Martin pointed out that applica­
tions for permits first go to ' the 
Building Department and then, if 
■they do mot conform to zoning 
regulations, an appeal is generally 
made by the applicant to the ZBA 
for permission to built.

Disoussions at the ZBA hearing 
can be of a "technical nature” Al­
vord said, and he thought it wise 
to have someone present from the 
Inspector’s Department and act­
ing In a “ neutral capacity..”

Called the Professional Service 
Salary Plkn (PSSP), it differs 
from the ‘usual salary schedule; 
and does' not liiclude automatic 
increases.

Details o f the plan were.jreleaacd 
last night by Rural Superintendent 
Andrew, J. Manges who serves the. 
four S9hopls.

The plan lists a minimum of 
$4,200, emd a posajble maximum of 
88,000  ̂pending the adoption* of an 
evaluation instrument to deter-" 
nilnfe' qualitative hr quantitative 
service in relation to salary.

“Tysechihg today has achieved a 
status of true professionalism,” 
Maitj^es said, ‘'and should be paid 
commspsurately.”

Under the plan a teacher enter­
ing ithe' school system wHh no pre­
vious experience will receive a sal­
a r y o f '$4,200. Increases of $200 
per year may he obtained during 
the 8-year> probationary period.

An exception to the plan was 
made by Hebron which retains a 
$4,000 minimum salary, similar to 
its previous schedule, but increases' 
salary for the sCcorid year to $♦;- 
300k' and matching the other bouds 
with a third-year salary of $000.

Hebron also differs fronl the 
plan by paying a salary o  ̂ $4,300 
to a teacher entering Its system 
with one year of previous exper­
ience. On this basis ' the basic 
PSSP calls for $4,400.

PSSP recognizes up to six years’ 
experience in other'schools, allow­
ing $200 increase per year over 
the minimum , $4,200, so that a 
teacher with slx-yeafs of exper­
ience elsewhere will draw a $5,400

In ŝhl/i manner, PSSP provides 
compi9t[Uv.e beginning salaries at 
levels zeror one and two, Msinges 
said. '!He explained that a proba­
tionary' .period for all staff mem­
bers entering the Regional School 
District, with or without exper- 
le)nce,t"followed by" a large Incre- 
ment'>wHth the tenure appointment,
' places'" apeelal emphasis on the 
necessity for carefiirevaluation at 
this period of service.”

A  J$400 raise is given the fourth 
year when- the certified teacher is 
placed on tenure and enters the 
bracked known as Continuous or 
Develowchtal Service. I f  a teach­
er coniflhuck . in this bracket, she 
may i^ lV o A n  increase of $300 per 
year, /f^ommended, until she 
has h ^ e lg h t  y4ars e f experience 
or r^lielwis q toUI of $6500 per 
year. ;',V*

c^oentlve for Plan 
/ S ta ^  membeM may gain larger 

' increase* .in salary If the boards 
adopt .‘‘a plan • for relating salary 
to quajjty pf service and a plan re 
lating'salary, to Quantity of serv­
ice, or both."

Provision has been made In the 
plan so that a teacher who has 
been on tenure for one year may 
apply for the Developmental Serv-

or quantitative, plsms have been de­
vised. *rhe Developmental' Status 
salary would be bwed on the cur­
rent applicable salary, level plus 
10 per cent Using the earliest po*- 
slble level, on which this could be 
achieved, level 4, a teacher being 
paid $5,300 per year on coptinuous 
service would get $5,300 plus $530 
for a total of $5,U0.

The PSSP also includes a Full 
Professional Status level which 
may be entered upon the board- 
approved recommendation of; the 
superintendent Entrance to this 
bracket carries a $200 increment 
and provides the opportunity to 
teach successive' super"maximum 
levels up to $8,000 per year. How­
ever, the Full Profelurional. Service 
status is gained only through the 
Developmental Ser^ce bracket 
Consequently,'no teacher.can enter 
that bracket until a plan relating 
salaries to qualitative or quantita­
tive service/la adopted. 

"The P^SPiP Is offered,” Manges 
said, “ on' the condition that a 
planned course of action will be 
in itia l^  immediately and pursued 
by the entire staff, including ad 
ministration toward the objective 
of A  plan for evaluation of services 
r^ated to salaries.

In comments on the plan 
Manges also stated, "The Board 
may withhold an Increment or ad­
vance In level status when in Its 
collective judgment such action is 
warranted." No differential is 
recognized in training, as substan­
tiated by additional course hours 
or degrees.

Contracts have been offered tp 
the entire Andover staff of 10 
teachers with salaries based on 
the PSSP.

’ITie police chief said Smothers 
was identified by - a gray coat, 
white shirt, blue trousers and red 
cap which he wore in a desperate 
flight through Alabama and into 
nearby Tennessee.

The wounded criminal was tak­
en to he Tii-Oounty Hospital at 
Fort Oglethorpe, some 15 miles 
from the capture scene.

Fred Stone, 85, Dies; 
Stage, Film Veteran

North Hollywood, Calif.. March 7 
,/P)_Fred Stone, whoae nimble 
aong and dance acts and amazing 
acrobatics delighted musical com­
edy audiences for- decades, is dead 
at 85.

The veteran of 50 years on stage 
and screen succumbed yesterday at 
his home to a complication of ail­
ments. A heart attack about two 
years ago was soon followed by 
total blindness.

Stone’s sight had been failing for 
five or six years, the delayed ef­
fect of injuries suffered in a 1927 
plane crash.

He was flying solo between his 
Connecticut "farm and rehearsals 
for a Broadway show when he 
crashed. Both legs were broken, ah 
ankle crushed, his jaw broken.

His friend, Will Rogers, flew 
from Hollywood to replace him In 
the show, "Three Cheers.”

A barber's son. born in VRl- 
mont, Colo., Stone started as a cir­
cus acrobat and worked in medi­
cine and minstrel shows before 
teaming up with Dave Montgom­
ery in 1885 to form a song and 
dance aft.

Montgomery and Stone starred 
in 1902-06 at New York’s Majestic 
Theater in "The Wizard of Oz," 
Stone as the orginal scarecrow, 
Montgomery as the tin man.

Victor Herbert and Henry Blos­
som wrote "The Red Mill" for 
them.

Another hit was "Jack O’ Lan­
tern.” On his own, Stone then 
played in "Old Town.” "Chin- 
Chin” and "Stepping Stone.”

In 1918 he appeared in Holly­
wood Western*. .

Later he was in a few talkies, 
notably in a 1937

with Katharine Hepburn in "Alice 
Adams.”

Two of Stone’s three daughters. 
Mrs. Dorothy Stone Collin-s and 
Carol Montgomery Slone were 
with him when he died.

Top Hoods 
Pushed into 
Black Days

Washington, March 7 (JP)— 

Several of the nation’s top 
hoodlums have run into black 
days since the Justice Depart­
ment started a big p u s h  
against the underworld a >;ear 
ago.

Moi-e are expected to topple-as 
federal aulliorities continue a 
steady whittling out of cases 
against underworld characters.

Justice Department officials said 
today Atty. Gen. William P. Rog­
ers' program for an unrelenting 
long-term attack on the hoodlum 
element is moving along just about 
as planned.

Systematic Drive
Rogers announced the program 

a .year ago as a systematic "non- 
sensalional” drive to combat or­
ganized crime with a highly or­
ganized series of prosecutions 
aimed primarily at getting "the 
100 top hoodlums” behind bars or 
out of the country.

The names on the select list 
have never been published, but as 
a starter the AUoiney General 
ordered a pooling of information 
on these characters from the files 
of the F'’BI, the Immigration Serv­
ice. and the treasury units han­
dling counterfeiting, narcotics, al­
cohol and Income tax cases. The 
Council of State Governments 
and the National Assn, of State 
Attorneys General pledged co­
operation with respect to infor­
mation available to them.
