Last year, President Kisenhow-
er vetoed similar legisiation. The
edministration wants to limit aid
funds to $50 million and emphasize
technical assistance to local areas
which have lost major industries.

In urging approyal of a much
more sweeping program, Spence
sald current chronic jobleasness is
largely the result of mechanical
and technological advances. He
cited Kentucky’'s coal and rallroad
industry as an example, and
added:

“That's not only the condition in
Kentucky but also West Vir-
ginia, Pennsylvania, southern Il-
linois and other coal mining re-
gions."™

Solomon Barkin, research direc-
tor for the Texti{le Workers of
America, sald fundamental short-
comings In many industries are
nol temporary problems to be
treated by “superficial palliative”
but by “a fundamental reconstruc~
tion of the industries and commu-~
nities involved.”

Barkin said the textile industry
ia an example. He said the same
economic difficulties are now in-
vading the automobile and farm
{mplement industries.

The Democratic bill, of which
Spence is the author, would
authorize $300 million In federal
long-term low-interest loans to
redevelopment. It would include
$100 million for Industrial areas,
$100 million for rural areas. and
$100 milllon for community facil-
ities such as water and sewsage
systems,

The bill alsa would authorize

outright federal grants of $75 mil-
lion a year for construction of
facilities by communities which do
not have credit good enough fora
loan.
The measure woul{ authorize
federal payment for 13 weeks in
subsistence pay to unemployed
workers for the purpose of re-
teaining them in new jobs. The
amount would be limited to $10
million,

The Securilies ana Exchange
Commission ¢lalms  that jogch
“has not*demonstrated the busi-
ness acymen or judgment” to deal
with the complex financial affairs
of the far-flung holding company.

Guterma, who resigned as head
of the Jacobs firm Iast Feb, 13
when Roach took over, also is in-
volved In government charges of
improper financial transactlons in
conneclion with company affairs

Roach, in hix suit, claimed that
since last December he has made
repeated demands on Guterma for
return of the Scranton shares

The suit maintained the shares
involved “are particularly import-
ant to Mr. Roach."

Because of “the manner
which the outstanding stock of
Scranton {8 presently held,” the
suit said. "They may represent
and constitute the controlling
block of stock of Scranton which
owns all of the stock of Hal Roach
Studior "

Roach sald st the time Guterma
borrowed the stocks. which were
used as collateral in a loan trans-
action. Guterma was president and
chairman of the hoard of the
Scranton Corp

The stocks were turmed over to
him on the premise that he would
return them after 60 days, Roach
claimed.

Roach sald the Scranton shares
were part of a consideration he
received in May, 1858 1n exchange
for all of the stock of Hal Roach
studiox,

Budget Inireased

The estimated budget of $151.-
007.93, adopted at the annual
meeting last October for the
1958-39 year, was upped by $16,-
61945 to make the totsl $157.-
527.28. This came through a re-
quest from the Board of Educa-
tion for $4.889.45, which was
needed because of the extra teach-
er, extended transportation and
insurance on the new addition: a
request from the Board of Se-
lectmen for $1,650 who increased
figures in the following budget
accounts: Town clerk, asaseasors,
county taxes; town building; tax
collector, interest, auditing, pro-
bate court and zoning; and the
transfer of surpius monies in the
amount of $10000 into thé Re-
serve fund.

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Health Agencies Check
Water in North End

In
plaints”  from “North End ' real-
dents concern'ng the condition of
the jvater supplied by the Man-
chester Water Co., both the State
and Manchester Health Depart-
ments began investigations today.

Both agencles have once again

been deseiged with calls regarding
the muddy condition of the water
during the last three days. Reports
will be made on the samples taken
from . various parts of the water
system with one of them golng
to the Public. Utllities Commis-
mion.
The PUC has set an April 1
deadline for the water company
to report on what it was gol to
do to renedy the long existing
situation.

Many complaints have also been
received by the water company
since Friday's rain storm which
swept subsoil, sand and clay into
the tributaries which furnish the
water supply.

Saturday, a spokesman said the
company s “doing all it can” to
alleviate the situation as soon as
possible by flughing out the water
lines.

Much of the present trouble was
blamed by the company on water
running off New Bolton Rd. from
the area where a new building’ Ia
being constructed. The steeply
sloping ground around the bullding
has been pgraded bul not Yyet
seeded. One of the sources of the
company's water supply s in the
immediate area.

A spokesman for the Stlate
Health Department said the water
samples taken today will be
checked In the laboratory not only
for pohsible bacteria content, bul
for turbidity, color, odor and taste,

Similar tests conducted in the
past have always shown the water
was “safe for drinking,” he said

If the water Is again found free
of harmful bacleria the
agency's findings regarding
other water conditions will be pre-
sented to the PUC for its consid-
eration, he gald.

Indications that some sort of
action would be taken soon were
hinted by the PUC.

Following & PUC recommenda-
tion, the water company retained
the“services of the Henry Souther
Engineering Corp, a Hartford
firm, to conduct & study and make
recommendations as to thes steps
which would be taken.

A spokesman for the engineer-
ing firm said most of the study
has already been completed and
the resulls will be ready for
presentation to the waler company
“by the end of March,"”

Although the spokesman said he
did not wish to reveal the resulls
of this study before It was pre-
gented to the compsany, he indi-
cated installation of a filler plant
would probably be recommended,

*1 came away with the impres-
slon that the Soviets are ready to
negotiale, want to do so quickly
and are willing to have a thorough
debate of concrete proposals from
both sides,” OllenhAuer naid.

“Given good will on both sides I
am convinced that a peaceful solu-
tion can be found.

“My impression is that the So-
viets are secking & permanent
solution of the German question.”

The leader of West Germany's
No. 2 political party decinred he
disagresd with Khrushchev on
many points regarding the Berlin
question and an over-all German
pettlement,

But replying to newsmen's
questions, he added:

“There was agreement, however,
that there is no question which
cannot be solved peacefully and it
was agreed our problems must be
solved peacefully.”

‘A Soviet communique sald the
talks were held in “a friendly at-
mosphere.”

“Questions were discussed rela-
tive to the conclusion of a peace
treaty with Germany, the West
Berlin status, the liguidation of the
occupation regime in West Ber-
lin, the strengthening of peace and
the security in Europe,” the com-
munique said.

Of Bullet Wound|

Trenton, Ga., March # (/) — A
one-shot showdown, with penéo of-
ficers brought death®to an Ala-
bama' convict at the end of one of
the largest manhunts ever cen-
tered in the tri-state area of Ala-

bama, Georgia and Tennesses.

Desparado Willlnm Smothers,
38, died In surgery at nearby Fi,
Oglethorpe  Hospital  Saturday
night a few hours after the police
c¢hief of this Northwest Georgia
mountain city sent a bullet into his
shoulder.

The chief, H. H. Hutchings, and
Sheriff Allison Blevens, got on
the convict's trall through a tele-
phoned tip. They found him in a
field. near U.8. 11 in the Wildwood
community, just south of the Ten-
nespee line and about 20 miles
southwest of Chattanooga.

“Smothers drew a gun from un-
der his coat... and stuck {t In the
sheriff’s face,"” Hutchings said.

“I beat him to it, Before he
could pul) the trigger, I shot him,
I already had my hand on my
gun,'" he said,
