RedN-Tests
Set Record
For Fallout

Washington, March 14 (&)
—Last October’s nuclear tests
by the Russians produced a
record rise in the radioactive
debris in the strafosphere,
says Dr. Willard F. Libby.

Ldbby, scientist-member of the
atomic anergy cornmission, said the
rise was tremendous—the greatest
In all the history of weapon3 test-
ing by Soviets, Americans and
Britigj.

At the same time Libby made
public the theory of another Amer-
fcan scientist that Russian nuclear
tests in polar regions may present
a greater fallout hazard to a large
part of the world than the equa-
torinl tests of the United” Stales
and Britain.

Libby said this theory, however,
is atill considersd tentative. even
by its originator— Dr. E. A. Mar-
tell of the Air Force's Cambridge
(Mass) Reaearch’ Center.

The AEC fallout specialist, in a
speech delivered Iast night for him
at the University of Washington In
Seattle by an AEC associate, de-
voted his remarks mainly to de-
scribing efforts to determine hiore
precisely how fallout becomes dis-
tributed in the stratosphere, how
it descends—and at what rate.

But he did say that the malter
of falloyt effects on man consli-
tutes “an area of uncertainty so
large that only the most conserva-
tive treatment of the permissible
body burdens of fallout Isotopes Is
tolerable. ., ." .

And he said “care and caulion
must be taken about the matter of
additional radioactive contamina-
tion,"

The most important and dra-
matic problem this poor world of
purs has to face and master in

If the explosion that {s possible
gver comes, the world division will
come not by lines of Ideology, but

He
himself 14 doing some spending,
which is supposed to be politically
popular, But he Is also balancing
that spending by taxing, which ia
supposed to be political suicide.

Because he took over m state
which had been living in a policy of
putting off for tomorrow the pay-
ments {t wouldn’t be eany to make
today, and which also required for-
ward progress In its Institutions
and services, the tax Increases he
bas asked and got are substantial
in nature.

He is running the natural politl-
cal risk that the peopls of New
York will curse him for this, and
that the disrepute resulting could
kill him off aa a national prospect
for the Republican party.

But he also has to be conceded
the slira chance that not only the
people of New York, who are to
pay, but the puwonie of the nation
too will support a policy of fiscal
honesty and realism, even though
their opportunities to support such
& policy have bheen rare indeed.
There la a slight chance that the
people of New York and the Unlted
Statea are not morons, who think
that a system of momething for
nothing can go on forever and who,
in any case, never want it to bhe
ended o time to touch their own
pocketbooks. At least, win or lose,
Governor Rockefeller can have the
satisfaction of having made his all
or nothing gamble wilh a position
and prograom he himaelf can re-
spect.

February Unemployment
The statistical story of another
month reinforces  slightly, the
story told in January. Unemploy-
ment went up some 25,000 more In
February, to a total of 4,749,000,
February, unlike January, Which
is always poor, is supposed to be a
month for standing still, or begin-
ning to show some slight improve-
ment in business conditions. But
thia February had a alight down-
ward trend In employment, and,
equally serious, another slight
downward trend in the national
average industrial work week.
There will now be generated
some additional pressure for a con-
tinuation of emergency messures,
such as extended jobless pany, and
for more government spending of
the kind supposed to help make
jobs, and there will be new re-
criminations againat those who,
| like the Federal Reserve Board and
President Eisenhower, persist In
considering that -inflation Is also
an emergency problem with us,
Perhaps too, although one can be
much less sure of this, there will be
some much more fundamental ef-
fort to discover a policy or a sys-
tem of American life In which un-
employment Hoes nol seem the|
cure for inflation and inflation does
not seem the cure for unemploy-
ment. Much of our present eco-
nomie argument, it Is to be noted,
seems to insist that we must have
one or the other, and seems Lo con-
cede that there )5 no policy by
which we could get rid of both,

Proof lfnnecessary

In Castro’'s datest, he proclaimed
A death penalty for anyone caught
atealing public funds. He admitted
that there was ns yel no law estab-
lishing such a penalty. But within
n few hours one official invelved in
charges of such stealing carried
out Castro’s threatened sentence
himself. He committed suicide,

In the same speech in which he
proclaimed the death penslty for
embezzlement, leaving law to come
later, Castro also discussed the
kind of justice his military courts
have been handing out.

On the hasia of these three
sumptiors, some Republicans
ue Yaulting the leadership of Re-
publican State Chairman Ed May.

The first assumption s that the
Democrata in the House, despite
the earnest and repeated persu-
siveneas of Democratic State
Chairman John Bailey, will suffer
enough defectionas on the court
reform {ssue to make it impoasible
for the Democrats alone to paas it

The second assumption la that,
therefore, Republican wvotes will
be necessary to Lhe passage of
the full court reorganization bill,

The third assumption i that
these Republican voles exist and
will be proviued, and that the Ribi-
coff - bill for full court reorganiza-
tion will become law.

Thege threa nassumptlions form
the basia for an unfavorable anal-
ysis of the official Republican po-
sition on the courl reform Iasue,
for which Chairman May, perhapas
unfairly, is being held reasponsible.

If court reform is to win, and
if 4 15 to win by Republican
votes, why mnot get some credit
for the Republican party in the
passage of auch an historic re-
form? Why iave this reform fi-
nally come over the formal oppo-
sition of the Republican party?

The apecific development which
stands In the way of mme Re-
publican capita.ization of MHs own
positive role in a reform perhaps
guaranteed anyway and which ia
therefore regretted by these Re-
publican critica  of Ropublican
policy, was the adoption by a
Republican caucus, of a {ormal
position in favos of & half-reform
biil which would leave the justices
of the peace out. Two courses of
policy would have been preferable,
say the critics. One, perhaps not
posaible, would have been to try
to swing the official party posi-
tlon in favor of full court reform.
The other would have been to
avold a formal party position on
any detal' of the proposed re-
form, and thus to set the stage for
the finnl grandstand play In which
the party could contribute the
votes necessary for passage of the
reform after it had been demon-
strated that the Democrats could
not expoct to pass {t all by them-
selves, This Is, ngain, what is now
expected to happen, with the dif-
ference lhal the votes for court
reform victory will not be contrib-
uted by the Republican party, but
will constitute a revoll agninat Lhe
party's formal stand on the lssue,

In our own reading of the events
by which the Republican parly
got Itself into its present rigid
position, wa c¢redit Chalrman May
with having favored, himself, the
fden of keeping the party position
plisble. But we do not credit him
with having fought very hard to
retain this pliable position. In any
case, the idea of holding a flexi-
ble position was either outpowered
or outbluffed by the party's out-
right opponents of all court re-
form who are reduced, in this ses-
sion, to trying to use amall town
sentiment for the justice courts
as the lever by which the whole
proposition can be defeated. These
foes of all reform threatencd to
swing the party caucus against
all reform unliess everybody went
along with their omiasion of the
justice courta {from the reform
measure. By th's caucus, the foes
of all reform hoped to kill all re-
form. The more likely result, how-
ever, may be to kill the Republican
party’s chances of getling any
credilt for a reform Republican
votes are likely to pass. This pros-
pect is not merely the basis of
same criticism of May, but also
the basis of rather widespread
search for anme formula or strat-
egy which would enahle the party
(¢ approach the issue rore posi-
tively.

Wonders of the Universe

Balloon Could Help
Probe Atmosphere

By- DR. I. M. LEVITT
Director, Franklin Institute
Planetarium
Philndelphin

As far back as 1852 I recom-
mended launching a balloon satel-
lite. Buch n satellite, I felt, would
be & powerful tool in probing the
density of the atmosphere,

Since then therel has been one
attempt to launch a balloon—the
Beacon Project. It occurred on Oct.
12, 1958, when the Army tried and
failed to toss r 12-foot aluminum
balloon into orbit,

It was, by the way, the firsl
satellite attempt in which a near
circular orbit was the goal. Once
the satellite arrived at its apogee
(farthest point from earth), a roc-
ket was to be fired giving it, in Dr.
Wernher von Braun's words, &
“kick in the npogee.”

Presumnbly the kick would
throw the object into an almost
cireular orbit at 400 miles above
the earth. The balloon's lifetime
would be about a week,

The launching failed but others
will be tried {n the near future.
Sclentists are confident that a 100-
foot balloon will eventually be
placed into orbit.

More Drag
How will the palloon help us

The answer is simple. A large
balloon with & small mrss will be
{nfluenced by atmospheric drag
more than a smaller, heavier ob.
Jeet,

Thus 2 balipon would' return to
earth faster and the. raté of de-
scent would give *the scientist a
clue to the, d!m*ﬂmtton ot l.he alr
dengity, -

Just recently a German aclen-

rbauoon-type satellite containing a
rarefled gas would be useful also
in exploring the mysterious “van
Allen belt” of radiation above the
earth,

He suggests the balloon be
transparent, perhaps made of the
polythylene used today in high
altitude balloon flights.

Half of it would be painted with
stripes for reflecting purposes.
The balloon would contain a gas
under low pressure.

When bombarded by the charged
particles of the radiation belt, Dr.
Coric pointed out, thé gas on the
ingide of the balloon will glow.
This glow will be visible from
emrth and give observers clues re-
garding the radiation beit.

Doubts About Plan |

Some sclentists have serious re-
servations about Dr, Coric's pro-
posal. '

An Inflatable balloon will not
only bt bomdbarded by charged
parUclc.s in space; it will be bom-
barded by meteoric dust. In the
ase of a transparent 100-foot bal-
oon, it is probable meteoric par-
ticles would wreck it long before
atmospheric drag brought it down.

Thus our scientists envision
using an aluminum covered sphere | |
which will be relatively unaffected
by the Impact 'of meteors.

Guid_ance Clinic
Gets 46 Cases

The Manchester Child Guidiknce
Clinic has had 48 referrals of chil:
dren in need of help in Manchies-
ter, Rockville, Vernon, Hebron and
South Windsor asince the clinie
started in January.

According to Dr. Truman Esau,
director of the clinic, the children
range in age from kindergarten to
high school. So far, all are under
16 years old.

The problems the children have
been trying Lo overcome Include
nervousnéss, tension, tryancy, mis-
behavior in school. Nearly all the
children who were referred to the
clinic had had some difficuity in
school.

Some of the children did not
need treatment, the clinic found,
after examining them.

Other children were scheduled
for treatment after being exam-
ined through such tests as the Ror-
shach and Thempatic Apperceptive
Teats. Every course of treatment
requires a minimum of 10 hours of
professional time. This means an
hour a week for the child, and an
hour for each of his parents.

Some children were merely test-
ed by the clinic as a servicg to
the juvenile court. Then they were
elther recommended for psychiatric
treatment or pronounced responsi-
ble for their actions.

At present, six o - seven children
are being treated, and others are
on thoe waiting list,

To handle the load of casework,
the clinic has a psychiatrist, a
psychologist, and 1 social worker,
