Bouth sees’that he may have to
lose three club tricks, If »o, he
cannot afford to lose any other
tricks. -~

What Is he to do with his three
low spades? He must plan to ruff
them with dummy’'s three remain-
ing trumpe. That's why South
oan't afford fo-draw a second
round of trumps. Each of dum-
my's trumps has a job {o do.

How does South get to hls hand
each time after ruffing a spade
in.the dummy? It would be fool-
ish to lead a club; the opponents |
would be delightad to lead another’]
trump.,

The simplest way to get back
and forth is to ruff in both hands.
Declarer cashes the ace of spades
and ruffs a spade with dummy's
low trump. Then he takes the aoe
of diamonds and ruffs a diamond
with his own low trump.

From here on, declarer has only
trump honors In both handas, He
can ruff without the slightest
fear of an over-mff. When you're
going to ruff often, your best
course {a to execute the early
ruffs with low trumps. You save

‘Sheiks Big Losers

In Iraqi Rebellion

(WMMM}

voked to force by the govem-
rent’s attempt to put into effect
an agrarian reform law issued by
Kassem two and s haif months

after last summer's revolution
overthrew the monarchy. Redis-
tribution of land is & major project
of Kassem, who says the reason
for overthrowing the monarchy
was the urgent need for improving
the ot of the incredibly poor
MAasnes. .

For centur‘es most of Irags
farmland has been owned by land-
lords who took up to nine teaths
of the crop. The reform lasw limits
cownership to 600 {rrigated or
1,200 unirrigated acres. It provides
for redistribution of the balance
to peasants, with' the owners to
be repaid over n 20-year period

In recent weeks the Leftixt
Paghdad press had been complain-
ing that authorities In Moasul
Province, in the northwest comer
of the ocountry, were dragging
their feet in putting the law into
action,

The Shammar tribe of nomads
In Central Arabin marched with
the Hashemites against the Otto-
man Empire In World War L
After the British installed Hashe-
mite King Faisal I as ruler of
Irag, Shammar sheiks became ex-
tremely influential politically and
economically. Gradually many
of the tribe settled on farmland
on the fringes of thé desert, but
thousands still roam with herds
of camels from western Syrin
through Irgq and down into Saudl
Arabin,

The tribe is still a law unto it-
self, with hundreds of lesser shelks
acting as judges of the first In-
stance and the paramount sheik
the final, supreme judge.

Achmad Ajil, who succeeeded
as paramount shelk when his
father died a few years ago, is s
young looking, dark skinned man
of about 40 and extremely|
wealthy. ;

The tribe ownas hundreds of
thousands of acres, so it In
his name, some in the name of the
tribe. Achmad Ajil also owned
blg warehouses and factories in
Mosul. He divided his time
among his Baghdad and Mowul
palaces and with hia tribe in the
desert A foreign acquaintance|

“sayn he was more enlightened than
the usual tribal sheik and bought |
tractors, plows, combines and oth-
er modern equipment to improve
the lot of the tribe.

But when threatenad by redisiri-
bution of land which might lead
to the shattering of the tribal sys-
tem. he ordered thousands of his
tribesmen to Mosul to participate
fn the revoll

Kurdish tribesmen from the
northeast, who are less dominated
by their sheiks, arrived In Bagh-
dad on Kassem's side. Shawal'a
soldlers turned on him and killed

_Mim after he was wounded In a
bombing by Iraqi Alr Force planes,
Pro-Kassem city dwellera, _al-
ready into a wvolunteer
militia, were armed and joined in
the mopup of the rebels. Estimates
of the dead run as high as 2.000
-Most of the Shammars faded in-
to the desert. A large number were
sald to have been killed by pro-
Kassem villagers about 12 miles
from Mosul on the road toward
Syrie. Probably 50 died in a room-
to-room last stand in the shelk’s
Mosul palace.

The committee made the study
“solely on its own and its purpose
was to get the information it was
instructed to get, and make a com-
prehansive report to the town It
was not Instructed by anyone to
work wilh the Board of Educa-
tion," Wilcox .said.

Mrs. Alma Hecklar, Churman of
the Coventry School Board agreed
with Wilcox that nowhere Was
there anything in black and white
that required the study commitiee
te meet with the School Board.
However, she asked: "How can you
review the needs of an education
program without working with the
full Board?"

She pointad out that members of
the study committes were present
at meetings of the Coventry School
Board when it held meetings with
the Manchester and Regional Dis-
trict 8§ Boards of Education. But,
she sdded, '"Thére has never heen
a discussion between all the mem-
bers of the atudy committee and
the School Board."

Did Not See Report

Sha also said the School Board
dld not see the study committee’s
report before it ‘was publizshed.

MacQuown was one -6f three
members of the School Housing
and Planning Commitiee who filed
a minority report when the SHPC
completed 1ts study.

Parents Protest

The Board was visited last
month by a delegation of parents
from the Buckland School PTA
who asked the Board to éliminate
double grades at the school
They protested against grouping
of slow second grade learners with
firat  graders and fast  second
grade learners with third graders;

Eisenhower Offers Russia
Chance to Meet at Summit

Whatever comeés, he =said, the
American people “now have and
will contintie to have a modern, ef-
fective and adequate milltary es-
tablishment.”

In general, Congreas members
of both parties backed Eisenhow-
er's declaration of firmness In the
Berlin situation. Republicans wel-
comed, and someé Democrats chal-
lenged, his mssessrnent of the na-
tion’s mijitary strength.

Fisenhower confidently cited the
nation's long rang nuclear bomber
force, plus 41 types of missiles
either in production or under de-
velopment, as powerful enough to
resist communism's challenge, de-
spite domestic critics who are
urging him to spend more for de-
fenne.

Dominating Eisenhower's speech,
howsver, were 46 words which ap-
peared to move him a carefully
measured step along the road o n
summit conference Khrushchev has
been urging since last November,

Referring to the Allied reply be-
ing prepared to the most recent
Soviet note, he sald:

“It is my hope that thereby all
of us can reach agreement with
the Soviets on an early meeting at
the level of foreign ministers.

“Assuming developments that
justify a summer meeting at the
summit, the United States would
be ready to participate In this
further effort.,” he added,

Flsenhower's mentlon of a pos-
sible heads of government meet-
ing. dlong with his fixing of an
approximate date, came just three
days before Britain's Prime Minia-
ter Macmillan was due in town for
strategy talks.

Macmillan was reported ready to
press Elsenhower for an Rgree-
ment to convene such a top-level
Blg Four meeting as the only way

! tg ense European tensions.

The British leader is understood
to want a summit meeting regard-
less of whether a prior foreign
ministers conference makes any
progress on Germany's fulure.
Only a meeting at Khrushchev's
level would be apt to pry any con-
cessions from the Soviets, he be-
leves,

Eisenhower implied he disagrees
with Macmillan on this. He did not
explain  what developnents he
waould consider as justifying =&
summit meeting.

Aldes noted that the President
