The committee is beginning an
investigation into the problem of
how to afhieve economic growth
without Inflation.

Slichter, however, csdlled unem-
ployment a bigger national prob«
lem than inflation.

Ho said joblessness still at re-
cession levels the government
should pian a $3 billion deficit for
the next fiscal year to create jobs.

Incredulous, Republicans ques-
tioned his'statement that creeping
inflation is 'by no meang as disas-
trous* as some contend.

Not that It's good, Slichter

agreed, but “it'may be, and prob-|

ably is, a pecessary cost of
growth, he sald,

The Democrals, many of whom
put most of the blame for rising
prices on big business, got their
jolt when Slichter said wage de-
mands of powerful uniona are the
foremost cause of higher living
costs.

Thor-Able
On Target
In Atlantic

Cape Canaveral Fla,, March
21 (®)—The. Air Force
hurled a futuristic ICBM
warhead far out over the At-
lantic aboard a fiery  Thor-
Able rocket today and hoped
to recover it intact for the
first time in six launchings.

The huge 2-stage rocket, a modi-
fied combination of the intermedi-
ate runge Thor and Vanguard, ap-
peared to perform perfectly dur-
ing the 2'; minutes |t was In
sight -after a spectacular blast-
off.

The Defense Department an-
nounced later in Washington that
preliminary data indicated the
Thor-Able ‘“appeared to have
achieved Its test objective’” — that
is, it pushed the cone on target
during the highly successful flight.

A fleet of search ships and
planes walted In rendezvous . off
Ascension lsland 5,000 miles to
the southeast ready to récover the
elusive cone after iL aplashed into
the sea. ’

If the recovery efforts were suc-
cessfQl, it was expected that an
official announcement would be
madea several hours later,

A bright puff and then a tiny
flagsh of light In rapid succession
indicated that the second stage of
the 80-foot 'latinching wvehiels had
jgnited and was well on the way
downrange.

'New Planner

Mo#scow, March: 21 F) — A
staunch advocate of more wash-
ing machines, refrigeralors and
other consumer luxuries for the
Russian peoplée is the Soviet
Unlon's new top economic planner,

Deputy Prémier Alexei Kosygin,
55, an expert on business muannge-
ment, takes over from Deputy
Premier Joseph Kuzmin, whose
background leans more tp heavy
industry and agriculture

The significance behind the
shakeup was not Immediately
clear, for the 48.vear-old Kuzmin
was considered close lo Premlier
Khrushchev, It could mean that
Khrushchev s still facing some
opposition to his drastic economie
changes.

“What Kind Of World?”

Our effort to kesp some sort of
' kibitzser pace, on this page, with
the Foreign Policy Association
“Great Declalons” discumsions by
Manchaster pgroups suffered a
most human experience last week,
We fell asleep through our own
digcussion of the tople of the
week which was ‘“The New Tech-
nology—for Destruction or Flen-
ty?" We trust our snoozing in the
rear of the class wasn't noticed.

This coming week the diacussion
topic will be “What Kind of World
Is Possible?" Who could possibly
sleep through the nightmares that
suggests?

But we don't really believe the
nightmares, We mortals are here
on earth to work out a destiny
which justifies our existence. Our
present predicaments and lurid
posaibilities merely illustrate the
evolution of the problemn of life
on earth to that stage and point
at which, hitherto, man has always
found - some kind of answer. The
answers ahead have to he bigger
and better, and more daring than
anything before, but there ls not
one of these answers which is not
rooted In mankind's past thought,
past experience, past principle,
and past accomplishment, The
millenium we need for survival is
not really & millenium at all. It is
merely extension and application
of things already renlized amd ac-
complished to some degree, in some
area,

If men have learned to live un-
der a degree of peace and law In
one area, they can, with difficulty
and mistakes and backsildings and
tragedies and survivals, learn to
live under peace and law in a
larger area. If men have proved
that they can yield each other re-
spect and dignity across some di-
visions, they can eventually do the
same thing scross all division.

The Imposition of quotasn has

In
most instances, furthermore, we
have invoked a prétext alightly less
than honest. We pretend that we
are forbidding the importation of
raw materials because that might
tend to discourage domestic ex-
ploration for these same raw ma-
terials, which would affect our na-
tional security adversely in time of
war, The same argument reversed
becomes actually more cogent and
perstrasive, If we are short in cer-
taln raw mnterials at home, It
would seem smart to buy what we
can abroad In times of peace,
saving our domestic supply for the
time we might really need it. But
security Ia not, of course, our real
reason for establishing these pro-
tective quotan on the metals and
ofls our hemisphere neighbors
would lie to keep on selling to us,
We are concerned really only with
the Immediate peace time profits of
our domestic industries,
As for the uim of security, there
are all kinds of ways In which we
normally depend on these same
neighbors for support and friend-
ahip In world affairs. We like to
have them follow our diplomatic
lead, We like to have bases on their
territory. We like to remind some
of them, and ourselves, that wa
share long unfortified frontiers.
But let a moderate domestic de-
pression hit us, and our first
thought seems to be one of how
1o take some of its cure out of
the well-being of other nations.
Whether such remedies accomplish’
much more than spreading our own
recession out into the waorld, untii
it eventually comes back to us
again, as distress elsewhere dwin-
dles our own market for things we
want to sell, Is doubtful. The only
certain dividend from such policles
is bitterness abromsd. and renewed
doubt that we really mean our own
praonounced principles.

In this, as usual, the men of
science are wrong, They are never
first anyhere. In the case of Ve-
nus, a thousand poets, s thousand
Botticellls, and several hundred
billion lovers beat them to it. .

In his expensive search for
knowledge of outer space, today's
scientist has not forgotten the
in his knowledge of the earth
upon which he lives e
The gaps are many. Who can
say with certainty how many miles
‘of Atlantic Ocean stretches -
tween the United States and Eng-
land, or in fact the precise dis-
tance between any  ftwo ocean
porta? Who knows the exact
shape of the earth? . The answer
fs: Nobody-—at present.
Here's where the rocket sclen-
tist can really help. If he can
put a rocket into orbit at the prop-
er altitude, and big enough to be
clearly, visible, other experts can
take over and measure the earth's
physical characteristics. :
The few satellites now In space
are unsuited /for this purpose.
They are too close. Earth’s grav-
ity is affecting their path (astron-
omers call this perturbing the or-
bit) and the earth’s atmosphere is
slowing them up, even at a height
where the air is extremely thin.
Couple this with the announced
discovery by a Russian woman sci-
entist that the density of the at-
mosphere evidently varies from
place to place. If so, this. makes

They atop at the cost of
the mortgage, lorf:.tunx the sums
needed for taxes, urance, main-
tenance and such.

“They especially forget that
once a house is bought they will
need to deposit suficient cash to
cover insurance and tax payments
for at least a year in advance."

These two could have talked by
the hour sbout what they suspect
we don’t know about home financ-
ing. I pinned them down.

“How much,” I asked, “oan a
seif-employed man with a family
of two children earning $10,000
a year afford to spend for a home.

They agreed my question was
tough, pointing out that today
much depends upbn what is avail-

" mble in the Jocale in which a buyer

wishes or is willing to settle. The
offered the following rule of thu

v hich they claim is classic but
which may be stretched upwgrds
e bit nowadays:

Ideally the cost of a home should
not exceed two and a half times
& man's annual salary. If you get
$10,000 a year you should content
yourself with a $25,000 home.

Monthly carrying charges, in-
cluding payments on the principle
and interest on thé mortgage, In-
surance, local taxes and utilities,
should not exceed your weekly
take-home pay.

These bankers stressed the im-
portance of having & safe margin
of cash available when you close
for the house. Many a family head
has found himself caught zhort
because he neglected to previde
for the reserve or escrow account
his lending institudion requires
when they grant a morigage.

What payments are made from
the accolint?

Here's how an escrow account
works: Let's take tax payments
as an example,

Say you take possession of your
house in June and your local taxes
totaling $120 for the year are
due in October and April.

$10 mon.hly is to set aside for this
purpose.

When October rolls around,
however, you've only made your

.. August and September payments.

Thus there are hat $20 in the es-
crow account toward the §60 due.
To avoid this, your lending insti-
tution figures out in advance of the
closing how much more will be
needed to meet the first tax bill
In this case it is $40 and you are
required to deposit $40 on the day
of the closing,

The homeowner should look up-
on this mccount as a means of
budgeting for su:h payments. At
any time he sells hin house the un-
used portions of these funda are
given back to-him, By paying
ahead on insurance, for example,
he may actually lenefit by getting
his insurance af a somewhat re-
duced rate.

Lou Gehrig was a shy, hand-

He attended Colum-
bia but alwavs cheerfully insisted,
“The only B.A. I have in & batting
average,”

He and the Babe had much in
comamon -— their religion, their
German ancestry, the!r mutual
boyhood poverty, their love for

baseuall, and, of course, their re-
markable skill at bat. They were
to become fast friends. And bit-
ter enemies. And friends again.
Most Expensive Headache

In June ol 1925 the Yankees
had a remarka)le first baseman
named Wally Pipp, who waa also
a good friend of the Babe's, even
though the Babe had lost a one-
punch fight to Wally a couple of
years before. Wally had = head-
ache on June 1, 1825, and the awk-
ward rookie, Gehrig, was permit-
ted to substitute for Pipp for one
day.

Popr Wally has sald since that
those were the two most expen-
sive “aspirina anybody ever swal-
lowed. He wus uever dgain to play
first for the Yankees. Lou never
left the bag until he benched him.
self in Detrost In June, 1930,

Lou was only 36 in 1839, but he
knew something was wrong with
his reflexes. He sought ™ expert
medical advice and learmed that
he was victim of incurable amy-
otrophic lateral sclerosis.

But the Babe and Lou had eight
years as teammates. They were
the most devastating back-to-back
sluggers ever to make life seem
utterly hopelesa to a pitcher in a
tight game.

A thousand newsapaper p!ctﬁu
have been printed showing u
standing at home pliate, hand out-
stretched to congratuliate the Babe
trotting in from third after belt-
ing a homer. And another thou-
sand have been printed showing
Babe waiting at the plate to shake
hands with Lou after Lou had
driven Babe home.

tual advantage of each. For all
that they had in common, they
had some contrasts, too. The same
zrim childhood poverty that had
turned Babe Into a wild, free-
spending young man, turned Lou
into & diffident youth dedicated to
a personal economy that was em-
barrassing to Babe and all the
Yankees.

Babe's father and mother had
been a home for boys. Lou's were
enrnest, hard-working German-
Americans who were janitors in a
middie class apartment house in
Lou's childhood and youth.

Babe wanted to go on the town
when he could Lou wanted to
build & home for his folks In the
suburbs and get home to them
just as soon as the ball game was
over.

Babe hated authority. Lou. ne-
cepted it ag just and right.

Babe loved people. Lou was a
loner, his early shyness replaced
by suspleion that came with suc-
cess,

Who knows who was right?
Surely Babe was ridiculous when
he left a $10 tip where 50 cenis
would have been generous. But
Lou's dimes were just as silly.

You cannot fault a young man
for bullding his parents & home
and stayving In it with them, but
there must be something (n life
beyond a ball game and a home
cooked meal.

When Lou reported to the Yan-
kees In St. Peteraburg, he oar-

ried a cheap bag and wore a cheap
suit. He didn't have a dime.

In the beginning he was a very
bad first. baseman, And a simply
gorgeous hitter. My husband’'s
long drives were much Jlike his
swing—gracefully arching balls
that seemed to flow from the end
of a bat that, in turn, was flowing
effortiessly, propelled by a grace-
fully twisting body.

Lou hit that ball like a truck
running into a stone wall at 100
miles an hour. You could sese
mighty muscles tensing and ex-
ploding under his taut uniform.
Hin line drive literally screeched as
they headed for the outfield or the
bleachers, >

No opposing Inflelder liked to
see elther the Babe or Lou at
bat. But they were physically far
more afrald of Lou's bullet-like
smashes,

Lou could hit a baseball. And
for that alons my husband admired
him. And Lou, very frankly, was
a Babe Ruth fan.

When Lou went barnstorming
with Babe., Babe told me, “I'm
supposed to give Lou $300 per day
for the trip. I'm going to give him
$10,000. He waa worth it at the
gate.”

We lived In New York. Lou
lived in nearby New Rochelle.
Babe and Lou were mad about
fishing and spent many hours at |t
together {n the winter, During the
aenson, the New Rochelle house
was A handy retreat for Babe,
Benny Bengough and Tony Laz-
zerl. aZbe and Benny really un-

derstood Mom Gehrig's Inspired
German cooking and her way wilh
pickied eels, The Italian from San
Francisco, Lazzeri, apparently got
to like It too. ¢

Now It Can Be Told

There ware very few men in the
history of basebanll who ever play-
ed so well under as great a handl-
cap an Tony Lazzeri. He was the
besl second baseman in the Amer-
ican league, and nn outstanding
batter. Yot, every time he stooped
for a ground ball or walked to the
plite, he moved under the dread
terror of epilepny,

In his 10-year career he never
had an attack that was seen by a
fan, although he Jeft many a game
suddenly.

Baseball players, "riding” an op-
punent to hamper his coordination,
can, beeunspeakably vulgar and
cruel, No one ever said s word to
Tony referring to his personal
tragedy, Thelr taunts were always
restricted to the morals of his
mother, his ethnic background or
some such routine insult of the
professional diamond,

Sports writers knew all about
it, ton, but no one ever wrote It.

Tony, in an unexplained acei-
dent, wans to full down a flight of
stairs and be killed in San Fran-
claco some years later.

On a happier note, as 1 write
this, Benny, fat, bald, and healthy,
is still in baseball, coaching with
the Philadelphia Philliea,
