Not thown in the budget is approximately $80,000 available In 
'materiala and services from State Highway funds for road work 
in Manchester.

For lack of definite Information, we have not Included in esti­
mated receipts reimbursement from the State for part of the cost 
of Improved street lighting or for operation and m.aintenance of 
traffic lights.

The proposed budgets include an item for Salary and Wage 
Adjustments and/or additional “ fringe” benefits to employees. The 
Pemonnel Division of the State Department of Finance and Control 
expects to complete within a month a comprehensive review of 
Manchester’s position classification and pay plan. This trill be s 
basis for making any specific or general salary or wage adjustments.

R u ss ia  have  launched  a n  o b jec t to  
c irc le  th *  su n , laym en  h av e  been 
a sk in g  space  sc ie n tis ts : U nder 
w h a t  cond itions can  th ese  o b jec ts 
be seen ?

A s m a t te r s  s ta n d  now, th e  ob­
je c ts  a re  SO sm all and  re fle c t su n ­
lig h t eo poorly  th a t ,  a t  such  g re a t  
d istances, th e y  a re  sim ply  in v is i­
ble.

W h a t is  th e  p o ssib ility  o t  send­
in g  u p  a  p la n e ta ry  probe b rig h t 
enough  to  be v isib le ?

w h a t  is  req u ired  fo r  a  probe to  
be seen  a t  p la n e ta ry  dlstam ces.'

V anguard . T h is  20-lnch polished 
m ag n esiu m  sa te ll ite  a t  an  a ltitu d e  
of 200 m iles w ill a p p ea r  like  i- 
s ix th  m ag n itu d e  o b jec t a t  its  
b rig h te s t. (A  s ix th  m ag n itu d e  s ta r  
is ju s t  b a re ly  visible to  th e  n ak ed  
eye un d er th e  m o st Ideal condi­
tions.)

I f  th e  o b jec t is  m oved to  th e  
m oon's d is ta n c e —240,000 m iles— 
th e  b rig h tn e ss  fa ils  o ff by  a  fa c ­
to r  b f over a  million.

Obvious!, no  o rd in a ry  sa te llite  
—even of the  la rg e  R u ssian  v a rie ­
ty — will be visible a f te r  i t  passes 
the  moon.

. What about objecU circling th* 
sun? When th* *arth and th* 
object are on oppoaite aid** of the 
sun, the distance between them  
n a y  be *ome 300,000,000 miles. 
Visibility would seem  out of the 
question.

But apse* scientists ar* not so 
sure.

They ask; What can w* put Into 
space to enable us to see Objects 
moving around the sun, or—-more 
important, perhaps—to visually 
guide planetary probe* ao they 
reach their destination?

Some of these answer* are now 
available.

Dr. Whipple im ages a fla t cir­
cular mirror at the distance of a 
planet. One 16 feet im diameter 
w ould be bright enough to  be 
photographed.

Dr. Whipple believes it  could bo 
fashioned of metal foil and mount­
ed on a space vehicle to reflect 
sunlight to. the esrth.

not ready to be crossed by bis 
train. But the train rolled paM the 
slgnsls and headed for the river 
at about IS miles per hour.

A quarter of a mile from the 
bridge, an automatic derailing de­
vice, set to operate whenever the 
bridge U open, went' Into action.

The five passenger cart stumbled 
off the rails and continued another 
several hundred feet. They stayed 
right side up. The baggage car 
kept to the rails.

Both of the rsllroad’s westbound 
tracks were blocked by tha Jumble 
of cars. For several- hours, traffic 
from both direction* was sent over 
the two esstbound tracks. Buses 
were used to transport some pas­
sengers between Stamford and 
Greenwich.

All repairs were complete by
shortly after 8 p.m.. the railroad 
reported.

A spokesman for the New Ha­
ven said the engineer haa submit­
ted a report on the accident.
