It was reported unofficially that
all the tests were successful,

Ax far as it was known, some
sort of record was set when the
powerful Titan ICBM, a Bold
Orion air-to-ground research rock-
et ‘and & Jupiter intermediate
range wWeapon were fired aloft to-
ward ocean targets

None of the missile veterans
could recall when three ballistle
missiles had been Jaunched previ-
ously in one day.

It aleo was the first loud noise
heard at the €ape since Tuesday
when a Bomare interceptor missile
was fired against a B-17 drone tar-
get 200 milex awny.

It was the third straight tri-
umph for the 80-foot Titan, which
the Alr Force hopes to make oper-
ational in underground launching
sites within a year. The 110-ton
rocket, carryving an inactive second
stage, was fired on a limited range
flight of about 300 miles.

Titan, firat of the advanced 'Sec-
ond generation” misslles in  the
U.S. arsenal, was launched suc-
cessfully for the third time In 56
days by Martin Co, crewmen.

Several hours later, a B-47
bomber roared in over the Cape
and shot the 23-foot Bold Orion
test vehicle 700 miles down range.
The solid fuel 2-stage misaile will
be capable of spanning distances
of more than 1,000 miles when de-
veloped,

One is Secretary General Dag
Hammarskjold of the United Na-
tions who, at his first press con-

Khrushchev now leading from &
gituation of Internal mastery in
Russia, is that Khrushchev s still
facing & delicate balance of politl-
cal forces in his own country, and
desperately needs a diplomatic
success, involving visible and tan-
gible settlement of cold war issues,
in ordeér to complete the job of
burying thossa domestic political
enemies who siill belleve in the
tough, hard Russjan line In the
world

Salisbury thinks there is Inside
Russia the same Xkind of policy
split there Iy In this country—be-
tween those who believe in the
process and possibility of nego-
tiation with the West, and those
who prociaim that there is no use

on anything

From that hiypothesis Salisbury
Eves on to suggest that the West
now faces the following quesation:

"8hall we negotiate a valid plan
for reiaxation of world tensions
with Mr. Khrushehev or shall we
procrastinate nnd, thereby, pro-
voke an internal Communist politi-
cal crisis that would throw power
and prestige back Into the hands
of the hard-line advocates?

“In other words, would the West
prefer to do business with Khrush-
chev or risk the peril of a return
to the harsh era of Stalin, backed
this time by an intransigent Com-
munist China and a notable nu-
clear armory 7"

Correspondent Sallshury seems
to frame his questions toward only
one sensible answer. What we
don’t know, of course, and what he
himself is only guessing, s whether
or not the situation does present
the West with that kind of cholce.

We
notice the anonymous gift, ‘or the
gift made through a foundation, in
which case It is not the giver him-
pelf who hands out the gift, or
specifies who shall receive it, or
exactly what must be done with it

Recurrently, It |s suggested that
the Uniled States, In its interna-
tional giving, use the instrumen-
tality of the United Nations, which
could use existing or new expert
ngenies to allocate and supervise
our foreign economic ald. This
would take the implied price tag
of political or military cooperation
off our foreign economic aid, and
prove that we were more inter-
ested In helping humanity than in
buying the allegiance of any par-
ticular sections of humanity.

But neither our executives nor
our legislators ever seem. to take
warmly to such a suggestion. We
are pasaing out the money, aren't
we, and we have a right to see
what we are getting for it, don't
we?

That Is the routine phychology
involved, and it is interesting to
note that in Soviet Rusala, which
has made a great propaganda to-
de about giving out forelgn ald
without any strings attached,
there is a sudden rash of letters to
the editor, demanding that eco-
nomic ald to Nasser bhe cancelled
aut now that he has made speeches
crmrlzing Russian Communism.

Sir Oswald 8 Candldacy

Our British cousins, who ptob-
nbly conxider the presence in of-
fice of a Fauhus as something of &
disgrace to democracy, will soon
heve an opportunily to demon-
strate how they handle appeals to
recial Intolerance. And, although
every advance estimate is that
they will be able ta keep Sir Os-
wald Mosley, their number one
Fascist before World War I1, from
winning a seat in Parliament, we
heg them to notice whether he
succeeds In getling more voles
than he ought to.

For this one-lime apologist for
Hitler haa picked his constituency
well. He intends to run in that dis-
trict of London which has re-
cently become prominent for its
race riots, some of them believed
stimulated by the meetings and
literature of Sir Oswald's niove-
ment. And if his choice of a cons
stituency proves wise, and he gels
more voles than he ought to, the
reason will be plain. They will. be
votes cast from racial prejudice.

We do not wish our cousina ill.
To the vontrary, we hope the In-
nate British decency will he able
to control the votes of the Notting
Hill section better than it has been
able ta control some of. the riots
staged there In recent months. We
will welcome proof that racial
prejudice and the standard of
white supremacy can't win voles
in Britaln,

What we fear, however, is the
somewhat melancholy discovery
that human nature can have its
low spots everywhere,

This sad lesson may have some-
thing of & healthy dividend if it
indicates that nobody had better
indulge In too much preaching to
anyhbody else, either Britain to the
United States, or, within the
United States, the North to South,
or South to North. There are fow
justified sectional prides on this
issue. The need for genuine, soul-
gsearching humility is just about
everywhere,

Jof party ‘ledderships and the

General Assembly itself.

In the ‘hearing on county gov-
erfiment, State Tax Commissioner
John Bullivan, an old campaigner
from way back, constituted the
difference. He no extinusted the air
in favor of the abolition of county
governmend that, by the time its
opponents got the floor, they
could hardly draw breath for sus-
tained oratory. In fact, they fre-
quently just mumbled. Not 5o the
forensic Commissioner Sullivan,

gin. “You must realize, as I am
sure you do,"” he carried on.
“Henceforth,"” he proclalmed, I
shall quote round figurea”
“"Rather,” he exhorted, “I would
have it be weo who would be the
crusaders Lo blaze the trall"” “May
I just say, as a alight digression."
“Say what you will, charge me as
you desire.” And, since any good
orator is likely to create a new
word now and then, Commissioner
Sulllvan presented the world with
“efficiencyizing.”

Commissioner Sullivan neither
inspired nor exhausted us so much
that we could not note one other
difference in the mood of this
hearing. On court reform, the de-
fonders of small town justice nlong
with amall town politics did not
really conslder the battie lost,
They did not really feel they had
their own backs to the wall. They

and always won without too much
trouble,

Thia time, the defenders of an-
clent tradition and ancient patron-
age manctuary had the ominous
scare of what had happened to the
justice courts sharp and agonizing
In their minds. They knew Lhe
chips were down. And they came
to the hearing with a last-ditch
bitterneas which leemnd to proms-
ise that, whatever the outcome on
this lssue, they would not be
caught napping by compromises,
or calmed by party statesmen.
This is the precise realm where
the roots of Connecticut rural
politica are deepest, where the
machines of one kind or another,
either of the party itself, or of
pome county aatrap, have for
years immemorial received their
notrishment. In defense of this,
the fight will be hot, and it will be
all the hotter bhecause. to render
a judgment, there is even Jess
valid reason to defend county gov-
ernment than there was to defend
the justice courts,

Still at the conclusion of this
hearing on the abolition of county
government, we have to make the
same evaluation we mada at the
end of the hearings on court re-
form. The abolitlon of county gov-
ernment is certainly closer than it
has ever been before. The hearing
itself {llustrated the heat that
would be In the fight, but provided
no assurance of the solid Republi-
can strength needed to give the
county anacronism ons more lease
of life.

Two Big

Wonders of the Universe
Discoveries

Produced by IGY

By DR. L M. LEVITT
Director,
Franklin Institute Planetarium
Philadelphis

It will take years before we can
fully evaluate the scientific discov-
eries made during the Internation-
al Geopbysical Year,

The IGY ended Dec. 31, but the
period was so fruitful that re-
search work is bejng continued.

From the standpoint of acien-
tists there were two major devel-
opments,

The first was the discovery that
an intense band of cosmic radia-
tion encircles the earth., The sgc-
ond was the discoyery that the
earth is not spherical but pear-
shaped.

Neither discovery could have re-
sulted from scientific research
confined to the earth. Both came
because man had learned how to
hurl rockets into space,

The belt of radiation was found
by the Army's Explorer satellites.
They radioed information that at
about 800 miles above the earth
an intense Yay activity flourished,
some 1,000 times what ‘was ex-
pected. The activity diminished
slowly as the rocket sped upward
o between 20,000 and 40,000
miles, where it finally returned to
normal.

We must learn more about this
radiation belt before we can safe-
Iy send a wmanned vehicle into
space. Two other rockets have
piunged through the belt since its
discovery, but neither sent back
definite information.

Becond Discovery

The second exciting disovery re-
sembled a real-life detectiva story.

Shortly after V I was
launched March 17, 1958, it pro-
ceeded to move In an ogbit which
'had not been foreseen. Changes
in its predicted path sent scientists
back to their calculating machines
in a hurry., .

After months of work, they dis-
covered the reason for the dif-
ferences. Vanguard I was orbit-
ing around an earth that is pear-
shaped, with the main bulgt south
of the equator!

Previously 'we visualized the
edrth ag an oblate » — that | the

the poles with the equatorial dia-
meter some 28 miles greater,

The new concept iz this: Take
that same oblate sphercid and
imagine that at the North Pole
the surface is 50 feet higher than
the old earth. As we go from 'the
North Pole to the Equator the
earth seemn to fall closer to the
cénter than the spheroid by 25
feet. Finally at the South Pole the
true surface is 50 feet inside the
spheroid. Add this all up and it
amounts to the earth being pear-
shaped,

Hew did gclentista discover this
curious shape?

In July, 1958, Miss Ann Eckels,
& member of the NASA team
studying Vanguard's path, dis-
covered that the changes in the
perigeal altitude (its closest ap-
prouch to the earth) were con-
trary to what would take place if
the earth were an oblate spheriod

If ‘the earth were oblate,  the
perigee in the northern and south-
ern hemisphere would have been
the same. But the data disclosed
that the perigee point was lower
in the northern hemisphers than
in the gouthern,

This indicated the earth. was
not sypumetrical aboul the equa-
tor.

Stronger Than Supposed

The team that reviewed and in-
terpreted the data was headed by
Dr. John A, O'Keefe, one of this
country's ranking géophysicists,
In addition to Miss Eckels, R. K.
Squires contributed to the solu-
tion of the problem.

On the basis of the new data Dr.
O'Keefe suggests that our concept
of the earth’s interior may bear
re-examination.

“Indeed, even If Wwe should
scquicacéd in the unthinkable sacri-
fice of two million fres Germans,
such a confession of weakness
would dismay our friends and em-
polden the Communists to step up
their campaign of domination.

“The course of appeasement is
not only dishonorable, it is the
most dangerous one we could pur-
sue."”
~ "Alluding then to the 1938 agree.
ment from which Hitler went on
to conquest, the President said:

“I'he world pald = high price for
the lesson of Munich——but it lerrn-
ed It well"

By the same loken, Eisenhower
gaid, the cost of defending free-
dom around the world today Is
high. But he termed it “a proper
Chlrﬁf to the nationnl security of
the United States.” and added that
myutual security—foreign aid—and
American securily are synony-
mous.

Efsenhower sald that whlile
weakness on the part of the Al-
lies Is dangerous, “this does not
mean -that firmhess Is mere rigid-
ity, nothing but arrogant stub-
bornneas.”

It was at that point he asseried
the United States and its friends
don't want war—and that they

fer the conferehce table to the
mlleﬂeld. "

Tensions are created, said Eisen-
hower, primarily by governments
‘nz individualy *that are ruthless
in sesking greater and more ex-
tensive power.” Then he added:

“Berlin {s a tension point be-
cause the Kremlin hopes to elimi-
nate it as a part of the free world."”

Referring to the Communist
leaders, Eisenhower went on:

Naturally they always pick the
most awkward situation, the hard-
to-defend position, as the place to
test our strength and resolution.
There will never ba an easy place
for us to make & stand, but there
iz a best one.

*The best one is where principle
points. Deep in that principle s
the truth that we cannot afford
the loss of any free nation—for
wherever freedom is destroyed
anywhere, we are, by that much,
ourselves weakened, Every gain of
communism makes further defense
against it harder and our securily
more uncertain'
