Herter, and apparently \n any case

Jnillan of Britain, has been that
Khrushchey might be . leading
4rom weakness rather than from
—-otmngth. and that he originated
4he Berlin crisis not in order to
Ary to seiz¢ Berlin, but in order
3o precipitate some summit diplo-
Jnacy which could lead to a relaxa-
4tion of world tensions which would
-sage some of Russin's European
position responsibilities and allow

By the time the third atage has
burned out—some 10 to 12 nitnutes
after the launching —scientists in
Washington have some idea as lo
whether the satellite will orbit and
the shape of the orbit.

In Pmbing Space

& All the computer needs is data

from four Minitrack stations and
the preliminary orbit is computed
s0 other stations dlong the line can
be alerted for satellite passings,

However, the work of the com-
puter does not stop here. As more
information pours In from other
stationa along the satellite path,
the computer introduces this new
data to refine Its orbital comptita-
tions until it produces an orbit with
almost unbellevable precision,

To perform thease computations
it uses some 40,000 (natructions
that mathematiclans have pre-
stored on magnetic tape. To com-
pute an orbit the IBM 704 makes
as many as 500 million ealculations

Scientists say that by the time
elght Minitrack sightings have
been put into the machine It can
yield definitive information on an
orbit's shape and the satellite's
speed, position and altitude for
every minute many days in ad-
vanee.

In the case -of Vanguard I,
lnunched March 17, 1958, the 704
predicted within seconds where the
satellite would be a week In ad-
vance.

The computers have also proven
very valuable in other ways. By
knowing precisely where the vari-
ous Satellitées were when record-
ing unusual radiation in the upper
atmosphere, the now famous Van
Allen radiation belt was dis-
covered and mapped.

By comparing- the actual poal-
tion with the predicted position of
a satellite, scientists learn shout
the density distribution of the at-
mosphere.

The pear shape of the earth waa
deduced from unexpected shifts
In the perigee of Vanguard 1.

These are some of the resulla
put into our scientific cupboard.
The computers may nol be as
dramatic sas the rockets’' them-
selves, but without them our
giant strides into space would
nevér-have materialized.

Pure Water Myth

To the Editor,

Many people are under the
false assumption that fluoride oc-
curring naturally 'in drinking wa-
ter is quite unusual. This however,
is not the case. Fluorine is nat-
urally present in the drinking wa-
ter of many people in the United
States. These fluorides are added
to water by nature as the walter
runs through underground pas-
sages and crevices where the
ground contalns fluoride com-
ponds and eventually flows into
the water supply. :

In 1931, improved methods of
chemical analysis made It poa-
sible to measure amounts of fluo-
rine in drinking* water showing
‘that all water supplies in the Unit-
jed States contained fluorine traces

of fluoride per million parts of
water,

In 1888, Dr. H. Trendley Dean
and his assistants In the United
States Public Health Service un-
dertook a-series of Investigations.

They found a direct relation be<
tween the proportion of fluoride in
drinking water and the amount. of
tooth decay in children who drink
the water.

man. Consequently, man is merely
taking full advantage of an ele-
ment which nature provided us
with.

Dr. Robert A. Kehoe, who la Di-
rector of the Kettering Labora-
tory and the Institute of Industrial
Health at the University of Cincin-
natl, and his staff have collected
and appraised over 8,500 scientific
reports on this subject and made
careful analysis of experiences in
areas. where people have been
drinking fluoridated water all their
lives. .

A len-year study was mads of
116 persons in Bartlett, Texas, who
had been drinking waler contain-
ing 8 parts of fluoride per miilion

ts of water for an average of
7 years. Their records were com-
pared with the records of 121
citizens of Cameron, Texas, which
had 0.4 parts of fluoride per mil-
lion. "Examinations of arthritis and
arthritic changes, blood content,
cataracts, eye lens opacity, cardio-
vascular changes, hearing, tumors,
cysts, fractures, kidney and gall-
stopes, gingivitis, hemoglobin,
blood ‘cells and sedimentation.
blood caleium, urine albumin and
glucose were made. No significant
differences were found. Similar in-
vestigations were made in various
parts of the country that contained
more than 1 part of fluorine per
million parts of water with similar
findings.

Consequently, fluoridation of
waler {s a harmless, simple pro-
cedure. Nature has provided ua
with the greatest single factor in
the prevention of tooth decay. It is
ours for the asking Vote.

of mutual aid among the free
nations to prevent what he
called the catastrophe of So-
viet domination.
