Rhee Closes A Newspaper

The United States s consider-
ably disturbed because President
Rhee of South Kores -has just
closed down & newspaper, and bes
cause his governmental directar of
information has refused even lo
see our diplomata when they went
to him to protest agalnst the ac-
tion, Tha newspaper in question is
& Roman Cathdlie organ which
expresses political opposition to
President Rhee. The fact that it
was an opponition newspaper wans,
of course, the reason for Preaident
Rhee's action in suppressing it.
And this action is resented not only
by the United States, which onoe
fought to preserve the freedom of
Bouth Korea, but by many South
Korean newspapermen themselves,
including some_who support Pres-
ident Rheb,

Fat, xithough the United States
is _trying to lodge official protest
sgainst this action, President Rhee
has one ironical satisfaction in his
action and in his defense of “it.
Against the fact that  United
States policy s now disturbed be-
cause he has challenged the free-
dom of the press, President Rhee
can say that he accompligshed the
suppression of this newspaper by
invoking an ordinance originally
promulgated by American Mili-
tary Government in Korea in 1948,

This ordinance, which Preaident
Rhee has now Invoked for politi-
cal purposes of his own, was origi-
nally Intended by us a5 a weapon
against. the Communists, We
wanted to prevent them from
spreading théir propaganda  In
South Korea, and we promulgated
this ordinance for the purpose of
donying freedom of the press to
the Communists, whp are so adept
al abuging that freedom.

President Rhee in purposely and
artfully posing as one¢ who ia very
naive. If it in all right to deny free-
dom of Lthe press to one political
movement, he seems to ask, why
is It not all right to deny freedom
of the press to another? Why
should he not use our law against
his political enemiea? Wasn't that
what the law was made for in the
first place?

What President Rhee is teaching
us, then, is that principles are
either whole principles or they are
nothing. Freedom of the' press is
either indivisible, or it {s nof free-
dom of the press. When you sug-
press one kind of political opposi-
tion, you establish the principle for
the suppression of any kind of po-
litical opposition. And the blunt
fact i that we now complain be-
cause President Rhee ia doing, in
South Kores, something we our-
selves taught and authorized him
to do. That does not make it right,
bul it does mean that he has the
privilege. of uasing an Americkn-
made law for his dictatorial pug-
poses. | ' .
