' for the first time that the Negroes
‘in this country had”solidarity in
thelr ranks in striving for the goal
of equal opportunity.

“Dr. King s » qu soft-wpoken
man with an almost Britiah ac-
cent. Hig words were well enunci-
ated, and he apoke with the con-
'viction of a man who UVes with
‘truth. His message was nol naw.
It ia one that he has stated pub-
leoly before. But there was some-
thing inspiring about hearing the
man himself v ing his fellow Ne.
| groes to overcome us with loye and
‘ patience, not violence.

“It is & strange feeling for a
white person, for the firgt time, to
be with & group that is90 per cent
Negro and to hear g Negro talking
to his own people about what we,
the white people, are doing to
them.

The Test Ban Realities

Apparently almost in jest, and
certainly without any chance of
Western ncceptance, Russia'a For-
elgn Minister Gromyko suggested
In Gensva the other day that the
world's three atomic powers pro-
cead Immediately to aign their
treaty banning nuclear tests, with-
out waiting to fill in its blank
spuces, The response of the West
was to suggest that .instead, the
problem of a fest ban be turned
back to the sclentista for a wille,
to get, If poanible, some agree-
ment from, them on the measurea
fenaible for monitoring possible nu-
clear explosions In space.

If that course ls followed, the
test ‘han negotiations will take up
again, when they resume, the ques-
tion of whether or not all kinds of
nuclear explosions shall be banned,
the question of what kind of in-
spection system there shall bp and
how It shall be manned, the ques-
ttion of how much of a veto there
ahall be over the inspection proc-
ean, If any.

That {s the serious way the ne-
gotintion will go, perhaps to an
eventual suocess,

Yet Jt has to be pointed out
that, however- silly and prepos-
terously simple the Gromyko sug-
gestion of the other day may
sound, it may be claser to common
senge Lthan the negotiations may
ever come.

Either the world's nuclear pow-
ers will Intend to keep a ban on
nuclear tests, or they will not. 1t
they intend to keep it, the sim-
plest kind of agreement will do.
If they do not intend to keep It,
no amount of detalled specifica-
tions or arrangements for inspec-
tion, surveillance, or punishment
will make them keep (t.! The
choice Is between no testing and
testing anarchy. The fArst viola-
ton would mean that the nation
committing It wants and intends
to" return to anarchy, no matter
what the ponsequences, The Lest
ban, if it comes into force, will
have to depend on the honor sys-
tem, on a desire for survival, and
on deference to world opinlon,
for fits strength, and {f these
do nol make It a lasting ban,
nothing (rlu’ will. - Negotiations
which are based on the pre-
sumption that somebody will inaist
on breaking the test ban, and on
the further theory that something
could then be done about it, are
quite in the context of normal in-
ternationzl behavior but, in this
instance, largely a waste of time.

The IGY "has ended, however,
and just recently a Boviet writer,
E, Korovin, writing in the maga-
zine. Intsrnational ' Affairs, indi-
cated the Russians may change
thelr position, It seems they par-
ticulagly object to "sesing eye"
satellites passing over their ter-
ritory. -

No doubt the launching of our
first Discoverer satellite last Feb-
ruary contributed to this anxiety.
The firat reconnaissance satellite,
its military implications were ob-
vious, Once It is fully developed,
the Iron Curtain countries - will
never again ba free from serutiny.

What Actlon?

Why Is religion important In
American life? A host of answers
could be given. Lot me touch on
but two. :

The frst answer ls higtorical.
Were re nol important in
American life today or tomorrow,
this would represent s radical de-
parture from a tradition which his
obtained here from the beginning.
The original settlers of this land,
Protestant or Catholle, were all
godly men. They recognized the
existence of God, man's relation-
ship to God, man's depandence on
God, man's obligation to worship
God and live according to His
laws, Be (t in the Spanish coloniea
or the English, in New England or
Maryland or Virginia or Pennsy-
lvania, the pionesra who broke the
wilderness and began shaping the
American way of life all were reli-
glous, put religion first, and
recognised that without religion
the life they sought wax im-

ble,

Thus was established a tradition
which has continued over the cen-

ripeness the time for the prov-
idential of the Republic, it was
publicly acknowledged, in words
which live on, that it ia from God
that the dignity of man comes, as
well as those rights which are held
sacred and inviolable, This dig-
nity, these rights man does not
himaself fashion, Nor are they con-
ferred on him by soclety or by the
State. They inhere in him because
God has invested him with them.

The necessity, the place of reli-
glon have, immemorially, been evi-
denced in many ways. For example,
no session of the Supreme Court
of the United Btales opens without
an invocation of God. Both houses
of Congress have chaplains and be-
gin their sessions with prayer. It Js
‘| the frequent practice of our Chief
Executives to allude to God In
their publi¢ addresses, The govern-
mént supports chaplains for mem-
bers of the armed forces.

Much more svidence in this vein
could be cited. Suffice it to say
that American history is replets
with indications of a common and
constant recognition of the mingu-
jar importance of religion to the
functioning and well-being of the
nation,

dance of testimony from thé an-

“It Is laws
that nteo- that justice will
prevall, Laws that are sound, fair,
jeit, workable.” But will laws
alone do the - task? No, good
though ' they may be -in them-
polves, they must be obeyed.

“Adoquate law  enforcement
agencies,” may the answer,

t is, executives and a judiciary
that will see to, it that laws are
enforced exactly and Impartially;
& police force and & court system
which will restrain and penalize
the offender, . S

Is that all? Is that enough? No,
there muat be common agresment
that the laws are just and conse-
quently must be obeyed. If, for ex-
ample, s whole community, or
even & large part of & community,
decided tomorrow that it was go-
ing to ignore the law and break
it at will, the authorities would be
powerless to withstand the result-
ant tids of lawlessness, the whole-
sale perpetration of injustice.

How is such a common -
ment achleved? "By educa Red
we may be told. If everyone has
a thorough courss In civics, which
demonstrates the responsibility
that every e¢itizen has to obey the
law, then justice will obtain and

) of justice will be
fully supported. ’

But mepre demonstration, even
in the best of civics courges, does
not suffice. To know and to-do are
quite different thinges. A pérson
may know parfectly well what his
duty is, and stil]l not fulfill it.

More Is demanded; It must be
sten that justice binds In con-
sclience, Why does it bind Incon-
sclence? Whose authority exacts
obaervance of it of us? What s the
sanction behind it, the ultimate
and irreducible sanction? It Is
God's command, as set out in the
Ten Commandments and reiterat-
ed times without number in the
Scriptures, To commit an injustice
Is to offend God, who reprobates
it and will hold us accotintable for
it, even if the law enforced agen-
cles never detect It or bring us
to book for It

It is this, and this alone, which,
in the Iast analysis, insures re-
spect for justice and conformity to
its requirements, And where do
we lenrn of this says from re-
liglon?

One could Indicate other In-
stances of the Indispensabllity of
religion for our national good. It is
not the objective of religion to
serve the national good. Rather,
it is the objective of religion that
wa properly acknowledge and
serve God. An incidential benefit
of this is the good which accrues
to the country or soclety to which
we belong, and without which®
¢ither would be incomparably, In-
deed disastrously, the poorer.

Instead of making a peace
treaty with a united Germany,
Gromyko called for immediate
conclusion of a peace treaty to be
pigned with both East and West
Germany and then leave up to
them the whole reunification prob-
lem. .

To this end he introduced a
draft German peace treaty which
Moscow had “originally circulated

nd made known to the world
ast January. The United States
promptly denounced this action
on ngs that the West had re-
jected the Lreaty when it was first
put up.

“The United Statea” said As-
pistant Secretary of State Andrew
H, Berding in a statement, *“lis
kesnly disappointed that Mr.
Gromyko put forward nothing new
or constructive.”
