Latest Thing In Discomfort

The new Discomfort Index to be
announced by government weather
bureaus this summer will be ar-
rived at by taking the readings
from two tharmometers, one re-
flecting the stralght temperature,
the other reflecing -the humidity,
adding the two readings, taking
four-tenths of the resultant sum,
and then adding 18.

The resultdnt figure will sound
like & temperature, but will not be.
It will tell you how' you ought to
be feeling on that'particular day.

When the Discomfort Index
reaches 70, about 10 per cent of us
will feel uncomfortable. When it
gets to 75, about half of us will
fesl uncomfortable. At 79 discom-
fort will be complete for every-
body, and many people will' feel
“acutely miserable.” Above 80 it
will be terrible, and at 86 even the
best of us Is supposed to find a
shaded couch and fan.

This bit of modern progress, this
Iatest adyance in service to our dis-
comfort, la-merely more fulfilment
of & tendency the weatherman has
been  following for some time,
which has been to tell and warn us
how we are going to feel, The only
concelvable result of such advance
warning, since most of us cannot
pack up and head for the shore on
any happenchance day, is to begin
making us feel hot and sticky even
befors the actual condition has ar-
rived:

And since, In wuthar discom=
fort as In any-other kind, the suf-
fering of anticipation is always
worse than the reality, the un-
pleasantness of an unpleasant day
{s always multiplied at’ least by
two. Theré also exists the posaibil-
ity that, left to ourselves, we
might somehow manage to find the
unpleasant day pleasant, or be so
busy and happy we failed to realize
what a torture was upon us.

The whole paychological point
of this, the way in which the pay-
chology of fear and scare has crept
into gven our attitude tovard the
weather nature gives us, is illus-
trated by the fact that this new
service chooses to call itself the
“Discomfort Index,” not the “Com-
fort Index" or thé *“Pleasaninesa
Index."” Not how well we are like-
ly to feel an a given day, but how
poorly—that is what the weather
buresucrats, following the natiopal
poychology, have decided to tell
us. N .

We long ago discovered that all
weather, of whatever kind, would
bé more pleasurable, or bearsble,
if we could accomplish the super-
human feat of ignoring the pradic-
tions about it. In fact, we have
found ourselves, on occasions
when we proved unable to ignore
the predictions, suffering In ad-
