Drop-Outs Have Tough Time 
In Quest for Employment

NOTfc — Undergraduate drop-’̂ ployment rate ' among unskilled
outs are getting the short end of 
the employment market today, 
says the secretar.v at labor. Here 
Is his advice to America's young 
people on what to do to get better, 
more Mtisfjing Jobs.

Washington, May 22 (/Pi—Within 

a few weeks about IK million boys 
and girls will be graduattn)^ from 
hlAh schools throughout the Unlt- 
ed States.'

Some will immediately become 
mpmbers. of the American labor 
force; others will be preparing 
themselves for (tddjUonal training 
in .colleges, through apprenticeship 
training and other educational pro­
grams. But, whatever their course 
of SLCtion, each of these bbya and 
girla will, in a very real aense be 
highlighting once agsdn one of the 
critical problems of our time; The 
relationship between education on 
the one bkhJ find employment and 
uhemplnyment on the other.

With'two commissioners, the aal- 
 ̂ .ary would be |7,S00 for each. The 
bill requires that one commissioner 
be a Republican and the other a 
Democrat. Presumably Lugg will 
g e t . the GOP ennunisaionership 
wheh his present term expires on 
July 1.

The Senate also received an 
emergency hill 'that would allow 
the state’s bus companies |227,000 
a year in tax relief. Jt vvas immedi­
ately referred to the Finance Corn 
mittae and is expected to emerge 
from the committee for Senate ac­
tion next week.

Execution Stay 
For Killer of 11

In denying Starkweather’s writ 
yesterday, Judge Van Pelt noted 
the question of the youth’s inno­
cence was not raised In his appli-
eaUon.

Starkweather had said prevlou, 
ly he thought he should have 
celyed no more than a life sen­
tence. ^

A bespectacled, bowlegged yputh 
who stood 5-feet-5. SJArkweather 
vaulted into notdrietv in January 
Of 1958.

Accompanied by his 14-year-old 
sweetheart, Caril Ann, he set out 
on a killing spree. Nine victims in 
and around Lincoln were counted 
in three days as the fugitive teen­
agers kept one Jump ahead of the 
la ^ /
^The trail ended with capture of 

the pair near Douglas, Wyo., Jan. 
29 after a parting-shot killing a 
shoe salesman on a Wyoming 
highway. Starkwi^ther subse­
quently admitted the previously 
unsolved slaying of a Lincoln'fill­
ing station attendant, to bring his 
string to 11.

Stvkweather was tried epectfl- 
Ically in the Jan. 27 shooting of a 
Bennet, Neb., high school junior, 
Robert Jensen, whose body was 
found tai a storm cava.with that 
of his gin friend, Carfil King.

Jurors spurned the insanity plea 
which Starkweather's court-ap­
pointed-attorney's had entered over 
the youth’s objections, and rec­

ommended death.
Caril, now 15, was ,tr\ed six 

months later, was cO'nvicted of 
Murder on grounds ahe aided and 
abetted StarkweaJJfer in the Jen­
sen killing, and-’drpw a life sen­
tence Her appeal to the state 
supreme CoUrt le pending.

Starkweather was s principal 
witness against Caril at her trial, 
aria the glri'a lawyers have since 

-Contended, in seeking a new trial, 
that false testimony by Stark­
weather convicted the girl.

Only. Wednesday, Carl! asked 
Gov; Ralph Brooks to stay Stark­
weather's execution so he would 
have “ plenty of time to tell the 
truth." She also q̂ sked the gover- 

I nor to arrange a face-to-face meet­
ing with Starkweather before his 
execution in the hope of drawing 
from him a statement that Caril 
was innocent. Brooke rejected the 
pleas.

Appeals and court reviews twice 
forced postponement of the execu­
tion. "The series , ran out last 
month when the State Board of 
Pardons refused to commute his 
sentence to life imprisonment.

Starkweather, bland and un­
emotional as ever, told the board 
he was sorry he had killed. But he 
spent the bulk of his time com­
plaining about his attorneys, 
whom he earlier dismissed. He in­
sisted that with better counsel, he 
would have gotten off with a life 
sentence.

During his long prison wait. 
Starkweather put on more than 15

pounds; He spent hit time writing 
his autobiography, drawing pic­
tures and reading—the Bible and 
western fiction mostly.
